Continued obstacles in front of the 
basing have kept the drillers on the 
A-T well from making any great 
deal of headway toward their ob­
jective of a producing well. They 
were finally successful in shutting 
out the water and other material 
that was impeding their progress and 
have resumed drilling.

The casing was set at a depth of 
a little more than 3,200 feet in a dry 
hole after they had worked for more 
than three weeks with water stand­
ing from 1,000 to more than 2,000 
feet in the hole. Caves in the lower 
end finally made it imperative that 
the casing be extended to the bot­
tom to allow further operations. 
Under reaming and setting casing 
has taken them all the past week 
with no active drilling taking place.

The formation now seen is a black 
stick shale and is something un­
known to the drillers in this section 
of the state. They are keeping close 
watch on the hole and are ready for 
any sign that would show the well 
to be a producer.
' People in Clarendon arc more than 
ever interested in the progress of the 
development and a string of them 
are almost always at the well. No 
showing of oil is present in the well 
at the present time and all gas has 
been shut off in the casing.

The Clarendon News of last week 
carried an i.em to the effect that the 
fate of Company “ H ” Texas National 
Guard would soon be a thing oi the 
past unless some measures we.e 
taken to prevent its lo-.s to the com­
modity. Due to business reasons. 
Captain Charles Trent is giving up 
the company, which i. .11 be uiscandcq 
and mustered out unless some.hing 
can be don t > s. Hire a commanuing 
officer for the company.

Since the first of the year, the 
company has been without any other 
officers except that of the eapta.n, 
which has worked something of a 
hardship on the local management 
of affairs.

Captain Boyd was here all of last 
week and the greater part of the 
week preceding that in an effort 11 
secure some leadership for the com­
pany. Several men were approa.hed 
with the propos tion but none of 
them were in u position to accept 
the office.

Company “ H” was organized here 
shortly after the opening of the 
World War and has all the time been 
located here. The boys who were 
the first integral part of the fight­
ing company have scattered to the 
four winds of the earth and only a 
few of them remained here to make 
their homes. The local company saw 
service in Denison as a part of the 
force o f militia stationed there dur­
ing the last railroad strike. The 
company was at one time the most 
proiic.ent in the manipulation of 
machine guns, winning first place 
in the camp held in Fort Crockett at 
Galveston.

One of the members of the com­
pany had the distinction of being 
able to assemble a machine gun in 
less time than had ever been done in 
a National Guard camp. Other like 
distinctions were the property of the 
company at one time.

At the last Federal Inspection, 
held here in the month of March, 
1926, the inspecting officer said that 
the local company was the best 
dressed and made the bset appear­
ance of any company he inspected on 
the entire tour.

Aside from the fact that the com­
pany has won honors for itself and 
for the men who composed the or­
ganization, it has furnished a vaca­
tion for at least thirty boys and men 
each year since it has been in Clar­
endon. The least enjoyable of these 
was had last summer when the camp 
was held at Palacios. Other camps 
have been a fine time for a vaca­
tion period and have provided a 
touch that would have been impos­
sible in anv other vacation time.

A  conservative estimate of the a- 
mount of f'nanrcs brought into the 
city through the National Guard 
would place the figure at $5,000. 
This amount could be almost doubled 
if the city were to become suffici­
ently interested to back the com­
pany as is seen in other cilies where 
a company of like nature is station­
ed.

BROODING AND CARE
OF BABY CHICKS

Uy I*’ . W Ktiztneier, Bryan, Texas, 
formerly Poultry Husbandman A. &

At this reason of the year, one 
of many peoples problem is raising 
the baby chicks. It may seem like 
a great economical waste to tell you, 
that leas than 50 percent of the 
chicks hatched in Texas each year 
are raised. Millions are killod each 
year H  improper care and feeding. 
This great waste can and should be 
prevented. A study of a few facts 
and principles, will help prevent Ibis 
great mortality

Chicks, that are properly hatched 
can only he killed by improper 
brooding anil wrong feeding. Strong 
chicks are not easily killed, and it 
is a pleasure to raise them. Many 
thousands of baby chicks come from 
weak parent stock, and are impro­

perly hatched. Such chicks are 
handieuped from the very start.

Community hatcheries or custom 
hutching plants are rapidly being 
placed in all communities. Such 
plants when operated by experts may 
be depended upon to produce strong, 
vigorous and healthy chicks. Our 
story, however has more to do with 
the chick after it is hatched.

Crowding.
One thing that nearly every, hu­

man will want to do, is to over­
crowd the chicks in the house or un­
der the hover. Crowding will posi- 

. tivel.v cause a great mortality and 
many stunted chicks. Give them 

| plenty of room and they will do 
| much better. A house 12x12 feel 
j square will take care of 250 chicks 
I :o 10 to 12 weeks old, when the 
j cockerels may he culled out and sold

•a broilers. W e can not devote much 
•pace at this time to the description 
of a good brooder houee; let it be
sufficient to remember these facts, 
a good floor is necessary to pre­
vent dampness, disease and trouble 
with varmints. A  wood or concrete 
floor is preferred. There must be 
no floor drafts in the house. It must 
provide fresh air without subjecting 
the chicks to direct drafts. We will 
bo glad to furnish free of charge 
blue prints showing the construction 
of a good brooder house.

A house 14x14 will accommodate 
550 chicks up to 12 weeks old. Many 
more than this should not be brooded 
together at one time.

The brooder or hover, should be 
a good one. A cheap brooder, is 
like everything else that is cheap, 
a very poor and expensive invest­
ment after all. Practically all kero­
sene heated brooders arc over-rated 
about 50 percent. A hover that is 
52 inches in diameter will brood 
350 chicks and other sixes propor­
tionately.

Hardening Chicks.
On the 22nd day, ti is generally 

best to move the chicks out of the 
incubator. The past year a new plan 
has been developed, and that is to 
keep the chicks in common baby 
chick shipping boxes, until they are 
old enough to be watered and fed.

I The old fact, that chicks should not 
| i>e fed until they are 72 hours old 
is still true.

They may however be given wat­
er or preferrably milk to drink, when 
they arc 60 hours old. On hot days 
especially they should be given 
something to drink when 48 to 60 
hours old. When the chicks are 
kept in shipping boxes, they should 
be placed in room with a living room 
temperature and the boxes must be 
properly ventilated. It is quite a 
trick to ventilate these boxes proper­
ly. The boxes should not be stack- 

j  ed, should not be placed too near 
I stoves and not in direct sunlight. 
| The best litter for these boxes is 
i wood wool or excelsior.

I.oeation of Brooder House.
Select a good location if possible 

upon a well drained spot where no 
; chicks were allowed to run the past 
] 12 months. This will help prevent 
such chick diseases as coccidiosis and 
intestinal worms. Sandy loam is 
preferred. On black waxy land we 
recommend a sodded yard, such as a 
clover or bermuda grass pasture. If  
it is necessary to grow chicks under

more or less soil contaminated con­
ditions it may be better not to allow 
the chirks to tun outside until four 
to six weeks old. In this case fine 
cut, fresh and tender green food in 
abundance must be carried to them.

Brooder House Equipment
Consists of a good brooder or hov­

er, one put out by a responsible con­
cern. A piece of hardware cloth % 
inch mesh 18 inches wide and about 
20 feft long, is used as a chick- 
guard the first few days and nights. 
It is placed in circular fashion a- 
round the hover, about 12 inches 
from edge of hover, until feeding 
time when it may be placed further 
away from edge of hover to permit 
room for feed boxes and . drinking 
dishes. For feed boxes, you can 
purchase specially constructed feed 
troughs or build home made feed 
boxes 24 inches long 10 inches wide 
and 2 or ”, inches high, with a piece 
of Vi inch mesh hardware cloth to 
fit very loosely on inside of hox. 
The box is filled up with feed to 
about a half inch o f the top and 
then the hardware cloth is placed 
on top o f the feed. It will settle 
with the feed as it is eaten out of 
the box. For 350 chicks three of 
these boxes are necessary. One lurge 
water or milk dish is necessary or 
several smaller ones. A shallow box 
full of coarse sand or fine gravel 
complete the necessary appliances.

Litter.
For litter, it is best to use some­

thing the chicks can not eat. We like 
prairie hay, that is clean and free 
from mustiness, however, in the case 
of kerosene heated brooders because 
of danger from fire, coarse sand 
is best, at least under the hover and 
around the burner. In this ease, we 
would not place the chicks under the 
hover, until they are 60 to 72 hours 
old, and we would place feed and 
water before them at the same time. 
I f  you place the chicks under the 
hover for one or two days without 
anything to eat, and use sand for 
littir unless you darken the house 
they will eat too much sand before 
they are given their first feed. In 
this case it is much better to leave 
the chicks in the chick boxes, as 
previously mentioned until they are 
old enough to eat.

Any litter they can cat, is not 
satisfactory the first two or three 
weeks. For this reason, oat straw, 
sand, alfalfa hay and rice hulls are 
not desirable materials for litter. 
Saw dust of course is no good as 
litter. The baby chicks will eat any­
thing they can swallow the first few 
days especially. After the chicks 
have been fed they are not so apt to 
eat litter. Until they are fed, if 
you place them under hover, instead 
of keeping in chick boxes, darken 
the house, so they will remain quiet 
and not be so apt to try to eat 
litter and other foreign matter.

Cleanliness
Clean out from under hover early 

every morning. Clean and disinfect 
entire house at least once a week. 
Scrub and scald all feeding and wat­
ering utensils once a week.

Direct Sunshine
In the winter and spring direct 

sunshine should be allowed to strike 
the chicks. Sunshine coming thru 
glass is not satisfactory. "TRecent 
experiments, indicate that cell-o- 
glass is superior to common win­
dow glass, for the purpose of ad 
mitting the ultra violet 
ter.

A . “Querulous” Tendency in Congress Which 

Threatens the Rights of States

LbU.S.1

By ROBERT N. STANFIELD, Retiring United States Senator

It is manifest there has developed 
in The Congress of the United 
States a habit of “investigation,” 
bom of the spirit of the times. 1 
do not wish to be understood as 
favoring, the escape of the guilty, 
but I do most emphatically depre­
cate Federal investigation tinctured 
with the spirit of partisan political 
rancor.

The Congress, as an investiga­
tor, becomes in a sense a court of 
justice, and there is no proper place 
in court procedure for political bill­
ingsgate. Diatribe is just as much 
out of place in The Congress, sitting 
as a court, as it would be out of 
place before the Supreme Court of 
the United States.

I am inescapably driven to the 
conclusion, from my experience in 
the United States Senate, that al­
together too much time and en­
ergy of the Senate (which is true 
also of the House) are taken up in j 
jockeying for political advantage—  | 
a habit that grows furious just pre- j 
ceding biennial and quadrennial el- ' 
actions. j

The legitimate business Of Govern- • 
ment< Suffers from this evil. No | 
great' corporate business could ever 
be organized, much less conducted 
successfully, if similar methods were 
to prevail in the business world. The 
affairs of the Government should 
always be expedited. This is the 
province and the duty of the peo­
ple’s representatives in The Congress 
and m all the Departments. These 
remarks apply with equal force to 
State- Governments.

Growing out of the habit of Fed- 1 
eral investigations having their roots 
in the notion of partisan advantage, 
a singular and most dangerous pro­
cedure has developed in the Senate.
It, is 'the notion of judging for the
States the character and qualifica­
tions - of their legally-appointed or 
elected Senators. Under the broad 
Constitutional powers given to The 
Congress to be the judge of the fit- 
neks of its own members, a queru­
lous tendency has developed which 
threatens the fundamental right of 
the States to estimate the fitness

of their Congressional representa­
tives. This tendency, is taking on 
the nature of a paternalism which 
assumes that the States are sending 
their bad boys to Congress, where, 
properly, the first thing to do to 
them 1b to spank them and send 
them home.

I  will not say that corruptions in 
elections (primary or regular) 
should be ignored, but I find myself 
wondering if the investigation of 
such alleged corruption may not 
.iroperly be done by the States 
themselves with respect to elected 
i fficials chosen to represent the 
States in Congress. There would be 
manifestly little left for The Con­
gress to do in the matter, after 
the States had issued their clear 
bills of health.

The case of the Senator-elect from 
Illinois illustrates forcibly this 
querulous tendency. I am unable to 
s;e in what respect the status of 
Mr. Smith, as the LEG ALLY -AP­
POINTED U. S. Senator from Illin­
ois, is affected by events transpir­
ing in -the process of his election to 
that office. The Senate’s action in 
this case looks like condemnation 
before birth.

If courts were similarly querulous, 
a citizen who had been indicted by a 
rand jury might be forbidden to 
enter the court-room on any other 
legitimate business. It would lie 
broadly assuming that the man is 
guilty, in violation of the funda­
mental legal principle that an ac-

cus.'d is considered innocent until he 
is proven guilty.

The case of Senator-elect Vare, 
of Pennsylvania, provides a topic 
for querulous query. Suppose the 
Vare case had this minute the same 
status as the Smith case with re­
spect to corruption in the election 
—would the House of Representa­
tives proceed to unseat him, paddle 
him and put him on the train for 
Philadelphia ? I wonder.

The direct result of this queru­
lousness, in the case of Senator-elecf 
Smith, is that the great State of 
Illinois is deprived of its legal quota 
in The Congress— n wrong which 
the Senate should have hesitat’d to 
inflict. Moreover, I can see how 
such strained procedure may lead to 
serious complications affecting the 
fundamental rights of the States- 
a tend.n -y to which I am opposed.

In a broad sense, the certificate 
of election issued to a Senator- or 
Congressman-elect, is a certificate 
of character; so also is the certifi­
cate of appointment by the Gover­
nor of a State. If there has been 
fraud in eelction or appointment, 
the State becomes purticeps criminis, 
does it not? Will The Congress 
amplify its querulouBness and un­
dertake the business of spanking 
sovereign States ?

Which leads me to ask again in 
closing: Mny not this class of in­
vestigation of alleged Corruption 
be properly left in the hands of the 
States? Every mother likes to do 
her own spanking of her own child­
ren.

All- 
saxophone quartettes and sextettes In 
chureh and Sunday school are among 
the “devil's own weapons”  being used 
to win folks over to religion.

“ Not so long ago It was quite com­
mon for church people to shun the 
mention of saxophone, lot Hlone go to 
hear one played,” says James F. Boy­
er, supervisor of the Conn Music Cen­
ter.

Because of the far-flung nature of 
the storm and the huge numbers 
t mp rarily needing help, the costs 
for emergency relief work were 
slightly in excess of a million dol­
lars, a much larger proportion than 
is usual :n disaster work, according 
to Red Cross officials.

The in­
vestigation and final diaposition of 
more than 24,000 eases in less than 
five months had created a record in 
disaster relief work which will 
doubtless stand for manv years, he 
said, paying a glowing tribute to the 
members of his staff who had made 
such speed possible. Because o f the 
tremendous number o f rases handled, 
he said, the Florida hurricane re­
lief work had been the most stupend­
ous disaster relief task ever under­
taken In the country.

On the morning of March 12, 15*24, 

the Texas State Parks Board, accom­
panied by Governor Pat N. Neff and 
a group of enthusiatic citizens of 
Sail Antonio drove out of that city 
and started on their first pilgrimage 
for State parks. That board of five 
members had been appointed the year 
before by Governor Neff and an ap­
propriation of 91,500 had been allow­
ed to defray their traveling expenses 
for the next two years during which 
h y w . e expected to lorn over the 

State and secure, NOT BUY, a chain 
of State Parks.

During the year 15*24 that park 
board spent eight weeks of time and 
traveled almost 10.000 miles, mostly 
in automobiles furnished by patriotic 
citizens and business concerns, seek- 

,jt 1: c most beau lul places anil 
the’ most patriotic citizens by which 
to create and establish a system ol 
State Porks for Texas. And when the 
year was over, that park board, with 
Governor Neff the motivating power 
everywhere, placed in the lap cl’ tlv 
Slate of Texas the deed* to 45 park 
sites with a total air ago of 3,l»U 
acres and the promise of 19 other 
park sites covering 5*.454 acres, or a 
grand total of 12,1*05 acres o f the 
most beautiful and the most charact­
eristic spots in the entire State.

These park sites ranged in size 
from 10 to 7,000 acres. They were 
distributed over the entire State, 
North, South, East, West, and Cen­
tral Texas were all well represented 
in that glorious array of beauty. Ev­
ery style o f Texas beauty was in- 
eluded in that list o f parks, from the 
sun-kissed plains of the Panhandle 
to the native palm jungl -s o f the Rio 
Grande Valley; und from the stately 
forests of East 1t xas to the tower­
ing mountains ef West Texas. Those 
parks included rivers, valleys- hills, 
plains, rocks, forests, mountains, can­
yons, lakes and four hundred miles 
balmy Gnlf Coast. Texas, the land 
of golden uitru* feint, kingly pecan 
trees, mocking birds and blue- bon­
nets. Texas, the land of everlasting 
sunshine and summer and winteir half 
the time. Thi-re'k not another State 
in this nation where you can have 
summer resorts all the time and win­
ter resorts half the time.

There is not another State on this 
continent thut has so great a variety 
of beauty to offer the world as Tex­
as. I f  all the beauty in Texas cere 
moved up into a space no greater 
than the State of Ohio, Iowa, or Il­
linois, there would, be nothing in Tex­
as but beauty and she would be class­
ed as the most scenic State in the na­
tion.
