VOTERS OF CLARENDON INDE­
PENDENT DISTRICT TO VOTE 
NEXT WEEK.

Hie absolute common sense prac­
ticability of the slogan “ A cow, a 
sow, and a hen for every farm,”  be­
comes more apparent every day, as 
diversified farming gains ground in 
Donley County. An 
in proof of this is that nearly one 
thousands dollars worth of cream is 
sold from Clarendon and the imme­
diate vicinity every week. On re­
quest of The Clarendon News, the 
three banks of the city kept an ac­
count of the number and the size 
of the checks from the sale of 
cream, which passed through their 
hands in the course of one week. In 
the six business days of the week 
just passed, 261 checks totaling 
$812.73 went through the three banks 
of Clarendon. This does not take in­
to consideration the checks from the 
dairies, but is the count on farm 
era and individuals who own one 
cow or a few. Knight’s Dairy, the 
largest single producer in Claren- 
endon, sells an average of $110.00 
worth of cream each week, which 
brings the total receipts to $922.73. 
A more complete records af cream 
receipts in Donley County would 
have been obtained if checks pass­
ing through the bonk at Hedley had 
been counted and if it had been pos­
sible to check up bn the amounts 
sold by many individuals to local 
customers. However, some idea of 
the value of dairy products in the 
county may be obtained from the 
above partial survey. It will be re­
membered that only one dairy prod­
uct is considered.

It is in the city, how­
ever, that one finds poverty. It is in the city where one finds 
charity organizations and breed lines, not in the country. Thous­
ands of workers in our cities are forced to live up to their 
tarning*. A month of idleness; sickness in the family, or per­
haps a death, sends many of them to charitable institutions far 
help.

Not all business men are prosperous. Hundreds of them 
go into bankruptcy ami thousands give up everything and quit 
Many more struggle on from year to year putting up a “ good 
front,” but ail the time wondering where they are going to 
get the money to pay running expenses.

The man or the woman of the country, visiting the city, 
sees fine homes, large stores and evidences of prosperity, and 
it is easy to believe that city people have an easy time, but per­
haps the fine home is mortgaged, and the big store with its 
stocks costing $200,00 or $.‘100,000 or perhaps $1,000,000, is so 
involved in debt to manufacturers or through loans at a bank 
that a month of two of had business would destroy an institu­
tion which required a lifetime to build up.

There are no pure Gallics, Teutons, Anglo-Saxons and but 
few Nordics, since all these races and tribes have become so 
hopelessly mixed up that every white person has some of their 
blood in his veins.

But the whites are now discovering that the brains of Chi­
nese are as good as theirs, while no white nation has ever made 
such rapid progress in civilization as the Japanese. Other dis­
coveries are now being made that many so-called subject races

PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO
THE CONSTITUTION OP TEXAS

r  8 . 1. a. No. M
Proposing an amendment o f Sections 2, 8, 4*ft. 6. and 7 o f Article V o f the Constita-

tion o f  Te«.*a for the purpoee o f providing
a more efficient judicial system.

Be It Resolved by the Legislature »f the 
State of TeKaa:

Section 1: That Sections 2, 8. 4, 5. 6, 
And 7 o f  Article V of the Constitution of tho 
State o f  Texas, be amended bo aa to read 
na follows:

Section 2 (o f Article V ) : The Supreme 
Court shall consist o f a Chief Justice and 
eight Asociate Justices, five o f whom shall 
constitute a quorum, and the concurrence of 
five Judiccs shall be necessary to tho decis­
ion o f a case. No person shall be eligible 
to the office o f  Chief Justice or Associate 
Justice o f  the Supreme Sourt unless he be. 
at the time o f his election or appoint­
ment, a citizen o f the United States and of 
this State, and unless he shall have attain 
ed the age o f thirty years and shall have 
been a licensed lawyer for seven years, and, 
durina that time, shall have been a prac­
ticing lawyer or Judge o f a court o f rec­
ord, or such practicing lawyer and jud/e 
together. 8aid Chief Justice and As.'ioclate 
Justice shall be elected by the qualified 
voters o f  the State, at a general election, 
and shall hold their offices six years, or 
until their successor* are elected and qua! 
i/y , and shall receive such compensation as 
may Im provided by law. In ca**- of a va­
cancy in the office o f  Chief lust ice or 
Asociate Justice o f  the Supreme Court, the 
Governor shall fill the vacancy until the 
next general election for State officers, 
and at such general election the vacancy 
for the unexpired term shall be filled 
by election by the qualified voters o f  the 
State. The Judges o f  the 8uptvmo Court 
who may be in office at the titno this
amendment takes effect shall continue in 
office until *Jie expiration of their terms 
o f office under the present Constitution 
and until their successors are elected and 
qualify. When this amendment takes e f­
fect. the Governor shall immediately ap­
point six additional Associate Justices o f  the 
Supreme Court for terms o f office so that 
the terms o f two o f such appointed Asso­
ciate Justices shall expire with the term
o f office o f  each o f the present members 
o f  the Supreme Court, ami. upon the quali­
fication o f such new Justices, the Commis­
sion o f Appeals o f  the 8tat«* of Texas
shall terminate.

Section 8 (o f Article V ) : Th* Supreme 
Court shall have appellate jurisdiction only, 
except ss herein specified, which shall be 
co-ex tensive with the limits o f the State. 
Its appellate jurisdiction shall extend to 
question* o f law arising in the cases in the 
Courts o f  Civil Appeals in which the Judges 
of any Court o f  Civil Appeals may disagree 
or where the several courts o f  civil ap­
peals may hold differently on the name 
question of law, or where a statute o f the 
State ia held void, and to questions o f law 
arising in such other eases o f which the 
Courts o f Civil Appeals haw appellate 
jurisdiction as may be prescribed by law ; 
provided, that the Legislature may author­
ise direct appeals from the County and 
District Courts in any case where a stat­
ute o f  the State has been declared void. 
The Supreme Court nnd the Judges there­
of shall have power to issue writs o f hab­
eas corpus as may be prescribed by law ; 
and, under such regulations as may be pre­
scribed by law, the said Court and the 
Judges thereof may issue the writ* o f man­
damus. procedendo, certiorari, and such oth­
er writs as may be necessary to eufore its 
! jurisdicition. The legislature may confer
original jurisdiction on the Supreme Court 
to issue writs of quo warranto nnd man­
damus i^ such eases as may l»e specified 
|except aa against the Governor of the Slate.
|The Supreme Court shall a)»o have power,
upon affidavit or otherwise, as by the Court 
may be determined, to ascertain such mat­
ters o f  fact as may he necessary to the 
proper exercise o f its jurisdiction. The; 
Supreme Court shall be open at all times j 
and ahall sit at the State Capital for the 
transaction o ' tuisincHB at such timet* tu 
may be deuignated by the Court. The
present statutes defining the jurisdiction of j 

jthe Supreme Court not in conflict here­
with shall continue in effect until repealed) 
or nlt< red by the Legislature. The Su­
preme Court shall appoint a Clerk who Khali 
give bond in such manner a.* h now or 
may hereafter be required by law, and he 
may hold his office for four yearn, and 
Khali he subject to removal by said Court 
for good cauue entered o f record on the 
minutes of said Court, who shall rereive) 
such compensation as the Legislature may 
[provide.

i MtlW 1 (of Article V ) :  The CoQtf 
Criminal Appeals shall consist of (Wee 
Judges, provided that the Legislature may 
lincrease the number to five, and a majority 
o f the Judges shall constitute a quorum, and 
the concurrence o f a majority of the Judges 
Khali be necessary to the rV iiiotl o f  any 
ca*e. Said Judges shall have the Ram« 
qualifications and receive the same sala­
ries as the .fudges of the Supreme Court. 
They shall be elected by the qualified vot­
er* of the State, at a general election, and 
shall hold their offices for a term o f six 
years. The Judges o f the Court o f  Crim­
inal Apical* who may be in office at the 
time this amendment tnkes effect shall con­
tinue in office until the expiration o f th *ir 
terms o f office under the present constitu­
tion and laws.

Section f» (o f Article V ) :  The Court 
o f Criminal Apical* shall have appellate 
ji^iadlction eo-extensive with the limits of 
the State in all criminal cl o f what­
ever grade, with such exceptions and un­
der such regulations a* may 1m* prescribed 
by law, and the Legislature may confer
original jurisdiction upon it to issue wrta 
o f mandamus, procedendo and certiorari in
criminal cases. The Court of Criminsl Ap­
peals and the Judge’s thereof Khali have ine 
power to issue the writ o f  hab *aa •*orpu* 
and, under such regulations as m.iy he pre­
scribed by law, issue such writs as may be 
necesHary to enforce its own jurisdiction.
The Court o f Criminal Appeals shall have 
the fiower. upon affidavit or otherwise, to 
ascertain such matters of fact as may be 
necessary to the exercise o f its jurisdiction. 
Said Court shall be oj*en at all times and 
shall sit at the State Capital for the trnas- 
artion o f business at such times a** may be 
designated by it. Said CouVt shall appoint 
a clerk, who shall give bond In such man­
ner as is now or may hereafter be requir­
ed by law, and he shall hold his office for 
four years, unless sooner removed by the 
Court for good cause entered o f record on 
the minutes o f said Court, and said Clerk 
shall receive such compensation as may be 
prescribed by law.

Section 6 (o f Article V ) : The Legisla­
ture shall, from time to time, divide the 
State into such number of Supreme Judicial 
Districts as to It may seem necessary, not 
exceeding twelve at any one time, and 
shall have the power to re-district the 8taU 
at any time, and shall establish a Court 
o f  Civil Appeals In each of said Districts, 
which Court shall consist o f a Chief Jus­
tice and not less than two Associates Jus­
tices as the Legislature may provide, who 
shall have the qualifications as herein pre­
scribed for Justices o f the Supreme Court, 
provided that the aggregate number of 
Judges o f  all o f the Courts of Civil Ap­
peals shall never at one time exceed thir- 
tv-slx. Each of the existing Courts of Civ­
il Appeals shall continue until otherwise 
provided by law. The Courts o f  Civil Ap­
peals shall have appellate jurisdiction co­
extensive with the limits of their respective 
districts, which shall extend to all civil
cases of which the District Courts or Coun­
ty Courts have original or appellate juris­
diction, under such restrictions and regu­
lations as may be prescribed by law; pro­
vided, that the decisions o f said Courts shall 
be conclusive on all questions o f fact 
brought before them on appeal or error.
Said Courts o f  Civil Appeals shall hold 
their sessions at such places as may he 
designated by the Legislature and at such 
times as may be prescribed by law. Said 
Justices shall be elected by the qualified 
voter* of their respective Districts, at a
general election, for a term o f six years, 
and shall receive such compensation as
may be provided by law. Said Courts 
shall have su'-h other jurisdiction, original 
and ap el late, as may be prescribed by law. 
Each Court o f Civil Appeals shall appoint 
a Clerk in the same manner as the Clerk 
o" th'* Sunreme Court, which Clerk shall 
receive such compensation as may he fixed 
by law. The Judges o f the Courts of
C'vll A m eals who may be In office when 
this amendment takes effect shall hold their 
offices until their respective terms shall 
expire under their present election or ap­
pointment.

Section 7 (o f Article V ) : The State 
shall be divided into aa many Judicial Dis­
trict* as may now or hereafter be provid­
ed bv law, which may be increased or di­
minished by law. For each district there

shall be elected by the qualified eaters there­
of, at a general election, a Judge, who 
shall be a citizen of the United States and 
of this State, who shall have been a li­
censed lawyer for four years next preced­
ing bis election, and during that time shall 
have been a practicing lawyer or Judge 
o f a Court o f record or such practicing 
lawyer and Judge together, who shall have 
rettided in the District in which he was 
elected for two years next preceding his 
election, who shall reside in his District dur­
ing his term o f office, who shall hold his 
office for the term of four years, and shall 
receive for his services such compensation 
#» may be prescribed by law. He shall hold 
the regular terms o f his Court at the Coun­
ty Seat o f each County in his district at 
least twice in each year, in such manner 
a* may be prescribed by law. The Legisla­
ture shall have power, by generul or spec­
ial laws, to authorize the holding of special 
terms o f the court or the holding of more 
than two terms in any County for the dis- 
patch of business. The Legislature shall al­
so provide for the holding o f District 
Court when the Judge thereof is absent 
or is, from any cause, disabled or dis­
qualified from presiding. The Supreme 
Court or the Chief Justice thereof may 
assign any District Judge to any District 
in the State other than that for which he 
was elected, with all the |>ower» of a 
resident District Judge o f the District to 
which he is asaigned, under such regula­
tions as may be prescribed by the Legisla­
ture, or by the Supreme Court in the ab­
sence o f such regulations enacted by the 
Legislature.

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Babson Urges Caution. ;
llal) ,on Park, Mass., May 6, 1927. i

—Roger W. Babson was today in­
terview as to the floods in the 
Mississippi Valley region and their 
effects upon business. He states! 
that it is very difficult to get sat­
isfactory reports, but from those 
coming into his office his conclusions 
arc as follows:

Devastation Very Great.
“ Without doubt the flood devasta­

tions have been very great. From a 
monetary point of view they may be 
classified with the Galveston Flood, 
the Dayton Flood, the San Francis­
co Earthquake, the Baltimore Fire 
ami the Florida Hurricane. Consid­
ering the number of lives lost, the 
figures are in excess of anything 
in other devastations. The number 
of homeless exceeds anything that 
has taken place before. Therefore, 
from certain points of view, the re­
cent floods have been exceedingly 
serious.

“The Mississippi Flood is different 
from the other devastations in that 
the losses are largely rural. Although 
the area devastated exceeds anything 
that has happened in this county be­
fore, yet large cities have not been 
seriously damaged. The damage hns 
largely been in the farming districts. 
The houses swept away have mostly 
been small farm houses and the fi­
nancial losses have been in the form 
ur crops, cattle and other agricul­
tural assets. The losses in cities 
have been confined largely to the fol­
lowing places: Fort Smith, Little 
Rock, Fine Bluff, Arkansas City, 
North St. Louis, Greenville, Missis- 
sippi, and Hickman, Kentucky.

Business Reactions.
“The immediate effect of these 

floods has been a quickening of bus­
iness in the flomi area. More lum­
ber has been needed to build homes, 
new seed to plant land, new tools 
to work the land, and now supplies 
to take the place of those washed 
away. Tem]x>rarily many industries 
will benefit from the flood as there 
will he a great demand for certain 
supplies to house the homeless and 
to restock business concerns and 
farmers. This has always been the 
case in times past. This was true 
in Payton and that section of Ohio 
flooded some years ago. Galveston 
experienced n quickened demand for 
goods following the flood in that 
port. The railroads to California en­
joyed g tremendous business for 
months after the San Francisco fire. 
Experience shows, however, that fol­
lowing such activity there always 
comes a very severe reaction.

"It is only reasonable to expect 
that the Mississippi River Valley will 
experience the same cycle as was ex­
perienced on the East Coast of Flor-

is, if it were not for the dams which 
the hydro-electric companies have 
been building in all parts of the 
United States. Recently the public 
has got the idea that public utili­
ties are making too much money 
from these dams and so there has 
been some opposition to them. On­
ly recently Congress appointed a 
commission to investigate the ‘Hy­
dro-electric Trust.’ so called. At the 
hearings then held, the point was 
made by the public utilities that 
these dams are performing a very 
necessary service in flood preven­
tion. These arguments, however, 
were then not taken seriously. Now 
they will be taken seriously. Either 
the hydro-electric companies must be 
encouraged to continue their program 
of building more and greater dams, 
or the National Government must 
build these dams themselves in or­
der to prevent devastation. Hence, 
this Mississippi Valley flood may be 
the means of bringing the public to 
a realization of wh.it they owe the 
public utlities. This may result in 
giving n further Impetus to hydro­
electric development.

Mississippi Watershed.
“ It is difficult to visualize the tre­

mendous area covered by the Mis­
sissippi Watershed. The river, from 
its sourci at Lake ltasea which was 
discovered by Schoolcraft in 18.'t2, to 
its outlet in the Gulf of Mexico is 
2459 miles long. The drainage area 
of the Mississippi consists of a mil­
lion and a quarter square miles, or 
about 40 per cent of the mainland of 
the United States. This drainage 
area is divided as follows:

ida after the Miami Hurricane. Last 
year while the Rod Cross money was 
being spent, the Florida East Coast 
enjoyed a great boom. All the rail­
roads did a large business, the mer­
chants sold great quantities of goods, 
and labor was in active demand with 
high wages. After the Red Cross 
money was spent, however, there was 
a tremendous reaction from which 
the East Coast of Florida is still 
suffering today. I know of no part 
of the country where business is 
now so flat as in the section of Flor­
ida which suffered from the hurri­
cane. The industrial prostration 
now existing in Japan is largely a 
reaction from the activity following 
the earthauake there. The old say­
ing that 'the piper must be paid’ 
is as true of communities as of in­
dividuals. A loss may temporarily 
benefit a few, but ultimately every 
loss harms many. A man may tem­
porarily feel better by using a pow-’ 
erful stimulant, but a reaction fo l-' money, 
lows when later he feels worse than 
he would have felt if he had not 
taken this stimulant.

Economic Benefits.
“ Notwithstanding the above, 1 do 

believe there will be certain econom­
ic blessings following this great Mis­
sissippi flood. The first of these 
will be a greater interest in refor­
estation. For the past 50 years this 
country has been slaughtering its 
forest in a most short sighted man­
ner. Conservation interests have been 
preaching that in the interests of fu­
ture generations we should^begin sys­
tematic reforestation.

and other figures are above normal. 
The most declines are evident in con­
nection with the building Industry 
and the motor industry. These are 
only to be expected and are natural 
reactions from the tremendous boom 
they have had during the past few 
years. Considering the country as a 
whole and all lints of industry, gen­
eral business is still good, as shown 
by the Babson chart, which now 
stands at 8 percent above normal, 
and indications are for a fair spring 
trade in most sections.”
