TEXAS STATE LIBRARY
CONTAINS MANY RELICS

Austin, Nov. 8.—A comprehensive
knowledge of the history of Texas
might be obtained by a thorough ex-
amination, of the museum at the State
Library in the capitol building which
lecntains at least one relic for every
important event in the establishment
of the Republic of Texas, is recep-

Very probably no other relic would
much to the student of
early Texas history as the file of its
first newspapers. Among these is the

Colorado Gazette and Advertiser,
