DEPARTMENTS GIVEN PRIZ-

ED SPECIMENS.

| of specimens illustrating rock weath-
ering and soil formation which the
Sm thsonian Institute sent just a
few days ago. The specimens were

| are intended to illustrate the salient
features involved in the processes
of rock weathering and soil for-
mation under ordinary atmospheric
conditions. Samples of five of the
most widely spread and common
types of rocks were selected, each
of which is shown in its fresh con-
dition and in transitional phases of
degeneration. Mr. Clark of the Col-
lege facutly secured this donation,
through the efforts of Senator Mor-
ris Sheppard.

An excellent specimen of Galena
was presented to the Geology De-
partment last week by Miss Myrtle
Jones, who secured it during a vaca-
tion trip to the Davis Mountains,

Dr. C. W. Merrell of White-
deer made a worthwhile ad-
dition to the collections  of

the Biology Department when he
gave an interecting human skull
that was found in the Canadian Riv-
er some four years ago. Friends
of Dr. Merrell found the skull and
gave it to him, and he presented it
to the College last week.

Last, but ecertainly not least, is
the contribution that was made to
the Art Department by Mrs. Homer
Glascoe of this city. Mrs. Glascoe's
gift is a very beautiful and very
rare etching by the Austrian mast-
er, Stock, specimens of whose work
are rare in the United States. The
subject of the etching is the inter-
ior of Saint Stephen’s Cathedral in
Vienna.

In the first place fines are superceded by jail sentences.
That is about the most important single feature of the new leg-
islation on the subject. The time within which prosecution
may be brought has been extended from one to three years.
From one to five years in thé pentitentiary is the penalty for
anyone who aids in the concealment, misapproprietion or embez-
zlement of any part of the estate of anyone in bankruptey.

That should go far toward eliminating the dishonesty haz-
ard from the newly, established credit rating of business con-
cerns. Year by year the standards of credit, both moral and
financial are lifted to a higher level. Credit that used to be
a matter of individual ability to make & “front” is now a matter
of systematic record. A man’s credit is traced much the same
as the abstract of title to his realty. Every transaction leaves
its mark and those marks have much to do with the total of his
accumulated credit at any given time.

It is one of the most refreshing signs of the times to wit-
ness the gradual eradication of trickery from the dealings of
business houses with each other and with the public.  Truth
in advertising has become an accepted fact. If a business
man’s word is not as good as his bond, it will find its way to a
record «card in an elaborate set of files, and there it will stay
until it trips him up at some inopportune time. Honesty has
become the best business policy. It is not a slogan any longer.
It is part of the stock in tradé of every mercantile establish-
ment.  And the healthful feature of it is that every successful
institution is helping to purge business of its unethical assoc-
iates,  Eventually the public safely may believe the represen-
tation of every successful mercantile establishment.
