$2,336,933.00 Says Senator O’Daniel

Washington, D. C. — The Na-
tional Administration’s give-away
European Recovery Program will
cost Texas taxpayers $2,002,323,-
164.00. These figures have been
supplied Senator W. Lee O'Daniel
by the Congressional Library in
a statement giving the total cost
of this program beginning July 1,
1945, running up to June 30, 1947,
and the present proposal com-
monly called the Marshall Plan.

In the breakdown, the total cost
to the taxpayers of Donley Coun-
ty will be $2 336,933.00. For the
first two years since the close of
World War II, based upon a per

The papers have been filled with
these proposals and the Congress
has telegraphic advices that the
English-Russian proposal, is for
England to manufacture and de-
liver to Russia from the North
England Locomotive Works 1000
narrow-gage locomotives at an
estimated cost of $30,000,000. Eng-
land is to receive the major por-
tion of 3,100,000 tons of steel.

Other items Russia intends to
purchase under this agreement
will include = $600,000 worth of
scientific laboratory apparatus,
2400 flat trucks, 2,400 winches,
200 excavators, 54 caterpillar
loading cranes, 250 auto timber
carriers, 14 tugs and 4 dredges,
1,500 50-kilowatt mobile Diesel
electric generators, 24 steam-
power turbine stations, $4,000,000
worth of plywood equipment,
$1,500,000 wortht of timber-mill
equipment, 48_voltage transform-
ers, 10 sets of oil-purifying appd-
ratus, and 300 100,000-kilowatt
electric motors.

Practically every item in this
list of proposed purchases is made
of steel of which this country is
in serious need and which Sen-
ator O'Daniel says is sorely need-
ed to properly equip and main-
tain a fast-moving, hard-hitting
national defense. Under such an
agreement, Russia will pay Eng-
land for this steel which the tax-
payers are giving to England un-
der the proposed Marshall Plan,
says the Texas Senator.

The most frequent iaw viola-
tion in business and residential
area traffic accidents is failure to
yield the right-of-way at an in-
tersection, according to W. J.

The Texas Highway Patrol is
cooperating with a nationwide
“Learn and Obey Traffic Laws”
program in an effort to familiar-
ize the public with traffic regula-
tions and how they save lives.
Of the traffic accidents which
involve two vehiclés occurring at
intersections, Captain Polk Ivy of
the Amarillo District emphasized
the law concerning right-of-way
at stop streets. The points to re-
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member are:

1. The octagonal sign that says
“Stop”. means. just that.

2. After stopping at the sign,
you must yield the right-of-way
to vehicles on the through street,
unless they are far enough away
that you can safely cross.

3. When you are on the through
street, you must yield the right-
of-way to a car which has stopped
at the stop sign and then started
to cross in the gap in traffic ahead
of you.

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Q—What happens if a disabled
veteran fails in his course while
he is being . rehabilitated under
the Vocational Rehabilitation Act
(Public Law 16)?

A—Generally, Veterans Ad-
ministration will take special
steps to enter him in another
course in which there is every
likelihood he will be able to com-
plete successfully. The situation
depends on the facts and the cir-
cumstances in each case.

Q--I am considered totally dis-
abled for insurance purposes but
receive only 20 percent for com-
pensation. Can my award be in-
creased?

A—Your compensation will be
increased only if the service-con-
nected disability is shown to have
increased in severity. For insur
ance purpose, there may be other
disabilities, not service-connected,
which, combined with the com-
pensable condition produce total
disability.

A—A disabled veteran must
have had active service on or af-
ter September 16, 1940 and before
July 25, 1947, with a discharge
under conditions other than dis-
honorable. He also must hdve a
compensable gervice - connected
disability incurred in or aggra-
vated by such §ervice. He must be
in need of voeational rehabhilita-
tion to overcone the handicap of
his disabflity.

More than 80 communities thru-
out the length and breadth of
| Texas now have surplus chapels
| purchased through the War As-
sets Administration. In the state,
a total of 109 churches, schools
and veteran or charity groups re-
ceived the chapels. Awards were
approved by the office of Chief
of Chaplains at prices ranging
from $271 to $3100 per building.
Top on the list for number of
chapels received were Dallas and
Abilene, with six buildings each.
Other towns receiving more than
one included Grand Prairie,
Waco, Brownsville, Wichita Falls,
Mineral Wells, Brownwood, Bel-
ton and San Antonio. The chapels
came from 36 military installa-
tions in every section of the state.

Although priority claimants
submitted purchase offers on all
buildings for offsite use during a
recent sale at Laughlin Air Field,
near Del Rio, these claims were
allowed on only 144 buildings of
the total offering.
