OLD CLARENDON HAD VARIETY 
IN DISPENSING JUSTICE IN 1883

The oldest old-timers of this 
section and many in the Pan­
handle will recall the stirring 
court days in Old Clarendon, over 
on Salt Fork. The item brought 
out for inspection at this time oc­
curred in the 35th District court 
session held in old Clarendon 
July 22. 1883.

John Petrie and four of his as­
sociates were charged with theft 
of cattle. Murder was a common 
practice, but stealing cattle, even 
in those days, was considered a 
real crime.

As the manager of the RO 
(Rowe) ranch then owned by 
Lord Alfred Rowe and Vincent 
Rowe, Englishmen of the manner 
bom and bred, Petrie had built 
up a herd of cattle in numbers 
that surprised and amazed the 
natives and otherwise beyond 
their most sanguine expectations 
and observations.

In fact the matter was looked 
upon with utmost suspicion.

John Petrie was said to have 
been friendly with questionable 
characters up around Tascosa, 
just as if every citizen in the Pan­
handle was not honest. Some few 
could prove it even if a six gun 
play had to be made to convince 
the doubter.

As an outlaw, Petrie was not 
known to a wide circle as a 
“blood and thunder” character 
moulded from the material found 
in the old west. But the trial had 
to be held despite handicaps of 
opinion.
- Judge Frank Willis presided 
over the honorable court. He

ruled that other cattlemen over 
the section hereabouts were not 
eligible to sit on the Petrie jury. 
They might be doing some ca­
ll ooting themselves. They also 
were members of the Cattleman’s 
Association and range officers of 
that association and came in to 
put a quietus on the prosperity 
of John Petrie.

There were no other eligible 
citizens and Petrie demanded a 
jury trial. Judge Willis Was a man 
not to be outdone in his court 
procedure. Cow punchers lounging 
around the pioneer town would 
be eligible as jurors except that 
neither was a land holder. Town 
lots were deeded to them and 
they instantly became “free hold­
ers in the county” and in due 
course tried- Petrie and his ca- 
hootera. While the men were 
“stuck”, to use the phrase of the 
day, there is nothing on record to 
show that either of them did more 
than to leave the country ‘for 
good. That was also a common 
practice in those days, if we be­
lieve what has been told the later 
generation by the pioneers who 
craved not revenge, but peace at 
some price.

The RO ranch was purchased 
by William J. Lewis in 1910 upon 
the death of Lord Alfred Rowe 
aboard the Lusitania * when an 
iceberg caused the noted vessel 
to sink while bound from New 
York City to England. Mr. Lewis 
still owns the ranch and is one of 
the most successful and popular 
cowmen of the state. *

Mrs. Worley was sitting in her 
yard with her three children and 
a woman visitor yesterday when 
she heard a blast in the apart­
ment of Miss Esther Williams, 43, 
a government worker.

“We ran over and saw the door 
and part of the wall had been 
blown out,” said Mrs. Worley. 
“The poor woman was standing 
in there dazed and her clothes 
aflame. So we carried her outside, 
then grabbed us some blankets 
and began to smother the flames.”

Carl Morris, Donley candidate 
for state representative, was de­
feated by Grainger Mcllhany of 
Wheeler County by a margin of 
approximately 1700 votes. Morris 
carried Donley County 1513 to 
243, but was beaten in Gray 
County 2494 to 1844, and received 
only 100 or so votes ir Mcllhany’s 
home county.

An estimated $128,000 will be 
spent in repairing and modemiz 
ling non-farm homes in Donley 
county during 1948, according to 
a report just released by the Tile 
Council of America.

That sum will be expended 
largely on painting, carpentry 
work, roofing repairs ’and plumb­
ing, the report disclosed. “Greater 
availability of building materials 
will make possible a record a- 
mount of home improvement 
throughout the nation this year,” 
declared Malcolm Schweiker, 
chairman of the Council’s resi­
dential construction committee.

About 30 of every 100 homes in 
Texas will be painted, either in­
side or out, during 1948 and 17 
will have roofs repaired or re­
placed, according, to the report. 
Seven will have plumbing over­
hauled, bathrooms tiled or show­
ers installed and six will . have 
carpentry work done, the report 
revealed.

“To meet demands for mater­
ials for both new homes and 
home repairs, production has 
been stepped up in practically 
every type of material,” said Mr. 
Schweiker. The output of ceramic 
tile for bathrooms and kitchens, 
for instance, is now at the highest 
rate in history, government re 
ports show.

Throughout the nation between 
$2,600,000,000 and $3,300,000- 
000 will be spent this year on 
home repair, according to the 
Tile Council report. This is be­
lieved the largest amount ever 
expended for such work.

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FARMERS ARE URGED 
TO FOLLOW ACP  
SPECIFICATIONS

Farmers of Donley County who 
are cooperating in the Agricul­
tural Conservation Program are 
urged to follow through on their 
indicated intentions to carry con­
servation practices—and actually 
complete the practices. Roy Jew­
ell, chairman of the County ACP 
Committee, says that every year 
some farmers fail to complete 
practices or fail to meet specifica­
tions in the practices they do car­
ry out.

Mr. Jewell explains that the 
county committee has the re­
sponsibility of seeing that funds 
used to assist farmers in carrying 
out conservation practices are 
used to obtain the maximum of 
3oil and water conservation. As­
sistance is given to help a farmer 
build a dam only when the dam 
meets specified slopes and di­
mensions. The same is true of 
other practices.

Some farmers fail to qualify for 
assistance because they didn’t 
understand what was required. 
The committee doesn’t want any 
fanner to carry out practices and 
then find that assistance cannot 
be given because the practices 
fail to meet specifications.

Farmers are also reminded of 
their responsibility in furnishing 
acceptable evidence of conserva­
tion practices carried out. Mea­
surements, price slips, analysis 
tags, or whatever is required 
should be obtained at the time 
the material is purchased or the 
practice-carried out. A little at­
tention to these matters now, said 
the chaitinun, w ilfthve time and 
money later on, and only in this 
way can the nation be assured of 
maximum conservation.

INFORM ATION GIVEN  
ON WORMING OF PIGS

Many farmers have been call­
ing by the county agents office 
requesting information on worm­
ing of pigs. County agent H. M. 
Breedlove is advising that all pigs 
be wormed about two weeks af­
ter weaning. Sodium flouride is 
the best chemical to use for 
worming of pigs because it is 
ninety percent effective, the cost 
is low, it is easy to get and is not 
hanrdul to the pig if given as 
directed, the county agent stated.

It is best to worm from six to 
ten pigs at one time in a single 
pen, and Breedlove advises that 
one teaspoonful of sodium fluu- 
ride to one pound of dry feed for 
every pig weighing from twenty 
five to thirty five pounds. It will 
probably take two wormings to 
free the pigs completely, so it is 
a good idea to repeat the above 
method in about thirty days. Feed 
is high and Breedlove says to get 
the best results from the feed fed 
to the pigs, they should be free 
from all worms so that they can 
make the best possible gains.

If additional information is 
needed be sure to call by the 
county agent’s office.

Next Saturday, July 31, is the 
last opportunity for World War II 
veterans to reinstate lapsed Na­
tional Service Life Insurance on 
a “comparative health” basis, 
VA has announced.

All VA offices in the Dallas 
Branch Area of Texas. Louisiana 
and Mississippi will remain open 
Saturday so that veterans may 
reinstate under present liberal 
regulations.

After Saturday, veterans whose 
insurance has been lapsed more 
than three months must take phy­
sical examinations to qualify as 
insurable risks.

To reinstate on a comparative 
health basis, veterans need onlj 
fill out a simple application form, 
in which they certify that their 
health is as good as when the 
policy lapsed, and pay premiums 
for two months to reinstate their 
NSLI policies.

Eligible veterans may rein­
state any amount of term insur­
ance—from $1,000 to $10,000 in 
multiples of $500—regardless of 
the length of time it has been 
lapsed under present liberal reg­
ulations.
