LARGE CROWD SEES 
THREE WISE FOOLS
FAMOUS COMEDY PRESENTED

“Three Wise Fools," the famous 
comedy drama presented at the Col­
lege Auditorium Saturday evening, 
as the third number of the season’s 
lyccum course, is rated by consensus 
of opinion as the best stage produc­
tion seen in Clarendon in several 
years.

Attendance and enthusiasm reigned 
supreme in the Lions Club Tuesday 
of this week when two members of 
the entire membership were absent 
from their places.

Messrs. B. Frank Bennett und J. 
E. Biggs of the West Texas Chamber 
of Commerce were visitors at the 
luncheon and each added much to the 
event. Mr. Bennett is assistant man­
ager of the body and has been here 
this week for the purpose of secur­
ing memberships in that organiza­
tion for the past year. He stated 
that he had been considering a move 
to Clarendon and was figuring still 
more on this move than ever before. 
Clarendon, he stated would probably 
never be a city larger than ten thou­
sand in population, but that in this 
case, quality counted for more than 
quantity. He congratulated the town 
on the college and stated that the 
West Texas body would do all pos­
sible in the manner of publicity to 
make the school go over big.

Mr. Biggs told the club of some­
thing of the work of the body, stat­
ing that the gold medal at the Bes- 
quicentennial celebration was won 
with an expenditure of $4,600 when 
some other states voted as much as 
$100,000 for their exhibits. He also 
told of the work of the body in 
freight and insurance matters, quot­
ing the saving of five per cent for 
the entire Southwest last year in 
freight rates and the saving of five 
per cent on insurance over the en­
tire state. Other work of a like na­
ture is being done by the West Texas 
Chamber of Commerce in all of the 
300 towns where they hold member­
ships.

Lion Porter announced that M. M. 
Rocke of the city of Amarillo had 
stated that he would discuss the 
planting of trees and the sub-irriga­
tion of lawns with anyone who cared 
to hear him when he appeared here 
at some date next week. All Lions 
who were interested were asked to 
see Lion Porter after the lunchon.

The other county will 
probably fall in line in a short time.

ANTI-CARNIVAL ORDINANCE

Following up correspondence and Panhandle-wide publicity, 
by Col. Haines of the Amarillo Hoard of City Development, 
looking to a concerted regional movement for the advertising 
of the agricultural resources of the Panhandle, a meeting of rep­
resentatives o f the various counties and local chambers of com­
merce hen been called to meet in Amarillo on October 8.

This movement is wholly constructive and is most worthy 
of the progressive spirit of the citizenship of this section of the 
Southwest. There is little doubt that some workable plan to 
send out a composite exhibit of the farm products of the Pan­
handle will he adopted. There has been so liberal and enthusi­
astic response from over the country it is patent that the meet­
ing will show such unanimity of purpose that no great difficulty 
will be experienced in laying a plan thtit will be acceptable. It 
would appear that farm exhibits will he sent to the various 
state fairs in the North and East, or else an exhibit train will 
be prepared and routed through those states accompanied by 
a representative delegation of Panhandle citizens.

The farmers of the North and East are looking for cheaper 
and richer lands. The Panhandle country is the only part of the 
United States where cheaper and better lands can he obtained, 
therefore this movement challenges our immediate attention.

We need more farmers on fewer acres, and since agriculture 
and its by-products will continue to be the basic industry o f the 
Panhandle, w<* can do no better than to use this proposed means 
of advertising our advantages to the world.

The passing of the anti-carnival ordinance by the Cleburne 
city council last evening was one of the outstanding acts of that 
body in the recent past.

Cleburne heretofore has been tolerant, to a fault, with such 
aggregations, and in nearly every instance has been left with the 
bag to hold either in one way or another. The shows usually 
come to town promising great things and leave with nothing 
accomplished except a depressing influence on the community 
and a showground resembling a dumping ground.

We are not saying that there are not carnivals and circuses 
that would not leave a clean show lot, but the rule of averages 
in the past has been such as to make the experiences very un- 
plcrsant and the city council has decided to eliminate the nui­
sance by total elimination.

Cleburne has three showhouses and a number o f auditori­
ums where entertainments of elevating nature are given under 
environments that are wholesome, clean and inspiring, and whose 
funds are spent wholly in Cleburne.

The Times counts ̂ this ordinance one of the best that has 
been placed on the city’s statute books in some time.— Cleburne
Times.

baa kept a. record of average month­
ly farm prices o f  eggs from 1910 to 
19M and finds that the price is low­
est in the month of April, remains 
fairly steady until July, and then 
begins to increase until December, 
alueogh through January the price 
etill remains at a fairly good figure. 
From August to January, therefore,
la the eeason of highest prices, and 
if egg production is pood during that 
period profits in egg production are
ioereaaed greatly. Unfortunately, 
however, on most farms and on 
many commercial plants, it is dur­

ing the fall and early winter months 
that the old hens are in the process 
of moulting and pullets have not 
yet commenced to lay. Thousands 
of farmers lose large sums of 
money simply because they do not 
hatch their pullets early enough so 
they will begin laying in time for 
the high prices during tho fall and 
winter months. They fail to realize 
that pullets are almost the only 
source of eggs at that time o f the 
year, because hens are sure to moult, 
and they may take from 80 to 90 
days to go through the complete 
moult

Open road travelers o f today are 

frequently forced to pass through 
kaleidoscopic countrysides dotted 
with brilliant billroads, blackened 
stumps and garbage piles blooming 
with various species o f “ tincannia.” 

"The pavements rob the country 
of its freshness,”  is the plaint o f the 
motorist who has traveled past cer­
tain forlorn roadsides. Still, no rea­
son is readily available as to just 
how the pavements are responsible 
for any neglected appearance o f the 
countryside. True enough, when 
pavements are constructed it is fre­
quently necessary to remove trees, 
cut through fields and destroy na­
ture’s handiwork in order to shorten 
the roadway, so that considerable 
sums will be saved the taxpayer liy 
lessening his traveling distance.

The community must readjust its 
viewpoint on the road which in duys 
gone by was natural rnther than 
man-made. The early roadway came 
about through constant travel over 
the same route. Later when popu­
lation increased and vehicles were 
motorized, the natural beuuty ofvthe 
road diminished. Timber was cut 
for fence rails and firewood.

Most all heavily traveled thorough­
fares of the present have lost much 
of their pristine glory. The up-to- 
the-minute farmer, unless worrying 
about farm relief, is tilling every 
bit o f fertile land. He has extended 
the activities o f tho axe up to the 
very edge of the highway right-of- 
way. The blame cannot be placed 
entirely on the shoulders of the 
road builder.

Communities are recognizing that 
road building is one problem and 
roadside beautification is another 
problem that must also be given at­
tention. Illustrative of the action 
now being taken by a good many en­
terprising states is the activity of 
Wisconsin, Illinois, Pennsylvania, 
New Jersey, Minnesota, Connecticut, 
California and Michigan. For some 
years these states have been devot­
ing spare funds to the removal of 
roadside blemishes. Trees ape t»eing 
planted, not helter skelter but syste­
matically under the direction o f land­
scape gardeners who give complete 
consideration to the motorist. Views 
of curves are left unobstructed by 
trees. The trees are also widely 
spaced to permit o f road* widening. 
The art o f laying out the roadside 
has in truth reached a point where, 
through proper placing of trees, the 
traveler can drink his fill o f  distant 
fields through a frame of oak or 
poplar,

One county in Michigan has plant­
ed 25,000 trees along its roadsides 
to date. Michigan is spending $50,- 
000 yearly for the purchase o f strips 
o f forest growth from 100 to 200 
feet in width bordering the state 
highways. Minnesota in one year 
planted 30,000 trees.

Modem road building is such an 
art that the smooth highway.often 
mocks the barrenness of the road­
side. In certain states one may 
travel for miles with scarcely a 
glimpse of a tree on the entire hori­
zon—not because trees will not grow 
but because no trees have been 
planted. Where conditions warrant, 
it is the job o f the community to 
make modern pavements beautiful 
highways by the comparatively inex­
pensive work of bordering them with 
trees and shrubs.

THE BREEDING PEN  
By F. W . Kaxmciar, Bryan, Texas.

It ia not too early to mate up 
your breeding pen. Now ia the time 
you can readily pick the beat layer* 
In your flock, and together with a 
good male bird from a high record 
trapnested hen, constitute your 
breeding pen. If you have any hens 
that are still laying, have not start­
ed to moult, and are good individu­
als of the breed they represent, they 
are the ones to go Into your breed­
ing pen. They undoubtedly are won­
derful layers, and eggs are what 
you want to breed for, although 
meat production also is a profitable 
side-line.

In making up your breeding pen, 
if you want to make progress and 
improve your flock without any great 
expense, buy good cockerels. Cock­
erels as a rule are a better buy than 
older birds. Deal with a responsible 
breeder, and one who trapnests, 
preferably 365 days In the year. The 
only way o f breeding a real laying 
strain, is by regular trapnesting 
every day.

The Poultry House
At this writing the weather has 

been extremely warm, considering 
the time o f the year. By the time 
this gets into print, we may have 
some regular fall weather. It is 
wise to wntch the ventilation of your 
poultry house, for the. next three 
months in particular. Some people, 
when it gets cold, want to und do 
close up the poultry houses too 
tight, resulting in colds, roup and 
chicken pox. We grant that with 
the approach o f cold weather warm­
er qunrters must be provided but 
not at the expense o f fresh air. In 
Texas and Oklahoma a portion of 
the south or east front should be 
kept open day and night. All the 
fresh air must come in from one end 
only. If the opening is in the south, 
then the north, east and west sides 
should be as nearly air tight as it 
is practical to make them. In some 
sections of our country, due to the 
prevailing high winds it is best to 
face the houses east. As a general 
rule, however, it is best to face 
poultry houses south. A lack of 
fresh air will cause colds and roup. 
Close, ill smelling and crowded 
houses are ideal causes of colds and 
roup. In cold weather drafts upon 
the floor or upon the roosts surely 
will develop roup among your flock. 
In long houses, partitions should !«■ 
provided to check the strong circu­
lation of air. It is well to build
these movable so you can take them 
out next Spring. We like to H

Both farms have not been estab­
lished for more than a year. The 
owners o f both were blessed with 
plenty o f  money, but rather short o f 
patience. They want quick results. 
One is an oil operator and cannot 
quite realize that there is no oil 
money and no oil results in the 
poultry business. They are willing 
tp spend money lavishly for a year, 
but then they expect it to come back 
with high interest. The poultry busi­
ness is no get rich quick scheme— in 
no way may it be compared with the 
oil business. In the poultry busi­
ness profits are made in small fig ­
ures, but sure and all the year 
around. Discouragements come to 
the best of us. We have no right 
not to expect them and even look 
for them. The fact Is discourage­
ments are just as common in tie  
poultry business as in any other 
legitimate business. The Fall and 
Winter are more or less hard months 
for the poultry raisers. Patience, 
hard work, head work and study 
will be and are being rewarded 
every day. The poultry flock is ca­
pable o f making a little morey every 
day, that when multiplied by 365 ! 
days, makes an attractive yearly m- 
ci me.

four months. It will mean money 
in your pockets to provide them. 
Close up all cracks, knot holes nnd 
ventilators on all three sides of the 
house. It is equally as important 
to keep part of the one end, pref­
erably the south or east, at least 
partially open day und night. We 
prefer to have this opening close to 
the floor to keep the rain and winds 
from blowing too far into the in­
terior of the house.

Epsom Salts
If you have not done ■:>, we rec­

ommend you give the entin flock a 
dose o f epsom salts, by adding two 
pounds o f it to 100 pounds o f mash 
and keeping this before^ them for 
two or throe days. This is a simple 
treatment but will do much t< keep 
your flock health-’ .

Crowding
The average farm flock is kept in 

overcrowded houses. Nothing is so 
sure to cause diseases and poor egg 
nroduction as overcrowding in the 
houses, especially in the Fall and 
Winter. Allow or provide at least 
three square feet o f floor space per 
bird. For a flock of 300 hens, this 
would figure 900 square feet o f floor 
space. A house 30x30. 20x45 or 
24x38 will provide enough room for 
300 hens. In the Winter, due to bad 
weather, the flock needs more house 
room. Overcrowding tho flock for 
only a few days will cause trouble. 
Don’t figure that the hens can get 
outside the house most o f  the time 
and that the days they have to 
spend on the inside will be only few 
in number, hence not cause much 
trouble. Experience clearly teaches 
overcrowding even for only a few 
days is very bad practice. Over-

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MORE HOGS FOR TEXAS FARMS 
URGES LIVESTOCK SPECIALIST

SEVEN MILLION MOVE EACII
YEAR IN UNITED STATES

“SMILE NOW,

Approximately 6,910,000 persons in 
the United States change their place 
of residence each year, the moving 
rush taking place twice a year and

Austin, Nov. 22.— During the past 
seven years there has been a de­
crease of nearly fifty per cent in the 
number of hogs raised in Texas, ac­
cording to figure?, obtained by 
George M. Lewis, livestock special­
ist in the Bureau of Business Re­
search o f the University o f  Texas. 
Mr. Lewis states that there are now 
only 1,250,000 hogs on Texas farms 
as compared with 2,400.000 in 1920.

The importance o f this industry 
in the State is evidenced by the re­
turns amounting to over thirty-two 
million dollars which the sale of 
hogs brought to producers in the 
State last year, according to Mr. 
Lewis.

Mr. Lewis is a firm believer that 
“ Every farm in Texas should have 
a few hogs to utilize the waste 
products and to provide the farm 
families with a part o f their meat 
supply and to add to the farm in­
come. They require very little a t­
tention and are the most economical 
animal in existence. The hog is 
universally known as the ‘mortgage 
lifter,' because he has contributed to

consuming but ten days, according 
to a report to the convention of the
American Gas Association.

This information is based on or­
ders filed with gas companies serv­
ing the large cities, says the Texas 
Public Service Information Bureau.

GREAT AIDS TO FLYING
In on New Gas Heaters and Ranges Electric light beams reaching for 

nn.re than 100 mlies, lamps which 
automatically replace themselves 
when disabled, and u sun-valve 
whi-h turns on remote beacons at 
twilight, are among the most recent 
developments of electric lighring for 
aviators, according to the Illuminat­
ing Engineering Society.

In addition to two million candle 
power lamps with a life o f 500 hours, 
instead of fifty, as formerly, and 
the scientific illumination o f airways 
and landing fields, there has been 
perfected a new equipment to de­
termine the height of clouds, or

parents, the ravage from this de­
stroyer of child health and life is 
still going on,_  In fact, it is much
on the increase at the present time, 
which goes to show that thousands 
of parents in this state are in a 
lethargic state, and need awakening 
to the fact that the welfare of their 
children is at stake.

“ Late reports received by the state 
department o f health show an 
alarming increase in the number of 
cases o f diphtheria. In September, 
150 cases were reported; October, 
296; and the first week in Novem­
ber, 100. This increase is large 
enough to make it necessary that 
concerted action be taken by health 
authorities and others interested in 
public welfare in instituting cam­
paigns in each community for diph­
theria immunization,

“This immunization can be given a 
child by the family physician, and 
its administration is practically 
painless and entirely harmless. Par­
ents who refuse or neglect to give 
their children this simple protec­
tion, are doing so at their own risk.”

The Board of Trustees of the Clar­
endon Independent School District 
at its regular meeting, November 12, 
1927, adopted a minute on the death 
of Mr. Matt Bennett, a member of 
this Board at the time of his death:

"A fter having served the Claren­
don Independent School District and 
other school districts for more than 
thirty years as a trustee, Matt Ben­
nett entered into the life etcrnnl on 
Sunday, October 23, 1927.

“ It is, therefore, altogether fit­
ting that this Board should make 
some record of its high appreciation 
of his life and service, and inscribe 
the -time in the minutes o f its pro­
ceedings, sending one copy to his 
family and one copy to the local 
newspaper for publication.

"Mr. Bennett was a tireless stu­
dent of public school problems, not 
only of our local a d particular prob­
lems, but in its general hearing. His 
long experience and intimate know­
ledge in this field was of untold 
benefit to his associates, and a con­
stant source of admiration to them. 
He gave of his time without stint, 
and was always ready and willing to 
take upon his shoulders any burden 
placed there by the Board or the 
needs o f our public schools. Being 
a close observer o f the times, cou­
pled wi'h an intimate knowledge of 
the past, made him a farseeing, safe 
and in every way admirable execu­
tive in the important work o f a 
public school* trustee.

"Nor were his interests limited to 
school work, but he was always 
found working for the betterment 
and upbuilding of the town ami com­
munity in which he lived. He was 
in every sense of the word a ‘Good 
Citizen,’ honored and respected by 
all who knew him.

"Above all, his life manifested the 
loving kindness o f his heart, his 
strong sense o f justice, and his help­
fulness toward others. His pathway 
through life was strewn with in­
numerable acts of courtesy and kind­
ness, o f which there abide no record 
save in the hearts of those who 
shared them.

"His Christian faith was simple 
and profound and when the final 
summons came to him He confronted 
death with that serenity o f sn>’ l 
which is the outcome o f that faith 
which was illustrated by his long 
Mfe of kindness generosity and un­
ostentatious charity.

"He will be sadly missed bv the 
members of this Board and while we 
deeplv deplore bis death, our sorrow 
*s mitigated by the remembrance of 
his kind and useful life, and to his 
widow and family we tender the as­
surance o f our sincere sympathy in 
the)- and bereavement.
