These
articles have been designed to
give the citizers of this county
an idea of what the farmers are
doing to cooperate with the gov-
ernment agencies in the soil con-
serving program. The farmers
are doing a wonderful job and it
is your duty as friends and citi-
zens to give them your help and
support.

On the north and east sides its
boundaries are the county line.

A large part of this community
is open range land, and for tais
reason there haven't been as
many farming practices carried
out as in sofme of theé commuini-
ties of smaller size.
