LUILDING WILL FILL MANY
PUBLIC NEEDS WHEN COM-

Architect Guy Carlander of Ama-
rillo is preparing plans and specifi-
cations for remodeling the Y. M. C.

A floor will be placed at the
second story lavel and the east one-
third of the second floor will be
used as an apartment for one paid
fireman and his family, The west
two-thirds of the second floor will
be occupied by the Chamber of Com-
merce.

The office now used by the mayor
will be used by the city secratary.
A reinforced concrete vault will be
built into this office. The room now
used by the Chamber of Commerce
will be rearranged for the mayor's
office.

The present lobby will be wused
for a city court room and will have
a seating capacity of about 40. This
room will be open to any public
gathering that can be accommodated
bv this seating capacity.

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BAKED HAM HE LIGHTED THE WAY

I'he Bureau of Home Economics,
. 8. Department of Agriculture,
suggests the following as a good
method of preparing and baking
ham, whether it is to be served hot
or cold: Select 9 to 10 pound ham
and scrub it thoroughly. If it is
very salty, soak it overmight, Allow
at least one quart of boiling water
to each pound of ham, or enough to
completely cover it. Place it in the
hot water and, for this sized ham,
add one carrot sliced, two stalks of
celery, one teaspoon of celery salt,
three sprigs parsley, one onion
sliced, two or thres bay leaves, and
one-half cup strong vinegar. Cover,
and then simmer for four or five
hours, counting the time from the
beginning of the simmering period.
Twenty-five minutes to the pound
will be approximately right. Test
by using a skewer, or a fork, with
long tines. Turn the ham so it will
cook evenly on both sides. Add more

Sclection of Eggs for the Egg Show
At the Washington International
Egg Show, the following descrip-
tion of a perfect shaped egg was
considered in the show:

For each hen he provided two roost-
ers to scratch for her, and at any
time when two roosters could not
scratch fast enough to feed one hen
he would kill off the roosters and
provide her with two new ones,

Tha above, no doubt, explains why
on some Texas and Oklahoma farms
there appears to be a disproportion-
ate number of roosters with the farm
flocks. No wonder our campaigns
to put over an “infertile egg” proj-
ect in the spring and summer after
hatching scason comes to sure fail-
sare,

Feed Well

Filling up the crops of chickens
with maize, milo or corn once a day
may keep them from starvation, but
surely won't make many eggs., It
may be unfortunate, but it is true
that an egg is made from other food
constituents than that which is found
in grains or even mixture of several
| grains. In that case where can the
:h(-n get the other constituents that
vare necessary? The answer is, that
unless you are feeding a balanced
ration, she does not get them, and
wr answer to you is no eggs. The
probiem of feeding poultry profit-
ably is not an casy ey it 1s not
a simple one. Unless you are will-
ing to mix braing with the feed, and
that feed a balanced ration, the re-
sults will be unsatisfactory. The
saying “The eyes of the feeder fat-
tened the calf” means a great deal.

Taka for instance the question of
succulent green food. In Texas and
most parts of Oklahoma, any one
and everybody can have a green
pasture for their farm flocks, if
they just use a little of the energy,
both brain and physical, with which
all are endowed. What do we find?
Barren yards, probably covered with
weeds going to seed. Two weeks
ago the barren yard could have been
plowed, harrowed and sown to oats,
barley, rye or wheat or a mixture
of both, and today the chickens
would be enjoying a green pasture
furnishing much succulent green
food. Yes, two weeks ago we had
plenty of moisture to sprout the!
sced.  Also it would not have taken
more than three or four hours to do |

the job.
More About Mash

Last week we' brought out the
importance of feeding mash to make
hens lay. Grain alone just simply
won't do the trick., A good dry
mash, with proper animal food, vita-
mins and minerals, will make eggs.
The more of a good mash mixture
you can get them to consume thel
more eges they will lay. Better
look into this question and give it
some real thought on your part. Eggs
are going up in price, in another
month they will again be a nickel
apiece. At that price, a well bred
hen can easily produce $1.00 worth
of eggs in a month. She cannot
possibly eat more than 25 cents
worth of feed. Five hundred hens,
on this basis, would clear $375 per
month. Coming at this time of the
year, this would come in handy to

Despite the fact that state high-
way systems are still far from being
complete, particularly in the Middle
West and Southwestern States, the
old urge to get the work done at the
farm end of the road first, stll
holds, according to highway infor-
mation coming to the national capi-
tal.

This misconception about where
road work should begin has been
one of the most annoying and ag-
gravating stumbling blocks in the
long and tedious process of high-
way development. It is grounded
in the fact that roads are so badly
needed everywhere that the farmer
is impatient and generally resentful
of any

Missouri, progressive as she now
is, at the outset mixed political and
civil engineering by requiring that
construction on the state system
start simultancously in every county,
with the result that practically
three years were lost in getting a
real and a right start. The simul-
taneous construction idea produced
too many rpau-bes. too many short
stretches of pavement that were too
long in being connected up, with the
net result that no one of the patches
could possibly earn in savings in
proportion to investment because
both ends of each patch landed the
motorists in mud.
