Only one cotton patch in Col­
lingsworth County has been plow­
ed up by orders of the Federal 
Government. Last week four 
farmers were still refusing to 
plow up their cotton in conformity 
with the contract signed with the 
Government.

When the situation was ex­
plained, three of them agreed to 
plow up their own cotton, but the 
fourth refused, and he was served 
with a court order and a man 
was sent out with a tractor Wed­
nesday to plow up the cotton. The 
expense of plowing will be de­
ducted from his check.—Welling­
ton Leader.

Marketing to be classed by gov­
ernment cotton classers according 
to official cotton standards.

The class of each individual 
sample will be leported to Mr. 
Fitzgerald for the benefit of his 
customers, and this service will 
be supplied at no cost to them. 
It will no longer be necessar- for 
the farmer to ask the buyer the 
class of his cotton, as he will 
have the knowledge as soon as the 
report is received from Dallas.

It is pointed out that the Clar­
endon trade territory will be 
benefited by this service as tha 
classification of cotton ginned 
here will be used by the Depart­
ment of Agriculture in compiling 
its regular grade and staple re­
ports, by state soil areas, by 
stales and for the entire cotton 
belt.

Periodic comparioms the grade 
and staple of Donley county will 
be made with that of other 
counties. The reports fill also 
indicate the quality of the next 
year’s planting seed, and pro­
ducers of unprofitable cotton can 
plan their seed program for the 
next season in order to secure 
the greatest net return on land 
and labor investment.

MEMBERS MAKE TALKS ON 
CURRET ARTICLES IN  
CLUB MONTHLY

To call the particular attention

In view of these considerations it is embarrassing to 
learn that Donley county taxpayers paid less school taxes 
than any county in the Panhandle west of Childress county. 
The statement is credited to a school authority to whom the 
actual facts are available. It seems in order to urge that 
Donley county taxpayers make an extra special effort 
to catch up with as large a portion of delinquent school 
taxes as is humanly possible this year. It should not be 
forgotten that schooling of which a boy or girl is de­
prived can not be repaid in later years.

TAIL LIGHTS ON THE WAGONS

Even our ministers have become infected with the 
spirit of NRA, which to them means “newer religious 
activities.” They met in ecclesiastical conclave this week, 
presumably worked out a code of fair competition, and 
turned their serious attention to a “go to church” cam­
paign. Increased attendance on church services, both Sun­
day school an dthe usual worship services, will be their ob­
jective. Consecrated Christians will applaud their course.

If one were to accept attendance on church services 
as the only evidence of belief that the worship of God in 
His house is necessary to Christian living, he could well 
conclude that most of the people care nothing about wor­
shipping God. Yet it would be difficult to find many in Clar­
endon who would not assure you, in all sincerity, that 
they believe the church is God’s holy institution and that 
a town without churches would be unthinkable.

Why, then, do they not go to church? Is there any 
good reason why someone else should attend church ser­
vices? Is one Christian under any greater obligation to 
perform that act of worship than another?

An honest Christ­
ian can make but one answer: “No one else can do this 
for me; it is my duty.” If the united effort which Clar­
endon ministers and their faithful workers are undertaking 
can succeed in rousing those who CLAIM to be Christians 
to a sense of responsibility to personal duty, the churches 
of Clarendon will soon be filled to overflowing.

A good many hundred more people have been killed 
because of such glaring headlights than by the failure of 
farmers to put tail lights on the wagons.—Amarillo Daily 
News.

CANYON, Sept. 6—On Septem­
ber 19, the West Texas State 
Teachers College will open its 
doors for the 24th annual session. 
This college, offering four years 
of standard work with special 
training for teachers, has been 
serving the Panhandle and North­
west Texas for almost a quarter 
of a century. In continuing its 
service a great effort is being 
made to enable worthy young 
people to continue their educa­
tion without interruption even 
though times are hard.

Although the last legislature 
increased fees at all State In­
stitutions, they are still not large 
and the college officials here 
have worked out a split-semester 
plan which will enable the stu­
dent of small means to pay for 
nine weeks work at a time and 
complete that much of the year’s 
work. If more money can be 
obtained later he may continue 
his work.

Only $16.50 is needed to pay 
all tuition, hospital and labora­

tory fees, student activity fee, 
which includes text book rental, 
admission to regular schedule 
football games, subscription to 
the college paper and other cam­
pus fees for the 9 weeks. Board 
and room are the only additional 
expenses. Students who want 
private lessons in music or speech, 
payment will be allowed on a 
monthly basis, allowing the pro­
duce checks which are received 
monthly at home to pay these 
expenses.

General courses are provided 
for students who wish to enter

the commercial field, or take work 
leading to special study in en­
gineering, medicine, law, commer­
cial chemistry, architecture or the 
ministry, in addition to the highly 
specialized courses for those who 
expect to teach.

Statistics indicate most people 
killed by lightning are struck In 
houses but the eight killed in the 
Dalhart territory since 1898 have 
all been struck out-dors except 
wo in a tent.

Harvey Sneed, carrying a hot 
branding iron over his head, 
as he bestrode a horse, was killed 
n the Joe Sneed ranch near 

Texline in the summer of 1907 
or 1908, recalls Mrs. B. N. Long.

There was no mark on the boy 
but in the hair of the horse, also 
instantly killed, were wavy burn­
ed streaks, resembling the irregu­
lar path ligthning cuts across the 
sky. Mr. Long says there were 
five holes scorched at the edges 
about the size of those made by a 
45 pi«tol bullet in the saddle seat. 
Harry was a nephew of Joe 
Sneed now of Amarillo.

Walter Stewart, brother of 
V'ctor L., Dalhart, and Malcolm, 
rancher near h°re, was killed

was said.
Barbed wire fences are a big 

hazard in this country; lightning 
striking them and running long 
distances. Malcolm Stewart lost 
27 cattle on his ranch in May, 
1917, lightning striking a fence, 
turning a right angle corner and 
three-quarters of a mile distance 
killing the cattle, purebred cows 
and calves, that had drifted 
against it.

The Two Story pasture, 15 
miles north of Dalhart, is claimed 
by some cowmen to be the worst 
lightning pasture in this section. 
Five miles north of the Two 
Story ranch house, after which 
the pasture is named, St-wart 
was killed. In this pasture H. N. 
Pollard, Dalhart. lost 26 steers in 
the summer of 1925; six killed 
along the fence, the others by 
individual bolts. One was killed 
as he stuck his nose in a tub of 
water. A few feet away in a 
pump house, stood a lad who 
was unhurt. In another pasture 
Pollard lost 43 cattle by a shock 
off a fence.

Killed Near Cow
In the same pasture where 

Stewart was struck 34 of James’ 
cattle were killed by lightning 
from a fence while another time 
17 were slain as they were g >ing 
through a gate. In the latter 
instance men were all about but 
not close enough to the cattle 
or gate to get hurt.

Chas. Joe Israel, son of Mr.

Man Killed Recently [
J .  T .  W V lW , t » r m e r  n e a r  C o n -  \

len, was killed by lightning June 
9, 1930. His body was found |
slumped down by a metal gasoline 
barrel in a truck. So far as known 
it is the only case in this section 
where lightening struck a truck 
or an automobile which moves on 
rubber; an insulator for electrici­
ty. Apparently he had climbed 
into the truck to start home or 
get gasoline when hit.

Calvin Willie Kuykendall was 
killed July 11. 19311. in the Rue 
Whorton pasture, west of the 
ranch of Mrs. J. M. Taylor for 
whom he was working. The rattle 
had stampeded; Kuykendall had 
dismounted, and was trying to 
shelter himself from the rain be­
hind his hot horse when struck. 
Another man about 30 feet away 
was not affected. Two years ago 
Mr. Kuykendall’s sister was 
struck by lightning in Dallas 
county.

Frank Denton recalls ithree 
other deaths by lightning. One. 
a negro, killed near what is now 
Stratford in 1898 while discing. 
The body was mutilated and the 
iron seat of the seat on which 
the negro sat partially melted.

The other two were white men, 
killed in a tent at Sand Springs, 
mar Obar, N. M., a number of 
years ago. Four men sat playing 
cards when the bolt struck. Two 
finally regained consciousness. 
One of the dead men, Hider, came 
from Oklahoma, his father still 
living around Logan, says Mr. 
Denton. Stringer, a surveyor, is 
also at Logan. Mr. Denton states.

Locomotives Are Safe 
Contention is that groups of live­

stock or humans do not draw 
lightning, but many experiences 
seem to prove they do. It is also 
established that the highest point 
is likely to be the first struck 
by a charge. As this may be a 
man on a flat prairie, a horse, 
tree or whatnot the safest proce­
dure seems to avoid being the 
highest point laying prone has 
been recommended. This theory 
of the highest point being the 
one first struck is what makes 
houses, barns, trees and the like 
in the country, or iolated, danger 
spots, it is said. Houses in a city, 
closely grouped, do not seem so 
ant to he struck; partly because 
they are protected by lightning 
rods, plumbing fixtures or some­
thing else that immediately 
grounds a lightning charge.

Seeking refuge in a house or 
under a tree is not safe because 
the lightning may leave the tree 
or house and jump to the person

Railroad men say anyone would 
be safe in a locomotive because 
being all metal and contacting 
the groend through the rails the 
charge would be grounded harm­
lessly.
