CONFIRM ATION TO BE H AD  IN IM M EDIATE FU ­

A telegram was received Tues­
day of this week by Superintend­
ent H. T. Burton from J. R. Reid, 
Chairman of the Board of College 
Examiners in Austin, stating that 
the affiliation of Clarendon Junior 
College had been recommended 
to the State Department of Edu­
cation.

It will be recalled that Mr. 
Reid was in Clarendon some two 
weeks past for a close examin­
ation of the college with an idea 
in view of affiliation with other 
schools in the state. The work was 
completed and Mr. Reid returned 
to Austin to present the matter 
to the State. A promise was 
made that the report would be 
received here not later than the 
first of the month. Delay caused 
the officials of the school some 
worry and a telegram was sent 
Tuesday of this week to Mr. 
Reid.

The answer outlined above was 
received, with the notation that ill­
ness in the runks of the board and 
other causes had held up final 
action and that formal recognition 
would be received without further 
delay. Recommendations have 
been made to the board and their 
letter o f affiliation will probably 
received in Clarendon before the 
next issue of the News is o ff 
the press.

This recognition will place Clar­
endon in the fore front of schools 
of a like nature in the state 
since no other school of the same 
scholastic standing has the equip­
ment or faculty that will compare 
with Clarendon Junior College. 
Changing to a Junior College 
came after all plans had been 
completed and all work done 
to make the school an “ A ” grade 
institution. This puts Clarendon 
Junior College ahead of all other 
schools in the state since it is a 
Junior school with Senior equip­
ment.

Monday of this week a large del­
egation from the precincts in 
question were on baud and wcri 
insistnnt on the creation of the 
special district declaring that 
their chief and only purpose was 
to take care of their lateral roads, 
and denying any purpose to defeat 
a county wide issue for the paving 
of the highways.

A' this hearing District Engin­
eer W. A. French informed the 
delegation and the court that the 
■:■ ,e;. now under way would 

be on the south of and paralclling 
the Denver tracks, and that it 
would come through Lclia Lake 
as it does now, hut would miss 
Giles, using the old “ ridge route” 
to Memphis.

Tuesday morning a delegation 
of some twenty-five representa­
tive citizens of Clarendon and 
precinct 2, appeared before the 
court and with J. T. Patman as 
spokesman asked that the 
delay action on the reque:

Finances of Donley County show 
fair to be on the up grade as 
indicated by the statements issued 
this week on call from the Com­
missioner of Banking as of Feb­
ruary 28th. A statement was 
called in March of 1927, and a 
comparison will show some inter­
esting figures.

A part of this 
item has been charged o ff with 
resultant tragedy to those who ex­
pected dividends, but to the ulti­
mate satisfaction of tlie directors 
of each institution. A part of the 
funds will be repaid, although the 
date of repayment continues to 
fade further into the distance with 
the passing of the years.

WHO PAYS?

Under the head of “ Whose Ad­
vertising Do You Pay?” we find 
the following in a recent issue of 
the Sheldon, Iowa, Sun. We take 
it that the “quotes” mean that it 
first appeared elsewhere. A t any 
rate, it is well worth reprinting 
again and again.

The merchant who does not ad­
vertise pays the advertising bill 
for the one who does.

“ Every merchant business pays 
for advertising whether he uses 
it or not. I f  a competitor’s adver­
tising takes any business away 
from him, the profit he would 
have made on the lost sale is what 
his competitor’s advertising cost 
him.

“ You have, perhaps, wondered 
how some stores can afford to 
spend such enormous sums for 
advertising. That is easy to fath­
om. Their competitors, who don’t 
advertise, and whose business they 
take, pay for their advertising.

“ Say the Smith family is a 
customers of yours. They have 
sixty dollars they intend to spend 
with you. They read the adver­
tising of your competitor and are 
induced to spend their sixty dol­
lars with him instead of spending 
it with you. The store makes 
twenty per cent, or twelve dollars, 
on the sale. They deduct, we will 
say one Hollar advertising cost 
and have eleven dollars profit left.

The advertising has cost them 
nothing. They got back its cost 
and had eleven dollars profit 
they would not have had only for 
thei, advertising.

“ Who paid for this advertis­
ing?

“ Did the advertising merchant 
pay? No, got the cost and 
profit besides.

“Did the purchaser pay? No, 
he paid only the regular price.

“ Then who did pay?
“ The merchant that did not ad­

vertise paid for his competitor’s 
advertising. He not only paid 
for the other fellows advertising 
but he paid out of his cashdrawer 
the profit his competitor made on 
the sale. The merchant that 
does not advertise pays the ad­
vertising bill for the one that 
does. He pays in loss o f sales 
and loss of profits.

“ The merchant that loses busi­
ness through not advertising has 
such high overhead and unit sale 
cost that he cannot possibly sell 
goods as cheaply as the store 
that increases its sales and re­
duces its cost with advertising."

Jor Economical Transportation

By the year 2000 the population 
of the United States, if the pres­
ent rate of increase is continued, 
will be double the 1920 figure, or 
210,000,000 people. By 1960, only 
22 years from now, 145,000,000 
people will inhabit this country.

Where will these people live? 
Will the great cities of today be­
come even larger? Can New 
York City, Chicago, Detroit, Phil­
adelphia and other larger centers 
build outward and upward, to 
contain even more thickly massed 
populations? Or will the smaller 
communities and the country ab­
sorb them? The question arises 
also as to what will become of the 
utomobile. Small cities and towns 

as well as large, are already 
writhing in the toils of traffic 
congestion. What will bo the con­
dition in the city of the future, 
when perhaps the aim of auto­
mobile manufacturers will be real­
ized with every third person run­
ning a car? Seventy millions of 
them are anticipated for the year 
2000.

Population increase is inevitable. 
History shows that transportation 
definitely affects the rate of in­
crease. Before the coming of the 
steam engine, bringing with it 
rapid travel, population growth 
was slow. As soon as the great 
steam liners began to plough the 
sea and “ Iron Horses” the prai­
ries, |H>ople who had been con­
fined to congested communities 
packed up the "old kit bag anil 
lit out” for greener-pastures where 
freedom and possession of more 
of the world’s goods induced 
greater parenthood.

When steam became of wide­
spread use in about 1830, the 
population of the world was just 
half what it is today. Japan has 
doubled its population in fifty  
years. With improved sanitary 
conditions and medical science, 
the United States bids fair to 
grow substantially. But where 
this growth will leud, to or from 
the city, is both meat and dessert 
for speculation. The recently pub­
lished report of the Chicago Re­
gional Planning Commission re­
veals that surburhan communities 
are gaining citizens more rapidly 
than Chicago proper. This indi­
cates a tendency to avoid the 
crowded large city with its sky­
scraping office structures and 
towering apartment buildings.

Considering the definite trend 
toward more people and all the 
problems they may bring with 
them, it may be good business for 
the larger cities to stimulate sub­
urban growth rather than growth 
inside the metropolis. Even now 
parks, swimming pools, lake fronts 
and other municipal out-door recre­
ational facilities are fully occupied. 
Sunlight and fresh air allotments 
are already subdivided into nig­
gardly pieces. By spreading its 
population over larger areas, even 
though this trend to decentralize 
business, it is believed that the 
city will profit through a happier, 
healthier and more productive 
citizentry.

Small cities, too, should cast a 
weather eye to the future. Per­
haps the population trend will be

towards the villages and towns of 
today, making them equal in size 
to some of the present large com­
munities.

With more people, more auto­
mobiles and everything else, star­
ing an expectant world in the 
face, it is mandatory that plans 
be made to forestall top-heaviness. 
The automobile, the real progeni­
tor of this twentieth century pros­
perity and progressivencss, will be j 
most important factor in distri- j 
buting any future population in- / 
creases.

It is not a human trait to worry 
over the future, especially the 
future of other people. Fortun­
ately, in providing permanent and 
substantial facilities for present 
use, the future will be benefited. 
Communities now engaged in wid­
ening streets, building better high­
way outlets to the country, und 
zoning city property for logical 
and sensible growth, not only will 
make more things comfortable for 
themselves but the generations 
just ahead will have less to worry 
about.

TH E  LESSON OF '26
ENTION has I »cen made of a remarkable incident of 
which the real significance should not be overlooked. 
A  multitude of growers received less for their cot­

ton than it cost them to produce it, because of "over-pro­
duction,” yet, within right months, they saw tlic staple selling 
at a figure that would have given them a substantial profit. 
C learly, therefore, the condition could not have been one 
of real, hut only of apparent over-production.

If cotton “brought tears instead of cash," as has been said 
of that tragic moment, those tears should cleanse the eyes 
to clearer vision. Such vision would show that a really 
glutted market Could not rebound so swiftly into a desire 
to buy. The world must possess a power to absorb wliich 
did not appear on the surface.

This gnat unsaturated market actually was waiting, quite 
unconsciously, to save the si nation by buying cotton at a 
living figure, yet nobody seemed to be aware of the fact 
until it slowly discovered itself and then it was too late to 
prevent severe hardship. Herein was furnished a striking 
example of that rather newly-discovered branch of the I-aw 
of Supply and Demand, viz., that supply may create demand. 
Manufacturers who were pioneers in low-priced quantity 
production had already stumbled upon the fact; otic of 
them created a market for fifteen million automobiles and 
another developed a sale for sixty million watches. In 
neither case had such a possibility been known to exist, but 
in both cases price was the determining intluencc, plus the 
fact that the potential market really existed—such quantities 
actually could he used if the figures were sufficiently attractive.

Similarly, in the rase of tlie 1926 cotton crop, when the 
price of the staple fell to such an astonishingly low figure, 
buyers everywhere felt the urge to take advantage of the
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opportunity, and the sum of their 
demands slowly restored the price. 
This was in accordance with the 
great impersonal laws of economics, 
which are the financial equivalent 
of gravitation, the movements of 
the tides or any of the other laws 
of the physical world.

By the Autumn of 1927, there 
came a jolt of a different kind and 
again many were caught unpre­
pared. The price of the staple shot 
up to double that of the year before 
because it had become evident that 
the oncoming crop would amount 
to only a little more than two- 
thirds of the previous one, and 
eleven million bales of that had al­
ready been shipped to foreign users.

It is easy enough to see all this 
now in looking backwards, but such 
violent fluctuation might have been 
foreseen and provided for if ade­
quate means for that purpose had 
been in existence. Research, inter­
pretation, comprehensive market­
ing, adequate publicity—these are 
now recognized tools of the busi­
ness world, but they are quite 
beyond the reads of a small farmer

All these will prosper host and most perma­
nently when all may prosper together

cultivating his few acres with the 
help of one mule; they are even 
beyond the reach of the larger 
planter, or the warehouseman, or 
the manufacturer—as individuals— 
but they are within the range of 
cooperative effort.

Visible illustration of the value 
o f such effort was not absent. Co­
operative cotton-marl.eting associa­
tions had been formed in five of 
the Southern States in 1921, and hy 
1926 they existed in the other right. 
These bodies included some .100,000 
growers in their membership—a 
considerable accomplishment in five 
years!

A coordinating organization, the 
American Cotton Growers Ex­
change, was also functioning This 
institution, composed of delegates 
from each of the loeal associations, 
was already reaching out hands in 
cooperation with American manu­
facturers of cotton goods and had 
established agencies in the_ import­
ant foreign cotton importing cen­
ters of the world In both cases It 
acted as direct representative of

the cottmi-grower members of the 
cooperative associations.

It may he thought that such a 
break in the price of raw cotton as 
that of 1926 would work to the ad­
vantage of manufacturers. In a 
small way, this might be the case, 
but in a large way its effect upon 
them would be harmful. The mak­
ing of textiles is not a gamble but 
a permanent business which requires 
an unceasing flow of cotton at de­
pendable prices. Farmers cannot 
continue to grow the staple at a 
loss; cither they will adopt some 
of the panic measures of crop re­
striction that have been so widely 
advocated, or they will be forced 
into other occupations. Either way 
the mills will suffer. Farmers, gin-
ners, warehousemen, shippers, man 

ic
lay prosper together. This was

prosper
when

ufacturers—all these 
best and most permanently w 
all mav prosper together. Tills 
one of the great lessons of 1926. It 
taught a wider appreciation of vol­
untary cooperation.

(Nesrt Article, "Cheaps* Cotton

The vogue of bright colors 
which has featured automobile 
fashions for the past year, shows 
no sign of passing, and has been 
strongly emphasized at the 1928 
New York and Chicago national 
shows. Experienced judges seem 
to agree that the vivid and pic­
turesquely named shadings which 
replaced the former somber and 
monotonous finish of motor cars 
are destined to occupy a permanent 
place in public preference.

However, say Chrysler color 
technicians, the trend is toward 
a more harmonious use of color, 
in chromatic blends which employ 
various related shades of the same 
basic color, rather than toward 
sharp contrasts.

Feminine taste largely guides 
the selection of new automobiles 
just as it shapes the great major­
ity of expenditures by American 
families, and it has evidently 
decreed a permanent vogue for 
the light, luscious tones which 
have been so popular of late in 
home furnishings, in dress and in 
hosiery, though of course the more 
restrained finishes are still avail­
able for their adherents.

Americans of Today, educated in 
recent years to a heightened ap­
preciation of artistic expression— 
people of moderate means as well 
as the wealthy—have acquired an 
assured consciousness of quality 
and have definitely left behind 
them the timid conservation of 
former times. They know the 
beauty of color and confidently 
trust their knowledge to guide 
their indulgence in its use.

The prospect at present is there­
fore that color combinations will 
continue to be chosen in 1928 with 
scientific selection of color values, 
as during recent months, and with 
especial consideration to their a- 
dapt ability for each particular 
type and model of car.

Chrysler color technicians, who 
played the leading role in the 
trend away from the archaic, som­
ber blacks which had established 
a melancholy monopl.v in the 
minds of motor car builders until 
about four years ago, point out 
that the duotone contrasts which 
featured their original production 
in 1924 remained the prevailing 
vogue in motor car fashions until 
a year ago, when Chrysler was 
again in the forefront of the 
change to a new color fashion, 
characterized by chromatic Har­
monies and blends rather than 
widely contrasting hues.

One o f the salient points of 
Chrysler color policies, these ex­
perts point out. is the practice 
of making frequent changes of 
color combinations for all body 
types. The practice, it is claimed, 
unites the advantages of standard 
and custom car buying by per­
mitting the practice of economy 
while enabling the purchaser to 
gratify individual preference re­
garding all details, including color.

A recent illustration of this 
practice is found in the Illustrious 
New ‘•70” Convertabile Coupe 
with Rumble Seat. When this car 
first appeared last fall it was in 
a tasteful combination of Black 
and Italian Cream, with Burmese I 
Blue moulding. The original col­
oring was replaced after a few j 
weeks w ith a combination of 
Chrysler Gray Brown and Puttee 
Gray, striped in Mandarin Yellow 
and partridge Cream; a color 
scheme alternated in every 11 
cars with Rendezvous Gray and 
liaison Gray, striped with Part­
ridge Cream and Gold Bronze.
Similar variations are scheduled 
for all body types of the four 
Chrysler models.

SEVEN TEXAS MUNICIPAL

PLANTS SOLD IN 1927

Seven municipally owned electric 
light and power plants in Texas 
were sold to private companies in 
1927, according to reports to the 
Texas Public Service Information 
Bureau.

The plants and the companies 
which bought them are:

Clifton, purchased by Texas 
Louisiana Power Company.

Eldorado, by West ' Texas 
Utilities Company.

McLean, by Southwestern Public 
Service Company.

Nacogdoches, by Texas Power 
and Light Company.

Perryton, by Inland Utilities 
Company.

Shamrock, bv Central Power and 
Light Company.

Sonora, by West Texas Utilities 
Company.

A total of 181 municipally own­
ed electric light and power gen­
erating plants or distributing sys­
tems throughout the country were 
sold last year to privately operated 
companies to be absorbed in more 
economically operated intercon­
nected systems.

States in which the greatest 
number of municipal plnats were 
sold were; Nebraska 2, North Car­
olina 18, Oklahoma 15, Georgia 
12, and Iowa and Kansas 10 each.
Plants in 34 states were involved 
in the sales.

Texas has a priceless water 

supply in her underground waters 
and the development of these is 
said to be the outstanding fact 
in the state’s development in the 
last 35 years.

The chicks are in a well built 
brooder house, with a wood floor, 
equipped with a good brooder, 
that will keep them warm in the 
coldest weather. We have a nice, 
fresh and clean litter on the 
floor, and the chicks are healthy 
and doing well. Our next prob­
lem is to keep them healthy, vig­
orous and strong. Feed hoppers 
and drinking vessels have been 
provided, a good commercial baby 
chick starter is being fed.

Early in the morning, about 
six o’clock, examine the heater 
replenish fuel supply and make 
sure the chicks are comfortable. 
Raise the hover, remove all litter, 
dirt and droppings and replace 
with fresh material. Note the 
chicks closely, kill weaklings or 
sick ones. Examine the feed hop­
pers and be sure they contain a 
supply of feed. The feed hoppers 
should never be allowed to go dry 
for even a few minutes. Keep 
hoppers clean. I f  the chicks 
crowd around the feed hoppers, 
provide more hoppers. At eight 
examine all water dishes, clean 
all drinking vessels and refill with 
fresh water. I f  you are feeding 
milk provide a new supply of 
milk in clean containers at this 
time. I f  possible keep sour milk 
or buttermilk before the chicks 
all the time. Feeding milk spas­
modically is not as satisfactory 
as keeping it before them all the 
time. It is best to feed all milk 
sour, and in containers not made 
out of galvanized iron. Milk is 
a wonderful drink for baby chicks 
and growing chicks. At noon or 
twelve o’clock we make another 
trip around all the houses, if the 
sun shines and the windows or 
shutters have not already been 
opened all the way back, we do 
so, because we want the direct 
sunshine to strike the chicks. We 
again examine the heater in case 
of kerosene burners, in hot weath­
er, especially the burner needs 
watching to keep flame from 
creeping up too high and causing 
trouble. Also examine feed hop­
pers and water vessels. Use 
your eyes, look for dirt and 
trouble, but don’t stop there. Re­
move it. About the middle of 
the afternoon another round is 
made to all the houses, feed hop­
per- and drinking vessels are 
cleaned and replenished. Note 
the heater, flame and ete. At 
six o’clock the windows or shut­
ters are lowered, to keep inside of 
house comfortable. The hover is 
examined to be sure it is capable 
of keeping chicks warm for the 
night. At this time also burner 
and wick are cleaned and fuel 
tank is refilled. Keep everything 
in and about the burner, clean, 
free from dirt, dust or kerosene. 
Two things cause fires, one is to 
turn burner up too high and the 
other is to keep burner dirty 
and kerosene spilled all around 
the burner. At nine o’eloek we 
mrse another trip, we glance at 
the burner, note size of flame 
and also amount of kerosene in 
tank, a good look at the chicks 
to see to it they are comfortable. 
They should hover around outer 
edge of hover all the way around 
the hover. We are now ready to 
lock up the house for the night.

AVOID THE FLY
MENACE THIS SUMMER

The annoyance and danger to 
farm health caused by swarms of 
flies can be avoided to a large 
extent this summer if  proper pre­
cautions are taken this spring to 
(lean up refuse around barns and 
barnyards, suggests the research 
department of the National As­
sociation of Farm Equipment Man­
ufacturers. In addition, much 
valuable fertility can be added to 
the fields, resulting in larger 
yields and more profits from the 
year’s crops.

All manure heaps and other re­
fuse should be hauled to the 
field and spread evenly with a 
manure spreader before warm 
veather comes, and if  possible, 
before spring work commences in 
the fields. I f  there is much straw 
ia the manure, it should be spread 
rather thinly if it is to be plowed 
tmder this spring in order to 
prevent bunches of straw being 
turned under and preventing pas­
sage of moisture from the subsoil 
te the surface, thus keeping the 
crop plants from obtaining suffi­

cient moisture. The dairymen 
who produce high quality clean 
milk haul the refuse and litter 
from the bam every day and 
spread it on their fields, or else 
store it in covered concrete manure 
pits, and by so doing destroy 
potential breeding places for mil­
lions of flies.
