WATER WELL IS 
GOOD PRODUCER

FIN AL TESTS SHOW THAT WELL 
CAN SUPPLY CITY AT PRES­
ENT RATE OF USE

Filial tests were being made on the 
new well for the city of Clarendon 
that has been under way here for 
the past two weeks. Development 
of the well has been taking place 
for the last four weeks and a great 
quantity o f sand has been extracted 
frarn the com pi .-ted well.

The man who was in the city for 
the test stated thnt •approximately 
twenty-five yards of gravel had been 
placed in the hole after the sand 
had been removed. When tested 
Wednesday afternoon of this week, 
the well was producing at a rate of 
200,000 gallons per day. The well 
was kept on the pump for a number 
of hours and was not removed until 
the officials were satisfied with the 
results they were obtaining from the 
tests. /

For the present time, until the 
pump and equipment can be secured, 
the well will be operated by the air 
lift, the same that has been used to 
make the well complete. The sup­
ply that is obtained from this new 
well will more than.supply the pres­
ent needs of the city. It will in 
all probability be needed when, the 
coming summer opens and the yards

When 
there was salt water, Hedrick called it salt water and when there 
was oil he called it oil. The chamber of commerce secretary be­
came indignant when the newsjiaper man confined the stories 
to facts rather than promises, claiming the publicity would hurt 
the town.

There is a pretty widespread view among laymen that news­
papers should color their news in boosting their community. 
Local business men who would not consider printing an untruth 
in their advertisements or using misleading statements in their 
correspondence, insist a newspaper should print that part of the 
truth which is directly beneficial and omit all else. What strange 
logic.

A  prerequisite to a successful newspaper career, or any 
other career, is implicit confidence of your trade. In the news­
paper business it is your subscribers.

Exaggerated publicity is worse for a community than none 
at all. I f  you tell a man one lie your next remark will command 
Jess respect and so on down. Boosting is a splendid thing but 
the word is no synonym for lying.— The Shamrock Texan

Sice his first airplane trip last week from GatesviUe U> Fort 
Worth, Governor Dan Moody has become an ardent enthusiast 
of this modern mode of travel, according to recent newspaper 
stories. When asked for his impressions soon after landing in Ft. 
Worth on his initial trip, the Governor confided to newspaper re­
porters that he would use an air plane to convey him from 
place to place in his next political campaign. The ease of air­
plane travel will enable him to make five or more speeches a day 
without tiresome riding in an automobile, the Governor said. 
Since his return to Austin, word comes that the Governor is plan­
ning to leam to fly a ship himself and will do much flying in 
the future.

It is not unusual that Governor Moody should find air travel 
a boon for covering distance in Texas, for many points in the 
State are a night’s rail travel from the capital, while only a few 
hours trip by airplane. Few men are is as much demand as the 
Governor of the State, and it is likely that a plane will permit 
him to fulfill engagements in distant parts of the State that or­
dinarily would be impossible to reach by other ways of trans­
portation.

Just as the radio already has had its effect on political 
campaigns by permitting the broadcasting of speeches into 
homes hundreds of miles distant from the speaker, so it is pro­
bable that airplane travel will give the hardworking campaigner 
another means by chich to appeal in person to the greatest 
number of citizens in the shortest length of time.— Semi-Weekly 
Record-Chronicle, Denton.

United States Experimental Farm* 
Bettsville, Md. reports that protein 
is necessary in an egg laying mash. 
In comparing protein in meat scraps 
and in dried buttermilk, they found 
that the lowest protein ration, con­
taining 7.7 per cent with both the 
meat and inilk rations, produced 
only 15 eggs per hen, which were 
laid only in the spring months. 
Both size and shape of these eggs 
were affected by the rations, being 
slightly under normal size with a 
tendency toward a long, narrow 
shape. Egg production showed a 
regular, rapid increase in these tests 
with increasing percentage of pro­
tein up to about 16 per cent.

This feeding test should clearly 
show the importance of protein, 
especially meat scraps and dried 

j buttermilk protein. What happens 
j when you feed only grains, or a 
I cheap mixture of bran, shorts and 
'corn meal? Thv answer is given 

above, your hens are not getting 
enough protein. A ration should 
curry not less than 20 per cent 
protein and nt least part of it must 
be of animal origination, such as 
found in meat scraps or dried butter­
milk. The many home mixtures 
will Ik - found larking in the above 
important respect.

Epsom salts is the best known 
purgative for chicks. Poisons and 
impurities of all kinds are expelled 
thru the droppings. In hot weather, 
especially, we have found it wise to 
give epsom salts to our growing 
stock, by adding 1 lb. of epsom 
salts to 100 lbs. of mash, mixing 
thoroughly and giving it once every 
two weeks. Enough mash contain­
ing the epsom salts to last two days 
may be given at one time. Epsom 
salts may also be given in drinking 
water at the rate of a level table­
spoonful to each quart of drinking 
water. This water should be kept 
before growing chicks, a month old 
or older for two hours and then re­
moved. When this water is given 
no other water should be given them. 
Of course when the epsom salt 
water is removed plenty of fresh 
clean water or milk or both should 
Ik- kept l>efore the flock.

According to the U. S. Dept, of 
Agriculture, there were produced in 
11*26 eggs of an estimated value of 
$620,000,000.00 and poultry a value 
of $561,000,000.00 giving a total 
value for the poultry and egg crop 
in that year of $1,181,000,000.00. 
This is only considering the poultry 
production on the farms, and not 
the production in cities and villages. 
The value of poultry products am­
ounted to about 16 per cent of the 
totul value of livestock, being sur­
passed in this respect by only two 
other branches of livestock raising.
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namely dairying and swine pro­
duction.

Recently two large egg laying
contests, in Texas, have given out 
the report that at this season of the 
year, where all feed is purchased 
at retail prices, it costs about 12c 
to produce a dozen of eggs. It  re­
quired about 4 1-2 lbs. of feed to 
produce a dozen eggs. On the farm, 
the feed cost probably is lower, yet 
it is easy to see that when eggs 
sell for 10c per dozen they are not 
being produced at a great profit 
even on the farms. However there 
is no reason for selling eggs for less 
than 20c per dozen. We have been 
getting more than this. We have 
not sold any fresh laid, properly 
graded, infertile eggs for less than 
20c per dozen this year. I f  you are 
not getting a good price for your 
eggs take a little time o ff and find 
out why. When you sell a dozen 
eggs, if you are to get a good price 
12 of the dozen must be first class 
eggs, not less, every one should be 
clean, good size, infertile and fresh 
laid. If  any are to small, i f  one or 
more are no good, if any arc dirty 
or cracked, or defective in arty other 
way .then you cannot expect the 
price I am talking about.

Recently, in East Texas, I talked 
to an egg buyer in one of the small 
towns, and watched him candle eggs. 
You may not believe it, we could 
not get one good egg, on an average 
out of a case of 30 dozen. Such 
waste is simply nothing short of 
sinful crime; yet time goes on 
and the producer makes no effort 
to change these conditions. You 
continually hear a howl about low 
prices on eggs, and when you show 
him how the eggs candle, a mere 
shrug of the shoulders and an in­
difference that is horrible to im­
agine seems to be the only answer. 
We want more for our eggs, but 
we have not got the time or inclin­
ation to produce a better egg. is 
the answer given by the majority 
of egg producers in the Southwest. 
Unless our farmers take this ques­
tion more seriously they will again 
be getting 6 cents per dozen for 
eggs in the near future. Quality 
eggs slowly but surely are crowding 
the store gathered, farm produced 
eggs, o ff the market.

OUR NEW MONEY

We arc going to have some new 
paper money; not new in the sense 
of being crisp and unsoiled merely, 
but diffenent in size and in design. 
The work of making new plates 
and arranging for the retirement 
of the old bills will delay the change 
until next year, but it is interesting 
now to hear about the plans of the 
Treasury Department, which contem­
plate a complete reform in our com­
plicated system of paper currency.

In the first place nil bills are to 
Ik- about a third smaller—an inch 
and a quarter shorter hihI seven- 
eighths of an inch narrower— than 
thew are now. The Treasury o f­
ficials arc sure that bank tellers 
will find the smaller bills ehsier 
to handle, and that the public will 
find them more convenient for their 
pocket I looks or for mailing, since 
they will require little or no folding. 
The government has been making 
currency of the new size for twenty- 
five years for the Philippine Islands.

PUBLIC EDUCATION
By Lewis B. Cooper

The Junior High School Unit 1
Under the reorganization form of

the public-school system there is 
a junior high school three years 
in length including grades six, seven, 
and eight of the traditional system.
Pupils are promoted into its first 
year exactly as they were from 
grade five to grade six in the old 
system. Besides this group of pu- ‘ 
pils there are u certain number o f ' 
over-age who will profit more by 
such education as the junior high! 
school offers than by continuance 
in the elementary grades.

A separate building and separate 
organization provide the material 
factors for the accomplishment of j 
an individual piece of work. The 
general objective of the junior high! 
school is to discover individual apti-! 
tudes and begin the process of de-1 
veloping them. Its prime purpose 
is, therefore, pupil discovery. It* 
begins to function as a differen­
tiating agency, and this function 
increases in importance and em­
phasis thru the three years, always 
retaining a measure of emphasis 
upon integration, strong at first 
and gradually diminishing as the 
work of the school proceeds from 
grade to grade.

It was the general 
testimony to the superior conven­
ience of the Philippine money thnt 
first suggested to the Treasury the 
idea of making the domestic paper 
money of that size. Incidentally 
the change will save about two 
million dollars a year.

The government now makes five 
different kinds of paper currency 
national bank notes, gold certificates, 
silver certificates. Federal Reserve 
notes, and United States notes, most 
denominations from $1 to $20 be­
ing issued in each one of the five 
diffenent types of money. We have 
in circulation today, for example, 
five different kinds of ten dollar 
bills. According to Die new plan 
this confusion will l>e avoided Nat­
ional bank notes will probably go 
o-i* of oxistanee altogether. Silver 
etc ilicate- 'i 'l l  i lor one dollar 
und for nothing else. Greenbacks 
will nil be for five dollars, and they 
will be the only five dollar bills 
made.

Each de­
nomination will bear some portrait. 
Washington’s portrnit will appear 
on all one dollar bills, Lincoln’s on 
the five dollar bills, and probably 
Jefferson’s on the ten dollar bills. 
The pictures of Grant, Cleveland, 
Roosevelt and Wilson are reserved 
for the higher denominations up to 
$1009.

The new money will look strange 
at first but it will not take long 
to get used to it— if  we only see 
enough of it. And the changes 
all have the argument of common 
sense and greater convenience to 
justify them.—Youth's Companion.

They i»ust be so fixed, that they 
can be opened readily hinged at the 
top to swing out and with the aid 
of wire and hooks may be fastened 
in such a way, that in case of rain 
will help in keeping it from beat­
ing into the house, getting the inside 
of the house wet.

The open front of a house, this 
size, should be three or four feet 
wide and run the entire length of the 
house with the exception of a space 
in the immediate center of the house, 
which is used for a door for the 
attendant to get in and out. The 
size o f the door for the atendant to 
get in and out should be at least 
36 inches wide and better still 40 
inches wide and as high as the walls, 
or 7 feet. Narow doors for the at­
tendant to get in and out are very 
undesirable. The open front should 
be covered with one inch mesh poul 
try netting or mosquito netting 
and should be located as close to 
the bottom of the open front as pos­
sible. I f  it is located too high up 
on the wall, it will cause rain to 
beat too far into the interior of 
the house in a driving rain storm.

There is no question in my mind 
that a concrete foundation is the 
only foundation to put under a per­
manent house. It is a sad mistake 
to place a good poultry house on 
poor foundation or on no foundation 
at all. Lumber of the kind that we 
can get at the present time in most 
lumber yards rots very easily and 
unless houses are placed on a con­
crete foundation, they will not last 
very long. The concrete foundation 
for a poultry house, should not be 
more than 6 inches wide and in most 
cases at least 3 or 4 feet deep and 
possibly should be carried down to 
the clay-layer in the soil. A con­
crete foundation should be reinforced 
with the nid of steel rods or wire, 
most any kind of scrap iron or wire 
may be used for this purpose. It 
is especially important to reinforce 
the corners. For a floor, we have 
found nothing better than a con­
crete or cement floor. This should 
be about 3 or 4 inches thick. The 
floor should be sloping to the front 
of the house, so that any water 
that may beat through the open 
front will not run further into the 
interior of the house, but will have 
a tendency to run back towards the 
front of the house. We recommend 
a slope of one inch to fifteen feet 
The floor should be built on a sub­
surface of 6 inches of cinders, 
crushed rock or gravel, to prevent 
floor sweating.

It of course is a profitable in­
vestment to keep the house properly 
painted. Especially the wooden part 
of the house. The interior of the 
house should be painted or soaked 
with pure carbolenium. This will 
not only help keep such us blue 
bugs and mites down, but carbo­
lenium is excellent wood preserva­
tive, and will help preserve and 
lengthen the life of the house.

In planning the fixtures for the 
interior of the house, it is well to 
remember two things. They should 
be few in number and simple in 
construction. It is a mistake to 
invest too much for the interior 
fixtures. It is much better to put 
more money in the exterior con- 

| struction of the house. Always 
j bear in mind, that in constructing 
j the poultry house and providing the 
| interior fixtures, that they should 
permit a disinfection and ease in 

' cleaning.
In planning the nest for the house, 

we recommend one nest for each 
five or six birds. The nest should 

I be simple in construction as pos- 
j sible and as easy to clean out as 
I possible. The nest should be lo- 
| rated in a part of the house, so that 
the hen will be comfortable and will 
not get too hot. I f  possible locate 
them in a secluded or dark place 
in the house, because the hens pre­
fer to ' 
places.

I’ercbes are necessary and should 
| be provided to the extent of allow­
ing 7 inchs of roosting place for 
birds in the case of small breeds 
like Leghorns and !) inches of roost­
ing space for birds in the case of 
larger breeds like the Rocks and 
R. I. Reds. As a rule it is better 
to place the perches not too high 
up from the floor, but sufficiently 
high from the floor to prevent the 
use of a dropping board and then 
enough space beneath the dropping 
board, so that there will be plenty 
of mom and sufficient light for 
the birds to use this space for an 
exercising compartment, and also 
to permit cleaning out.

Dropping boards should be pro­
vided where possible. They should 
ahvay be screened and movable. The 
object o f having them screened is 
th prevent the birds from getting 
into the droppings and eating in­
testinal worms that may be voided 
in the droppings. Thus preventing 
the spread of intestinal parasites. 
One inch mesh galvanized poultry 
netting may be used to screen the 
roost platform to keep the fowls 
from getting into the droppings. 
The dropping boards should be built 
in sections small enough so that 
they can be handled conveniently 
and taken out of the house for clean­
ing and disinfeting. They should 
be built tight, with as few cracks 
as possible.

Receptacles for water, grit, shell 
and green food must be provided. 
The more simple these are the better. 
As a general rule these receptacles 
may be placed 18 inches above the 
floor with the possible exception of 
the water receptacles. The water 
receptacle should be placed in con­
venient places in the hen house so 
that the flock can at all times have 
plenty of fresh water to drink. Re­
cently we have found the use of a 
14 quart bucket the most desirable 
for this purpose. These are placed 
directly on the floor.

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VALUE OF TERRACES 
By A. h. Short.

Federal Land Bonk of Houston

Terracing returns a greater am­
ount for the labor and money ex­
pended than any other farm oper­
ation. Based upon estimates com­
piled, from the statements of many 
farmers over the State, it has been 
found that the average cost of ter­
racing is between two and two dol­
lars and fifty  cents per acre. From 
the same source it is found that 
the average annual increase revenue 
per acre amounts to more than three 
dollars, while in many instances, 
it amounts to as much as ten dollars 
per acre. Few, if  any, farm opera­
tions will bring so great annual 
returns.

It is estimated that Texas has 
some 15,000,000 acres of farm land 
that needs terracing. Using the low 
estimate furnished by the farmers, 
this land properly terraced would 
bring $45,000,000 increased wealth 
annually to the farmers o f the 
State, this in turn would increase 
trade a like amount.

In addition to the land that ac­
tually needs terracing to prevent 
the conservation of soil water in 
erosion, terraces have been found 
to be the greatest known factor in 
the sections of the State where 
moisture is the limiting factor in 
production. Reports from the West­
ern sections show conclusively that

terracing and running contour lines, 
have increased the yield very ma­
terially on land that is practically 
level. On all land where water 
runs tiff, except the drainage dis­
tricts, terraces will be a benefit 
to the land. On all land where the 
water flow is sufficient to wash 
the land, terraces are needed.

It has been found that there is 
twenty times as much plant food 
leached from the soil on rolling 
land than is used by crops. As the 
slope of the land increase?, the 
velocity of the water increases. 
When the velocity of water is doub­
led, it increases its soil erosion ca­
pacity thirty-two times. Terraces 
will prevent the rolling land from 
washing into gullies, will prevent 
the top soil from washing away. 
They will prevent the leaching out 
of the plant food. They will pre­
vent the hillside sand from covering 
the bottom land, and filling ditches 
and streams. Terraces will insure 
crop stand. They will insure a great­
er absorption of rainfall in the 
Western section of the State.

Whether they are used for the 
prevention of soil washing, the wash­
ing away of organic matter, leach­
ing out of plant food or for the 
retention of rainfall on the land, 
terraces arc the foundation upon 
which may be built a more profit­
able system of agriculture.

Cotton bids to be a fair price 
higher than present quotations, there 
is great danger that our producers 
will be tempted to slip back into 
the all eotton habit. It must be 
plain to any thoughtful business man 
or business organization that mixed 
farming, such as has been more or 
less followed this year, is more de­
pendable and more profitable to 
producers, to merchants, to bankers, 
and to the entire community which 
is dependent mainly upon agricul­
ture. All of Texas has made grati­
fying progress during 1927 in the 
production of food and feed crops 
and in the utilization of surplus 
feed and field waste in the product­
ion of livestock with the result that 
many of our farmers have other 
sources on income than cotton, and 
therefore have more buying power 
and more debt paying resources with 
a hope this fall that cotton will 
bring a price that will nearly if 
not more than equal the cost of 
production. It*s an old but true 
saying that it is not the best plan 
to have all your eggs in one basket. 
Cotton is and always will be the 
cash crop of the south but it should 
not be counted upon to feed the 
family and bear all the financial 
obligations.
