SUPT. BURTON EXPLAINS 
NEW RULE REGARDING 
UNITS GIVEN STUDENTS.

Saturday afternoon the County 
School Board granted the request 
o f  the Ashtola school district to 
put on a school bus to carry 
students to Clarendon, to take 
work which cannot be received 
in the Ashtola school. The stu­
dents, o f the same classification, 
o f the Martin school will also 
be brought to Clarendon by the 
same bus, under the agreement.

The two schools which hereto­
fore have been teaching as high as 
the tenth, grade will now only 
teach as high as the ninth grade.

The school system o f Claren­
don will receive from the state 
$2.00 per student per month who 
is brought here in the school bus, 
and will turn this amount over 
to the Ashtola school to help 
defray the cost o f the bus, which 
the Ashtola district purchased 
through the Palmer Motor Co.

The bus is a Ford V 3, with 
an all steel body and can carry 
56 small, 43 large or 35 adult 
passengers.

The offer the Clarendon schools 
made to Goldstcr., Jericho and 
Chamberlain was rejected. This 
offer was the same as given 
the Ashtola and Martin schools

Superintendent B u r t o n  has 
furnished The News with a copy 
o f a new rule regarding units 
given students brought in here 
from other districts, and is as 
follows: “ Any accredited high 
school may give any pupil with­
out examination as many as 
eight 3inits, but not more, for 
work completed in as unaccredit­
ed school. All additional credit 
must be established through 
written examinations, which ex­
aminations may be either those 
offered by the State Department 
o f  Education for college entrance 
or those given by the accredited 
school, or by repetition o f the 
entire course.”  The above is a 
rule o f the State Department of 
Education.

The Special Drouth Relief 
Meeting called in San Angelo 
last Monday was attended by 
more than 700 state, county, and 
national officials including As­
sistant Drouth Director Lawrence 
Westbrook, Harry Petrie head of 
the cattle, sheep and goat pur­
chasing program, and Mr. C. E. 
Swaim of the Bureau of Public 
Work who spoke on the road 
program in drouth counties. Don­
ley County was repressented at 
this meeting by Administer Clif­
ford Davis, Judge Sam Lowe, Mr. 
G. L. Boykin, secretary of the 
Clarendon Chamber of Com­
merce, and Mr. Sam Braswell - Sr.

Mr. Westbrook, who is the ex- 
director o f the Texas Relief 
Commission, outlined the relief 
program for drouth stricken 
areas and explained that the 
major departments in administer­
ing relief are the Department of 
Agriculture, the Farm Credit Ad- 
imnistration, and the Federal 
Emergency R e l i e f  Administra­
tion.

Fred Fromhold, W. E. Green 
and T. F. Maburn, all o f Fort 
Worth came near being fatally 
injured when the car, Ford V-8, 
in which they were riding from 
Denver, Colorado, to Ft. Worth 
overturned Friday night, three 
miles East o f Goodnight on High­
way 5, when the right front tire 
blew out, while the car was 
traveling at an approximate speed 
of fifty miles per hour, accord­
ing to Dr. M. L. Stricklin, who 
treated the men after they were 
brought to the Adair Hospital.

When the right front tire 
blew out the car went straight 
over, landing on the right side 
o f the top, damaging the car 
very much. The front wheels 
were thrown out of line, the top 
crushed in, the windshield crack­
ed but not shattered and the 
right door glasses also cracked.

Fromhold probably suffered the j 
most severe injuries. His skull 
was slit with a very bad gash 
extending across the top of his 
head. He suffered a severe loss 
o f blood. Green had three bad 
gashes in his head, while Maburn 
suffered a fractured breast bone.

Dr. Stricklin worked with the 
three men for about three hours 
upon their arrival in Clarendon, 
and at first thought that From­
hold would not live, but Satur­
day morning his condition had 
improved, and it is believed he 
will recover.

The fact that the car had a 
steel body and shatter proof 
glass probably saved the lives 
o f the men, for the impact of 
the crash as the car overturned 
would have completed demolish­
ed a car of less sturdy build.

The men were first brought to 
the Antro Hotel and then rush­
ed from there to the Adair Hos­
pital.

The patients were brought to 
Clarendon by a passing motor-

RELIEF CANNING IS 
MAKING HEADWAY
PLANT MAKING PROGRESS 

SINCE GETTING STARTED 
THURSDAY.

The Federal Canning plant un­
der the supervision o f Mrs Acord 
started its activities last Thurs­
day after being idle since its 
construction because of a delay in 
the receipt of Federal funds 
alloted to it.

The first canning done was o f 
apples and the persons in charge 
are well pleased with the start 
they have made in the canning 
activities.

The plant has an organized 
crew and before many days the 
canning will really be in full 
sway.

The percentage o f products 
canned to be kept by the Govern­
ment will be distributed to the 
needy this winter, instead of 
granting them a full cash allot­
ment as heretofore has been done 
in some cases.

Mrs. J. M. Acord, supervisor 
of the Donley County Canning 
Plant, has reported that a num­
ber o f producers are still bring­
ing in meat and vegetables to 
be canned for which they have 
had no definite assignment. Be­
cause of a limited amount of 
equipment and the short labor 
authorization, it is necessary 
that these producers contact Mrs. 
Acord BEFORE bringing raw 
products into the cannery to be 
processed. At the time that the 
producer comes in to get his as­
signment, he will sign a pro­
ducer’s agreement stating the 
date on which he is to bring his 
products to the cannery, the toll 
thjt he will receive, and the date 
on which he will call for the 
finished goods. The producer will 
be given a copy o f this agree­
ment so that there will be no 
confliction of dates.

Mrs. Acord has also stated 
that they will be busy canning 
beeves up to next Wednesday. In 
order to avoid any unnecessary 
waste o f perishable products, she 
has asked that those who have 
vegetables to be canned secure 
assignments immediately. At this 
time, vegetables and fruit will 
be given preference over beef 
so they can be canned before 
they waste.

Interim Cotton Certificates Here
The County Agent’s office has received a supply of interim 

ceritficates to be issued to the cotton producers who have al­
ready ginned cotton or expecting to have cotton to be ginned 
within the next few days. These interim certificates are the 
emergency exemption certificates whi«fi are to be issued tem- 
pararly so that the producer can sell his cotton as it is being 
ginned if he so wishes. These interim certificates will be issued 
on not more than fifty  per cemt of the farm allotment and these 
certificates must be accounted for and turned back kite the 
County Agent’s office before the final exemption certificates 
covering the entire farm allotment will be issued. It is necessary 
that the utmost care be taken in handling these certificates ig 
order that they will not be destroyed or lost and thus causing 
delay in issuing the final exemption certificates.

The final exemption certificates are expected to arrive 
witHin a week and those producers who are not expecting to 
have cotton to be ginned within this time will not sign up for 
the emergency certificates.

THE TEXAS CENTENNIAL AT DALLAS

Dallas wins the Centennial Celebration in 1936.
In competition with Houston and San Antonio, both 

shrines of Texas history, Dallas was awarded the cele­
bration on the basis of financial resources offered, which 
included the Texas State Pair plant and grounds.

There is general disappointment in Texas over the 
decision, yet the committee could do nothing else under 
its instructions—it was a cold-blooded business matter and 
Dallas with the State Fair ground as a standing start won 
by over a million dollars.

The fault is not to be charged to the committee or to 
Dallas. The reason why the Centennial is not to be held in 
the historic grounds of Texas is because the legislature 
set the procedure and requirements which the committee 
followed to the letter.

It is unfortunate Texas’ visitors will have to travel 
from two-hundred and fifty to three hundred miles to see 
San Jacinto and the Alamo, but the 1936 Centennial is to 
be a commercial project and Texas patriots will have to 
get what comfort they may out of the situation, sympathiz­
ing all the time with Dallas in the role she must face— a 
role not of her own choosing.

LEGAL RACE TRACK GAMBLING MUST GO

In line with the widespread and vehement sentiment 
against the evils that have come to Texas because of legaliz­
ed race track gambling, the state Democratic convention 
at Galveston passed a demand for repeal of the law under 
fire so we may confidently expect the next legislature to 
follow the voice of the people and the convention by putting 
an end to the disgraceful cloak of legality for this per­
nicious vice.

There will be those who will argue that gambling will 
continue in some form or other, and unfortunately that 
is true, but no state or nation can afford to legalize gambl­
ing. nor become accessories in wrecking homes and charac­
ters, by collecting blood money from its operation under 
protection of the law.

Legalized race track gambling in Texas must go.

SOMEBODY BLUNDERED

Study of the statistics reveals that a majority of the 
756,500 automobile accidents in the United States in 1933 
occured on straight, dry roads in clear weather, and in­
volved cars in good condition driven by persons with a year 
or more of experience. Over 75, per cent of these drivers 
were persons of mature age— from 25 to 64. The majority 
of the 30,000 deaths and 850,000 injuries must be attribut­
ed to blunders. * **  ■» sr

A recent analysis by the National Bureau of Casualty 
and Surety Underwriters shows what the blunders were. 
There are eight in all.

1. Drove too fast for conditions—this accounted for 
approximately three-fourths of all mishaps in 1933 as­
signed to driving blunders.

2. Failed to slow down at intersections.
3. Failed to keep to the right.
4. Tried to pass another car going in the same direc­

tion when view was obstructed.
5. Failed to slow down on approaching pedestrians.
6. Parsed on the right of a preceding vehicle.
7. Ignored important traffic control devices.
8. Parked at dangerous spots.

If drive) s will obey the eight common sense rules sug­

gested by these violations, the annual accident record can 
be reduced to a negligible figure.

Many of our readers read and 
enjoyed “ The Raven" by Marquis 
James when it first came ‘out 
about four years aifo. Recently 
I had the pleasure of a little 
trip through South Texas, and 
1 suddenly realized that I was in 
the land of “ The Raven” when 
a sign, "Cafe Raven,” appeared 
near Huntsville. We had planned 
that as one of our brief stops 
because my sister had graduat­
ed from Sam Houston Normal 
there long years ago when it was 
the only Normal School in Texas. 
In a little nearby park we ate 
lunch under a great spreading 
pecan tree, then went to explore 
a little story and a half white 
house near by—and discovered 
that all unwittingly we had 
strayed into one o f the most 
loves shrines of Texas History— 
we were in Sam Houston’s home. 
The house is built in the style 
of that period—a wide open hall­
way dividing it, from which a 
stairway led to the low upper 
rooms. Two or three chairs with 
cowhide bottoms were in the 
hall, and an old desk at which 
we were pleased to think that 
Houston had perhaps written 
some of the things that have be­
come history. One o f his pictures 
with which we have become 
familiar in Texas Histories hangs 
in this hall, as well as a picture 
of the spreading pecan tree 
where we had lunched. No care 
taker was available, so we could 
only go through the halls and 
peep in the windows of the bed- 
ropm and living room, or parlor 
—on the first floor. Both were 
furnished as you w-ould have ex­
pected. What I suppose was the 
kitchen was a short distance 
away. The old well with the 

sweep” balanced in the limb of 
tree with rocks tied on one 

end and the bucket on the other, 
was at the edge of the yard. A 
fish pond with its gorgeous 
water hyacinths and water lilies 
was no far away, and winding 
walks almost hidden among the 
dense growth every where, led 
in every direction. A museum 
was also locked, and only a little 
glimpse through the door re­
vealed old guns and things of 
that kind which would have been 
so interesting. I came away so 
impressed with the thought of 
how little has been done to pre­
serve our Texas shrines or to 
make them accessible to the 
people— and thinking what a 
tremendous task lies ahead of 
us for the Centennial in 1936. 
Again I thought that when on 
another day we ate lunch beside

the statute o f Houston in a j>ark 
in the city which bears his name 
—and the feeling came with re­
newed emphasis when we drove 
over San Jacinto battle ground. 
So poorly is the road marked 
that we almost failed to find 
it. The Daughters of the Texas 
Revolution have made a begin, 
ning here, but it remains for a 
patriotic people to give it real 
significance. I felt that surely 
a marker would show Vince’s 
Bridge— but I didn't find it. And 
I visualized Sam Houston as he 
lay wounded under the live oak 
and watched the approach of 
Santa, and thought surely that 
tree must be shown somewhere— 
but I didn’t find it. But in imagi­
nation I lived it all over .And 
that brings me to the thing I 
started out to say— if you haven’t 
read “ The Raven,”  do so— and 
get ready for the Centennial.

It was my privilege to assist ciPlea and traditions, 
in planning and drafting this — — —  
original program. Some $2,600,000 
was set aside by the Public Works J 
Administration as a grant for 
the payment o f 30 percent for 
materials in the road building j 
program in the drought area of 
the Panhandle, the Midland sec­
tion, and some few counties in 
the storm area of South Texas. *
This money was to be matched 
by the Relief Commission out 
o f  the general relief funds, not 
to exceed $6,000,000.

For several months this pro­
gram was held up, apparently 
because o f the fact that Texas 
authorities were unable to agree 
on the division o f expenses or as 
to who would handle the program 
or for some other reason.

Meanwhile, the relief funds out 
o f which the 70 percent o f the 
program was supposed to have 
come were expended, and while 
some of these funds were spent 
in the Panhandle o f Texas, not 
anything like adequate amount 
o f them was spent on the road 
program to carry out by any 
means the original purpose. How­
ever, at Kansas City Mr. Hopkins 
agreed to make $400,000 per 
month available out o f new re­
lief funds for the purpose o f 
carrying out the initial program.

Palo Duro Canyon was recom­
mended by the Panhandle region­
al centennial sub-committee to­
day as the most appropriate 
location for the Panhandle pre­
centennial celebration to be held 
next year.

Col. Charles Goodnight’s trek, 
Abode Walls, Buffalo Wallow, 
McKenzie's fight in the canyon, 
Billy the Kid, and other historical 
events and personages were sug­
gested in connection with plans 
for the celebration.

It was also suggested by Hill 
that out of this celebration a per­
manent marking of historical 
spots in Texas should be ac- 
chieved.

"It is most important and ab­
solutely necessary,”  Hill stated, 
“ that all information pertaining 
to the history o f Texas must be 
accurate.”

Sam Braswell, secretary of the 
committee, will have full charge 
o f negotiations between the state 
park board and the committee for 
the use o f the park for the cele­
bration.
