Clinton wants desperately to be remembered as JFK is. He longs for
the high approval ratings that Ronald Reagan had.

However, both of those presidents had solid principles that they stood
upon in their fight for their agenda. Clinton does not. For that reason,
second term or no, he will never be a great president.
