Donley differed with the state

1 7 9 CONDEMNED CATTLE 
KILLED IN COUNTY LAST 
WEEK—441 BOUGHT.

Under the announced plans of 
federal relief to the cattlemen of 
the Panhandle, 441 head o f cat­
tle were purchased in Donley 
County last week after being 
appraised by R. H. Muir and 
certified by C. Cherry, veterina­
rian. 179 cattle unfit for ship­
ping were condemned and killed 
the owners being paid the stipu­
lated sum for these according to 
the schedules for calves, year­
lings and over two years old.

Donley’s quota being 450 head 
for purchase each week, the nine 
short o f the quota bought last 
week will be added to this week’s 
number, so 459 head will likely 
be bought the last three days of 
this week.

Under the price schedules the 
government is paying $4 to $8 
per head for calves under 1 
year; $10 to $15 for yearlings 
1 to 2 years old and $'12 to $20 
far cattle over 2 years.

These prices mean about thirty 
per cent more to local cattlemen 
than current market .prices being 
paid and is a great help to this 
section, according to County 
Agent T. R. Broun;

Water was .piped to the load­
ing pens in East Clarendon 
through co-operation of the city, 
relief labor offices, the county 
and the Fort Warth & Denver 
railroad. Shipping is proceed­
ing in an orderly manner.

Dr. Shoffit evidently pines stiK 
for Donley County for he was 
among those prisoners in the 
county jail at Memphis who 
made a futile attempt Sunday to 
escape. The Daily Democrat at 
Memphis tells it as follows:

“ An attempted jail break was 
frustrated here Sunday, when 
Sheriff John Alexander discover­
ed where sawing had been done 
on a jail window and took steps 
to prevent an escape.

“ Sheriff Alexander became sus­
picious Sunday and searched the 
'xun-around’ where three prison­
ers were kept. He found about 
eight bits o f saw blades, with 
which the prisoners, apparently, 
were trying to effect an escape.

“ Several botts on the window 
and a few bars had been partly 
severed, the sheriff said. Soap 
had been used to cover fhe cut­
tings made by the hacksaw 
blades.

“ Those prisoners in the' run­
around’ were Dr. G. W. Shoffit, 
about 65; Dick Dickerson, about 
29; and Tom Johnson, 40.

“ Dickerson was arrested rec­
ently here following a jail break 
last spring. Dr. Shoffit, Claren­
don, attempted to escape in the 
same break last spring but was 
caught as he tried to get away. 
The other man is held on a 
charge from another county."

Breeding Cotton 
To Meet New Need

College Station,— The Agricul­
tural Experiment Station has Tip- 

leased the following statement 
on “ breeding cotton to meet new 
need*” :

After the serious spread of the 
boll weevil in 1900, the late mat­
uring cotton varieties which wen; 
at that time being grown on 
Texas farms were found to be 
easy victims of the weevil’s at­
tack.

Th? cottons matured over a 
long period of the season giving 
the insects time to develop in 
destructive numbers. The plants 
were leafy and provided good 
the sound staple o f good length 
shade for the weevils. In fact 
was about the only feature to 
recommend these cottons under 
weevil conditions. Farmers soon 
recognized the need for a quick 
maturing cotton with the mini­
mum o f foliage.

In order to supply the demand 
numerous strains o f cotton which 
matured much earlier but some 
of which produced shorter and 
inferior staple, were brought 
forth.

Discriminating spinners, how­
ever, began to object to short 
staple and to show preference 
for the magnificent staple they 
had formerly been able to secure 
in Texas and eventually made a 
difference in the price in favor of 
the better staple. In many local­
ities local buyers either paid no 
attention to these differences or

Allred Asks Co-Operation of All 
Who Opposed in First Statement

Sergent Major Jiggs
Marine Corps mascot dons new 
insignia as a result of his pro­
motion to higher rank after 
years of faithful service with 
the Leathernecks.

Hon. James V. Allred issued 
his first formal statement since 
his election o f governor was as­
sured. In It he thanked Texans 
for their loyalty to him and called 
upon Democrats o f the state to 
prepare for the forthcoming state 
Democratic convention at Galves­
ton.

bought both long and short cot­
tons at short cotton prices with 
bbe result that many farmers 
thinking they were still getting 
as much for short staple as thtey 
would for long staple persisted in 
growing it short. In 1929, 23 
per cent o f the Texas cotton crop 
was less than % inch in staple 
and accordingly was untender- 
able in thf» market.

As the conditions became more 
severe this situation improved un­
til 1933 when only 5 per cent of 
the Texas crop was % inch or 
less in staple length. In the 
meantime, the cotton breeders 
were able to develop strains of 
cotton possessing both early ma­
turity and fairly good staple with 
yielding qualities practically equal 
to the best yielding short staple 
cottons and many growers turned 
to the cottons of better staple 
lenigih.

TheA* cottons in most cases 
have an excellent gin turnout 
which remove the objections due 
to picking expense. The Texas 
station has recently developed 3 
strains of early maturing cotton, 
Mebane 141 for West Texas, 
Startlex 619 for Central Texas 
and Mebane 804-50 for South 
Texas. These strains have dem­
onstrated their adaptation and 
their high yielding qualities in 
the face of boll W.evils, a "bread 
and butter”  staple length o f 
15-16 inch and a gin turnout 
not much below the shorter stap­
le cottons. In the case of a 
suitable variety for East Texas, 
Election* from existing varieties 
do not seem quite satisfactory. 
The station has accordingly be­
gun breeding work using half 
and half on account o f its high 
production and earlines* crossed 
with Lone Star on account of 
its good staple. Plants from this 
breeding which may carry the 
desired staple linked with high 
yield will be used in experiments 
with the boll weevil that the in­
sects are more readily poisoned

on plants with hairy leaves and 
branches, the hairiness retaining 
the poison where the weevil be­
comes entangled with it in travel­
ing over the stalks and poisons 
himaelf while cleaning the pois- 
o*i from his feet. Thus, along 
with the other desirable charac­
ters it is found that a desirable 
cotton must possess hairy limbs 
and leaves. The station is also 
developing strain* o f cotton that 
lend themaelvVs to easy harvest­
ing by machinery. Such cotton 
must have the minimum of vege­
tative development and mature 
its crop quickly and completely 
so that the harvesting will not in­
clude green bolls that may have 
remained too long unopened. 
Furthermore, definite deteriora­
tion ha* been shown to occur 
when open bolls remain too long 
exposed to weather. A cross of 
Durango and Wacona has yield­
ed a cotton called Ducona.

It has the erect stalk, the pro­
lific bearing quality of the Du­
rango, the laryi’ round-nosed 
storm-proof boll and dwarf stalk 
of Wacona. This cotton matures 
uniformly and will readily await 
the machine until the last bolls 
are open.

The breeding work with cotton 
has held in mind not only earli- 
rtes*. high yield and quality of 
staple but also resistance to dis­
ease. Both hybridization and 
selection hate been invoked in 
producing these desirable types 
and in the breeding work use 
has recently been made of the 
X-ray and of radium to produce 
mode rapidly the mutations which 
are being sought.

Quantico, Va. Aug. 29.—Hon­
ors sit lightly on the shoulders 
of Sergeant Major Jiggs, bulldog 
mascot o f the U. S. Marinas, 
who makes his home at the mili­
tary base here. Probably the 
(best known dog in the United 
States, Jiggs was recently pro­
moted to his present rank by 
direction o f Secretary of the 
Navy Swanson.

Just a few short years ago, 
Jiggs whose name is entered in 
the blue book of canine aristo­

cracy, was a humble buck private 
trying to make good. He was 
given to the Marine Corps in 
1927 by G-ne Tunney, former 
heavyweight champion, who serv­
ed with the sea soldiers in France 
during the World War.

During the years o f travel 
about the country with marine 
athletic teams Jiggs has made a 
host of friends and won a repu­
tation as one of the best-behaved 
mascots in captivity. No Holly­
wood star has ever faced more 
cameras without flinching. He 
has won many prizes and blue 
ribbons from New York and 
Washington kennel club shows.

Advancing years have forced 
Jigigs to go on a diet. He gets 
one meal a day and has to fore­
go his customary dish of ice

cream. The Marines have not 
forgotten that it was meals at all 
hours that hastened the end o f 
a former and equally famous 
mascot of the same name.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR PATRONS 
AGAIN GIVEN AS PLANT 
IS READY TO OPERATE.

Installation o f equipment for 
operation of a canning plant in 
Clarendon is nearing completion, 
and all persons who plan to have 
canning done in this plant must 
comply with instructions issued 
by the extension service o f A. & 
M. College.

This plant will be open from 
ten a. m. Saturday morning until 
4 p. m. Saturday afternoon for 
inspection.

All producers are again in­
structed that they must contact 
the supervisor before bringing in 
meat and vegetables for canning.

No animal purchased by the 
federal government can be pro­
cessed in local canneries. No ani- 
man condemned and ordered killed 
can be processed. Producers 
will be asked to furnished an af­
fidavit stating that the animal 
brought in for processing was 
not condemned.

Producers will contact Mrs. 
J. M. Acord, supervisor, and book 
orders and dates for products to 
be delivered to the canning plant.

Employees in the plant must 
observe the following rules and 
regulations:

1. Each employee must secure 
food handler’s certificate from 
health officer.

2. No person affected with any 
contagious or infectious disease 
shall be permitted to work.

3. Employees shall keep their 
finger nails clean and short, ar.d 
wash their hands before com­
mencing work, and after each 
absence from the room.

4. Only wash clothing shall be 
worn in the canning center.

5. No employee shall sit or lie 
upon any table, bench, trough, 
or shelf which is intended for 
use o f food.

6. No worker or other person 
shall use tobacco in aniy form in 
the room where the food is pre­
pared or processed.

7. All tables, pails, pans, trays, 
utensils, conveyors, machines, 
floors, etc., shall be washed and 
scalded at the close of each shift 
and as many other times as is 
necessary to prevent souring or 
unsanitary conditions.

8. Water coolers, wagons, box­
es, baskets, and other recep­
tacles in which food is trans­
ported shall be kept clean at alt 
times and free from dust, flies 
and other contamination.

9. The floors, walls, and ceil­
ing must be maintained in a 
clean, wholesome, and sanitary 
condition.

10. No litter, waste, refuse, or 
decomposed products shall be al­
lowed to accumulate in ar around 
the building.

Responsible For 

Many Diseases
Austin, Texas, Aug. 29.— The 

Texas State Department o f 
Health has joined the Government, 
and other organizations in the 
uee o f letters to designate phases 
o f  their -work, according to Dr. 
John W. Brown, State Health 
Officer. The letters used at this 
time are F F F and they stand 
for fingers, flies, and food—the 
three most common' methods « f  
transmitting intestinal diseases.

The three Fs are generally re­
sponsible for the spread o f ty­
phoid fever, diarrhea, dysentery, 
and enteritis. Drinking water is 
considered a food and, as it is 
used by all ages, great care 
should be exercised to assure one 
that their supply is pure. If 
uncertain the water should be 
hailed before used for drinking 
purposes. Surface water and 
shallow wella are always to be 
suspected unless proven other­
wise. Your city or county heal­
th officer will be glad to advise 
you on the proper method to 
use in chlorinating your water 
supply.

It is during hot weather when 
(the most complaints are received 
on account o f diarrhea and dy­
sentery, and parents should do 
their utmost to prevent it. The 
chief cause includes impure milk, 
water, contaminated foods or 
wrong diet. If diarrhea de­
velops the feeding should be
