County Agent 
Says Now is Time 
To Spray Trees

f
County Agent H. M. Breedlove 

says that now is the time to spray 
fruit trees for the control of in­
sects and to insure a good crop 
free from insects if we are for­
tunate enough to escape that late 
freeze. When the trees are in full 
bloom or have begun to shed a 
few of the blossoms it is time to 
spray with a m ixture of 4 pounds 
of hydrated lime to one pound of 
arsenate of lead to 50 gallons of 
water. The lime should be thor­
oughly mixed with the w ater be­
fore the arsenate of lead is added. 
This m ixture should b«* agitated 
while spraying so that it will not 
settle to the bottom of the spray 
bucket. This m ixture will control 
the curculio worms that are so 
bad on peaches and apples.

When the dried up blossoms 
form a chuck around the tiny 
fruit about ton days after the 
blossoms have shed and the 
chucks of the blossoms are in evi­
dence at the base of the tiny fruit 
then repeat the same spray m ix­
ture mentioned above.

Breedlove says then to wait 
about three weeks and spray with 
a m ixture of 4 pounds of hydrated 
lime, 1 pound of arsenate of lead 
and acid to this m ixture .3 pounds 
of wettable sulphur. This spray 1 
will control worm borers and help j 
to control brown rot. It is advis­
able just before harvest to spray j 
with 5 pounds of wettable sul­
phur to fifty gallons of w ater to | 
protect the fruit against rot. The I 
county agent says that any fur-1 
tlier information can be obtained j 
from him at his office and advises 
that all pessons w ith orchards fol­
low the suHgesUons l is te d  above.

Physical S tandards 
For Reenlistment In 
New Regular Army

“The Regular Army, has not 
lowered its physical standards,” 
—Col. Hardy.

In response to numerous ques­
tions, Lt. Col. Robert L. Hardy, 
Commanding Officer of the West 
Texas Recruiting District, stated 
today, “All applicants for enlist­
ment who are not serving in an 
enlisted status at the tim e of such 
application will be given v com­
plete physical examination and 
will be accepted only if found 
fully qualified, physically and 
otherwise, for general m ilitary 
service.”

Under the Armed Forces Vol­
untary Recruitment Act of 1945, 
enlistm ents are authorized for 
periods of three years, two years, 
or eighteen months, and for one 
year under certain conditions. To 
qualify for enlistment, a man 
must be a citizen of the United 
States and between the ages of 17 
and 34. If he is 17, w ritten paren­
tal or guardian consent is re ­
quired.

Lt. Col. Hardy stressed that the 
Army now offers the best pay 
scale, medical care, food quarters, 
and clothing in all its history. 
Men in the Regular Army can 
elect to retire at half pay for the

rest of their lives after 20 years’ 
service, or three-quarters pay af­
ter 30 years’ service. Family al­
lowances for the term of enlist­
ment for dependents of men who 
enlist or reenlist before Ju ly  1, 
1946.

Some of the other highlights of 
the new peacetime Regular Army 
recruiting program include bene­
fits under the GI Bill of Rights, 
20% extra pay for overseas ser­
vice and a 30-day furlough each 
year at full pay. See your local 
recruiting officer in Amarillo, 
Lubbock, Big Spring, San Angelo 
or Abilene for fu ilher details re­
garding enlistments in the new 
Regular Army.

Last week the House took up 
the annual appropriation bill foY 
agriculture, which is of great im­
portance to farmers and ranchers 
and others living in rural com­
munities

Some of the more important 
provisions which are of interest 
to the Texas Panhandle are:

(1) Soil Conservation Service— 
Over the country new districts 
are being organized at a very 
rapid rate. For example, in 1945 
there were 1.346 Soil Conserva­
tion Districts and by midyear the 
num ber had increased to 1,463. It 
is expected that by the end of 
1946 there will lx? 1,580 Districts 
completely organized. The com­
mittee recommended the approp­
riation of two million dollars for 
the purchase of heavy equipment 
from government surplus for loan 
and grant to Conservation Dis­
tricts.

(2) Fifty million dollars has 
been recommended for the school 
lunch program.

(3) An appropriation of $110,256 
to provide farmers with the 
prompt classification of cotton 
samples and about ninety thous­
and dollars to supervise inspec­
tion and grading of an increased 
volume of grain moving in do­
mestic and export trade.

(4) Continuation of the Farm 
Security Program in assisting 
veterans and those not in a posi­
tion to obtain credit from other 
sources, and for low-income farm ­
ers returning from war industries 
who are not now borrowers and

Against V-2’s

D.rngt r *of atom bombardment 
of our great cities and industrial 
cent, rs by long-range stra to ­
sphere* rockets may be consider­
ably l< --vn. d if Army An* Forces 
efforts to “track” captured G er­
man V-2's by th * use of “moon 
radar” and other d> vices are suc­
cessful in experiments to be h id 
this summ< r. Li< ut. Colonel Rob­
ert L. Hardy, Commanding Of­
ficii* of W 'st T xas US Army 
Recruiting District, has stated.

In the desert setting of White 
Sands proving ground. New Mex­
ico, the AAF v ill pit its “radar 
brains" against the V-2’s. These 
rockets will be sent streaming 90 
miles into the stratosphere by 
Army Ordnance f and the AAF, in 
cooperation with the Signal 
Corps, will attt mpt to plot their 
course from the moment of dis­
charge to the moment of impact.

In attem pting to track the 
rockets in flight from every pos­
sible angle. AAFJfchnicians hope 
to determine which radar devices 
are best able to trace the aerial 
route of these sky-torpedoes and 
how they may be intercepted in 
mid-air.

Since the autumn of 1943 when 
the first German V-2 landed acci­
dentally in Sweden, the Air For­
ces has been working on rocket 
defense. The AAF hopes to come 
to some definite conclusions in 
the test this summer, but w hat­
ever conclusions may be made, 
the AAF will go on with its re ­
search until a way is found to 
stop the V-2's either by intercep­
tion or by some other means.
