Will Rogers, 
“Ambassador of Good Will” 
and Wiley Post, one of the 
nation’s first-ranking airmen, 
met an untimely death when 
their plane crashed in Alaska.

American hearts are sad. 
Rogers was without doubt one 
of the most loved men that 
has ever lived. He had en­
deared himself in the hearts 
of his fellow men as few are 
able to do. His dry humor, 
his brilliant shafts of wit, 
his ability as an actor and 
entertainer had gained for 
him the admiration of the na­
tion. One of America’s great­
est characters is gone, and 
American hearts are sad.

Wiley Post was one of the 
greatest flyers in the game. 
Twice he had circled the globe 
in his famous “Winnie Mae”, 
once alone. His former flying 
instructors have staled that 
he was one of the most effi­
cient pilots in the air. He was 
continually striving to make 
aviation safer, and to further 
its development. Truly, Amer­
ican hearts are sad.

Adios, Will! So long, 
Wiley! May peace—and the 
rich rewards that you have 
earned—be with you. May ail 
your flights be smooth, and— 
happy landings I

Trades Day—
A news item in this issue states 

that Chamber of Commerce of­
ficials are planning a trades day 
program for Clarendon.

The little South Texas town 
from which the skipper of this 
department hails was in the “big 
middle” of such a campaign upon 
our departure. The program there 
was highly successful and the ma­
jority of business men were elated 
over the results. A sound plan 
was devised and put into opera­
tion, and within a few weeks ade­
quate proof was evidenced that
the stream of local money which 
had been going out of town had 
been curbed—almost stopped.

The plan that was used was
self-perpetuating, and was based 
upon a cost of less than one per 
cent of gross sales to the mer­
chants participating. The plan, so 
far as we were able to discover 
after close contact, was fool proof, 
the cost was nominal and the re­
sults were excellent. Such a
program would undoubtedly prove 
of great benefit here, both to the 
business men and to the rural 
residents of the trade territory.

Personally, I believe that one 
of the greatest mistakes that was 
made in the trades day campaign 
which was put on here last year 
was the fact that it was on a 
week day. In a town that caters 
largely to rural trade, it is diffi­
cult—almost impossible, in fact— 
to have two “Saturdays” a week. 
Also, it is more or leas unfair to 
the residents of the rural com­
munities, many of whom find it 
very inconvenient to come to 
town on week days. Too, if the 
surrounding towns have their 
trades day on Saturday, they will 
attract many of the customers 
who would patronize Clarendon 
stores on Saturday if trades day 
here came on that day. True, many 
of them will come in on a week 
day to attend, but few of them 
will do any buying, as most of 
their buying is done on Satur­
day, a habit which will never be 
changed.

This department believes that 
a campaign similar to the one 
referred to above will prove high­
ly beneficial to the town. I t will 
be of benefit, no matter what day 
is selected, but I believe that it 
will be of far greater benefit if 
Saturday is chosen than if it is 
staged on a week day.

MRS. ROGERS ASKS SIMPLE 
SERVICES FOR HER HUSBAND

FORTY ARMY FLYERS TO ACT AS MILITARY GUARD 
FOR BODY OF NOTED ACTOR-FLYER WHILE 
THOUSANDS PAY SILENT TRIBUTE.

Forty army flyers from March 
field will compose a guard of 
honor to be stationed around the 
casket of Will Rogers as thous­
ands pay silent tribute to the 
famous actor and writer this morn­
ing, according to Associated Press 
reports Wednesday.

Final details of the funeral ser­
vices in Forest Lawn Memorial 
Park await the arrival of Mrs. 
Rogers and her three children 
from the East Wednesday, but 
Oscar Lawlor, Beverly Hills law­
yer and close friend of the fam­
ily, disclosed Tuesday the private 
service would be simple and brief.

Lawler said Mrs. Rogers had 
requested the service be limited 
to the singing of one hymn, one 
solo and a brief eulogy by the 
Rev. J. Whitcomb Brougher, Sr,, 
associate pastor of the First 
Bantist Church of Glendale, Cal.

Rogers’ body, brought with that 
of Wiley Post, famed aerial ex­
plorer whose plane crashed last 
Thursday, was placed in a simple 
bronze casket and taken to the

Gold Room in Forest Lawn chapel.
Rogers was dressed in what he 

termed his dress up suit, a blue 
serge, a white, soft-color shirt, 
with a black bow tie. He most 
always wore that attire. He once 
said that if a man had a blue 
suit and a brown suit he could 
dress for any occasion.

The comedian’s body will lie 
in state under a canopy of pines 
just outside the wee Kirk o’ the 
Heather Church from 7 o’clock 
Thursday morning until noon. The 
private service, limited to 125 
friends, will be held at 2 p. m.

Public services will be held 
simultaneously in Hollywood Bowl, 
huge natural amphitheatre. Plans 
will be started there for a fitting 
public memorial.

A request has been made that 
the private services be carried 
by wire to Hollywood Bowl and 
broadcast through ampilifiers to 
the crowd assembled there. Mrs. 
Rogers must pass on this request 
after her arrival, the Associated 
Press report said.

ROGERS WRITES TO BRASWELL 
AFTER JANUARY VISIT HERE

VICTIM OF AIR CRASH USES TYPICAL ROGERS STYLE 
IN LETTER TO FORMER CLARENDON PUBLISHER 
AFTER VISIT TO JA RANCH EARLY THIS YEAR.

Will Rogers, famous cowboy- 
actor-writer of Claremore, Okla­
homa, who was killed in an air­
plane accident last Thursday night 
when the plane in which he was 
flying with Wiley Post crashed 
to earth near Point Barrow, 
Alaska, was a visitor in Claren­
don January 23, 1935. It was not 
generally known that he was 
coming to Clarendon, but Sam M. 
Braswell, former publisher of The 
News, and a few other local men 
heard that he was coming, and 
were on hand to meet the air­
plane in which he was flying 
when it landed here. Rogers 
made a visit to the JA Ranch 
while here, and after his return 
to Beverly Hills, California, Mr. 
Braswell received the following 
communication from him, written 
in typical Rogers style:

“Dear Mr. Braswell:
“I got your nice letter, also 

your very flattering write-up of 
my trip, and many thanks. I 
dident want you newspaper guys 
to get the idea I was dodging

you around the ranch, but to
be honest with you I did come 
out there to see cows and cow­
boys and I could do without the 
editors for a day or so, but you 
were all darn considerate.

“I did have a good time, but
like everything else I rush
through I dident have half time 
enough. That’s a great place, and 
they are fine people. I was in 
hopes that Ewing would buy it 
and I would get him to let me 
gnaw off a calf stealing inter­
est in it.

“But I am so tickled that cat­
tle are looking up so that folks 
will be able to hold their ranches, 
the old cow man is coming right 
back.

“I got a letter from Wes Knorp 
that I havent answered yet. He 
is down at Long Beach, or has he 
come by now? I wanted to see 
him out here. You can’t do noth­
ing the way you want to out 
here. It's a nut house. You 
never get time to see the folks

County Superintendent Urges
Defeat of Seventh Amendment

Sloan Baker, county school su 
perintendent, in warning voters oi 
the dangers of the proposed 
amendment to the constitution 
pertaining to furnishing of free 
text books to school children, ap­
pearing on the ballot as Amend 
ment No. 7, to be voted on Au 
gust 24, itemized the following 
reasons for his opposition to the 
rmendment:

“It will increase local taxes in 
our district.

“It will decrease the amount 
of state money available for edu­
cation of the children in the pub­
lic free schools.

“It will make possible the pres­

sure of church groups for the se- 
'ection of text books.

“It will abolish the present 
method of distributing state school 
funds without providing a con­
stitutional plan to take its place.

“It will make possible uneven 
division of the available school 
funds between counties and dis­
tricts.

“It will throw the public schools 
into the arena of politics with 
practical politicians the winners 
and the school children the losers.

“If you have the interest of the 
schools and the children of the 
schools at heart, go to the polls

Citizens of Donley County and 
every county in the state will go 
to the polls Saturday, August 24, 
to cast their vote in what prom­
ises to be the hottest amend-- 
ment ballot of the state in years. 
Seven amendment to the Consti­
tution will be voted upon, and 
greater interest has been shown 
in these amendments than any 
that have been submitted to the 
voters in recent years. A heavy 
vote is expected.

The News pre-rents herewith a 
resume of each of the seven pro­
posed amendments, and a brief 
explanation of each:

No. 1. Amendment giving the 
legislature the power to provide 
a system of old age assistance 
not to exceed $15 per month per 
person and to accept from the 
government of the United States 
financial aid for old age assis­
tance. This amendment will pro­
vide for old age pensions. The to­
tal amount to be given will be 
$30 per month, $’15 to be given by 
the state and $15 by the national 
government. Requirements: One 
must be 65 years of age, must 
have lived five years of the nine 
years preceding passage of the 
bill in Texas, and must be a bona- 
fide citizen.

No. 2. Amendment of Article 1, 
Section 15, of the State Constitu­
tion by adding to said section a 
provision to the effect that the 
legislature may provide for tha 
temporary commitment of men­
tally ill persons not charged with 
a criminal offense by the county 
court without the necessity of a 
jury trial. This amendment seek* 
to do away with trial by jury of 
any mentally ill person and al­
lows the county court to act au 
said jury to determine whether 
the mentally ill person shall and 
should be sent to a state institu­
tion. This also would give the 
legislature power to enact such 
laws as it deems necessary to 
govern said trials.

No. 3. Amendment to the Con­
stitution repealing state-wide pro­
hibition, prohibiting the open sa­
loon and providing for local op­
tion. This is the most debated 
amendment of the lot, and brings 
up the question of repealing the 
prohibition laws. This bill would 
make legal the sale of whiskey. 
Through local option, however, 
any community would be enabled 
to close saloons.

No. 4. Amendment to Section 1, 
Article XVII, of the Constitution 
of Texas, providing that amend­
ments to the Constitution may bo 
proposed at special sessions of tha 
legislature under certain condi­
tions. This amendment would 
make it possible for the legis­
lature to propose new amend­
ments and submit them to the 
people at special sessions. At the 
present time new amendmests 
may be proposed only during the 
regular biennial sessions. The 
above proposed amendment will 
give the legislature power to act 
in -time of emergencies.

No. 5. Amendment authorizing 
the courts to place defendants on 
probation. This amendment would 
enable the courts to stay the exe­
cution of a sentence and place 
the defendant upon probation. At 
any later time the court would 
have the power to reimpose the 
sentence.

No. 6. Amendment abolishing fee 
system of compensating all dis­
trict officers, and all county of­
ficers in counties having a popu­
lation of 20,000 or more, and au­
thorizing the commissioners court 
to determine whether county of­
ficers and precinct officers in 
counties of less than 20,000 popu­
lation may be compensated on a 
fee or salary basis. This amend­
ment would apply to all district, 
county and precinct officers, and 
would do away with the fee sys­
tem of compensation in counties 
of over 20,000 population, and 
would give the commissioners 
court authority to decide upon the 
method of compensation in coun 
ties of less than 20,000 population.

No. 7. Amendment permitting

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TEXAS PRESS OPPOSES 
AMENDMENTS

A rising tide of opposition to 
proposed amendments to the con­
stitution is sweeping across the 
state with such force that it may 
engulf the entire state. So di­
versified in character and so broad 
in scope are these suggested con­
stitutional changes that public 
opinion has been slow in forming, 
but the vigilant press has raised 
its editorial voice in warning and 
skepticism in the public mind 
has given way to apprehension 
and even to alarm.

Typical of the attitude of most 
newspapers in this comment from 
the Tyler Journal and the Troup 
Banner “The more we study the 
s e v e n  proposed constitutional 
amendments the more we are in­
clined to vote against every one 
of them. They arc obscure, poor­
ly worded, uncertain in their 
wording in many instances. They 
propose to give us certain things 
that we are in favor of—but, along 
with those things, we have to 
take other things that we don’t 
want. It ought to be ‘against the 
law' for the legislature to submit 
more than one single proposition 
ir. any proposed constitutional 
amendment. Take that one about 
textbooks, for example. If you 
favor free textbooks for sectarian 
schools as proposed, you have got 
to submit to a different way of 
apportioning the state school 
funds. No wonder so many pro­
posed constitutional amendments 
of high merit get ‘swatted.’ They 
nearly always have a joker, or 
some other little slick trick slipped 
into them that will open the way 
for the politician and the legis­
lative political log roller,”

A gren. many newspapers are 
saying, “take that one about 
textbooks, for example.” One of 
the curious developments of the 
past two weeks is the manner in 
which the perennially controver- 
sal prohibition question has been 
relegated to second place in public 
interest. An apparently harm­
less amendment which, begins, 
“for or against the amendment to 
the constitution of the state of 
Texas permitting the furnishing 
of free textbooks to each child 
of scholastic age attending any 
school in this state,,r has come 
to transcend the repeal issue in 
importance. The Mission Times 
considers it “undoubtedly the 
most dangerous” of the entire 
group, declaring that “the funda­
mental on which the American 
government rests today is separa­
tion of church and state, and turn­
ing to the more subtle danger in­
volved in the proposal: “If this 
amendment were passed the pres­
ent method of distributing the 
available school fund would be 
changed. The per capita appor­
tionment method of equitable dis­
tribution as now written into the 
constitution would be taken out and 
the method would be determined 
by the legislature. Thus the im­
portant matter of equitable ap­
portionment of the school fund 
would be made a political football 
to be kicked about and changed at 
will, according to which political 
faction has the more power.”

The Greenville Banner comments 
tersely on the proposal: “By 
private schools or parochial in­
shunting public moneys into 
institutions, are we not only turn­
ing back into the church-and-state 
trend we fought against hundreds

taxpayer. If the private patrons 
are able to keep up their private 
schools they certainly ought to be 
able to buy textbooks for their 
pupils and not add an additional 
burden to taxpayers already 
heavily loaded.”

Arousing only desultory com­
ment is the repeal question and 
it is likely to be superceded by 
the deceptive old age pension 
amendment as public interests 
waxes hotter.

The idea of protecting the aged 
against the vicissitudes of life is 
one to inspire humanitaran sym­
pathy but that too can be danger­
ous when politically administered 
is pointed out by the press. The 
“Rambler” columnist of the New 
Braunfels Herald recognizes the 
appeal of the principal involved 
when he prefaces his opposition 
with the statement, “at the risk 
of severe criticism for a seeming 
lack of feeling for the aged un­
fortunates, Rambler will be forced 
to vote against this proposal.” 

But, indeed, the articulate press 
is generally in opposition. The 
Bonham Favorite declares in 
straight forward fashion: “Some­
how we hesitate about voting to 
pay a man a fifteen dollars 
month pension just because he is 
65 years old and owns a good 
blackland farm and a lot of gov­
ernment bonds. What’s the use 
of making the young pay a pen­
sion to the old who already have 
plenty?"

The fallacy which the Favorite 
detects is that the amendment, 
loosly drawn, does not restrict 
the payment of pensions to the 
indignant but lists as eligible to 
be pensioned everyone over 65 
years of age. This would injest 
questions of public charity into 
the vagaries of politics. The' Fer­
guson Forum is campaigning mill- 
tantl.v aganst the amendment, and 
the “Echo” columnist of the 
Sulphur Springs News-Telegram, 
confessing intimately that "the 
Echo man and Governor Jim are 
sleeping in the same bed in the 
campaign against old age pen­
sions.” has this to sav: “No mil­
lionaire around this old town will 
ever get an old age pension, un­
less they do so over the dead 
bodies of Jim Ferguson and the 
Echo man. The government doe* 
not owe these fellows anything, 
and in the language of the la­
mented Governor Jim Hogg: “By 
gatlins, they are not going to get 
it.” We are for the down and out, 
regardless of age, but not for 
these guys.”

The Pittsburgh Gazette, adding 
its voice to the chorus against 
the amendment, believer the move­
ment for old age pensions “is 
another beautiful dream that may 
end in a financial nightmare.” 
And Austin Callan discusses the 
question humanly in a column 
published in many Texas papers: 
‘I’m not in favor of soaking in­
nocent taxpayers for my hard luck 
in getting bent and bald . . .1
don’t hold the government re­
sponsible for my age any more 
than for my crops. Both seem to 
come naturally like cutting teeth 
or falling in love. Not a penny 
ought to be subtracted from » 
working man’s wage or a pro­
ducer’s profit on his whippoorwill 
peas to compensate us for just 
chalking up a lot of mileage. . . .

to empower the legislature to sub­
mit amendments in called ses­
sions as well as regular sessions. 
The Cleburne Times-Review says 
trenchantly: “Personally we can 
see several objections to the leg­
islature having authority to pre­
sent amendments a t called sessions, 
the chief one being that this 
power might result in too many 
called sessions. As things now 
stand the legislature is in ses­
sion entirely too much and there’s 
no use giving it the incentive to 
increase the time the taxpayers 
kick in ten bucks a day. Chang­
ing the constitution requires re­
liberate thought. It is not a 
thing to kick about at the whims 
and fancies of everybody. We 
think waiting until a regular ses­
sion of the legislature should 
give sufficient time to iron out 
all flaws and special interests 
being submitted changes to our 
people.”

The sum and substance of all 
this widespread criticism is ex­
pressing increasing opposition to 
the slate of seven amendments to 
be voted on August 24th, and it 
is likely that its opposition re­
flects a similar attitude held by 
the people generally. Most of the 
newspapers discuss the proposals 
separately—and they are so 
divergent in character that they 
perhaps should be discussed sepa­
rately—yet most of the amend­
ments reflect a common fallacy 
of much significance. The text­
book amendment undermines con­
stitutional safeguards against the 
hazards of practical politics by re­
moving from the constitution the 
method of distributing school 
funds and throwing it into the 
arena of politics. The old age 
pension proposal would have a 
similar effect by decreeing all 
persons over 65 eligible for pen­
sions without limiting pension 
payments to those actually in 
need. And the amendment to 
permit the legislature to submit 
constitution bare to the ravages 
of selfish politics. Consequently 
it is not too extreme to say that 
Texas confronts a real danger 
from more than one source 
through the insidious tendency to 
erode constitutional safeguards 
against political trial and error.

It is this fundamental objection 
which may prove to be of de­
termining significance. In this 
era of unrest and change the 
spirit is growing among the 
people to protect the constitutions 
of the state and nation against 
the hazards of experiment and 
undefined objectives. And it is 
not surprising that even propos­
als which may be desirable in 
principle are being strenuously 
resisted because some loose con­
struction threatens to release con­
stitutional principals to the ma­
nipulations of practical politics.— 
Dale Miller in The Texas Weekly.

Free Text Rooks for Private and 
Parochial Schools

The Texas Constitution at the 
present time provides that the 
state is without authority to 
furnish free text books to other 
than public schools. Proposed 
amendment number seven on the 
ballot for the August 24th elec­
tion would permit the state to 
supply free textbooks to all 
schools, private and parochial. 
Such textbooks, it is pre. jmed, to 
be the same as used in the public 
schools.

Advocates of this amendment 
state that this would entail no 
additional expense because the 
state now purchases more books 
than are necessary. However, 
this point is merely one of the 
claims made and has not been 
substantiated by the secretary of 
state. Advocates point out that 
they pay taxes to support public 
schools but that if they choose 
to send their children to private 
or parochial schools the least 
the state can do is to supply the 
textbooks free.

Probably the most important 
and less publicized provisions of 
this amendment is the fact that 
it proposes to rewrite Section 5 
of article seven of the constitu­
tion so as to permit the appoint­
ment of school funds on some 
other basis than scholastic popu­
lation.

UNDER F. D. I. C.

OFFICIALS EXTEND INVI­
TATION T O DONLEY 
COUNTY CITIZENS TO 
ATTEND FAIR.

GRATIFYING RESULTS SEEN 
BY REPORT FOR FIRST 18 
MONTHS SAYS CROWLEY.

Washington.—Prompt start of 
payment of depositors of closed 
insured banks; only 19 closings 
out of a membership of 14,000 
banks; an excess of income over 
outgo of more than four million 
dollars, are some of the features 
of the report of the federal de­
posit insurance corporation for 
its first 18 months of operation.

The FDIC also reports that all 
banks which it was insuring on 
June 30, 1936, are to be credited 
on the corporation books with 
100 per cent of the amount they 
have paid for insurance of an es­
timated $18,000,000,000 of their 
deposits. The total credit for 
all insured banks amounts to 
$41,461,326.

Complete protection of the 
funds of 99 per cent of 26,000 
depositors in the 19 closed insured 
banks is revealed by the FDIC. 
Total insured deposits were $8,- 
760,000. In each of the closings 
payment was begun within an 
average of eight days. -

Chairman Leo T. Crowley of 
the FDIC board of directors, in 
making the report public, said; 
“ It is gratifying to be able to 
report so few closings of insured 
banks. It constitutes real evi­
dence of the soundness of the re­
construction program begun two 
years ago which was made pos­
sible through the cooperation of 
insured banks w,th the Federal 
Deposit Insurance Corporation and 
other federal and state authorities 
in trying to get banks back on 
a firm operating basis/’

Outside the insurance fund 
there were 51 failures of banks, 
involving total deposits of more 
than $35,000,000 during the 18 
months covered by the FDIC re­
port.

The insurance corporation’s in­
come from September 11, 1933, 
the date of its inception, to June 
30, 1934, after deducting deposit 
insurance losses and operating ex­
penses, amounted to approxi­
mately four and a quarter million 
dollars. It estimates that its 
operating expenses for the current 
year will be less than fourteen 
one thousandths of one per cent 
of its potential liabilities for in­
sured deposits.

$1,990,958 In ERA Funis Alloted 
For 1936 Shelterbelt Program

There has been allotted $1,990,- 
958 from the Emergency Relief 
Appropriation .funds to carry on 
the 1936 shelterbelt program, 
Director Paul H. Roberts an­
nounced recently. With this al­
lotment, it is planned to plant 
about 1400 miles of shelterbelt 
strips and 6400 acres of farm­
stead planting.

This allotment of ERA funds, it 
is estimated, will furnish approbi- 
mately 700,000 man days of labor 
during the fiscal year of 1936. 
With the exception of a limited 
number of technical supervisory 
and facilitating personnel, employ­
ment will be from the Federal 
relief rolls and from the nearest 
avaiable source to the locations 
where the work is to be done. 
The relief labors will be paid 
semi-monthly, at wages prescribed 
by the Federal Relief Administra­
tor for the locality in which the 
men are working. The maximum 
period of employment will be dur­
ing the spring planting, but there 
will be considerable employment 
during the fall and winter in the 
nurseries, and for ground prepara­
tion, fencing and other incidental 
work.

The state directors will be in 
direct charge of the work in their 
respective states. They have been 
authorized to start acquiring land 
for planting under a cooperative 
arrangement made with A. A. A. 
administrator, to use lands in­
cluded in crop reduction contracts

for shelterbelt planting. These 
lands will be used whenever an 
agreement can be reached with 
the landlord and a lease-option 
agreement secured, which will pro­
vide for purchase or extension of 
the lease of selected lands, at 
a stipulated price, should the 
government desire later to ex­
ercise the option. ,

The nursery stock for the 1936 
planting program is now being 
grown on 644 acres of land leased 
from commercial nurseries within 
the shelterbelt states. Barring 
unforseen climatic disasters or in­
sect infestation, an ample supply 
of seedlings will be available for 
next spring’s planting.
