Over one million Democratic
voters of 254 counties of Texas
will go to the polls Saturday,
July 28, for the purpose of
qualifying, by their vote two
men for the second primary to be
held in August. It will be their
duty to name their dhoice for
abate, district, county and pre-
cinet offices. The polls will open
at 8 a. m. and close at 7 p. m.

Over all the state politics hold
the upper hand this week as far
as interest in public matbers is
concerned. Even the blighting
drouth is forgottem as citizens
await the returns on what pro-
mises to be one of the most heat-
ed elections ever held within the
borders of Texas.

And this year more so than
in years past “the eyes of
Texas” to a great exbtent are
focused upon the wistern part of
the state. The vote from the
Panhandle and West Texas is ex-
pected to determine how more
tha none race will “turn out.”

DONLEY ON FOR
DROUTH RELIEF

TELEGRAM FROM SENATOR
CONNALLY ADVISES THAT
COUNTY IS ON PROGRAM.

Donley county has been desig-
nated for secondary drouth re-
lief, according to a telegram
received by the News Saturday,
from Senator Tom Connally.

This mieans that Donley coun-
ty residents will be eligible for
the benefits available for secon-
dary drouth areas, which consists
d%efly of the privilege of ship-
ping livestock out to other areas,
or of shipping feed into the
county at greatly reduced rates.

Announcemlent of the designa-
tion of Donley for secondary
drout hrelief came as a sunprise
to everyone here. Due to th:
prevalent belief +that the county
was in good condition, mo local
effort had been made to secure
the appropriation as far as could
be ascertained.

It is considered possible that
a state man has besn making a
survey of some of the counties
in this section, with the view
of acquiriag drouth relief for
them.

S:nator Oomnlly't telegram
merely stated: “Pleased to ad-
vise Donley county has been des-

'pcrtleo. Glad to be of service.
Tom Connally, United States
Semator.” .

In the issue of the News for
July 5, Editar Braswell answered,
through his editorial columns, the
denunciation. pronounc:d  upon
this newspaper by T. E. Johnson,
editor of the Amarillo.

According to R. A. Beker,
Donley countiy relief director, one
of the most important phases of
relief work for several months
to come will be lthat of rehabili-
fating the people now on relief
rolls. It is the plan of the Don-
ley county relief office to secure
the lease of all vacant farm
houses in the county and ap-
proximataly ten acres of adjoining
land to each house. The families
that are now being helped
through the local office will then

be moved into these farm homes.
There tay may be able to have
their owmn cows, chickens, hogs

and gardens and berome salf sup-
porting. They will not be allow-
ed to market any of thie products
grown. .

Baker said,
land ownenrs
with vacant houses on their
places, and who are interested
in leasing the same with approx-
imately ten aarves of land to
the Texas Relief Commission,
thay are requested to see me at
the local office.”

It was the relief dis:ctor's state-
ment that the Texas Relief com-
mission plans to pay for the
leases by buying malterials and
making the necessary repairs on
the vacant houses to put them m
liveable shape.

Plans for community work
centers throughout the county
are also in the offing, accord-

ing to Baker and any community
desirous of having one con-
structed is asked to gét in touch
with the local office. The mvelief
commission will furnish the labor
and part of the materials of these
work centers. They are to be
used, following construction, hy
the inhabitants of those commun-
ities in which they are erected.
“The chief aim of the relief
program from now on will be
for those on the relief rolls to
help themselves,” Baker said.

ALLRED SPEAKS
IN SCHULENBERG

PLACES CONSTRUCTIVE PRO-
GRAM OF ADVANCEMENT
BEFORE HIS AUDIENCE.

Schulenburg, Texas, July 25—
(Spl)—Attorney General James
V. Allred placed his constructive
program of advancement in Tex-
as government before citizens of
Schulenbung here  Wednesday
nighit,

He flayed special interests and
big corporations for standing in
the way of progress in state
government, “The people of
Texas could want mo betiter en-
dorsement of my candidacy than
the statement recently made by
Brig. Gen. Jacib Wolters [bhat he
is against ‘that young whipper-
srapper”™, Allred said.

He exhibited a newspaper clip-
ping in which Gen:ral Wolters
announced he would resign as
commander of the Texas National
Guard if Allred is elected. Wol-
ters was quoted as saying: “I
have served under many govern-
ors I disliked, but I cannot count-
enance saluting that young whip-
persnapper, Jimmie Allred. [
will resign instead.”

“Do you know who General
Wolters is?” Allred demanded,
“He’s the chief lobLyist for the
Texas Oil Company. That ought
to explain it.

Department Store
Sales On Increase

_————

Austin, Texas, July 25.—Sales
in Texas department stores dur-
ing June made a very favarable
ghowing in comparison with the
corresponding month of last
year, although there was the
usual seasonal decline from May
to Jume, according to the Uni-
versity of Texas Bureau of Busi-
ness Research.

Reports from 93 retail estab-
lishmants covering all sections
of thie State show an average
increase of 24 per cent in dollar
sales in comparison with June
last year, and for the first of
the vear, average sales wire 284
per cent above the corresponding
period in 1933, the bureau's n:-
port said. The seasonal decline
from May to June was about
equal to the average of the pre-
ceding seven years, or nearly 16
per cent,

Ainother favorable feature of
the current vdbail situation in
Texas pertains to collections of
outstanding  accounts. During
June 36 per cent of these ac-
counts werz collected, compared
with 30.3 per cent in June, 1933.
