Everyone 
who has relics or curios of his­
torical interest should donate or 
loan them to this cause. It will 
help immeasurably in the growth 
o f what promises to be one of 
Clarendon’s most interesting in­
stitutions.

The committee has asked that 
this department publicly thank 
the residents fit the city and coun­
ty who have been so generous in 
helping them to get this move­
ment started by loans and dona­
tions of relics and curios, and to 
urge that all who are interested 
co-opcrate with them in bringing

W. Nicklaus, road master, were 
in Clarendon Wednesday morn 
ing conferring with city offi­
cials on the local flood control 
project. While here, the railroad 
officials accompanied the city of­
ficials on an inspection tour of 
the dams that are now being 
built, and expressed their ap­
proval o f the project.

Mayor J. W. Martin has re­
ported that the railway company 
is planning to start work next 
week on a project that will great­
ly assist in the flood control 
program. The company will en­
large the opening through its 
roadbed and under the tracks, 
which carries the flood waters 
through the city into the lake 
northeast of town.

Three carloads of materials and 
machinery for the work have al­
ready arrived, and more is ex­
pected shortly.

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TRICK WRIST ARTIST

George C. Blank is remembered by those whose job it 
is to expose fraudulent accident claims because he was 
clever and because he was so hard to catch. George had 
two dozen surname aliases but invariably these were pre­
ceded by “George C”, a fact that helped considerably in 
checking up on his activities.

It is not difficult to find something to trip on in a 
department store, as George C. did, a hole in a rug, a 
banana peel, a shoe salesman’s stool, a toy.

GeorgeC.’s face would contort in agony as he dangled 
his swollen wrist. A doctor would examine the wrist, say 
it seemed to be broken. When he suggested an X-ray was 
necessary, George C. would say he was leaving town im­
mediately and that his family physician would take care 
of him. He would add he was going to sue the store. The 
manager, anxious to close the matter and avoid publicity, 
would settle on the spot for a substantial sum. The in­
jured George C. would be most amenable to reason, pocket 
the money, and go his way. This happened in many cities 
in the East, South and Middle West.

Finally, the authorities, with the aid of the relentless 
undercover work of the Index Bureau System maintained 
by the National Bureau of Casualty and Surety Under­
writers, found his trail. There were, it appeared, a sus­
piciously large number of left wrists being broken in places 
like department stores by men whose name began with 
George C., all answering to the same description.

George C., breaking that wrist with monotonous regu­
larity, was about two steps ahead of his pursuers. An 
alarm went out that he was heading South again. In 
Charlotte, North Carolina, a description of him was sent 
to all public buildings. Sure enough, in a few days, a man 
named George ,C. Blank fell in the foyer of a Charlotte 
hotel and injured his wrist. The^ had only to ascertain 
that there was a scar on the back of his neck, and they 
knew they had their man.

The wrist, he admitted, had been broken years before 
when he fell from a horse. Since then, he had been able 
to snap it out of position at will. The swelling he pro­
duced by applying a tourniquet to his forearm the morning 
he planned a “flop.”

George C. was sentenced to seven years in prison, and 
added his voice to the chorus of those who now admit 
“ You can’t get away with it.”

GETTING OUT OF RELIEF

It is agreed on all sides that the government must cut 
its expenditures and move as rapidly as possible toward 
balancing the federal budget.

Unfortunately too many citizens seem to stop right 
there, without figuring just how the change back to normal 
is going to be accomplished. The abnormal relief load 
creates the conditions leading to such deficits. Just how is 
the government going to get out of the relief business and 
thereby out of the red?

To do so, it has to get rid of the unemployment burden, 
including both employables and unemployables. The gov­
ernment is now providing work of various kinds for about 
3,600,000 of the former, and is helping to take care, in 
various ways, of about an equal number of the latter. How 
about these 7,000,000?

More workers will naturally get private employment 
as business improvement continues. There is here a strong 
incentive for business interests of all kinds to hire idle 
men and women as rapidly as they can, for all kinds of 
work, as the most effective means of reducing federal ex­
penses, deficits and taxes.

It will be up to the states an& local governments to 
provide work or subsistence for the remainder, if the gov­
ernment sticks to its declared purpose of getting out of 
the relief business as rapidly as it can. And the state and 
local governments and private charity will have to take 
care also of the unemployables.

The burden upon taxpayers, in any case, may be about 
the same except for the employables hired again by private 
enterprise. The most effective reduction of public expenses 
comes from private employment.— Review Atlas, Mon­
mouth, 111.

LIBRARY NOTES
(By Mra. C. A. Burton)

The Sherman High Parent- 
Teacher Association voted $25 
to aid the Sherman public library 
in establishing a Centennial book 
shelf. And in addition to this 
each member pledged herself to 
give a Texas book for the shelf. 
Such a splendid gift.

Dorothy Scarborough, whose 
death at her home in New York 
in November was a distinct loss 
to the literary and educational 
world, had written, during her 
fifty-eight years of life, six

novels, a book of verse, a volume 
of essays, and many critical 
monographs. She was associate 
professor of English at Columbia 
University at her death, but had 
taught in Baylor University, hav­
ing taught the first class in 
journalism in Texas in 1912, at 
Baylor. She was buried in Waco 
on Armistice Day. Last week her 
personal library was presented to 
Baylor University, and was form­
ally accepted for the university 
by President Pat M. Neff. It 
consisted of 1,096 volumes, large­
ly books on literature. There 
were 233 autographed volumes by 
contemporary authors. There were 
many volumes on literary criti­
cism, and many dealing with

folklore into which Miss Scar­
borough had delved extensively. 
The library will be made a special 
collection in the general library.

Dorothy Scarborough’s name 
instantly reminds Texas people of 
“ The Wind" which created such 
a favor of criticism and praise, 
mostly the former at first. We 
have four of her six novels on 
our shelves, “ The Wind," “ In 
the Land of Cotton,” “ Can’t Get 
a Redbird,” and ‘The Stretch- 
berry Smile”

Booth Tarkington, who is 
wintering in Indianapolis, recent­
ly predicted that the novel and 
the poem may become extinct in 
200 years, 100 years, or in much 
less time.

He may be 
correct, but—he may not.

Texas is attracting more and 
more attention with her writers 
of poetry, especially during this 
Centennial year. The Kalcido- 
graph Press of Dallas published 
three rather outstanding volumes 
of verse during the latter part of 
1935. They arc “ Planters' Charm” 
by Fay Younger, “ Level Land” by 
Kenneth Kaufman, and “ South 
Wind Calling” by Marie Barton.

The Kaleidograph Press has 
conducted a book publishing con­
test for poets each year since 
1931. This year there were 197 
volumes entered, and so diffi­
cult was the decision that the 
award was doubled, and the first 
two named above were chosen.

Faye Younger, one of the 
prize winners, was born in Idaho, 
but now lives in Wichita Falls. 
Though a homemaker, she is also 
a student, and is considered one 
of an interesting and potentially 
important group o f  writers in 
Texas. “ Planters’ Charm” is the 
title poem of her volume, and has 
received the award of the Texas 
Poetry Society and the American 
Poetry Society. It is written in 
ballad form, and its beauty is 
said to be in “ its haunting 
rhythm and the extreme economy 
with which a few plain words 
are made to suggest a life story.”  

Kenneth C. Kaufman, the other 
prize winner, is a native of 
Kansas, but has lived most of 
his life in Oklahoma. Since 1929 
he has been on the modern 
language faculty o f the Universi­
ty of Oklahoma, and he is literary 
editor of the Daily Oklahoman. 
"Levtd Land” is Oklahoma, the 
theme is the land itself. This col­
lection ,of short poems shows that 
Mr. Kaufman knows very into- 
mately the life of the prairies and 
plains.

Marie Barton, author of “ South 
Wind Calling” is a native Texan, 
born in Paris. There is much of 
Texas in her poems, and their 
sincerity is their greatest charm 
and gives them their value.

THE FUTURE FARMERS OF AMERICA
By THOMAS HOUSER

The Future Farmers of America 
is a national organization which 
reaches from Washington to 
Florida, and from Maine to 
Hawaii. It has a membership 
of about 80,000 boys which num­
ber is steadily growing. Although 
only about eight years old it is 
fast becoming one o f the largest 
and most powerful boys’ organi­
zations in the world, and is 
destined to hold in its hands the 
reigns of a future agriculture 
in America.

This vast organization is sub­
divided into four regions, the At­
lantic states, the Southern states, 
the North Central states, and the 
Western states. It is further 
divided into districts and local 
chapters. The latter form the 
main unit of the organization 
and is composed of farm boys 
studying vocational agriculture. 
Each division elects its own of­
ficers (with the exception of the 
regions) each year and sets up a 
list of objectives which is an out­
lined report of what they ex­
pect to accomplish during the 
coming year.

The national organization is 
composed of two delegates from 
each state and the territory of 
Hawaii, usually the president and 
secretary of the state organiz­
ation, who meet each year in 
Kansas City, Mo., in connection

with the Kansas American Royal 
Livestock Show. They have com­
plete power to enact all laws that 
thoy consider to be advisable and 
elect the officers for the coming 
year. These officers consist of 
a president, four vice presidents, 
one from each region, a secretary, 
reporter, treasurer, farm watch 
dog, parliamentarian and adviser.1 
All of these are boys except the 
treasurer and adviser, and each 
one is given a special place 'n 
the meetings according to thedr 
f ffice. There is an opening and 
closing ceremony which is practic- ' 
ed at every convention meeting. 
Everything is conducted in the 
strictest kind of formality, par­
liamentary procedure being used 
altogether. Much of the business 
is reverted to the board of trus­
tees, which is composed of the 
officers, for consideration and 
advise but the more important 
questions are debated on the 
floor of the convention. There 
is usually a Future Fanner band 
at each one of these conventions 
every year which represents the 
organization at various social 
functions and supplies recreation 
for the convention delegates at 
the Future Farmer banquet in 
which prizes are awarded, and 
important men of the nation ap­
pear to give addresses.

The state conventions are con­

ducted similarly to the national 
convention, but on a smaller scale. 
These are made up of representa­
tives from each chapter who meet 
each year ahead of the national 
convention. The district and chap­
ter organizations are much the 
same as the others, only their 
meetings are held more frequent­
ly-

When a boy first enters the 
organization he has something to 
look forward to and work for, be­
cause there are four degrees that 
each boy may attain after four 
years of work. The first year he 
is allowed to become a Green- 
hand if he can say the F. F. A 
Creed from memory and has a 
suitable supervised practice pro­
gram. The second year, if he 
has $25 in cash or productively 
invested, can quote the creed, 
and has done meritable work, he 
may become a Future Farmer. 
The third degree is the State 
Farmer, or the Lone Star Farm­
er in Texas, which is attained by 
having cash or property to the 
amount of $150 and completing 
a program of outstanding merit 
There are usually between 15 and 
25 of these degrees given in Tex­
as each year. The fourth and last 
degree is that of the American 
Farmer. The requirements for this 
are similar to those of the state,

The outstanding characteristic 
o f 4-H club work is that each 
member conducts a substantial 
piece of work, designed to show 
some better practice on the farm 
or in the home or community; 
keeps a record of results; ex­
plains the work to others; and 
makes a final report on the 
work. Typical lines of club work 
are: Growing an acre or more 
of cotton in accordance with the 
directions of the agricultural col­
lege, raising a sow and litter of 
pigs according to instructions, 
growing fruits and vegetables in 
accoraance with the dietary needs 

! o f the family, canning the surplus 
in the most approved ways, and 

I other phases of farm and home 
work that especially appeal to 

] young people.
Another characteristic of 4-H 

club work is that each line of 
work carried on by a club (mem­
ber is intended to meet some 

I farm, home, individual, or com­
munity need and is designed as 
a part of the general agricultural 
and home economics extension 
program of the community. The 
club member thus feels that he 
or she is doing a worth-while, 
needed piece of work and that his 
or her efforts are of importance. 

I The work is carried on with 
| boys and girls 10 to 20 years of 
age, usually through groups of 
10 to 20 members. Most o f these 
groups are Organized as clubs 

! with a president, secretary, and 
1 other officers, and an adult lead­
er or sponsor. They meet from 

| time to time, conduct their meet­
ing along parliamentary lines, 
have a program in which the 
progress o f their respective lines

I of work is presented and dis- 
; cussed, give demonstrations, sing 
! songs, play games, practice yells, 
and carry on like matters of 
interest bo young people.

Boys’ and girls’ club work is 
voluntary, centering around living 
things like growing plants or 
animals, or concerned with the 
active process of home making, 
farm accounting, or other mat­
ters related directly to the daily 
life of the farm and the farm 
home. The study of books is in­
cidental and supplemental to the 
actual planting, growing, harvest­
ing, and marketing of the crop, 
the rearing and marketing of live­
stock, or the actual preparation of 
food, making of clothes, or the 
furnishing of a room in the house. 
The work is not of the classroom 
or laboratory but is conducted out 
of doors in the fields, the 
orchards, bams, or in the home, 
the creamery or the market 
market lace.

Club work is learning by doing. 
It is in accord with the theory 
that the large majority of human 
beings learn primarily by observa­
tion and the apprenticeship 
method. The actual growing of 
the crop in club work or the 
raising of stock is directed and 
supervised by some experienced 
man or woman or older club mem­
ber who is trained by the exten­
sion agent and knows how the 
thing ought to be done and can 
tell something of the reasons 
why.

Club members are urged to 
make an exhibit of the products 
they have grown or made at local, 
county and state fairs. They are 
taught how to judge quality in 
such exhibits. Many are trained

i in putting on demonstrations and 
] explaining their work to the 
public. They keep records of their 
efforts as to time spent, materials 
used, costs, and the like, report­
ing progress at club gatherings, 
and make a final written report 
bo their leader summarizing thedr 
whole season’s activities. The 
work is an educational process, 
dealing not so much with books 
as with the things out of which 
books are made. It is doing 
something rather than learning 
about doing something.

The members of the local club 
come in contact not only with 
their leaders, who know how to 
do things, but with the work of 
one another, in which there fre­
quently are rivalry and contest, 
and with the public in field meet­
ings and in exhibits at fairs, fes­
tivals, and demonstrations. From 
time to time they meet with the 
trained teachers and educators of 
the agricultaral colleges and of 
the Federal Deartment of Agri­
culture, with business men and | 
outstanding farmers—all leaders 
in different lines of work, men 
and women of capacity and vision 
who inspire by their accomplish­
ments and outlook. The club 
members frequently are given a 
larger view of life, also, through 
opportunity to attend instruction­
al camps and short courses con­
ducted by the state agricultural 
colleges from a few days to a 
week in duration in the counties, 
and once or twice a year at the 
agricultural college itself. All 
these various contacts with men 
and problems and the affairs of 
life serve to awaken youth and 
to stimulate the desire to do and 
accomplish.

governmunt must be decreased, 
and until a substantial reduction, 
ranging from the very top to the 
bottom, is had, there will be lit­
tle or no relief afforded. Tax­
ation is absorbing a large portion 
of our incomes, yet the revenue 
produced is still insufficient to 
meet the expenditures. No gov­
ernment can successfully operate 
where it spends more than it 
earns. Unless bureaus and over­
lapping agencies burden us with 
their inactivity at a staggering 
and ever increasing cost.

“ Political patronage has increas­
ed the public payroll to the extent 
of millions of dollars annually. 
A holiday must be declared in 
politics, and we must settle down 
to a well defined course of thrift 
and economy. More than over, 
our economic salvation rests up­
on our ability to lay aside trival 
differences, and personal wants, 
and to settle down to funda­
mentals applying just every day 
common sense to the administra­
tion of our affairs.

“ The problem of taxation is a 
subject of such unlimited dimen­
sions that a brief and hasty con­
clusion on any phase thereof will 
often, and more than likely prove 
impractical. Now, as ewer, the 
views maintained are so varied 
and divergent that a proponent of 
any one measure inevitably finds 
himself entangled in a mesh of a 
thousand conflicting interests, 
each of which fieeks to shift the 
burden to the other. We must 
accept the realities of this issue 
and meet the problem fairly and 
squarely. No increase in tax­
ation is thinkable at this time.

“ No new levies should be ad­
vanced save those made manda­
tory by recent constitutional 
amendment and legislative enact­
ment providing for the payment 
of the old age pension. Ade­
quate and immediate provision 
should be made for the payment 
o f the old age pension. The 
actual budgetary needs of the 
state government must be met. 
But all other expenses incident 
to government not fundamentally 
imperative must be eliminated 
with dispatch.

“ Nor should one’s attitude in 
this particular suffer change until 
such a time as, to the extent of

our homes and the necessities of 
life, the ad valorem tax be 
totally abolished. With this ac­
complished, let us make an ex­
haustive and thorough study of 
the multiple problems presented in 
the redistribution and equaliza­
tion of taxation to the end that 
a measure of justice and equity 
may be accorded to all.

“ Of our natural resource*, the 
gas problem most vitally affects 
this area. I am for the unquali­
fied, positive and absolute conser­
vation of this great natural re­
source. Four years have passed 
since our first gas conservation 
law was enacted, yet, since this 
time, the amount of gas wasted 
e presents domestic consumption of 
Texas for a period of fifty years.

“ It is idle talk to say the 
sovereign people of Texas cannot 
remedy such a deplorable situ­
ation. This vast natural resource 
must be conserved, gas wastage 
must end, and it will when 
knowledge of the real facts are 
brought to the attention of our 
people. It’s high time that the 
public, and not the conflicting 
interests, be represented in this 
matter.

“To the accomplishment of the 
above and my program in full, 
I will extend my efforts. I 
intend to make no false promise*, 
present no pet policies, or becloud 
or straddle any of the issues. I 
will strive to simply state the 
facts, meet the problems and de­
cide the questions to the end that 
the common will of the people 
will prevail. I take it that all 
prospective legislation, ' without 
regards to stimilus or objective, 
should be determined and con­
trolled in the light of unquestion­
ed progress and the common 
economy of our people. Any 
proposed legislation, however 
valid it may be, that does not 
conserve and defend the inherent 
rights of freemen does not de­
serve, nor will it receive, my con­
sideration.

“ I shall strive honestly and in­
dustriously to interpret the will 
of the people, defending it at 
all times against the hazards and 
conditions of the day.”

At a signal from the judges, the 
boys will dash off for the calves.

The first boy to get a halter 
on a calf has possession of the 
animal, providing he leads the 
calf out of the arena.

Each of the calves will be num­
bered and five o f the numbers

but more severe. A boy must 
have made and have in cash 
property the sum of $200, have 
completed an outstanding super­
vised program during the three 
years previous, have made a 
high scholastic standing, possess 
qualities of leadership by having 
held local and state offices in the 
organization, and be recommended 
by the state supervisor. Gold 
keys are given to the last two 
steps, and medals may be obtain­
ed for the first two if desired.

Nor is this the only chance 
for a member bo work his way to 
the front. There are numerous 
contests held in the district, state 
and national organizations. These 
include livestock judging, poultry 
judging, grain judging, meat iden­
tification, farm shop, plant prop­
agation, soil conservation, public 
speaking and debating. For ex­
ample, a public speaker may start 
in at the local chapter, go to 
the district, and if he wins there 
he may enter the state contest, 
then to the regional, and finally 
have a chance to win the national 
trophy. These contests are all 
educational, as well as stimulat­
ing.

Purchase of farms for 200 
tenant families in North Central 
Texas has been approved at Wash­
ington, and options on the farms 
are now being taken, according to 
information received by R. C. 
Land, county supervisor of the 
Resettlement Administration, with 
headquarters in Memphis.

“ It ia hoped that this is the 
beginning of a farm purchase 
movement that will be extended 
to worthy tenant families in all 
sections of the state.”  Land said 
“ Projects are now pending ap­
proval in Washington for a limit­
ed number of additional farms in 
Texas. Legislation (the Bank- 
head Jones Farm Tenancy bill) is 
also being considered by congress 
which would greatly enlarge this 
program."

The farms are to be purchased . 
for families chosen as a reward , 
of merit from any tenants who ; 
may desire to become owners, j 
Selection has been under way for | 
several weeks, from families nomi­
nated hy county advisory com­
mittees.

W'ith up to 40 years to make 
payment, the purchaser’s debt will 
be amortized at the rate of four 
and a fraction per cent annually. 
Title will not be transferred to 
the tenant purchaser until he has 
acquired an equity of at least 
>15 per cent. In the meantime, 
he will operate under a lease- j  
option contract extending for not j 
more than five years. Average 
price of the farms will be around 
$’4,500, making the annual pur- j 
chase payment around $200. A 
carefully prepared farm and home j 
management plan will be worked j  
out for each familyvfitted to the . 
individual farm.

“ Thousands of good tenants in 
Texas are having to look for 
farms of their own today, because 
of the increase in use of farm j 
machinery and other agricultural 
developments which encourage1 
owners to work more land with j
