The week in district court has 
been very light according to 
Judge A. J. Fires, but a busy 
week was expected next week 
when the criminal docket will be 
heard. Eleven indictments were 
returned by the grand jury now 
in session. Other indictments are 
expected to be returned pending 
investigations now in brogress by 
the grand jury.

Of the criminal indictments re­
turned two defendents plead 
guilty Tuesday before Judge Fires, 
waiving jury trial. James Henry 
King, colored, plead guilty to en­
tering the Clarendon Grain Com­
pany warehouse in February and 
taking three sacks o f corn. Judge 
Fires assessed his punishment at 
two years in the penitentiary. 
Harry Thomas plead guilty to 
chicken theft, from the premises 
o f W. M. Spitzer, March 16. and 
was given a one year suspended 
sentence.

It was announced Wednesday 
that an agreement has been reach­
ed in one civil suit and one di­
vorce suit during the week, and 
settlements m ale out of court, 
necesitating their dismissal from 
the docket.

Lambdin o f Amarillo who is serv­
ing for T. R. Easterling. East­
erling suffered injuries in an 
automobile accident at Lubbock 
last week and is expected to be 
absent during most of this term 
o f court.

Bill Fisher, A. O. Fisher and 
Earl Fisher, all o f Childress, 
were indicted on two charges of 
burglary. Bill Fisher and Earl 
Fisher are lodged in the county 
jail, while A. O. Fisher, although 
indicted in this county as well 
as several other Panhandle coun­
ties, is in jail at Quanah.

VACCINE IS AVAILABLE

FOR INDIGENT PERSONS

In a letter received this week 
from Representative Eugene Wor­
ley, it was stated that the State 
Hygienic Laboratories, a division 
o f the State Health Department, 
is now prepared to and will fur­
nish to the City and County 
Health Officers the following free 
for indigent patients only: Ty­
phoid vaccine for the immuniza­
tion against typhoid fever; Dip- 
theria toxin for the immunization 
against diptheria; Rabies vaccine 
for the preventon o f rabbies; 
Schick toxine for detection of 
children who are susceptible to 
diptheria; Silver nitrate to be used 
in newly born babies’ eyes.

In the letter Mr. Worley stated 
that the laboratories are saving 
the counties and cities of the 
State by furnishing these biologies 
in excess o f $40,000.00 a year.

REWINNING THE W EST

Agricultural experts are probably overstating the dam­
age done by sandstorms when they assert that large areas 
have been made useless for crop-growing or grazing purpos­
es for a century’ or more. Possibly the Washington farm  
specialists are not familiar with the changeful West, which 
may wear the aspect of desolation one day and1 that of para­
dise the next. Yet there is no doubt that the present drouth 
and windstorms have brought conclusive proof that man, in 
his exploitation of soil resources of the easily tilled Western 
prairies, has gone too far in removing the covering which 
nature provided. Something must be done to correct the 
mistake.

The tearing up of the grass cover of the expansive. I 
semi-arid plains was an easy process but the kind that is 
likely to develop problems. Nature has a way of striking 
back. Farmers who settled in the West were mostly from 
timbered or semitimbared regions. They could not be ex­
pected to foresee the unfortunate results of their industry. 
One wonders also whether the agricultural experts are not 
making another mistake by trying to plant forests on the 
plains. Are they not like the farmers, thinking in terms of 
practices applicable to the timbered regions? Nature pro-1 
vided a grass covering, not timber, for the West.

If, ins’ ead of spending a vast amount for an experiment 
in tree-growing on the plains, the Government would put 
the expenditure into a rehabilitation program that included 
replacing of grass covering, and would work out a program 
of crop rotation for cultivated land calculated to protect 
soil, much earlier results could be expected than can be an-1 
ticipated from tree-growing.

This will be against the dictates of nature and subject 
to the possible handicaps of shifting plans, as administra-1 
tions at Washington change. The West can be rewon and 
now is the time to start, but the best method will be one I 
that gives due consideration to nature’s original process.—  | 
Dallas News.
