| An act of Congress last sum-
mer temporarily reduced inter-
e¢st rates on all Federal land bank
loans—old and new. Where land
bank loans are made through Na-
tional Farm Loan Associations,
| the rate is only 3 1-2 percent for
all interest payable in the year
ending June 30, 1936, and 4 per-
cent in the two years following.
This temporary reduction of in-

terest rates on all Federal land
bank loans is paid for by the
Federal Government, which re-

imburses the banks for what oth-
erwise would be a loss to them,

Due to favorable investment
market conditions when the Fed-
eral land banks sold bonds re-
cently, the banks can offer new
loans, at present, at the interest
rate of 4 percent a year—the low-
est at which they have ever lent
money.

The statement from the Farm
Credit Administration points out
