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SOCIAL AND POLITICAL CHANGES OF 35 YEARS

Just four years after Bryan ma le his free silver cam­
paign in 1896, an American prospector went into the hills 
of Alaska. He stayed there 35 years, and came down the 
other day only because he was ill.

The hermit was bewildered at the changes he found 
in Fairbanks, Ala ka. It occurs to Bruce Catton, NEA 
writer, that if the changes in Fairbanks would startle 
the bearded hermit, "a trip down into the states would 
absolutely paralyze him.”

Disregarding the inventions that he would see for the 
first time, he would find many political and social changes 
— and a few similarities:

When the prospector went north, the United States 
was busy conquering the Philipinos; today he would find 
us equally busy setting the Filipinos free. I f he remem­
bered the growing murmer against the trusts back in 1900, 
he would see today’s government feeling very regretful 
because the supreme court wouldn’t let it band the big 
combinations of industry together in a system designed to 
restrict output and maintain prices.

Remembering the anti-railroad agitation of the 1900’s, 
he would s<e the government coming to the rescue of the 
railroads with millions upon millions of dollars. And then, 
of course, there would be the AAA for him to think about.

Looking abroad he would see:

England, which he last saw descending on the South 
African Boers, preparing to wage war to protect the in­
depen ience of an African nation.

Germany minus its kaiser, with a former house painter 
ruling more autocratically than the kaiser ever dreamed of 
ruling. . .

And when he got all through looking, we wouldn't 
blame the old prospector a bit if  he went back to the 
Alaskan mountains to stay.— Star-Herald, Soottsbluff, Neb.

A DEBTOR PARTNERSHIP

A large eastern insurance company has just sent to its 
agents an explanation of the plan it expects to adopt in 
the future in the matter of farm mortgages, together with 
the reasons therefor.

Briefly, the company will hereafter give the mortgagor 
a chance to enter into a three-part partnership agreement, 
whereby the company assumes some sort of supervision 
to see that the farm is properly taken care of, and in re­
turn grants the privilege of skipping a payment of prin­
cipal and interest any year when the price of corn on the 
Chicago market is below 51 cents per bushel.

The company in question recognizes that forced fore­
closure, such as we have had too many of in the past, are 
bad for the insurance company as well as the farmer, so 
the company is willing to enter into this sort of partner­
ship agreement.

Perhaps it represents a new era of relationship be­
tween debtor and creditor. There are times when the 
debtor does no* want any interference with his business 
on the part of the creditor, but it is safe to assume that 
in most farm mortgages such an arrangement as is above 
referred to would be to the advantage of both pax-ties.

Confidence builds an 1 improves a community, lack of it 
destroys communities. Distrust is a destructive element 
that eats into the very vitals of community life, whereas 
trust in one another is the only foundation on which towns 
and cities can build for the future.

Confidence is but one element of co-operation. Of 
course, no eo-operation would be possible without the ut­
most confidence in one another. The people of this com­
munity could not be expected to patronize local merchants 
if they did not trust them, if they did not believe they 
were getting value received,

“Trust men and they will be true to you; treat them 
greatly and they will show themselves great.”

Thus wrote Emerson, the great essayist, many years 
ago, and the life hasn’t changed much since then.

‘GOOD ENOUGH” DOESN’T WIN PRIZES

Did you ever stop to think that your “ good enough” 
work never wins prizes?

Winners of races, of prize awards, of high honors in 
any field, are the men who do their best from start to 
finish— who concentrate on excelling.

The world’s worih-while rewards only go to those who do 
their jobs better than most people.

Men seeking jobs and jobs seeking men, and the two 
can’t get together. The men aren’t prepared to fit the jobs.

It is a pathetic condition of everything being out of 
joint. There are plenty of “ educated” and “ trained” men, 
but they are not properly educated and trained for the 
specific jobs that need men. Those who have education 
cannot use it. There are 10,000,000 employables between 
the ages of 18 and 29 who never held a job. Many of these 
have been through the schools; many have studied in high 
schools and colleges. They tell the employment manager 
that they will do anything but they can’t name the par­
ticular thing they know they can do well.

It is a serious situation and the remedy cannot be ap­
plied immedaitcly. Mistakes of long standing will have to 
be corrected. A proposal has been made that manufacturers 
and other industriaists revive the apprentice system. That 
may help.

Certainly the whole system of education needs care­
ful inspection and readjustment. Conditions change rapidly. 
Employment managers complain that even those Ntrained 
in vocational schools are unsuitable because they are taught 
“ tricks of the trade” that now are obsolete.

Evidently there are problems on which the indus- 
tralists and the educators should work together.— Evening 
News, Southridge, Mass.

WORTH WHAT IT  COSTS

Clarendon High School on Southern Association List

There is perhaps a question in 
the minds of some of the patrons 
of the Clarendon Junior College 
district as to whether the school 
is worth the money spent upon it. 
Below are some data taken from 
the 1934 year book of the south­
ern association of colleges and 
secondary schools of the schools 
o f the Panhandle and South Plains 
which belong to this association.

In 1934, Clarendon High School 
had 52 graduates with 41 enter­
ing college Amarillo High School 
had 821 graduates with 127 enter­
ing college; Canyon High School 
had 41 graduates with 28 enter­
ing college; Lubbock High School 
had 245 graduates with 138 enter­
ing college; West Texas State 
Teachers College training school 
had 30 with 23 entering college. 
There is a college in the town 
where each of these high schools 
is located.

Schools of the association not 
located in college towns had the 
following number of graduate's in 
3934 with the number listed who 
entered college. Hereford had 57 
graduate's with 15 entering col­
lege; Borger, 70 graduates with 
11 entering college; Claude, 31 
graduates with 11 entering col­
lege; Dalhart, 57 graduates with 
14 entering college; Farwell, 11 
graduates with 7 entering col­
lege; LeFors, 9 graduates with 
3 entering college; McLean, 42 
graduates with 23 entering col­
lege; Mobeetie, 30 graduates with 
7 entering college; Miami, 17 
graduates with 3 entering college; 
Pampa, 110 graduates with 25 
entering college; Panhandle, 40 
graduates with 9 entering college; 
Perryton, 59 graduates with 10 
entering college; Quanah, 68 
graduates with 16 entering col­
lege ; Shamrock, 46 graduates 
■with 9 entering college; Taholca, 
29 graduates w ith 19 entering

H wilt W  .sated from the above
statistics that Clarendon has a 
higher percentage entering col­
lege than any other high school 
located in a college town and a 
very  much larger ner cent than 
towns where no college is located. 
I f  you will study these figures 
carefully, you will be convinced 
that Clarendon Junior College is 
worth many times as much as 
it costs.

Incidentally, the cost to the tax 
payers o f junior college district 
(the district includes Clarendon 
independent district and eight sur­
rounding common school districts) 
is in round numbers about six 
thousand dollars. It costs on an 
average about $600 to send a 
pupil away to college for nine 
months; therefore the 41 students 
of the graduating class of last 
year would have spent away from 
home $24,000 this year. Then, if 
wo count the 95 pupils who are 
in Clarendon Junior College this 
year at $600 per pupil, it would 
cost 57,000 dollars. You may 
figure out for yourself what the 
college is saving the patrons each 
year. Is it worth tho price?

Supt. H. T. Burton received the 
following information in a letter 
of December 12 from Mr. J. W. 
O'Brien, director of supervision, 
state department of education and 
chairman of the Texas committee 
of the southern association of 
colleges and secondary schools;

“ I am very pleased to inform 
you that the southern association 
of colleges and secondary schools 
in its annual meeting at Louis­
ville, Kentucky, December 2-4, 
voted to retain your high school 
on the southern association list.”

Out of a total of more than 
1000 four-year high shcools in the 
state of Texas, only 215 were in­
cluded on the association’s list, 
so the patrons of the local school 
should be able to understand the 
importance of this news. The ad­
vantage o f holding membership 
in this association lies in the fact 
that the graduate of any high 
school thac meets its requirements 
is entitled to enter any college 
or university in the South without 
having to take an entrance ex­
amination. Since this association 
has an agreement with all of the 
other similar associations in the 
United States, the graduate of 
the local high school is actually 
able to enter any institution in 
the entire country without taking 
the entrance exams.
