For every one of the more than
a million and a half dollars their
farm husbands have repaid on
rehabilitation loans, Texas Re-
settlement wiver have stored in
their pantries, cellars, kitchens,
and bedrooms a full dollar’s worth
of food grown on these farms or
picked from wild plants.

James V. Allred said recently
that there would be no immediate
session of the legislature to raise
taxes to pay the old-age pensions
and that there was a possibility
that no such session would be

called. The governor added:
“I still am studying State
Auditor Orville S. Carpenter’s

report to see how much we will
have to start paying the pensions
after the many requirements of
the law have been satisfied. It
does not become effective until
February 14 and it will take

with its provisions.”

Replies to the governor’'s ques-
tionnaire disclosed that a ma-
jority of both branches of the
legislature favor a special ses-
sion to pay the pensions and
most of them preferred it now or
at any time before the primaries.
Of twenty senators the gov-
ernor said fourteen favored a
special session, three said it was
up to the governor, two were in-
definite and one said anything
Allred did would be acceptable,
Of these, eleven wanted it before
the primary elections, two after
all facts have been obtained and
six were indefinite.

Of 114 house members, 82
wanted the session, six were
against it, seven said it was up
to the governor and 19 were in-
definite. Of these, 74 wanted the
session called immediately or be-
fore the primaries, four in the
fall, six after the facts have been
compiled and 17 were indefinite.

There are 31 senators and 150
representatives, and a majority of
each house favors a special ses-
sion at once. Generally they ex-
pressed the opinion that it would
accomplish the desired end—to
raise the pension—though many
were indefinite, the governor said.

Unusual conditions of the past
five years have had a marked
effect on the investment port-
folios of life insurance companies.
While few companies have in-
creased in size, measured by total
insurance in force, changes in the
character of assets of some
companies are apparent. A brief
analysis of the balance sheet of
Southwestern Life, the first of
the large Texas companies to
publish its annual statement, re-
veals a- high degree of liquidity.
The net liability to policyholders
is less than 27 millions. The
company owns securities valued
conservatively at 30 millions. Of
this amount 15 millions is rep-
resented by U. 8. Government
bonds, cash, and the highest grade
state, county, and municipal ob-
ligations, which could be sold on
today’s market for a million dol-
lars more than (he amount at
which they are carried in the
balance sheet. The remaining 15
millions is invested in first mort-
gage loans on Texas real estate.
In addition the company owns real
estate, including its home office
building, worth about 3 millions.

Five years ago Southwestern
Life had only about one-ninth as
much invested in bonds, but owned
one-third more real estate mort-
gages than it does today.

The gain in jnsurance in force
for 1935 is approximately the
same as for 1934, and the company
is now larger than at any pre-
vious time in its history, with a
total of 288 millions of insurance
on the lives of approximately 140,-
000 Texas citizens.

Miss Gaines says the primary
purpose of this program is to
make these families independent
and self-reliant through educa-
tional as well as financial back-
ing. As soon as the preliminary
farm and home plans are com-
pleted the home supervisor’s
function is that of guide and
teacher who demonstrates better
methods of living in order that
the home may use more effective-
ly the products of the farm. This
includes gardening, poultry rais-
ing, dairy work, hand-made ar-
ticles, comforts in the home, and
sanitation,

The making of nearly a thous-
and mattresses out of their own
eotton, renoviating, and remodel-
ing the thousand dollars worth
of clothing, and the neighborly
exchange of more than 64,000
pieces of literature gives some
idea of the tremendous impor-
tance of work other than that
of home budgets and canning.
