FIRST DEMOCRATIC PRIMARY DRAWS HEAVY DALLOT OVER STATE
GOVERNOR ALLRED i~ IN RUN-OFF FOR DISTRICT JUDGE

OBTAINS MAJORITY 
OVER OPPONENTS
THOMPSON AND MORRIS IN 

RUN-OFF; LOCKHART AND 
SHEPPARD NOMINATED.

C. C. SMALL W INS
FIRPS AND MOSS IN DIS­

TRICT RUN-OFF; WORLEY
COASTS TO VICTORY.

James V. Allred, youthful gov­
ernor of Texas, received a major­
ity over his four opponents in 
the governor’s race in Saturday's 
primary, and will not be forced 
into a run-off, according to lat­
est returns from the state elec­
tion bureau. These returns, in­
cluding 263 of 264 counties with 
188 complete, gave a total of 
983,408 votes cast. At least 20,- 
000 are believed to be outstand­
ing.

Governor Allred pushed his 
majority to 39,374. The tabula­
tion showed Allred, 611,391; 
Hunter, 226,423; Fischer, 136,483; 
Sanderford, 77,673; Brooks, 31,- 
438.

In Donley County Allred car­
ried a majority, as he did over 
the state. The unofficial tabula­
tion gave Allred a total of 1,198, 
while his opponents’ combined 
total was only 1,017.

Ernest O. Thompson will go 
into the run-off with Frank Mor­
ris, in the race for railroad com­
missioner. Morris polled a total 
o f 153,057 to run second to 
Thompson, whose total of 407,952 
lacked a majority vote.

Morris Sheppa.-d, incumbent, 
held a majority in the United 
States senator’s race, as did Lock­
hart and George H. Sheppard, in 
the treasurer and state comp­
troller races, respectively. George 
B. Terrell and J. C. McDonald 
will be in the run-off for agri­
cultural commissioner.

William McDonald triumphed 
over John W. Hawkins for land 
commissioner, and L. A. Woods 
was returned to his post as state 
superintendent by defeating A. 
A. (Pat) Bullock.

In the hottest political battle 
ever to be staged in the Pan­
handle, State Senator Clint C. 
Small defeated Curtis Douglass 
by the very slim margin o f ap­
proximately 1,900 votes.

Eugene Worley o f Shamrock 
state representative, coasted to 
an easy victory over his oppon­
ent, E. C. Puryear o f Wellington. 
Practically complete returns from 
over the district gave Worley a 
total of 8,563 to Puryear’s 2,784.

District Judge A. J. Fires of 
Childress will go into the run-off 
with A. S. Moss o f Memphis in 
the hotly contested district judge’s
