“Hard Hearted” Reading, en- 
dered a verdict of “Guilty—in the 
nth degree,” and the defendant 
was assessed a stagger:ng sum 
as a fine, 25 cents, to be paid into 
Jedge “Tail Twister” Reading’s 
bank.

And thus ended one of the 
saddest court trials ever to be 
held in this county seat city.

“The Liquor Control Law as 
it applies to Donley County will 
be strictly enforced,” stated 
Sheriff Guy Pierce, in speaking 
of the provision of the new law 
relative to Donley County being 
a ’dry county’.

The law in substance as ex­
plained by Pierce is as follows:

“A person of Donley County 
is allowed by law to possess one 
quart of state and federal tax- 
paid liquor, which must have been 
purchased in ‘wet territory’, the 
purchase having been made per­
sonally by the person possessing 
same. Transportation by a second 
party does not come within the 
scope of the new law. Possession 
of over one quart, or sale in dry 
territory of tax-paid liquor, or 
any amount of bootleg liquor, or 
liquor manufactured in a dry ter­
ritory is a violation of the law 
and becomes a misdemeanor, to 
be tried in county court for which 
a penalty of from $?100 to $1,000 
and one day to one year in jail 
may be assessed.”

According to Pierce there are 
no wot counties in this part of 
West Texas at this time although 
several counties are preparing for 
elections under the local option 
law.

One of the most inspirational 
messages brought before the Clar­
endon Lions Club this year was 
delivered by Dr. George Manford 
Gutzke, of the Westminster Pros- 
byterian Church of Dallas, guest 
of the club, at the regular Tues­
day luncheon at the Antro Hotel.

“It is a physical 
impossible to handle this great 
mass of mail matter efficiently 
and promptly within a few days. 
Therefore, to assure delivery of 
their Christmas presents, cards 
and letters by Christmas Day the 
public should shop and mail early. 
Do your Christmas shopping so 
that you can mail your gifts, 
greetings and letters to relatives, 
friends and loved ones at least 
a week or 10 days before Christ­
mas, according to the distance.

“This will not only make it 
certain that they are received be­
fore Christmas Day, but will be a 
great aid to your postal service 
and to postal employees and en­
able them to spend the Christmas 
holidays with their families,” 
Bugbee said.

A pageant depicting the history 
of Texas, ending with a tribute 
to secular and religious education, 
was presented in front of the 
Alamo Thanksgiving evening by 
a company of several hundred 
people under the direction of Mrs. 
Ester Perez Carvajal. Thousands 
of spectators were given a pan- 
organic view of 20 years of ac- 
ticity in the Southwest. Prior 
to presentation of the pageant, 
Walter Woodul, lieutenant Gover­
nor of Texas in a brief address 
stressed “the renaissance in the 
historical appreciation of Texas.” 

Assurance was given to the 
teachers of Texas in the fourth 
general session of the 57th an­
imal Texas State Teacher’s As­
sociation by Governor James V. 
Allred, that funds would never 
be diverted from the education 
program of the state to make 
up the deficit in the general state 
fund. The governor also lauded 
the work of the rural schools and 
the teachers of both larger com­
munities and the country schools 
by declaring his belief that the 
influence of the teacher was 
greater in most instances than 
the parents or the child.

Ramon Beteta, director general 
of the statistical bureau of na­
tional economy in Mexico, spoke 
on the subject, “Mexico’s Pro­
gram of Public Education.”

Dr. Vierling Kersey, state sup­
erintendent of public instruction 
of California, speaking before the 
county superintendents said, “It 
is your privilege and duty to keep 
a progressive educational program 
before your people." He said, "It 
was through education of the 
public in California that a per 
capita of sixty dollars for ele­
mentary pupils and ninety dollars 
for high school pupils was voted 
by the tax payers in California.
