$3,000.00; you see our expenses 
were light; Not a member of 
the City Council received a cent 
fog hia services except the secre­
tary, and his pay was fifty  cents 
a month to pay for stationery. 
The Mayor (A . M. Beville) gave 
his time free. A bit o f aadnese 
comes to me when I meditate over 
the long ago, and know that not 
a member o f that Council is liv­
ing today, except myself. They 
were, as I remember: D. C.

NOBODY’S

Austin.—This is the political 
crossroads of Texas, where those 
who have been watching Texas 
elections for many years—and 
who claim to be experts at fore­
casting the results— are encoun­
tered. They include politicians, 
lobbyists, public officials, cam­
paign managers, field scouts, pol­
itical writers, and just plain 
“ guessers.”  Naturally, there is 
wide variance in their guesses, 
and naturally many of them are 
wrong, because the voters have 
an annoying habit o f upsetting 
the applecart at times.

Here is a last minute consensus 
o f their opinions. It is not in­
tended to influence the vote of 
anybody, nor is it offered as this 
correspondent’s guess, but simply 
as the preponderance o f this so- 
called “expert”  opinion, foir what­
ever it may be worth:

AM.RED FAR AHEAD

That Gov. Allred will be high 
man in the first primary is un­
disputed by these observers, but 
there is a close division of opin­
ion as to how the other candi­
dates will finish. The governor 
has closed his drive with a vig­
orous and eloquent appeal for a 
majority vote that will make a 
run-off unnecessary and some of 
the experts think he will receive 
it. But the larger number fore­
cast a runoff, with Judge F. W. 
Fischer as his opponent, and 
Hunter and Sanderford fighting 
it out for thisd place.

Sen. Morris Sheppard is gen­
erally conceded a victory over his 
five opponents, with Congressman 
Joe Eagle offering the serious 
opposition. Not many o f  (the 
guessers are willing to concede 
Eagle a chance to go into a run­
off.

RAIL COMMISSION SPLIT
The unprecedented spectacle o f 

a member o f  the railroad com­
mission using an official hearing 
o f  that body to make a political 
attack upon two colleagues, and 
characterizing the oonservation 
policy o f  the railroad commission 
—-which is In truth the policy 
prescribed by the legislature—as 
a “ monstrous farce” , livened the 
Austin political scene. Commis­
sioner Lon A. Smith, sitting with 
Commissioner C. V. Terrell and 
Chairman Ernest Thompson, told

a roomful o f oil operators that 
“before you leave your homes to 
attend a hearing, the monthly al­
lowables for the various oil pools 
have already been scheduled." 
Then Smith offered a motion to 
set the East Texas allowable at 
8 per cent o f an hour’s poten­
tial. On the basis o f a 2.32 per 
cent factor the allowable is now 
432,000 barrels per day.

When asked by an operator 
from the floor if he knew how 
much oil the 3 per cent factor 
would produce, Smith replied: "I 
don’t know,”  amid the loud 
laughter o f the operators present. 
Actually it would increase East 
Texas’ allowable about 108,000 
barrels daily— more than four 
times the largest allowable in­
crease ever requested by East 
Texas operators.

Smith found the independent 
operators strongly unapprecia­
tive of his efforts, however, as 
Sen. Frank Rawlings, Fort 
Worth; Ed Landreth, Fort Worth; 
Hounton Bolin, Wichita Falls; 
Pat Swearingen, and other inde­
pendents took the floor to reply 
to Smith’s charges and express 
their confidence in Thompson and 
Terrell. Then the entire audi­
ence, on motion of Swearingen,

stood as a rising vote o f confi­
dence in the commission and its 
policies.

Smith has been fighting Thomp­
son for re-election, and ' Judge 
Terrell continued his speaking 
campaign in behalf o f Thomp­
son’s re-election, paying tribute 
to their chairman’s ability and 
integrity at several Thompson 
rallies in the state.

Thompson is conceded high 
place in the first primary, 
against four opponents, and most 
observers here think there will 
be no runoff in this race, either.

OTHER STATE OFFICES
Comptroller George Sheppard 

is given the advantage o f the 
“ in,”  with two opponents, Sam 
Houston Tea-rail, former holder of 
the place, and Walter W. Cov­
ington o f Austin, and many see­
ing the possibility o f a runoff in 
this race. Maj. John W. Hawkins 
of Lavaca-oo, veteran chief clerk 
in the land office, is regarded as 
a probable winner over Bill Mc­
Donald o f Eastland. Charley Lock- ' 
hart, state treasurer, is the favor- !

land Adair, former newspaper. 
publisher, and Harry Hopkins of 
Fort Worth as his opponents, ,

while a runoff in the race for 
commissioner of agriculture is ex­
pected by most observers here,

B. Terrell o f Alto, and Kal Se- 
grist, ex-Texas League baseball 
player.

The race between L. A. Woods, 
state school superintendent, and 
Pat Bullock o f San Antonio, has 
waxed warm, and neutral guess­
ers think it may be close.

■everyday sights ami sounds and 
habits and tasks by which our 
thinking rnd feeling are natur­
ally tethered to a little worn 
round.”

Two biographies of Noah Web­
ster are to appear this year. One 
was written by Ervin C. Shoe­

maker and will be published by 
Columbia University Press. The 
other by Harry R. Warfel is be­
ing brought out by MacMillan.

Russia still absorbs our atten­
tion and interest as we watch 
her solution of her many prob­
lems and wonder what the end 
is to be. Books are constantly 
coming o ff the press dealing with 
every angle of the situation. One 
which sounds interesting—and 
informative — is ‘ ‘This Soviet 
Wlorld,”  by Anna Louise Strong 
who has lived for fifteen years 
in the U. S. S. R. in close 
touch with its officialdom and its 
people, The general reader who 
wants a quick, authentic view 
of Soviet Communism and how it 
works, whether it now represents 
the belief o f the majority of the 
people, governed by it, what the 
rights of the individual under it 
are and how they are protected 
these and many other questions 
are answered by Miss Strong.

Another book on Russia which 
has lately been published is Ed­
mund Wilson’s “ Travels in Two 
Democracies” —a collection of pie 
tures o f life in the United States 
and in the Soviet Union contrast­
ing and comparing.

large oil companies, and scored 
his supporters for the “ false 
propaganda that has been cir­
culated about me.”
