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GASOLINE TAX REFUND

It is as plain as the nose on your face that any law 
by which the Panhandle profits a half million dollars every 
12 months should not be repealed. For this reason it is im­
portant that this district stand unified in behalf o f the 
Texas statute which returns the four-cent gasoline tax paid 
by farmers on fuel used for agricultural purposes.

Nothing would please East Texas politicians better than 
to make still another raid on West Texas. The plains re­
gion is the chief beneficiary o f the law inasmuch as it is 
the biggest consumer o f fuel used for farm purposes. East 
Texas readily sees that a half million would be added to 
the state’s available (funds if that sum were not refunded 
to the 26 Panhande counties.

The amount was $562,793.22 for the year ending June 
31, 1936. Sections where tractors and trucks are used ex­
tensively received the greatest portion o f the rebate but 
every county shared in the "g ift”  with the amounts rang, 
ing from $9,097.85 in Wheeler County to $64,488.80 in 
Swisher County. Oohiltree received a rebate o f $18,953.15. 
Carson, another motorized county, profited $61,004.84 by 
the law.

A fight to retain the law has been made annually by 
Senator Clint C. Small, its author. Small has called atten­
tion to candidates for state office, whose campaign speeches 
have proposed to reduce the gasoline tax which is divided 
between schools, highways and county road bond debts.

It is safe to predict that if the gasoline tax was re­
duced, a clamor would1 immediately begin downstate to col­
lect from farmers the two or three cent tax remaining on 
gasoline. Such a reduction, also, would reduce the funds 
available for schools, much-needed highways in the Pan­
handle and would possibly result in thousands of dollars 
in county road bond indebtedness being turned back to in­
dividual taxpayers.— Ochiltree County Herald.

Austin. —  Coming down the 
home stretch toward July 26 
election day, candidates this week 
were turning loose their “big 
guns”  in a final drive for votes 
and jobs.

The governor's race, occupying 
top position in public interest, 
was to be decided largely on the 
issue o f taxes and old age pen­
sions. Gov. Allred, asserting he 
is the first candidate who raised 
his voice for old age pensions in 
Texas, by urging adoption of the 
constitutional amendment, point­
ed to the payment o f pension 
checks to nearly 60,000 aged July 
1, and praised the Texas law as 
one o f the most liberal in the 
nation, meeting requirements of 
the federal social security act. 
He said few, if any new taxes 
are needed, and said he had re­
duced state levies on property.

His opponents continued to at­
tack his pension program. Fischer 
hammered away at his 16-cent 
oil tax and $15 a month for all 
over 66; Sanderford asserted a 
3-cent sales tax is the only way 
to pay pensions, and ridiculed 
Fischer as “ an Oklahoma Repub­
lican who knows his oil tax plan 
would never pass the legislature.” 
He rapped Allred as an opponent 
o f the Centennial and a “ ribbon- 
cutter.”

Pierce Brooks, the Dallas real 
estate man, continued to ridicule 
Allred and urge free automobile 
licenses and abolition o f the poll 
tax.

• • *

PRORATION BIG ISSUE
Whether the existing system of 

prorating the production o f oil to 
conserve a natural resource, aa 
advocated by Ernest O. Thomp­
son, rail commission chairman, 
shall be replaced by a “ wide- 
open”  policy o f turning wells 
loose, as urged by- his opposition, 
was the main issue upon which 
the voters must elect a railroad 
commissioner. In this race, public 
school and university funds, which 
benefit from oil taxes and from 
lease and royalty payments on 
school lands, have become an 
important point o f discussion. 
Thompson claims the commis­
sion’s conservation policy, made 
effective by the vote o f  the chair­
man and Commissioner C. V. Ter­
rell, constituting a majority, has 
doubled t ^ ,  income o* U»e »obool 
funds, by maintaining a fair 
price for oil and stopping “ hot” 
oil which pays no taxes. His 
opponents advocate throwing open 
production and reopening the 
“ hot oil" refineries, which have 
been shut down by injunctions 
obtained by the attorney general 
for continued and flagrant de­
fiance o f the conservation laws. 
This policy, Thompson asserts, 
is not only forbidden by the atate 
laws, but would immediately

break the price o f oil, and return 
to the chaotic days o f JO-ceret 
oil which marked the birth of 
the East Texas field, costing 
schools and state treasury mil­
lions o f dollars.

LAND COMMISSIONER 

Campaigning vigorously as the 
windup neared, also was J. W. 
Hawkins, chief clerk and legal 
adviser to the commissioner o f the 
general land office, who seeks 
to succeed hia chief, Commissioner 
Walker, who is retiring. Hawkins, 
with 33 years experience in the 
department, hopes to carry on 
the tradition o f promotion in an 
office where experience and fam­
iliarity with land records are re­
garded as valuable assets. His 
opponent, “ Bill”  McDonald, for­
mer clerk o f Eastland-co, urges 
his youth and vigor as qualifica­
tions.

amused at the antics o f the pol­
iticians and those who manage 
their campaigns. One candidate 
for state office strolled into hiB 
headquarters this week, wearing a 
white linen suit with a black 
shirt and brignt yellow necktie— 
a fashion foible affected recently 
by night club habitues ai.d col­
lege students.

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ALLRED’S RECORD 
BASIS OF REQUEST 
FOR RE-ELECTION
i s HOLDING CAMPAIGN TO 

“ ISSUES RATHER THAN 
PERSONALITIES.”

Austin, July 16— Consistently 
holding his campaign on the 
plane o f “ issues rather than per­
sonalities,”  where he set it in 
his opening speech, Governor 
James V. Allred continued his 
campaign for a second term in 
office through West and Central 
Texas this week.

His record as governor is the 
basis of his request for re-elec­
tion, Allred has told audiences 
already in North, East and West 
Texas. That same record will be 
cited by him to Central Texas 
audiences during the remainder 
o f  this week.

“The Allred record”  includes: 
Inauguration of the first com­
prehensive social security pro­
gram in the history of Texas, 
including o f course, old age assis­
tance payments which began 
July 1 to more than 40,000 of the 
state’ s aged needy; an actual ad 
valorem tax reduction o f 15 
cents on the $100 valuation that 
cut 94,787,400 from the tax bill 
o f Texas taxpayers during 1935; 
advocacy o f a natural resources

tax increase, but limited so as 
not to handicap Texas products 
in the world market; establish­
ment of a “ clemeney-by-merit- 
only”  policy and of the voluntary 
parole board system as forward 
steps in convict rehabilitation 
work; highest appropriations for 
schools and rural aid in the his­
tory of the state.

In addition to citing the record 
o f his past performances, Gov­
ernor Allred also has pledged 
in speeches delivered during the 
last 10 days that the social se­
curity program will be broadened 
to include unemployment insur­
ance and other phases of social 
welfare as well as old age assis­
tance.

In his speech at Atlanta he 
assured Texas farmers na: they 
will get their share of Federal 
agricultural benefit funds through 
a coordination o f this state's ag­
ricultural program with that laid 
out in the Federal Soil Conser­
vation and Domestic Allotment 
Act.

Although a rising tide of "on- 
viction that Governor Ailred will 
be renominated in the firvt pri­
mary apparently is sweeping the 
state, that question o f course 
will not be definitely answereo 
before July 25.

Considered as significant, how­
ever, by Allred leaders is the 
rallying to his banner of many 
political powers who In the past 
have opposed Allred, and the ap­
pearance of large crowds and 
general enthusiasm that attended 
his progress through Northeast
