PENSION FACTS
j Posturing office-seekers, who 
glibly promise “ $1100 a month pen­
sions for all of the old folks" 
and carp at the restrictions aet 
up under the state law which re­
quire applications to show need 
for a pension, might well ex­
amine the constitutional amend­
ment, the state law itself, and the 
regulations of the federal social 
security board, which puts up 
half of the pension money. Under 
the terms of the federal social 
security aet, states qualifying for 
the federal constitution must meet 
the regulations of the board, 
which limits its aid to “aged, 
needy individuals.” Any blanket 
pensioning of all persons over 65 
by Texas or any other state would 
immediately deprive the pension­
ers of $15 per month each, the 
federal contribution. Investigaiton 
of applicants, required by Texas 
law, is also a requirement of the 
social security board. The exist­
ing setup for pension adminis­
tration in Texas was submitted 
by Director Orville Carpenter to 
the hoard in Washington, and its 
approval obtained, before it was 
organized, fulfilling another re­
quirement for federal funds. Total 
applications for pensions have 
reached 145,000. Federal census 
figures indicate far fewer per­
sons in Texas over 65, indicating 
that many of those who have ap­
plied for pensions will found in­
eligible.

GAS RATE CASE
A sweeping victory for the Tex­

as railroad commission and the 
gas consumers of Wichita Falls 
marked the decision of Judge W. 
Yarborough o f G.'lrd district court 
here in the celebrated Wichita 
Falls gas rate case, but prolon­
gation of the litigation was in­
dicated it will appeal.

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SEEK TO EQUALIZE 
PROPERTY TAXES 
1HR0UGH SURVEY
WEST TEXAS IS EXPECTED 

TO BENEFIT FROM STATE­
WIDE WORK.

State Tax Commissioner R. B. 
Anderson recently made the state­
ment that the state-wide tax 
survey on which an enthusiastic 
group is working here in Donley 
County, will add over the entire 
state assessed valuations to the 
state and county rolls $120,000,- 
000. On this basis the tax sur­
vey will pay for itself 100 times 
over and will, when completed, 
increase the tax revenue about 
$900,000 a year to the state, and 
about $750,000 to the counties. 
Ultimately this new revenue 
would wipe out the state’s present 
deficit of around $8,000,000, A. 
H. Baker, head of the work in 
Donley County, said.

■“There is almost 3-4 o f a 
billion dollars of unknown prop­
erty on the tax rolls of the state 
and there is a shortage of about 
15 million acres of land that are 
absolutely o ff the tax rolls. This 
tax survey is identifying this 
“ unknown” property and the 15 
million acres shortage is being 
accounted for, and if taxed on 
the average rendition that other 
acreage is now assessed and taxed 
we can reduce taxes 25 per cent 
and still collect as much as is 
now being collected.

"In  many counties o f the Pan­
handle the work on the state-wide 
tax survey has progressed to a 
point where the fact is definitely 
established that thousands of 
acres are escaping taxation every 
year and some that have never 
been on the tax rolls of the dif­
ferent counties. Especially is this 
true alonp the boundary lines of 
the counties where the lines have 
been shifted by recent resurveys. 
In a number o f these counties it 
is found that the total number of 
acres being taxed varies each 
year, as much in some cases as 
50,000 acres.

“ This proves the fact that no 
attempt is being made to ac­
count for all the land in those 
counties. After this survey is 
completed it will be possible to 
tax every acre o f land and all 
city property and equalize the 
taxable value of all the property 
and o f all the taxpayers.

GOLIAD M ARTYR

Colonel James Walker Fan­

How the new Agricultural 
Adjustment Administration soil 
conservation program may work 
out in Donley County is explain­
ed briefly by H. M. Breedlove, 
county agent.

“Take a typical farm of 70 
acres. Native pasture and the 
land around barn and house and 
lots cover a total of 13 acres, 
garden and orchard take up 2 
acres. The remainder is normally 
divided between 40 acres in cot­
ton, and 15 acres in feed, mostly 
grain sorghums and a little corn 
and cane.

“ The soil depleting base would 
be 55 acres in this case. The 
minimum required to qualify for 
a grant calls for at least 20 
per cent, or in this example 11 
acres devoted to soil conserving 
ir soil building crops or practices. 
This means that some cotton or 
feed land must be shifted to other 
uses. Since there is very little 
more feed than his stock needs, 
most of the shifting will have to 
be made from cotton acres.

"Suppose this farmer feels that 
he must have at least 30 acres 
of cotton to get along. That will 
give him 10 acres for soil im­
provement plantings, but he needs 
one more acre to qualify, so he 
takes out an acre of grain sor­
ghum to make up his 11 soil con­
serving acres. He may plant 
these to legumes or pasture 
grasses, or to small grains to be 
pastured or turned under. There 
are other possibilities, but these 
are the chief ones.

G. K. Reading, resident engi­
neer for the Texas State High­
way Department, presented The 
News with a copy of the new 
Centennial edition of the official 
map of the highway system of 
the state, recently issued by the 
state commission.

The map is said to be the most 
elaborate and complete ever to 
be issued by a highway body, 
and was prepared by State High­
way Engineer Gibb Gilchrist with 
the counsel of State Highway 
Commission; Chairman H a r r y  
Hines and members D. K. Martin 
and John Wood.

Unfolded it is twenty-eight 
inches deep by thirty-four wide. 
The map proper is in soft yel­
low on a white background. Unit­
ed States highways are in red, 
with numbers in a red shield. 
State highways are in black with 
numbers in a black oval.

Various kinds o f broken lines 
indicate all-weather gravel, im­
proved earth, earth only, and 
conditionally designated roads. The 
highway mileage is showr. be­
tween important points.

State parks are shown in green, 
lakes and bays in bhie.

In corners o f the square sheet, 
left by the peculiar shape of the 
state, are shown the State High­
way Building, typical bits of 
Texas highway construction, the 
state capitol, several historic 
buildings, and architects’ sketches | 
o f the buildings now being built 
in the Centennial Park at Dallas.

In the lower right-hand corner 
are the music and words to a 
song, “ Texas Over All,”  com­
posed by State Highway Engineer 
Gibb Gilchrist. Theme of the 
song is an invitation to visit the 
Lone Star State over which six

»gs
The back of the map, except 

for the title space and a brief 
history of the six famous flags, 
is entirely covered with pictures 
of modern Texas, so grouped as 
to give the effect of a great five- 
pointed star.

The pictures are printed from 
fine-screen copper halftone cuts 
with a dark green ink. By ac­
tual count there are 120 pictures 
used in the 28x34-inch space, each 
showing some bit of Texas in­
dustry, agriculture, history or 
beauty spot. Several unusual 
pictures of unusual scenes along 
the Pan-American highway in 
Northern Mexico are shown.

Among the views shown are 
Santa Anna Camp at the San Ja­
cinto Battlefield, Lake Waco, a 
municipal golf course at Austin, 
the LaBahia Mission at Goliad, 
the Concepcion Mission and the 
Alamo at San Antonio, shipload­
ing at Houston and Galveston, 
cotton fields, Frio Canyon, Ran­
dolph Field, oil fields, cattle 
ranches, the Fort Worth stock- 
yards, Wthite Rock Lake at Dal­
las, the Rio Grande, the Gulf and 
a Panhandle wheat field.

ENGINEER M AK ES  
REPORT ON FLOOD 
CONTROL PROJECT
W ILLIAM S SAYS RETARDING 

DAM SYSTEM W ILL PRE­
VENT FLOODS.

W. J. Williams o f Plainview, 
official consulting engineer for 
the City of Clarendon, was a visi­
tor here Monday. While here, 
Mr. Williams made tf survey of 
the work being done on the flood 
control project, and subm.tted the 
following report:

April 6, 1936.
“ Hon. City Commission, 
“ Clarendon, Texas.
“ Gentlemen:

“ 1 have made a complete in­
spection of the flood control 
project at Clarendon, this morn­
ing. All o f the work has been 
finished and the job seems per­
fect except some work that is 
being done on widening the ditch 
between the railroad and the 
lake, and some work at the ends 
of the dams, to make them look 
smoother. If this finishing work 
were not done, no real difference 
in the efficiency of the job would

be noticed.
"The dams and culverts are 

designed so that each one o f them 
would only feed into the main 
stream, its share of the drainage, 
that can be handled without over­
taxing the canal through town 
and the railroad bridge. These 
dams have been located at places 
where the storage capacity above 
them would be the greatest pos­
sible for the amount of work re-

Austin.— No “ pauper’s oath” is 
required to obtain assistance un­
der the new law, Orville S. Car­
penter, executive director of the j 
Texas Old Age Assistance Com­
mission, declared this weJf.

“ It is unfair to cousic.er n man 
or woman a pauper when he cr 
she has $5,000 or $7,500 worth of 
property and has $500 or $1,000 ! 
in the bank. These are the maxi- j 
mum amounts of propery and 
cash an applicant may have and 
still qualify for assistance. The ; 
larger amounts are for married | 
applicants,” he explained.

"Broader qualifications would 
keep us from receiving federal 
aid. I f  our law were changed to 
make everyone past the age of 
65 eligible, we could not obtain 
funds from Washington. Co-op­
eration of the federal government 
is iimited to only those states 
giving aid to the needy.

“ The National Social Security 
Act reads that it was passed for 
the purposj of giving financial 
assistance to states for helping 
aged needy individuals (Section 
1, line 3),” Mr. Carpenter stated.

“ Our old age assistance set-up 
for administering the new law 
was created only after I had con­
ferred with the Social Security 
board in Washington.

“ State legislators passed the 
Texas law in such form as to 
agree with the national ones. The 
Texas Old Age Assistance Com­
mission and our entire plan are 
based on the state law and upon 
rules and regulations made by the 
federal government,” he added.

“ We have formulated our plan 
in such a way to be acceptable by 
the Social Security Eoard, which 
must pass upon our laws and 
plans before matching our pay­
ments dollar for dollar," the exec­
utive director said.
