GET AAA CHECKS

CHECKS INCLUDE ADVANCE
PAYMENT OF 2¢ PER
POUND ON CERTIFICATES

As announced in The Claren-
don News recently, an advance
payment of 2¢ per pound has been
allowed by directors of the nat-
ional cotton certificate pool.
Payments of that amount reach-
ed Clarendon during the past
fow days when H. M. Breedlove,
county agent, announced the re-
ceipt of checks for $39,311.60.

Benefit accured to 683 farmers
in this payment which represent-
ed the sale of surplus certifi-
cates from last years crop.
Under the Bankhead plan each
grower was allowed a certain
number of tax-free pounds of
cotton in 1934. Due to the
drouth very few Donley county
farmers drew enough cotton to
equal their certificates, leaving
them with surplus certificates.

They were permitted and en-
couraged to pledge those certifi-
cates in the federal pool, the
government selling them for 4e¢
a pound to growers in localities
where production exceeded the
quota.

Also included in the allotment
of checks received were 40 for
a total of $1,805.35 representing
cotton parity payments, 57 checks
on second rental contracts for
$2,883.33 and 48 corn-hog checks
for $872.36, making a total of
828 checks received in a few days
time for a grand total of $44,-
872.64, which is being distribut-
ed to the Donley farmers.
