Slowly mounting figures from 
all parts of the state Wednesday 
indicated that only one o f the six 
constitutional Amendments before 
Texas voters was defeated.

Opponents o f the amendment 
to establish a state liquor monop­
oly piled up a substantial major­
ity.

The amendment to limit the 
per county representation in the 
lower house of the legislature, 
overcame an early slump and ap­
parently was wfhning.

Highest in the voters’ favor 
was the proposal to establish a 
pardon board to act on applica­
tions by state prisoners for clem­
ency, removing much o f the pow­
er from the hands of the gover­
nor.

President Franklin D. Roose­
velt had piled up about an 8 to 
1 lead over Gov. Alfred M. Lan­
don, keeping Texas well to the 
fore o f banner Democratic states.
