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TEXAS HAS HAD EIGHT CAPITOLS AND AUSTIN DEFENDED 
ITS RIGHT TO THE HONOR W M  CANNON IN “ BLOODLESS 

ARCHIVES W A R ”  DEFYING EVEN SAM HOUSTON HIMSELF
Present Buliding Shows Tex-J 

ans’ Desire for Magnifi­
cent Memorial to State’s 
Glorious History.

One may boaat that the cap- 
itol building o f Texas co.u 560,- 
000,000 or one may explain why 
it did. The average Texen d< es 
not bother to explain, however, he 
merely boasts; boasts of the cap­
itol just as he does of Texas re­
sources from reproducing the best 
circus fleas to the great output 
in cotton .and oil. AnJ the cap- 
itol at Austin is the largest state 
building in the world, no matter 
what the cost.

In imposing grandeur of na­
tive pink granite it covers three 
acres, and if one wishes to tig- 
are floor space in acres there arc 
eighteen, and to bring the granite 
♦„ the city required the laying of 
9o miles of railroad. For this 
great edifice Texas gave >,000,- 
OOO acres of land to a building 
syndicate. Texas land in 18S1 
was not particularly valuable, one 
dollar an acre was a good price, 
and the fact that the syndicate 
later sold the land for much 
more proves the statement o f the 
f60.000.000 capitol. In present 
dsy figures it is seemingly an 
extravagant expenditure, but at 
that time Texas congratulated 
herself on the deal.

Texas wanted a structure that 
would be magnificent, colossal, i  
display for pride. Her indepen­
dence and liberty had been so 
sacrificingly won that it de.icrved 
a glorious monument, and her fu­
ture might greatness undream- 
able— Texas would build a cap­
itol worthy of it all.

The stepping stones to this 
state house of millions were lit­
tle frame houses in rural com­
munities, legislative halls which 
were far from cities and rail­
roads, and the first potentates of 
the young nation could not even 
be sure o f a safe meeting place, 
they were likely to be routed by 
invading Mexicans or Comanches. 
They dragged the government

MAJESTIC CAPITOL OF TEXAS

Largest and finest of all State capitols is that of the State o f 
Texas in Austin. Constructed o f Texas granite, its dome reaching 
seven feet higher than the national capitol in Washington, the
Lone Star capitol is being visited daily by Centennial visitors
from all parts of the country.

The Texas State Capitol was completed in 1888 at a cost of 
3,000,000 acres of public domain which the State exchanged for 
its construction by authority of the Constitution o f 1876, which 
is the present Constitution.

The Engineering Division o f the Board of Control .reports that 
according to actual measurements, the length of the building, 
including porticos, but not including the steps, is 528 feet, and
its greatest width, including porticos but not including the steps
is 290 feet. The engineer states that the formerly reported height 
o f 311 feet from grade line to the top o f the statue on the dome 
is substantially correct, that it is not now possible to locate the
original construction grade line, but that by trigonometrical 
measurement it is 308 feet 4 inches from the basement floor to 1 gj,e built on a larger scale, with

Washington-on-the-Brazos was 
the capital o f the republic only 
10 days for it was in the path 
of the Mexican army, and the 
officials were forced to move to 
safety.

Harrisburg, Third Capital 
Harrisburg was in reality only 

the country estate o f John Rich­
ard Harris. He had been one of 
Austin’s first “ 300" colonists, a 
man of great ability and energy 
ard he had explored the Texas 
coast, found the head o f river 
navigation and there secured al­
most 5,000 acres. Buying schoon­
ers and sloops, building a store, 
he established a line of commerce 
between New Orleans and Texas. 
But this line of trade was just 
well opened when Harris fcon- 
trafted yellow fever in New Or­
leans and died.

Mrs. Harris-had not yet moved 
to Texas when she received the 
news o f her husband's death, yet 
she was undaunted by the cruel 
blow. She left at once for Texas 
with her two young sons and 
took up the work her husband 
had started. Accepting each new 
experience with a pioneer’s forti­
tude she was not discoacej-ted 
when the capital o f the Republic 
moved in on her. She established 
the newcomers in comfort.

The location o f the Harris heme 
was at the junction o f the Brazos 
and Buffalo and was a point of 
considerable vantage, so much so 
that it appealed to the entire 
staff and later President Burnett 
was insistently in favor o f mak­
ing it the permanent capital.

News of the continual advance 
o f the Mexicans prevented Har­
risburg from long being the seat 
of government, and the Harris 
family as well us the official one 
made a speedy departure.

One year later they met again 
In San Felipe and wrote in more 
emphatic terms their wishes for 
independence, and though Sam 
Houston was one o f the aggres­
sive, determined personalities, it 
was Austin with his unquench­
able fighting spirit who under­
took the perilous task o f pre- j 
senting their desire to the Mexi­
can government in Mexico City.
It cost Austin more than a year 
in a Mexican prison and great 
hardship but he returned to San 
Felipe to give directions in the 
growing revolution, and it was 
here he later wrote: “ War is 
declared. Public opinion hss pro­
claimed it with one voice. The 
campaign is opened."

Austin continued to send up- 
peals to the colonists and in San 
Felipe he was elected command- 
cr-in-chief of the army, and here, 
too, a provisional government was j 
created with Henry Smith as gov­
ernor, dictating the work that 
was carried on until the first 
congress was called to meet at 
Wlashington-on-the-Brazos.

Washington on the Brazos
The first constitutional congress 

met March 1, 1836, at Washing- 
ton-on-the-Brazos, and while the 
little town had a name of dis­
tinction it had little else. The 
municipal attractions consisted of 
some fifty  houses, with scarcely 
more than one hundred popula­
tion, and not one o f the building.)

By the time he was forty, he hud established a range 300 miles beyond the fron­
tier. A t forty-five his restless spirit dominated a cattle empire of twenty million acres, and 
he had earned Andy Adam’s terse comment, “ The beet cowman, the most practical Westerner, 
I have ever seen.”

He once said, “ If I were living in Hell, and Hell were attacked, I would defend it 
to the Vest, or I would get out.”  No wonder cattle rustlers, marauding Indians, and had men 
never lasted long on his ranges. He brought law and order to the plains as W)yatt Earp 
brought it to the frontier towns.

Beside him, through the desolate Valley o f the Pecos— graveyard o f cowmen’s hopes 
—over new trails and old, rode the great figures o f the pioneer days—-Kit Carson, Andy 
Adams, Charlie Siringo, and others.

As the roaring frontier days died, Goodnight pioneered In new fields. He was the 
first to sterilise cattle, an important discovery that he made quite by accident in 1867. He 
was the first to breed cattalos—a cross between a cow end a buffalo. He was known as 
the Burbank and philosopher o f the open range.

Then Houston—7th Capital
Upon official inspection and 

closer scrutiny Houston did not 
come up to the picture presented 
by its boosters. But the citizens 
were quick to make promises 
and started a capitol building at 
once. This large frame building 
became the Capitol Hotel a few 
years afterwards, and still later 
was replaced by a brick structure 
which carries the same name.

There was, however, always a 
dissatisfaction over the location. 
Some o f the officers complained 
o f  lack o f space, others o f the 
climate and objections were 
brought forth at every session.

Austin, 8th Capital, Finally

Chosen
Eventually, in October, 1837, 

Congress appointed a committee 
to find a better situation, and a 
month later another commtt’ee 
was named to personally inves­
tigate the selection made by the 
first commission. The little town 
o f Bastrop was recommended by 
both groups and they secured an 
option on a tract o f land. But 
this did not settle the question. 
Congress accepted the report ol 
the commission; President Hous­
ton vetoed it. And the capital was 
a question mark to the end of 
the republic’s days.

A  congressional proviso had 
been made that the capital should 
not be changed further until 1840, 
and President Houston held to 
that stating it with characteristic 
directness. Congress upheld the 
president’s veto but a bill was 
soon brought up in congress tor 
the change in 1840. This bill 
went so far as to select a name 
for the city and to state the 
number of leagues o f land to be 
incorporated.

The cap­
ital seemed at last able to be 
proclaimed. But it was not. It 
might have passed the great flood 
of protest but it had not entirely 
emerged. The new wooden capi­
tal, the growing town, the am­
bassadors from the United States, 
England and France might tell 
the world that it was a recog 
nized capital o f a republic and a 
nation, but it did not impress all 
o f Texas.
The “ Archives War” — Its Cause

General Houston had a second 
administration, and he had no 
more respect for the commission­
ers’ selection and the site of 
Austin than he had in his first 
term. He announced Austin was 
too far on the frontier; that 
the capital should be brought 
back to the interior and he strong­
ly intimated that it would be. 
The citizens of Austin were not 
so sure of that. They wished to 
live at the capital, and they had 
no particular fancy for follow­
ing tt around, or for giving up 
the prestige of the town.

In December, 1843, President 
Houston sent thirty-five state 
troopers to remove the records. 
They got so far as to place 
them in a wagon. Then the popu­
lation of Austin charged.

inaugural speech.
The old capitol building burned 

on November 9, 1881, and $500,- 
000 was immediately appropriated 
for a temporary structure. Then 
Texas turned to thoughts of a 
greater capitol, one worthy of 
the largest state in the Union.

The one feasible plan for se­
curing a costly building was set­
ting aside state land and offer­
ing it to a building concern. 
This was done; the land was ad­
vertised, and on January 1, 1882, 
bids were opened and the con­
tract finally let to the Farewell 
Syndicate. Land had a valuation 
of fifty  cents and a dollar an 
acre then, but the land was held 
by the company for years and it 
had a natural increase of great 
value, some of it bringing $60 
an acre.

Austin, the capital, is d if­
ferent from little Waterloo of 
“  ’39” . It is hard to believe that 
the broad, beautiful Congress Ave­
nue was once the bed o f a creek,

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Amusing Incident of ’86 Depicts 
Character of Early Settlers

Spring o f 1886 was a propit­

ious season in the old town of 
Clarendon. Grass that year was 
luxuriant and moisture was plen­
tiful while the pioneers of the 
creek village were enthusiastic 
over the opportunities on the 
frontier. The Denver Railroad was 
building this way and there was 
a direct stage connection with its 
terminal at Wichita Falls. There 
was a certain newness about the 
land, a kind o f freshness about 
its people, unpolluted with poli­
tics and unspoiled with selfish 
competition. There was, too, a 
prairie richness then unseared 
with drought, still free from dust 
o f the high plains. The serious 
struggle for sumival had not be­
gun and there was a neighborly.

It was a little band o f cowboys 
from Denton County going out to 
Lincoln, New Mexico, to work on 
a range which covered a quarter 
of the state.

With a little swagger of West­
ern bravado, one o f the riders 
who appeared the most listless 
drew a six gun from its holster 
and fired the piece above his 
head. Another, with effective 
bead, split a hiUlirail, and a 
third member o f the gang cut 
down a mor.ral bag tied to a pick­
et line. The wayfarers were 
neither destructive nor evil and 
intended no harm, but their wild 
play had violated the peace o f the 
little village and a dutiful sher­
iff and his deputy arrested the 
group, all o f whom pled guilty to 
disturbing the peace. Each was 
fined $12.50.

All were without funds, how­
ever, and by special arrangement 
with the officers the cowboy 
band promised to remit their 
fines from their first pay check 
on the New Mexico ranch, so the 
rough-riding itinerants were al­
lowed to continue their westward 
journey. After four or five 
months had elapsed, the sheriff o f 
Old Clarendon received a check 
from each cowboy, drawn on a 
Santa Rosa bank, in payment of 
their fines.

FOUNDING OF GREAT JA  RANCH OPENED PANHANDLE DEVELOPMENT
Half-Million Acre Cat 

tie Domain Now Op­
erated By Heirs of 
Adair Estate.

By FRED E. WORTHAM
Ranches—the old cattle ranches 

o f  the West—have for more than 
half a century held a romantic 
touch—something o f  a magic 
touch with excitement and thrills 
fo r  the reader, as well as the 
writer. Much glamour and glory 
has been added to the romantic 
atmosphere o f  the old Western 
cattle ranches, ae it has often 
been told in song and story, to­
gether with the motion picture 
version o f such ranch life. More 
often this romance o f the ranches 
has been over-played and over­
colored to the extent that it was 
far from the actual happenings 
and historical records.

Aside from all this, there is 
much true romance—something of 
a permanent nature connected 
with the history of the ranches 
established in the days o f  the 
early settlement o f the Panhan­
dle o f  Texas. These ranches were 
the forerunners o f the civilization 
we now enjoy in this great Plains 
country. Truly the history of 
these ranches is the history of 
the Panhandle!

With the excitement of sudden 
great riches and the boom o f 
prosperity, along with the rapid 
influx o f large numbers o f peo­
ple into this section o f the coun­
try during the past decade or 
so, many o f the traditions o f 
these old ranches, once held so 
dear to the hardy pioneers, who 
lived glorious lives in the early 
stages o f development o f the Pan­
handle, have been erased. With 
the oncoming hordes o f new cit­
izens demonstrated by the great 
oil, financial and wheat booms 
between 1920 and 1930, there are 
now thousands o f residents in 
the Panhandle who know little or 
nothing o f the history surround­
ing the establishment and build­
ing o f the basic indaetry for Ithe 
development o f this portion of 
Texas.

Not a great lot has been done 
toward ithe distribution o f the 
early ranch history o f  this sec­
tion. In the preparation of a 
brief history o f any one o f  the 
early ranches, the task resolves 
Heelf into the matter not o f 
finding the material for such a 
history, but rather one of select­
ing the fadla in such a manner 
that the record o f facts will be 
presented in less space than 
would ordinarily be required for 
the average book. In 1927 Dr. 
Harley True Burton o f Claren­
don wrote a book on the history 
o f the JA Ranch. About the 
same time J. Eveltts Haley wrote 
a history o f the XIT. Other than 
numerous short articles on the 
various phases o f  ranch life in 
the early days o f the Panhandle, 
one finds little in the way of 
records o f facts surrounding the 
early ranches.

An Outstanding Personality
Around the presentation o f  the 

historical facts and records in 
the development of every one 
o f  the early Panhandle cattle 
ranches, is to be found the spark­
ling personality o f one or more 
great men and women. They nev­
er knew how to accept defeat. 
They never met a reversal of 
their hopes and desires other than 
to fight back, more often turn­
ing it into somewhat o f a success 
for their undertaking. This was 
dearly demonstrated several years 
ago, when in the face o f the 
greatest financial crisis this na­
tion has known since the devel­
opment o f  this section, these pio­
neer men and women, banded to ­
gether in a small organization, 
went forth to seek and secure 
$26,000 in cash to be used in 
die construction o f  a museum in 
which would be permanently re­
corded the true history o f the 
Panhandle— the last great fron­
tier. To climax such undaunting 
courage and self-sacrifice, the 
ideal and dream o f these men 
and women who so carefully and 
wisely guided the early destiny 
o f  this country, that building. 
Pioneer Hall, the Panhandle- 
Plains Historical Society Museum, 
was opened with colorful dedi­
catory services in April 1933.

Those hardv men and women 
braved hardships and privations, 
trials and bitter disappointments, 
to carve in this rough and rugged 
frontier, a path to be followed

The first real measure o f a 
permanent civilisation and dev­
elopment in this Panhandle be­
gan with the establishment of 
the JA  Ranch, which had its 
beg inning in the late fall o f  1887 
when Col. Chaa Goodnight the 
"Farther o f the Panhandle” drove 
his first herd o f cattle into the 
Palo Duro canyon.

Backed by the financial re­
sources o f the Adairs, John G. 
and his wife, Cornelia, Col. Good­
night brought into existence the 
great JA ranch which at its 
height o f activity covered 1,335,- 
202 acres o f grazing land, own­
ed in part by the JA  properties, 
while Ithe rest o f it was under 
lease. Records o f  the old ranch 
indicate that 101,023 cattle roam­
ed these more than a million

Aside from being the first 
ranch permanently established in 
the Panhandle, the JA  is the 
only ranch to operate continuous­
ly to  this day, upon a large 
scale, with an unbroken history 
o f  ownership. It is also the larg­
est privately-owned ranch ever 
operated in the Panhandle.

In the late summer o f  1874 the 
Adairs left their estate near 
Fortarlington, Ireland, for a buf­
falo hunting trip into the west­
ern part o f  the United States. 
Leaving Ft. Sidney, west of 
Omaha under military escort, 
their hunt carried them through 
Indian camps into the then great 
buffalo hunting grounds up the 
Platte River to Beaver Creek.

Trained for State Service 
The ancestors o f John G. Adair 

were of Sootch-lrish descent and 
the Adaira had large holdings in 
Ireland. They weTe eligible to 
receive the tittle o f Lord, but for 
some unknown reason never re­
ceived it. Mr. Adair himself wag 
educated and trained for the Bri­
tish diplomatic service. As this 
did not appeal to him he never 
entered the service. When on a 
visit to America in 1866 he es­
tablished a brokerage office in 
New York. His manner o f doing 
business was to borrow large 
sums o f money in Ireland at 4 
per cen t  interest and through 
his New York agent lend this 
money in small sums at 10 per

After 
his men and cattle were prepared

: guide with him, Goodnight re- 
j turned to Colorado. His p.aus 
I were to bring Mrs. Goodnight 
and the rest o f  his belongings 
to the Panhandle the following 
spring.

It was while he was in Colo­
rado preparing to make his re­
turn to the Panhandle, that 
Goodnight was recommended to 
the Adairs as a reliable partner 
for their venture into the cattle 
business.

An agreement was reached and 
a contract entered into between 
Goodnight and the Adairs, with 
Goodnight as manager fo r  a 
period o f five years. At the end 
o f that time there was to be a 
settlemenlt with Goodnight taking 
a third o f  the cattle, and an 
equal amount of the land, after 
repaying the Adairs a third o f 
the money they had invested in 
the venture, together with in­
terest on this amount at the rate 
o f 10 per cent. Goodnight was 
to receive an annual salary o f 
$2,600 to be paid from the earn­
ings o f  the ranch.

After the contract had been 
signed, Goodnight, accompanied 
by Mrs. Goodnight, and both Mr. 
and Mrs. Adair, began a return 
trip to Texas in June 1877. Al­
though unknown to Col. Good­
night until after they had reach­
ed the camp he had established 
the previous fall, the party was 
followed by a military escort. It 
was said that Mr. and Mrs. Adair 
were always accompanied by a 
military escort each time they 
visited the ranch until after the 
railroads had been built into the 
Panhandle.

Kidnap Plot Formed
This was done in order to pre­

vent attacks from hostile In­
dians, as weH as bo prevent Mrs. 
Adair from being kidnaped by 
the outlaws and held for ran­
som! The story is told that such 
a plan for kidnaping her was 
laid out <at one time, with all ad­
vance preparations being made, 
even to the construction o f  a 
special dug-out, which was filled 

j with food and supplies for her 
convenience while held captive. 
However, when they appeared 
with the military guards, the out­
laws who had planned such a 
scheme lost their courage.

At the expiration o f the con­
tract between Adair and Good­
night, at the end o f the five 
years, a second contract, sim­
ilar to the first one was entered 
into for anon her five years. This 
time Goodnight was to receive, 
in addition to the division o f the 
cattle and land on the basis of 
one-third, a salary o f $7,500 per 
year.

Before the expiration o f  the 
second contract, Mr. Adair died 
in 1885, leaving ithe entire es­
tate in charge o f Mrs. Adair. Al­
though a new contract was made 
between Mrs. Adair and Col. 
Goodnight, it was the same as 
the second one entered into be­
tween he and Mr. Adair. At the 
expiration o f the contract in 
1887, the property was divided 
with Mrs. Adair taking two- 
thirds and Goodnight one-third 
o f  the property.

At the .time o f the division o f 
the property, the Adair and 
Goodnight holdings o f lands, own­
ed, under lease, and that grazed 
without lease covered more than 
a million acres in Floyd, Hall, 
Briscoe, Donley, Armstrong, Swi­
sher and Randall counties. Be­
sides the JA or home ranch, 
there were two other ranches, 
the Tule ranch which lay in 
parts o f  Swisher and Briscoe 
counties, along the Tule Canyon, 
and to the west o f the JA. Also 
the Quitaque or “ F”  ranch, lo­
cated to the south o f the main 
JA ranch in parts o f Briscoe, 
Hall and Floyd counties. The

In a newspaper found by Myr­
tle Simmons of Pampa recently,
was discovered a copy of an ex- _____  _________
temporaneous speech delivered to ber gently. What could be more
a Jury at Woodward in the fall 
og 1869 by Col. Temple Houston, 
whose father was Gen. Sam Hous­
ton, first president o f the repub­
lic o f Texas. Temple Houston’s 
widow is still living.

This speech has been described 
as swaying a jury and saving a 
soul, and has been quoted through­
out the world. Houston, who vol­
untarily acted as attorney and 
obtained acquittal of his client 
by this oration, despite the most 
direct evidence o f  guilt, was 
known during the 80’s and 90’s 
and until his death s b  the most 
eloquent jury pleader in the west 
and the following account of the 
trial and conclusion of Houston’s 
address to the jury, is taken 
from an old copy o f the Wood­
ward News, published immediate­
ly after the occurrence. It since 
has been translated into many 
languages.

“ Last Friday there was tried 
in the district court at this place 
before Judge Burford, one of the 
most remarkable cases in certain 
respects ever disposed o f in the 
territory. One o f the women o f 
the town (name deleted) was 
prosecuted for plying her voca­
tion and running a bawdy house. 
Something about the case arous­
ed the indignation of Temple 
Houston, who instantly and vol­
untarily undertook Jier case. Ex­
posure had impaired his voice,

of the ranch headquarters.

From the very beginning of 
the JA, toe breeding o f good cat­
tle was one o f the chief objects 
in the operation o f the ranch. 
Col. Goodnight at first attempted 
to build up a large herd o f good 
gmde Durham cattle. He brought 
from Colorado, 100 o f  the best 
Durham bulls that he was able
to obtain. At the beginning two 
herds were established on the 
ranch. The range cattle were 
branded JA and those of toe 
breeding herd were branded JJ.

When it was learned that the 
Durham cattle were not best
suited for the Plains, a change 
in the breed was math-. This
time they turned to Herefords. 
The Herefords were termed the 
American herd and the cattle 
with the JA brand called toe 
main herd. These two herds were 
kept separated. The American 
herd, or the JJ’s, supplied bulls 
for breeding the main herd. This 
practice is followed today, al­
though (the brand carried by the 
purebred cattle a siivrle 
rather than the JJ.

The foundation for the Here­
ford herd was purchased from 
Judge O. H. Nelson in 1882.

Mr. Hobart, a na­
tive of Vermont, came to Texas 
over 60 year* ago and became 
associated with toe New York 
and Texas Land Company. In 
1806 the company located Mr.
Hobairt to the Panhandle as their 
agent in charge o f  an office at 
Mobeetie where he remained un­
til in 1890 when he was moved 
to Clarendon and later to Mem- 
ihis. About 1898 he moved to 
it ranch on the Washita River 

in Hemphill County, maintaining 
an office at Canadian. After 
more than 20 years in the em­
ploy of the New York and Texas 
Land Company, Mr. Hobart left 
them in 1903 and took charge o f 
the White Deer land interests 
located at Pampa.

Until a short time before he 
became manager of the JA he 
had never met Mrs. Adair. At 
toe invitation o f Mrs. Adair, Mr. 
and Mts. Hobart were her guests 
at the ranch in 1914. Shortly af­
terward, Mr. Hobart received a 
letter from Senator Wkdsworth,
Mrs. Adair’s nephew, and then 
active manager of the ranch, 
stating that his election to the 
Senate from New York would 
cause him to give up the manage­
ment, and that R was Mrs.
Adair's wish, as well as his own, 
that Mr. Hobart succeed him.

As this was his first intima­
tion that his services were de­
sired in connection with man­
agement o f the ranch, Mr. Hobart 
was greatly surprised. However, 
after his appointment it was 
learned that Mrs. Adair had not 
only discussed the matter with 
Col. Goodnight, but also the late 
T. S. Bugbee and especially with 
W. H. Patrick o f Clarendon.

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TEXAS HAS BEEN RULED BY GOVERNORS 
DURING THE PAST 275 YEARS; STATE’S 
HISTORY OLDER THAN MANY COLONIES
First Governor W as Span­

iard, Domingo Teran, Who 
Ruled the State During 
the Year 1661.

The following “ tabulation” of 
the Governors of Texas was 
clipped from the Kerrville Times 
o f  June 2, 1932, together with 
the first paragraph of introduc­
tory commentn — excepting our 
■own addition to the gubernatorial 
Hat which bringa it down to date. 
W e do not agree with our con­
temporary in his recital that 
Texaa has been undir only five 
flaga; for LaSalle of the French 
came in 1685, as i .  well under­
stood by every student of TexaH 
history, and whi'e during his 
brief stay in Texas he left but 
little of the impress of the 
French upon what is now the 
area of our State, yet it la a 
fact that for a brief period the 
flag o f France was the symbol 
o f  governmental authority over 
a  large area of wnat is Texas 
today. So we admonish our read­
ers not to allow the commonly 
accepted teaching that ' Texas 
has been under six flags” to be 
overthrown by the statement of 
our contemporary (perhaps in­
advertently) to the contrary. The 
article follows:

Most Texans are well enough 
informed upon the history of j 
their state to know that five 
flags have flown over its imperial j 
domain since America was first 
discovered by Columbus. First. | 
was Spanish, then the Mexican, 
then the Lone Star Flag of the 
Texas republic, followed by the 
flag o f the United States of | 
America, which was replaced by | 
the flag o f the Confederacy when 
Texas seceded from the Union 
in 1861, and now again the Stars 
*nd Stripes of the United States 
o f  America. But comparatively 
few  know that Texas has been 
under some form of government 
for the past 270 years. The first 
governor of Texas was Domingo 
Teran, away back in the year 
1661. After holding office for 
only a few months, Teran gave it 
up, and for several years, Texas, 
then largely a wilderness, was 
without any form of government. 
In 1718, Don Martin dc Alerconne 
became governor, and since then 
someone has continuously been 
at the head o f Texas’ govern­

ment, either as a governor or as 
a president. The following list of 
governors and presidents, from 
1661 down to the present was 
secured from records on file in 
the State Capitol by I. J. Burns, 
State Representative for the 93rd 
District:
