48,000-WATT PLANT WILL GIVE
CLARENDON FIRST CLASS
LIGHTED FIELD.

All materials for the construec-
tion of the football lighting sys-
tem to be erected here arrived
this week, according to C. M.
Lowry, local manager of the West
Texas Utilities Company, and
work is being rushed on the proj-
ect.

All of the poles, reflectors,
wires, lamps, and other equip-
ment with the exception of two
transformers are here, Mr. Lowry
stated, and the transformers are
expected to arrive by the time
they are needed. The job is ex-
pected to be completed not later
than September 28.

Eight 60-foot poles will be used
in the project, four on each side
of the field. Each of the poles
will support four reflectors and
four 1500-watt lamps. This will
give a total of 32 reflectors and
48,000 watts, which, it is said,
fill provide an abundance of light
for the night games.

The first game to be played un-
der the lights is scheduled for
October 4, when the Bronchos
will meet the Groom High School
eleven.

LARGE TIDAL WAVE

The pul;lic generally regrets the heavy toll of life taken
on the Florida Keys by the recent hurricane. The death
(.»f several hundred war veterans, who had been concentrafed
In camps, ('ausq.l President Roosevelt to send two men to
make an investigation of circumstances and to ascertain if
anybody was responsible for the disaster,

These officials, auwwmey Williams, Assistant F.E.R.A.
Administrator, and Colonel George E. Ijams,
Veterans Administrator, visited Florida and conducted the
inquiry. Their conclusion is that the tragedy was “an act
of God” which was “beyond the power of man or instru-
ments at his disposal to forsee sufficiently far enough in
advance to permit the taking of adequate precautions.”

It was brought out in the investigation that the assis-
tant director of the camps on the Keys became alarmed a
day and a half before a rescue train was actually sent to
evacuate the veterans. This train while enroute to the
location of the camps was overturned and wrecked by a
huge tidal wave which accompanied the storm.

Of course, it is very easy to criticize after the event.
As was well said by Mr. Williams, “this is a case in which
the best wisdom is hind-wisdom. I would not have done
any different from those in charge at the time.” The in-
vestigators declared that “the loss of life and damage in
the hurricane was caused principally by the tidal wave,
which is reported to have reached the height of 18 feet.
Such tidal waves occur very rarely and one of this height
(};astnot been experienced within the memory of Key resi-
ents.”

STRONGER BANKS

Not the least of the encouraging signs of the times
is the sustained improvement in the banking situation. The
last federal reports covering the first six months of 1935
show only 14 failures, involving deposits of only $2,700,000.
This compares with 683 failures, involving total deposits
of $420,000,000, in the first six months of 1931, and 816
failures, involving deposits of $489,000,000, in the first half
of 1932. No comparable figures are available for 1933 and
1934, due to the general banking holiday in the former year
and the subsequent reopening only of the strongest. Even
during so prosperous a period as the first half of 1929,
there were 365 bank failures, with total deposits of $103,-

The League, however, is handicapped by the | 000,000

This remarkable reduction of failure figures demands
explanation outside the field of general business conditions.
Several factors contributed. One, of course, was the fact
that most of the weaker institutions had been eliminated
by the drastic shaking-out early in 1933. Success of the
Federal Deposit Insurance plan was another. More than
14,000 banks with aggregate deposits of nearly $40,000,000,-
000, with 98 per cent under insurance, are now members of
the FDIC. Meantime, the position of all banks has been
greatly strengthened by the marked recent improvement in
the value of their bonds, real estate and ()the{ assets,

This last factor has aided, also, in the further reorgani-
zation or liquidation of banks which were not permitted to
reopen after the 1933 holiday. When banks were reopened
in April of that year, the number held closed was 4,215,
and their deposits aggregated nearly $4,000,000,000. The
number still unlicensed is now only 68, and the amoun of
deposits still “frozen” is less than 1 per cent if the aggre-
gate deposits of the banking system as a whole. All the
other banks reopened, merged with stronger banks, or
placed in liquidation.—Fort Worth Star-Telegram,
