Austin, May 6.—Poultry and
egg shipments from Texas to in-
cerstate points during March in-
creased sharply over the corres- |
pondmg month last year, accord-
ing to the University of Texas
Bureau of Business Research.
Shipments totaled 187 ocars
against only 76 cars last year, an
increase of 160 per cent,

FUNDS AVAILABLE

MONEY MUST BE LOANED
BEFORE JULY 1 OR GO FOR
OTHER PURPOSES

R. C. Land cf Memphis, super-
visor for the Resettlement Ad-
ministration in Donley County,
has been informed by the re-
gional headguarters that almost
half a million dollars now avail-
able for co-operative loans in
Texas and Oklahoma will be di-
serted to other use unless it is
luzaned before the end of June.

This fund amounts to $312,000
in Texas and $143,000 in Okla-
homa, but only a few thousand
vcllars have been loaned to date.
Most of the loans so far have
een for pure-bred sires and farm
vachinery. The loan is usually
made to one man, and his neigh-
bhers sign an agreement to use
he animals or machinery at a
pecified price,

Many other types of co-opera-
tive enterprises may be financed
throngh such loans from the Re-

settlement  Administration, in-
cluding syrup mills, feed mills,
laundries, canning plants, meat
uring plants, threshing outfits,
ind facilities  for grading and
hipping farm products such as

vy. Loans may also be mad
or membership in existing co-
perative associations. In one
sunty a loan is now being con-
idered which would enable bor-
owers to become stockholders in
» co-operative hospital.
“l am sure that there are
any worthwhile enterprises that
hould be started co-operatively
in this county,” Land said. “And
hope that farmers who are in-
terested will call on me at &n
carly date in order that we may
make requests for loans before
the money is withdrawn.” He ex
vlained that a s=ound financial
plan must be worked out which
will assure repayment and that
the co-operative enterprise must
t duplicate any already in ex-
irtence in the community
Borrowers must either he farm-
who are already receiving aid
the Adminis-
tration, or unable to get the de
red financial assistance from
any ther publiec or private
gencv., The others who partici-
nate in the enterprise need not
be borrowers from Resettlement
provided they are in the low-in-
ne class who would otherwise
n>t be able to obtain the sort of
service provided,
