The actual needs, Redditt said, 
will be determined by the fate of 
the many tax remission bills. Gov. 
Allred has already plainly said he 
would not sign tax remission bills 
unless provision is made to re­
place the revenues thus diverted 
from the state. He -backed this 
up -with a veto of the Harris 
County flood control remission bill. 
If he continues this policy, and 
vetoes the other tax remissions, 
and the senate sticks to Redditt’a 
(policy, it is fairly obvious that 
Allred’s ambitious plan of raising 
$1.1,000,000 a year new revenue is
definitely dead.

Another Highway Fund Raid
The highway departmen*, oper­

ating on a cash basis and spend­
ing sizeable sums of money, is 
continually subjected to attempted 
raids on its funds. The newest at­
tack, chronicled in this column 
last week ,had to do with a prac­
tice of certain small counties of 
issuing script for purchase I This 
crip was then peddled aoout at a 

discount, in neighboring large 
counties, and used by buyers to 
pay for auto licenses at less than 
their neighbors have to pay. Un­
der the law, small counties with 
less than J'50,000 annual income 
from auto licenses, keep all this 
revenue, while sums over $50,001 
go, on a graduated scale, partly to 
the highway funds. Diversion of 
registration from large counties 
to small counties obviously cuts 
down the department's road build­
ing funds, which amounted las 
year to about $5,770,000 from this 
source. The highway department 
took steps to curb the registration 
of cars in counties other than 
those in which the owners actually 
lived.
