State honors the Tate Place
Former site of Old Settlers Reunion in sam e fam ily for 102 years

The Tate Place northeast o f 
Hedley was one o f 91 farms and 
ranches to be recognized by the state 
this summer for having been oper­
ated by the same family for more 
than 100 years.

Working the land has been a 
family tradition for generations o f 
Texans. To honor this longstanding 
Texas custom. Agriculture Commis­
sioner Todd Staples has recognized 
91 farms and ranches, spanning 66 
Texas counties, at the 35th Annual 
Family Land Heritage (FLH) cer­
emony.

The ceremony, which was held 
in the Senate Chamber at the Texas 
State Capitol, recognized fami­
lies who have kept their farms and 
ranches in continuous agricultural 
production for 100 years or more.

"The families we honor today 
continue their ancestors’ legacies o f 
nurturing and caring for the land,”  
Commissioner Staples said. "They 
truly represent the dreams o f the 
pioneers who entered the Texas fron­
tier and built the family farms and 
ranches that endure to this day. I con­
gratulate these families for making 
Texas a leader in agriculture.”

T.B. Tate, bom in North Caro­
lina, settled in central Texas, and 
then moved to Indian Territory in 
search o f a Chickasaw allotment. 
A fter learning there was no Indian 
land, he followed friends to Donley 
County and acquired the Tate Place 
in 1908. He and his wife, Mary 
Jane Gibson Tate, reared 12 ch il­
dren: W ill, Mary, Carlos, Margaret, 
Caroline, Estella, Martha, Agnes, 
Thomas, Zack, John. L ilia  and Ervin 
Thomas died in his home on the Tate 
Place in 1923 and is buried in Rowe 
Cemetery at Hedley along with his 
w ife and three o f his children.

Thomas Zack and his brother, 
John Morgan, acquired the Tate

Place after their father’s w ill was 
probated in 1925 and continued to 
raise cotton and grain. John rented 
another place which he eventu­
ally purchased and sold his portion 
o f the Tate Place to his brother, 
Thomas Zack in 1947. Tom and his 
w ife Myrtle reared their children 
on the home place: Orval Winfred, 
Tommy Dean and Juan Nell. Both 
sons served in World War II and died 
within nine months o f each other in 
1960 and 1961. They are buried at 
Rowe Cemetery in Hedley.

In 1968, Tom and Myrtle Tate 
sold the Tate Place to their only sur­
viving child, Juan Nell Tate Carson. 
Juan Nell and her husband, B illy  
Don Carson continue to raise cattle 
and grain. They have two children, 
Patricia Susan Carson Cosby and 
Thomas Clark Carson.

Tom Tate loved the good earth. 
He farmed his land, the land that 
belonged to his father, and tended 
his orchards and crops with the 
greatest care and energy. Very few 
weeds escaped the wrath o f his hoe, 
honed knife-blade thin through con­
stant use and sharpening. He plowed, 
pruned, weeded, transplanted hun­
dreds or tree spouts and watered 
them by carrying five gallon buckets 
o f water sometimes a quarter mile or 
further. He made the old home place 
veritable garden spot.

Tom Tate was laid to rest in 
the old Rowe Cemetery on Sunday, 
October 14, 1979. Ironically, his 
death and burial occurred on the very 
weekend o f Hedley’s Annual Cotton 
Festival, the event that merged with 
the Old Settler’s Reunion held orig i­
nally on the Tate Place.

To date, TDA has recognized 
more than 4,400 properties in 236 
counties across Texas. Since the 
FLH program was started. Fayette 
County has had 145 family opera­

tions recognized, the most out o f 
any county. This is the first year the 
FLH program recognized landown­
ers in Lamb County'.

news anchor, served as master o f 
ceremonies.

The City o f Hedley hired and 
lost a new city secretary in less than 
a week as officials there continue the 
search for Randy Shaw's successor.

The Board o f Aldermen met in 
a called session Tuesday, July 20, 
and hired B ill Farris to replace Shaw, 
who is leaving the city July 31 after 
19 years. Farris began work the next 
day, but C ity Hall reports that he quit 
two days later on Friday.

“ I guess it was more than he 
could handle or expected,”  Mayor 
Dusty Wilkinson told the Enterprise.

Hedley Aldermen are sched­
uled to meet this Thursday night, 
July 29, at 7 p.m. for the purpose of 
hiring someone. Wilkinson said it is 
very important a decision be made 
and that someone is hired who has a 
commercial driver’s license (CDL).

“ Randy’s last day is Friday," the 
mayor said. “ We have to have some­
one who can drive the trash truck on 
Monday.”

Wilkinson said i f  no one is 
hired this week, the city w ill make 
arrangements to make sure the trash 
is picked up.

Hedley does have two new 
employees this week. Holly McCles- 
key and Jason Conatser began work 
this week as the incoming city clerk 
and maintenance worker. They w ill 
replace Rhonda Shaw and Roger 
Hager, who are following Randy 
Shaw’s exit.

Local man 
dies after 
truck rolls

A single-vehicle accident in 
Collingsworth County claimed the 
life o f a local man Friday afternoon.

Sean P. Campbell, a 22-year-old 
ranch hand from Clarendon, died at 
the scene o f the accident, according 
Texas Department o f Public Safety 
Trooper Daniel Hawthorne.

Campbell was westbound on 
FM 1056 at 3:18 p.m. eight miles 
west o f Wellington approaching 
FM 1547 and was entering a curve 
in a 2000 Chevrolet pickup when 
he crossed the center line and left 
the roadway. The DPS said Camp­
bell overcorrected, which caused the 
pickup to roll, partially ejecting the 
driver. He was not wearing a seat- 
belt.

Collingsworth County Justice 
o f the Peace Jo Rita Henard pro­
nounced Campbell dead at 3:59.

Funeral sendees were held 
Tuesday at the Church o f the Naza- 
rene in Clarendon. Graveside ser­
vices were held at 2 p.m. Tuesday in 
Citizens Cemetery.

LaDonna Campbell o f Farmers

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History can tell 
the outcome of 
Obamanomics

The grand lesson o f the 20th century is that Big 
Government retards economic progress.

The evidence o f this lesson goes beyond the 
socialist countries and their dramatic economic fa il­
ures. Several decades ago, as a young economist, 1 
encountered repeated studies that showed a high cor­
relation between two macroeconomic phenomena: The 
larger the government’s share o f a country’s GDP. the 
slower the rate o f economic growth tended to be. Con­
versely, economic growth flourished where govern­
ment was relatively small.

Many Americans seemed, and still seem, imper­
vious to this lesson despite our own history. The same 
correlation was evident in the 1920s, when President 
Harding cut the size o f federal spending in half, lead­
ing to a decade o f prosperity, and in the 1930s, when 
the economy tanked under Presidents Hoover and 
Roosevelt and their huge expansions o f government.

Despite this clear historical evidence. President 
Obama is committed to growing government. He has 
increased federal spending to over 27 percent o f GDP. 
up from 20.5 percent when George W. Bush left office.

Obama indisputably favors the public sector over 
the private. When Michelle Obama gave her famous 
speech a couple o f years ago, urging young people to 
avoid working for profit-seeking (i.e., private) compa­
nies, she was doing more than simply expressing an 
opinion: She articulated her husband’s agenda.

It started on day one, when Obama staffed his 
cabinet and other top positions in his administration 
with a record-low percentage o f people w ith private- 
sector experience— fewer than 10 percent (the histori­
cal average is near 40 percent).

Since then, he has consistently worked to bring 
more and more people onto the government payroll.
He increased the number o f paid positions in Ameri- 
corps by 224 percent; Teach for America by 94 per­
cent; Peace Corps, 24 percent. The health-insurance 
b ill created dozens o f new agencies. The just-passed 
financial reform b ill creates a new bureaucracy with an 
initial budget o f nearly a b illion dollars per year.

One source recently reported that Team Obama is 
revoking contracts with private firms and transferring 
the work to government employees. The government 
even hires former employees o f the private contractors, 
giving them significant pay-and-benefit hikes. That 
may be good for them, but at a time o f record budget 
deficits, finding ways to increase the costs o f govern­
ment doesn’ t make economic sense.

In his compact 1944 classic. Bureaucracy, econo­
mist Ludwig von Mises explained why bureaucracies 
are inherently uneconomical. Whether under social­
ist or democratic governments, bureaucracies are not 
disciplined by the profit-loss calculus. Insulated from 
the competitive marketplace, they become bloated and 
inefficient.

When private businesses serve customers poorly, 
their revenues decline. I f  their losses are severe 
enough, they fold. Exactly the opposite happens with 
bureaucracies. I f  they fail to get the job done, Con­
gress typically appropriates more funds for them. We 
saw this with FEMA after Hurricane Katrina, and the 
same dynamic w ill play out with Obamacare, too, 
unless it is repealed. I t ’s the nature o f the beast.

No society can afford to bear the costs o f many 
bureaucracies. As much as Obama prefers government 
workers, most people need to be in the private sector 
generating the wealth that government appropriates for 
bureaucratic functions.

This implies that Obama has veered down a 
dead-end detour. He wants government agencies to 
be in charge o f this, that, and the other thing, but how 
can we pay for it all? A bureau-centric policy agenda 
inevitably impedes economic growth.

Obamanomics, in short, ignores two economic 
truths: Expanding government’s share o f GDP cripples 
economic growth. So does a proliferation o f new gov­
ernment bureaucracies. From this we may predict that 
Obama’s policies w ill saddle us with continuing eco­
nomic sluggishness.

Given that Americans tend to replace presidents 
when the economy is struggling, can we predict that 
Obama w ill be a one-term president? I don’ t think 
so. The presidential campaign o f 2012 could be a 
repeat o f 1936 (FDR’s first run for re-election). The 
historical record shows that many voters in 1936 were 
disappointed about the terrible shape o f the overall 
economy after four years o f New Deal programs.
Many who were unhappy about the economy voted for 
Roosevelt anyhow. Why? Because they were benefit­
ing personally from his massive spending programs.

Obama’s stimulus plan has been and w ill con­
tinue to be spent in ways that benefit targeted groups. 
His recent request for another $50 billion to give to 
teachers, firefighters, and police (traditionally, these 
have been locally funded public employees, and there­
fore independent o f Washington) is just one example 
o f Obama’s politically strategic spending.

Obama has ignored the economic lessons o f 
history, but he has taken to heart the political lesson 
o f FDR’s formula for electoral success. It would be 
prudent and timely for us citizens to grasp both the 
economic and political lessons o f our history.

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Safe ports key to national security

Often, homeland security is thought 
o f in terms o f protecting the physical 
borders that run between the United 
Slates and our neighbors. However, we 
must not overlook the critical importance 
o f maritime ports to our nation’s safety. 
Both because they serve as gateways into 
the United States and because they facil­
itate much of our nation’s international 
trade, American ports are potentially 
vulnerable spots that must be carefully 
guarded.

The U.S. maritime transportation 
system is a vital asset to our national 
economy, and it employs over 13 m il­
lion American workers. There are more 
than 300 ports dotted along the Atlantic, 
Pacific, and G u lf Coasts o f the United 
States. £ome 2 billion tons o f domestic, 
import and export cargo pass along their 
docks and through their waterways each 
year. This commercial activity contrib­
utes to $742 billion to the U.S. gross 
domestic product.

In Texas, there are 28 seaports 
from Houston and Galveston down to 
Brownsville, including three o f the busi­
est ports in the United States. Our state's 
economy depends on the viability o f this 
maritime transport system. Each year, 
over 500 m illion tons o f cargo move 
through Texas seaports. This flow of 
commerce keeps more than a m illion 
Texans employed and accounts for over 
$180 billion in revenue. The products o f 
Texas farms and ranches pass through 
these portals as they are shipped to 
marketplaces across the globe. Ports 
also facilitate the import and export o f 
many other products vital 
to Texas’ economy, includ­
ing petroleum and chemical 
supplies, electronics and 
machinery, dairy products, 
fertilizers, and more.

The Port o f Houston, 
a 25 mile complex com­
prised o f the Port Author­
ity o f Houston and more 
than 150 private industrial 
companies, ranks first in 
foreign waterborne tonnage 
and leads the nation in U.S. 
imports. It also houses one 
o f the world’s largest pet­
rochemical complexes as 
well as part o f the Strategic 
Petroleum Reserve. Houston 
shipping channel businesses 
account for almost 800,000 
jobs and have an economic 
impact o f nearly $120 bil-

lion.
Because 

these ports are 
so valuable, we 
must ensure 
their security.
One terrorist 
incident at a 
U.S. port could 
result in a sig­
nificant loss
o f American life, impact surrounding 
coastal communities, and catastrophi­
cally affect our nation’s economy. The 
Brookings Institution recently estimated 
that i f  terrorists detonated a weapon of 
mass destruction at an American port, 
besides the devastating loss o f life, it 
would cost the U.S. economy a crippling 
$1 trillion.

One important way we are working 
to keep seaports safe is through the Port 
Security Grant Program, which helps our 
nation’s ports assess security risks and 
make preparations for emergencies or 
attacks. Since 2002, Texas has received 
over $200 m illion in competitive Port 
Security Grants, primarily to secure pet­
rochemical facilities.

In 2006,1 cosponsored the SAFE 
Port Act, sweeping port security legisla­
tion that the fu ll Senate passed and was 
signed into law. The b ill authorized 
random inspection o f containers, estab­
lished minimum standards and proce­
dures for security containers in transit 
to the United States, and implemented 
an improved container targeting system.
I also added an amendment, which

became law, to add hundreds more Cus­
toms and Border Protection officers to 
inspect incoming shipments.

On September 30. 2010, many of 
the critical provisions that have helped 
American ports operate safely for the 
past four years w ill expire. As the senior 
Republican on the Senate Commerce 
Committee. I have begun work with my 
colleagues to reauthorize those expir­
ing provisions and explore new ways to 
bolster the security o f our nation’s sea­
ports. As we undertake this critical task,
I hope we can work cooperatively with 
the Department o f Homeland Security, 
including the Coast Guard and Customs 
and Border Protection, with state and 
local governments, and with key indus­
try stakeholders to put systems in place 
that w ill preserve ports’ security and 
viability.

Some argue that U.S. presence 
overseas provides assurance to our allies 
and deterrence to our adversaries. His­
tory has shown otherwise. Russia did 
not hesitate to conduct m ilitary opera­
tions against Georgia in 2008. Having 
troops in South Korea did not deter 
North Korean aggression against a South 
Korean naval vessel last May. We should 
assure our allies and deter our enemies 
with strong m ilitary capabilities and 
sound policy, not merely by keeping our 
troops stationed overseas.

American seaports are essential 
to our long-term economic growth. We 
must ensure that they have the resources 
to meet the homeland security chal­
lenges o f the 21st century.

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Howardwick cracks 
down to clean up city

The City o f Howardwick is 
cracking down on unsightly proper­
ties in an ongoing effort to clean up 
the town.

Mayor Del Essary is credited 
as the driving force to make How­
ardwick look better, but several city 
officials and volunteers are also 
involved in the effort.

“ I t ’s been bad for a long time." 
Alderman Tanis McMorries said 
o f junk properties, which usually 
belong to absentee landowners. 
“ We’re tired o f it and just try ing to 
do something about it."

C ity Hall gave public notice in 
last week’s E nterprise to the owners 
o f 17 properties where buildings 
have been determined as unsafe.

Property owners must restore, 
demolish, or remove the buildings or 
the city w ill do it and attach a lien to

the property.
C ity officials say the property 

owners have 30 days to take action or 
they can attend a public hearing on 
August 10 and ask for an extension.

McMorries said the city cur­
rently collects $12 per month for 
trash service, and it w ill ask resi­
dents to make donations on top o f 
that to help with the clean up.

Volunteers w ill also be utilized 
to mow, clean, and fix up where 
elderly residents may be physically 
unable to do the work.

Howardwick is no stranger to 
volunteer efforts. Donated man­
power is already used at the park and 
to repair streets.

"We had 12 mowers at the 
park recently, and we have several 
people who help work on potholes,”  
McMorries said.

Clarendon makes hooking 
up water lines top priority

Tying in new waterlines is a 
priority for city crews, Interim City 
Administrator Phyllis Jeffers told 
Clarendon Aldermen during a called 
meeting last Tuesday, July 20.

New lines in the west side of 
towm were put in the dirt about three 
years ago. but none were connected 
until the new' water tower was com­
pleted earlier this year. Many resi­
dences still have yet to be connected 
to the new lines.

The lines have to be proven free 
o f any contaminates before they can 
be hooked up.

“ We’re waiting for test results 
to come back before we can tie the 
rest o f them in," Jeffers told the 
board.

Jeffers said once the tests prove 
the lines are ready, tying them in w'ill 
be the c ity ’s focus and that city crews 
w ill not come o ff that mission except 
to deal with emergencies.

In other city business, the board 
discussed its 2010 seal coat plan. 
Jeffers said the city engineer reports 
that the estimated cost o f seal coat­
ing is $2.04 per yard compared to the 
$ 1.70 that was expected.

That increased the cost o f the

proposed work by $13,000 and 
meant that the city can only afford to 
do nine blocks this year, Jeffers told 
the board.

“ That’s an insult to the people 
to do that few blocks for that much 
money," Alderman Larry Hicks said.

Alderman W ill Thomp­
son warned that the cost w ill just 
increase as time goes by and urged 
his fellow board members to "look 
for the future.”  Mayor Chris Ford 
agreed and said the city needs to do 
some seal coating every year to not 
get further behind.

No action was taken on the seal 
coating. Aldermen w ill meet again in 
called session August 3.

The board also discussed 
moving its meetings to the Burton 
Memorial Library so that the pres­
ent board room in C ity Hall can be 
converted to office space for the city 
secretary and the municipal court. 
Jeffers discussed the need for more 
storage to safely keep permanent 
records o f the city and other needs 
for space.

“Are we outgrowing City 
Hall?”  Alderman Thompson asked.

“ Very much so," Jeffers said.

While a mere human can’t 
judge their hearts, the Lord can just as He did with Judas. The Lord may 
ask on the Day of Judgement, “Friend, why did you come?" What will their 
answer be?

Let us not fool ourselves as well. God is not mocked! God seeks the 
pure in heart and the humble. He wants people who are living faithfully for 
Him and trying to share the Good News with others. All of us need to ask 
ourselves, from time to time. “Friend, why have you come?" I pray that we 
all are able to answer that in a way that satisfies the Lord. We may be asked 
that question one day.

COLLEGE STATION - O ffi­

cials have completed the difficult 
task o f notifying employees whose 
jobs w ith the Texas A griL ife  Exten­
sion Service w ill end between now 
and Oct. 31.

The personnel cutback affects 
94 jobs - 31 vacant positions that w ill 
not be filled and 63 occupied posi­
tions that w ill be eliminated agency­
wide. The downsizing results from 
a 5 percent state budget reduction, 
according to Dr. Ed Smith, AgriL ife  
Extension director.

Leaders o f the state agency, 
which has offices in 250 Texas coun­
ties, said their decisions were based 
on maintaining core programs state­
wide.

AgriL ife  Extension is part o f a 
national community-based adult and 
youth education system.

“ We delayed restructuring as 
long as we could, because we hoped 
that economic conditions would 
improve,”  said Smith. “ But that has 
not happened and we regret that we 
have to take these steps.”  One-fourth 
o f the staffing cut is at the agency’s 
College Station headquarters. The 
rest is throughout Texas.

"To keep positions strategi­
cally distributed, we w ill refill some 
vacancies,”  said Kyle Smith, A g riL ­
ife Extension executive associate 
director. “ So displaced personnel 
may find other internal job opportu­
nities.”

He stressed that the agency has 
long maintained a presence in each 
county. That w ill continue.

“ Counties currently being 
served by a single extension agent or 
through a shared position w ill not be 
impacted by the new staffing plan,”  
said Darrell Dromgoole, AgriL ife  
Extension associate director for 
county' programs. “ We looked most 
closely at counties where we had 
three or more positions, especially i f  
more than one employee supported 
the same subject matter,”  said Drom­
goole.

Dromgoole said all county 
Extension personnel contribute to 
4-H, AgriL ife  Extension’s youth pro­
gram, and w ill share fu ll responsibil­
ity' for that program where needed.

“ Youth programming remains a 
strong emphasis o f our agency,”  he 
said.

PAMPA -  As irrigation well 

capacities decline and water-use 
regulations are being implemented, 
the demand for efficient irrigation 
has heightened. One option gaining 
interest is sub-surface drip irrigation, 
according to a Texas A griL ife  Exten­
sion Service specialist.

A Sub-Surface Drip Irriga­
tion Field Day w ill be held July 29 
near Pampa to answer some ques­
tions about these systems, said Nich 
Kenny, AgriL ife  Extension irrigation 
specialist in Amarillo.

The program, sponsored by 
A griL ife  Extension and the U.S. 
Department o f Agriculture-Natural 
Resource Conservation Service, w ill 
be held at Durward Dunlap’s drip 
field north o f Pampa. The field is 
approximately 2 miles north o f the 
Loop 171 /Highway 70 intersection.

Scheduled to run from 10 a.m. 
to 2 p.m., including a lunch, it w ill 
include four morning speakers from 
the organizing agencies and a field 
drip irrigation presentation and tour 
by Troy Faulkenberry Irrigation.

Kenny said one o f the most 
noticeable signs o f the demand for 
increased irrigation efficiency is the 
rapid adoption o f sub-surface drip 
irrigation throughout the Texas High 
Plains. While it was most notice­
able in the South Plains area, o f late 
the interest has been growing in the 
North Plains as water resource lim i­
tations are being realized. The goal 
o f this field day is to promote sub­
surface drip irrigation as an effective 
management tool to meet irrigation 
efficiency demands, he said.

A merchant is entitled by law to 
collect a $30 “ merchant fee”  for hot 
checks presented to them. This fee 
is both a deterrent to potential hot 
check writers to think before they 
write as well as to attempt to com­

pensate a merchant for the headache 
o f dealing with,hot checks.

Lambert advised that personal 
identifiers should be collected for all 
checks and businesses that accept 
checks from further away than a 
county that touched Donley County 
should be especially stringent in 
making sure the person writing the 
check is the person who owns the 
account.

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Sign-ups for conservation 
reserve program to begin

WASHINGTON, D.C. -  A gri­
culture Secretary Tom Vilsack this 
week announced that a general sign­
up for the Conservation Reserve Pro­
gram (CRP) w ill begin on August 2, 
2010 and continue through August 
27, 2010.

During the sign-up period, 
farmers and ranchers may offer e li­
gible land for CRP's competitive 
general sign-up at their county Farm 
Service Agency (FSA) office. The 
2008 Farm B ill authorized USDA to 
maintain CRP enrollment up to 32 
m illion acres. Jim M iller, Agricul­
ture Under Secretary for Farm and 
Foreign Agriculture Services, made 
the announcement on behalf o f Sec­
retary Vilsack during a conference 
call with reporters.

“America's farmers and ranch­
ers play an important role in improv­
ing our environment, and for nearly 
25 years. CRP has helped this nation 
build sound conservation practices 
that preserve the soil, clean our 
water, and restore habitat for w ild ­
life,”  said Miller.

“ This week’s announcement 
w ill help us create a greener and 
healthier America, and I encourage 
all interested farmers and ranchers 
to contact their local FSA office to 
learn more how to take advantage o f 
this opportunity.”

Land currently not enrolled in 
CRP may be offered in this sign-up 
provided all e lig ib ility  requirements 
are met. Additionally, current CRP 
participants with contracts expiring 
this fall covering about 4.5 m illion 
acres may make new contract offers. 
Contracts awarded under this sign­
up are scheduled to become effective 
Oct. 1,2010.

Those who would have met 
previous sign-up EBI thresholds are 
not guaranteed a cohtract under this 
sign-up. In addition to the general 
sign-up, CRP's continuous sign-up 
program w ill be ongoing. Continu­
ous acres represent the most envi­
ronmentally desirable and sensitive 
land.

D rugs in  th e  N ew s
Experimental Drug More Effective Against TB
The results o f  a sm all study published th is m onth in the N ew  
England Journal o f  M edic ine  indicate that an experim ental drug 
referred to as T M C 207  was s ign ifican tly  more e ffective  in treating 
drug-resistant tuberculosis (TB )  than were conventional or routine 
drugs such as isoniazid and rifam p in .
In fact, TM C 207  is reported by researchers to be five  tim es more 
e ffective  against the T B  bacteria. Th is  experim ental drug reported ly 
starv es or cuts o f f  the energy supply fipr the bacteria that causes 
TB . The study evaluated 47 ind iv idua ls  w ho had been new ly 
diagnosed w ith  m u lti-d ru g  resistant TB . H a lf  received TM 207  
and h a lf  received placebo (fake drug). A fte r  8 weeks o f  treatment, 
alm ost 50%  o f  those w ho received TM 207  tested negative fo r T B , 
compared to on ly  9%  o f  those w ho received placebo. One recent 
news report refers to TM 207  as the “ firs t new T B  drug in 40 years.”  
The W orld  Health O rganization reports that approxim ate ly 9 
m illio n  new cases o f  T B  occur each year around the w orld . A lm ost 
500,000 o f  these new cases are resistant to standard, m u ltip le  drug 
therapy.
