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Working hard to stay open

Hedley Senior Citizens facing budget woes, crumbling building

The Hedley Senior Citizens Center volun-
teers are constantly working, asking for dona-
tions and doing fundraisers in order to keep
their facility going.

But that is still not enough.

They are working in a 105-year-old build-
ing that is falling apart, and their only hope to
continue their service is to build another build-
ing before it is too late.

“It’s going to fall down,” said Kathy Spier,
bookkeeper for the Senior Citizens Center.
“There 1s absolutely no other place in town we
could serve the elderly if something happens to
this building.”

According to Spier, the Senior Citizens
Building might not make it through this winter.

“Right now as it stands, if we get a heavy
snowstorm our roof may cave in,” she said.

The building, which is one of the first built
in Hedley, has fallen six inches on the south
side, has a condemned second story, and has no
central heating or air.

“The wall furnace we use just doesn’t keep
us warm enough during the winter,” Spier said.
“And we just now got our evaporative cooler
to work. We went through the summer without
any air conditioner.”

[t 1s also not handicap accessible.

“We've had elderly people that have fallen
trying to get up the high steps,” Spier said.
“And our restrooms aren’t handicap accessible
either, so they aren’t able to use them.”

Spier said that they received permission to
use five lots across Main Street from their cur-
rent center to build a new building from scratch.

“The new building will definitely be
handicap accessible, energy efficient (which

our current building 1§ not), have central air-
conditioning, a good dining room, two handi-
cap restrooms, and doors wide enough for
wheelchairs,” Spier said: “It could also be used
as a community center for showers, school pro-
grams, reunions and birthday parties.”

The total estimated cost of this project 1S
around $200,000.

“We have to have everything from the
ground up, which includes concrete, electricity,
plumbing, and we will probably need some new
equipment, like freezers,” Spier said. “We will
use as much as we can, but there will have to be
some new stuff.”

The center feeds around 60 people a day,
and delivers to about 20 homebound people.

Since they cannot legally ask anyone over
the age of 60 to pay for a meal, they request
a donation of three dollars. But they rarely
receive it.

“There are a lot of elderly people that can’t
even pay that, but they need the food,” Spier
said. “This whole area i1s under the poverty
level. For some of the homebound people, that
s their one meal for the entire day.”

Spier said that many people believe that
the state pays for the center’s food expenses and
the employee’s salaries, but she said that 1s “far
from the truth.”

“It costs us about $5.90 to make a meal,
and the state reimburses us less than half the
cost of that,” she said. “The center spends
between $3,000-$5,000 a month for food. And
this 1s not like New York and California. We
can’t have $10 plates.”

In many cases, the money they manage to
save up has to go towards bills.

“For the last five or six years we've been

saving up for the other building, but at one time
we didn’t even have enough money to pay the
bills,” Spier said.

“Our savings are very little because
we have to use most of it for food and utility
expenses. So we don’t have a lot saved up, but
we're still working on it.”

Spier said state money seems to 1gnore
small towns like Hedley.

“It’s like all the money that 1s out there 1s
geared toward large towns,” she said. “It seems
like they think small rural areas don’t matter, so
they try to help the masses. But our little elderly
people are just as important, and we need help
just as much as the big towns.”

The center received a good response from
an article about their predicament in the AMA-
RILLO GLOBE-NEWS back in August.

“Since the article came out, we've
received $5,000 from the Jay O’Brien grant,
and besides that we've received $2,500,” Spier
said. “Besides the money, we’ve gotten a lot of
encouragement and ideas as well.”

“The people 1n this community are so sup-
portive of the senior citizens,” volunteer Roger
Hagar said. “They’ll always help and support
us, and we owe a big thanks to them, as well as
the people of Clarendon and Memphis.”

The center’s next fundraiser 1s October
9 at the Cotton Festival. They will raffle off a
Judge pistol, as well as sell hamburgers.

“Please come out and support our Senior
Citizens program, Spier said. “We need all the
help we can get.”

City conducts
first interivew

Clarendon’s interim city adminis-
trator was let go after three days on the
job last week as officials continue the
process of finding a permanent admin-
istrator as well as filling a vacancy on
the Board of Aldermen.

Mayor Larry Hicks said he took
action to end the employment of Joe
Pence, who was contracted through the
Texas First Group.

“My understanding 1s that we
could end that relationship at any time,”
Hicks told the ENTERPRISE on Friday.

Pence started last Monday,
attended the Board of Aldermen’s
meeting on Tuesday, and was let go on
Thursday.

During last Tuesday’s regular city
meeting, Pence gave an overview of his
impressions of the city and its opera-
tions and offered some guidance to the
board’s search for a new administrator.

Also at that meeting, the board
appointed former alderman Janice
Knorpp to fill the vacancy that was
created when Hicks was appointed as
mayor two weeks ago in the wake of
former mayor Chris Ford’s resignation.
Other names mentioned to fill that seat
were Doug Kidd and John Lockhart.
The term expires in May.

When the board met in called ses-
sion on Monday night, September 27,
to interview city administrator candi-
dates, Knorpp did not take the oath of
office as expected and instead asked to
speak with the board and mayor pri-
vately in closed session. After a few
minutes, Knorpp left the meeting, and
the board went into recess as the City
Attornev was called in for a private
meeting with Mayor Hicks and Alder-
man Ann Huey.

Knorpp later returned to the meet-
Ing as an observer when the board
returned from recess to begin the inter-
view process. She later told the ENTER-
PRISE she will be sworn in next week.

The first candidate to be inter-
viewed was Jeff Johnston, who 1s cur-
rently a Plans Analyst with the City of
Lubbock’s Building Inspection Depart-
ment. He has previously worked as
a general contractor and as a history
teacher. He holds a Bachelor of Arts
from Texas Tech University in Political
Science and Pre-Law and a Master’s
degree from Tech in Public Adminis-
tration.

According to notes taken by the
City Secretary during the open inter-
view, Johnston and his wife both think
Clarendon is a beautiful town with
noticeable pride and history. Johnston
told the board he does not microman-
age and does have a management style
which holds that employees’ know their

jobs and that his job is to offer guidance
and assistance.

Johnston said he would deal with
funding shortfalls by searching for
grants and low-interest loans. When
asked what he thought the city’s main
priorities should be, he identified roads,
code enforcement, and economic devel-

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Obama’s faith
clearer than
Washington’s

Recent reports that nearly 20 percent of Ameri-
cans believe Barack Obama is a Muslim have been
widely discussed and analyzed. Moreover, according
to surveys, only a third of Americans be
Christian. Evangelicals are almost evenly divided,
with 29 percent saying he is a Muslim and 27 percent
saying he is a Christian.

Several factors have promoted this false percep-
tion: Obama’s family background, some of his public
statements, his lack of church attendance, belief that
his philosophy of life is more secular than Christian,
and deliberate attempts to discredit the president. Pun-
dits on the right including Ann Coulter, David Lim-
baugh, and Chuck Norris have vociferously questioned
Obama’s claim to be a Christian.

Clearly, the Muslim influences upon Obama as
he grew up make his religious background unique
among American presidents. The only church to which
he has belonged is Trinity United Church in Church,
which he left during the 2008 campaign because of the
inflammatory statements made by its pastor Jeremiah
Wright. This, coupled with his infrequent church
attendance as president, has contributed to consider-
able confusion about his faith and skepticism about his
public professions to be a Christian.

However, Obama has repeatedly declared that
he 1s a Christian, and in some cases he has made very
straightforward affirmations of his faith. Obama'’s
profession to be a Christian 1s actually much clearer
than that of George Washington. Some authors argue,
and many Americans believe, that Washington was
an orthodox Christian, but the evidence for this claim
I1s not strong. Washington did attend church almost
every Sunday while president, continually asked “an
all-powerful Providence™ to protect and guide him and
his army and nation, professed belief in the power of
prayer, and remained an Anglican/Episcopalian all his
life.

However, Washington referred to Christ only
a handful of times in his public statements or extant
private letters and never once declared that Jesus was
divine or his personal savior.

Obama, on the other hand, has explicitly stated
that Christ is his savior. In an interview in “Christian-
ity Today™ in 2008, Obama declared, “I am a devout
Christian. I believe in the redemptive death and resur-
rection of Jesus Christ.” “Accepting Jesus Christ in
my life,” he added, “has been a powerful guide for my
conduct and my values and my ideals.” Obama also
stressed that he had been a member of the same con-
gregation for almost twenty years and asserted “I have
never practiced [slam.”

At a breakfast for pastors and parachurch lead-
ers held two days after Easter this year, the president
stated that he wanted to “continue the Easter celebra-
tion of our risen Savior” and “to reflect on the work
to which His promise calls all of us.” He discussed
the lesson he derived “from Christ’s sacrifice” and
the inspiration the story of the resurrection supplied.
Obama celebrated the discovery that forever changed
the world—the empty tomb and Christ’s resurrection.

Obama expressed gratitude for Christ’s “sacri-
fice ... for the sins of humanity.” “*As Christians,” he
proclaimed, “we believe that ... faith in Jesus Christ”
leads to our redemption and brings “eternal hope.” He
insisted that like “our Lord and Savior” all Christians
should commit themselves to God and “act justly and
to love mercy and walk humbly with the Lord.”

Again, compare this with Washington. The first
president never directly discussed Christ’s empty
tomb, bodily resurrection, or atonement for sin. Nor
did he clearly and consistently affirm belief in an
afterlife.

Obviously theologically conservative Christians
disagree with many of Obama'’s views, especially on
abortion and homosexuality. Many of us also think
that Obama wants to use the government to solve
problems that can be best (or in some cases only) dealt
with by individuals or private organizations. This is
not, however, a valid reason for believing that he is not
a Christian.

The actions of some other presidents, perhaps
most notably Richard Nixon and Bill Clinton, have
led Americans to question their profession of Chris-
tian faith. But few presidents have had their faith so
closely scrutinized or so completely misunderstood as
Obama.

In making this argument, I do not mean to sug-
gest that Obama is comparable to Washington. The
nation’s first president deservedly occupies a unique
place in American history and played an indispensible
role in the creation and development of our nation.
Moreover, I recognize that times and norms have
changed greatly from the late 18th century to today. |
am pointing out that Washington and Obama are being
judged by very different standards. Looking at the evi-
dence objectively leads to the conclusion that Obama'’s
profession of Christian faith is much clearer than that
of Washington’s.

Christian, he and his publicists could stop stressing
that he reads a devotional that a staffer sends him on
his BlackBerry every morning and instead disseminate
his explicit declarations about the nature of his faith.
The president might also be more careful and guarded
In the statements he makes about Islam. And he could
attend church more frequently. Doing these things
would help put this controversy to rest except among
those unwilling to take his statements and actions at
their face value.

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Politics shouldn’t jeopardize troops

Today, around 150,000 American
troops are serving in harm’s way in two
theaters of war, while nearly 2 million
others are in active, reserve, or guard
duty at home and abroad. Military fami-
lies continue to willingly and proudly
sacrifice as their loved ones fight to
keep our nation free. Making sure our
military 1s well-supported is one of Con-
gress’s most important legislative duties.
Through an annual Defense Authoriza-
tion bill, we set the policies that will
govern our military operations, guide our
war efforts, and provide for troops and
their families. Of all our responsibilities,
few are as straightforward and critical as
this one.

Unfortunately, Senate Majority
Leader Harry Reid took a bill that should
have easily won broad support in the
Senate and saddled it with unrelated
provisions that, while important, were
included to complicate the process.
Many in the Senate found this maneuver
disappointing and detrimental to the
support our Armed Services deserve.
Yet, we were denied the opportunity to
amend this important legislation. Putting
a comprehensive bill on the floor and
closing 1t to any amendments thwarts the
purpose of the Senate to thoughtfully set
policy and spending priorities. And by
adding strings to the Defense Authoriza-
tion bill, a number of key provisions to
support our troops and keep our nation
secure have been placed in jeopardy.

Providing the highest level of sup-
port and care for our nation’s wounded
warriors should be a cornerstone of any
annual defense policy bill.

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authorizes programs that are vital to the
protection of our homeland. It supports
critical research and development to
identify new methods to detect nuclear
materials and weapons. It sets policies
governing important national programs
Including missile defense, biochemical
warfare deterrence, and cybersecurity.
Setting sound policies with prioritized
funding will ensure our nation is able to
detect and deter 21st century attacks.

Lastly, the Defense Authorization
bill includes provisions that will help
Texas and other southwestern states
address the escalating violence on our
shared boundary with Mexico. The bill
requires the Secretary of Defense to send
6,000 National Guard personnel to help
secure the U.S.-Mexico border.

Instead of focusing on these pri-
orities, attention has been shifted to
unrelated policy 1ssues. And if relevant
amendments had been allowed, I had
filed one to save $800 million in tax-
payer dollars by cutting unnecessary
military spending for new and duplica-
tive facilities at overseas bases. These
costly overseas military construction
projects are contrary to our policy of
stationing more of our troops on U.S.
soil. We’ve invested more than $14 bil-
lion to build housing, stationing, train-
ing, and deployment capacities at major
U.S. installations, including those in
Texas. My amendment would have both
strengthened U.S. military basing pos-
ture and reined in unnecessary spending.

Had it not been for unrelated pro-
visions and a prohibitive amendment
process, I believe the Senate could have
passed the Defense Authorization bill on
a bipartisan basis.

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TXDOT Reminder:
Campaign signs
on state highway
right of way illegal

CHILDRESS - During cam-
paign season the landscape seems to
bloom with a special kind of flower
- the political sign. In some places
campaign signs seem to be blooming
like wildflowers even though wild-
flowers out of season.

Campaign signs on public lands
are illegal. Before you plant a sign,
there are a few things you need to
know:

» It is illegal to place any signs
on or within the right of way. This
includes posting signs on trees, tele-
phone poles, traffic signs and other
objects on the right of way.

» Campaign signs along Texas
roads can be placed on private prop-
erty with the owner’s permission.

* Campaign signs may be posted
as early as 90 days before an election
(no earlier) and must be removed
within 10 days after the election.

» Before placing a sign inside of

incorporated city limits, check with
the city for applicable ordinances.

Anyone running for office is
reminded that 1t is illegal to put any
sign on state highway right ot way
without authorization.  TxDOT’s
regulatory authority allows the
immediate removal of a sign placed
on state highway right of way with-
out prior notice, if the sign is not
authorized by state law or approved
by TxDOT. The penalty for violat-
ing this law 1s a fine of up to $500
per sign.

The law does not just apply to
campaign signs. It 1s 1llegal to put
any sign, including garage sale and
business signs on state highway
right of way without authorization.
“Sign” 1s defined as any outdoor
sign, display, light device, figure,
painting, drawing, message, plaque,
or other thing that is designed and/or
intended to advertise or inform.

Known as “Gold Star parents,”
these men and women currently
may receive care in veterans’ homes
only 1f they have lost all of their
children in service to the country.
Today’s bill will change these fed-
eral regulations to allow admission
to any parent who has lost at least
one child serving in the military.
