FORMER CLARENDONITE 
DIES IN FT. WORTH

George A. Latimer, 95 years 
old, died at his Fort Worth home 
Monday night after several 
months of failing health. He was 
a former Clarendon citizen.

Born in Prince Edward Island, 
Canada January 1, 1852, Mr. Lati­
mer immigrated to the Texas 
Panhandle region in 1876. He be­
came a fencing contractor and en­
closed many of the earliest Pan­
handle ranches with barbed wire. 
He settled in Old Clarendon in 
1878 and moved to the new town 
of Clarendon with the building 
o fthe Fort Worth 8c Denver Rail­
road. Latimer established the 
Clarendon water works'which he 
operated with horsepow’er and a 
treadmill; built the local electric 
power company and established 
one of the first cotton gins here.

He had lived in Fort Worth for 
the past 40 years. Surviving is 
his widow and five children, in­
cluding Robt. Latimer of Fort 
Worth, Frank Latimer of Dallas, 
George Jr. of Los Angeles, Henry 
Latimer of Omaha,. Mrs. George 
Witte, Fort Worth and one daugh­
ter in South America.

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us spotted one of the submarines 
in the Japanese scouting line which 
would seem to have been the RO-117, 
dropped some bombs on her. thought 
It was a miss, and reported. This 
was Admiral Halsey’s first know­
ledge of the Jap submarine concen­
tration. Since his big board showed 
the England, Raby and George near 
the area of the contact, he ordered 
them down toward It for a look. 
There was this much luck In It - the 
position the three ships had attained 
as a result of their pursuit of the 
1-16 was precisely that which would 
carry them right along the Jap 
scouting line In making for the area 
of the contact with the Ro-117. But 
let us not attach to much import­
ance to the J factor, for this line 
was also the line from Truk to the 
reported contact position which the 
DE’s would have swept out In any 
cas.*.

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to shake the whole Pacific. The 
sound men could pick up nothing 
but the knuckle of the explosion, 
and the Ro-106 was gone.

The England and her skipper had 
learned a good deal in that attack. 
For one thing, the Japs expected to 
be attacked with depth charges and 
were using the kind of tactics that 
would counter such an approach. 
But the explosion after the hits was 
somewhat puzzling; aboard the DE 
they were disposed to think that the 
submarine commander had some 
device for setting off his torpedo 
warheads and that he had suicided 
when he saw that he could not save 
his ship.

VA said these veterans may

reapply for disability compensa­

Almost as many World War II
veterans will be alive at the turn 
of the 21st century as there arc 
living veterans of World War I 
today, according to the latest 
Veterans Administration esti­
mate.

VA computes that 3,400,000 
War II veterans will be alive in 
the year 2000. The number of War 
I living veterans as of June 30, 
1947, was 3,727,000.

However, although the average 
age of War I veterans now is ap­
proximately 54 years, the average 
age of the War II veterans ex­
pected to be livin gin the year 
2000 will be slightly over 77 
years.

The War II figure's come from 
a projection that VA made to de­
termine what its administrative 
and operating requirements for 
these veterans will be in the 
future.

The projection begins with the 
potential War II veteran popula­
tion of 16,051,000 as of July 25. 
1947. The average age of this 
group of that date was 28.6 years.

The projection ends with the 
year 2030 when VA expects less 
than a thousand War II veterans 
to be alive, averaging 104 years 
of age.

Veterans entering schools and 
colleges this fall may expect their 
first subsistence check early in 
November, the Veterans Admin­
istration has announced.

The initial payment will in­
clude all subsistence allowances 
due from the start of the semes­
ter through the end of the last 
full subsistence period before the 
check is issued.

No serious delays in payment 
of subsistence allowances ere an­
ticipated. but VA is advising stu- 
dentveterans to be able to meet 
personal financial obligations for 
at least the first six weeks of the 
fall term.

The time lapse between date of 
enrollment and receipt of the first 
check involves two factors. First, 
a veteran generally is not entitled 
to receive a subsistence allow­
ance until he has been in train­
ing for 30 days. Secondly, all 
checks are mailed normally on 
the first of the month, covering 
the allowances due for the prev 
ious month. Therefore, a veteran 
enrolling during the latter part of 
September ordinarily would not 
receive his first check any earlier 
than the first of November.

The Southwestern area super­
vised by VA s Dallas Branch Of­
fice is expecting an enrollment of 
more than 100,000 World War II 
veterans in colleges and univer­
sities. The estimate for Texas is 
75,370, for Louisiana, 20,068, and 
for Mississippi 9.267.

The Veterans Administration has 
announced It will extend compen«a 
tlon payments to veterans 'vho have 
been dischnrcd from VA houpitnls 
with arrested pulmonary tunerculo- 
sls but need more time at home In 
which to recover sufficiently to take 
a Job without endangering their 
health.

The new plan permits payments 
to these veterans on a totally dis­
abled basis up to two years from 
date of discharge from any VA hos­
pital while they remain under close 
medical supervision. Previously, the 
the payments were reduhed by 50 
percent within six months of the 
veteran’s discharge.

Under the new plan, these vet­
erans will be examined every six 
months, if the examlnaion indicates 
they are unable to resume employ­
ment sa fe ly  doctors will certify 
their findings ku that VA m«y de­
termine whether to continue full 
compensation payments for an add­
itional sir months.

VA expects this plan to result Ini

It will be re­
membered that a Delphian Chap­
ter was once very active in Clar­
endon. A recent article in the 
daily press spoke of the revival of 
Delphian Clubs in many places, 
saying there were more than 4,000 
chapters with a membership of 
more than a quarter million.

Seldom have the types of liter­
ature changed more rapidly than 
during the last few months. Long 
lists have been given of the 200 
best books, the 50 best books and 
on and on—but the most signifi­
cant types at the present time are 
those on race relations. That 
problem is greatly disturbing the 
world and some splendid books 
have resulted. Pearl Buck's “Pa­
vilion of Women’’ is a striking 
example. All of her earlier books 
were about the poorer Chinese, 
the farmer class usually. But this 
is a story of the wealthy people of 
the flowery kingdom—and some 
of it is startling.

We have several Japanese stor­
ies, but this latest one is striking 
—"Black Fountains’’ by Oswald 
Wynd. This book won the Dou­
bleday $20,000 prize. The author 
is an American but was born in 
Tokio—knowns Japan. It is the 
story of a Japanese girl who had 
spent five years in American 
schools before her return to a 
Japan at war.

Two Jewish stories are most in­

teresting, and leave one with a 
sense of greater knowledge and 
consideration. One is “ Wasteland’' 
by Jo Sinclair—a story of psy­
chiatry. This we have had some 
time. The other is not only new 
for us but leads the best sellers— 
"Gentleman’s Agreement” by 
Laura Z. Hobson. It is the story 
of a man given the task of writing 
of the Jewish situation. In order 
to do this he represents himself 
as a Jew. The result is startling, 
to say the least.

Another new book of unusual 
interest is “The Quarry” by Mild­
red Wright—a Civil War story of 
the friendship between two fine, 
splendid men, one black, one 
white. It is surprising, but satisfy­
ing.

H. R. Cullen of Houston has 
given $2,000 for a library build­
ing at Columbus. Enough in addi­
tion has been raised to begin the 
building on a plot given by the 
late Judge Mansf'eld. The Colum­
bus Study Club is sponsoring the 
library project.
