Mr,
Joe McMurtry is president of the
fall fair division of the show and
Mr. C. L. Lewis is chairman of
the board. Judges for the horse
show will be Col. J. H. Dorn-
blaser, judging the Thorough-
breds and Quentin Williams on
the Quarter shorses.

'For Grass Fires

Due to dry weather, the ranges |
in Donley county have become |
susceptible to grass fires and |
county agent H. M. Breedlove is

warning all persons to help pre-|
vent grass fires. Fires on the |
ranges could be very costly to |
ranchers at this time and all|

hunters are warned to be careful |
about where they throw lighted |
cigarettes on grass land. All
ranchers are asked to contact the!
county agent, day or night, if a|
grass fire breaks out on their|
ranges and he will get a crew to-
gether at once and come help
fight the fire. The sprayer now
being used by the county office
is also very effective in fighting
fires and with high pressure can
help very much in bringing the
fire under control.

The City fire department has
offered to cooperate and two long
blast of the siren will indicate a
grass fire on a ranch with a ten
second interval between the
blast.

Ranchers can call the City fire
department and tell them the lo-
cation of the grass fire and the
fire department will immediately
contact Breedlove who will take
the fire fighters from the City
Hall to the fire. Mr. McMahan
said one of the city trucks would
go help fight the grass fire if the
country was not too rough for
the truck.

The sprayer in the county
agent's office and the city fire
truck can be very helpful in
fighting grass fires and all per-
sons are urged to remember the
signal for a grass fire and come
to the City Hall to help fight the
fire.

MANY FARMERS TO PLANT
AUSTRIAN WINTER PEAS

Many farmers in Donley coun-
ty will plant Austrian Winter
peas this month or as soon as
there is sufficient moisture. H. M.
Breedlove, county agent advises
that the peas will not do good un-
less treated with nitragin C be-
fore planting. One can of the
nitragin will treat one hundred
pounds of seed. The nitragin is
mixed with one quart of water
and then poured over a tub full
of seed, after carefully mixing
the seed should be planted at
once. The Austrian winter peas
are planted at a depth of two in-
ches and will do better when
planted with a drill at the rate of
35 pounds per acre. Be sure to
treat the seed with nitragin C be-
fore planting.

The nitragin can be _obtained
from a local dealer in town or if
you have trouble it, then
call by the county agent’s office.
