Farmers Union 
Completes 2-Day

Tuesday afternoon, Farmers 

Union successfully completed a 
two-day school for members in 
Donley County and surrounding 
area. The school was held in the 
basement of the First Christian 
Church. ,

In the educational session, J. J. 
Berg, State Farmers Union presi­
dent, gave a picture talk on the 
importance of the family type 
farm. "Each year,” said Mr. Berg, 
“about 33,000 of our family type 
farms are disappearing from our 
nation; these fanns are being ab­
sorbed by the larger land hold­
ings. Only about 2% or 660 of 
these farms are declared sub­
standard. The family-type farm 
unit today is facing extinction to 
a great degree. People are 
pushed off the land.” Mr. 
urged that farmers must make an 
educational effort, an effort to be 
informed on matters affecting the 
actual farm family.

Stanley “Bud" Vogt of National 
Farmers Union made some start­
ling revelations when he called 
attention to a recent government­
al survey that shows that less 
than 8% of the voters of our na­
tion control our democracy. 
"These figures prove," said Mr. 
Vogt, “that we are leaving the 
way clear to communistic or fnc- 
ist groups to ravage our demo­
cracy. We must not shirk our 
duties as democratic loving peo­
ple if we are to survive."

There was much interest shown 
in the meeting. There will be 
other meetings such as this held 
in other parts of the state this 
month. Next year there will be 
other such meetings held thru- 
out the state from time to time.

The Clarendon Lions Club vot­
ed unanimously to sponsor a 
Santa Day in Clarendon on Mon­
day, Dec. 22nd, with the coopera­
tion of Clarendon merchants and 
the Airport.

In addition to the candy and 
nuts, there will be some special 
gift slips in a number of the sacks 
which will entitle the holder to a 
special gift when presented at the 
store whose name is on the paper.

To climax the big Santa Day 
for the children, Lee Bell, mana­
ger of the Mulkey Theatre, will 
present a picture show for the 
youngsters free of charge begin­
ning at 2 o’clock at the Mulkey 
Theatre and the program will 
consist of cartoons and variety 
shorts.

For many years, there has been 
numerous complaints by out of 
town visitors and many local resi­
dents in regard to there being no 
street markers in Clarendon.

The cost of 
each marker will be approximate­
ly $2.75 and residents along each 
street will be expected to con­
tribute what they can toward the 
markers. oAe of the proposed 
type markers can be seen on west 
seventh street in front of Joe 
Jones' residence if you care to 
see what they will look like.

The main idea behind the street 
marking is to get the town mark­
ed so you can tell a stranger or 
anyone else exactly where some­
one lives without giving them 
such directions as "you go 4 
blocks this way and when you 
come to a big white house on the 
comer, you turn left and go 4 or 
5 blocks and then it is the third 
house on the right.”

It makes any resident ashamed 
to try to direct someone to a cer­
tain locality over three blocks 
away from main street, so tlie 
Lions club is urging everyone to 
do their part and help all they 
can when a committeeman comes 
by to see you.

SOCIAL SECURITY 
ANNOUNCEMENT

It has come to the attention of 
the Social Security Administra­
tion that some employers are re­
porting wages for themselves os 
well as their employees, accord­
ing to J. R. Sanderson. Manager 
of the Amarillo Office of the 
Social Security Administration. 
“Employers in unincorporated 
businesses who have reported 
wages for themselves should file 
for a refund of the tax which they 
have paid on their own wages 
The application for refund should 
be filed with the Collector of In­
ternal Revenue before the expira­
tion of four years after the pay­
ment to the Collector of the tax,” 
he continued.

"At present, old-age and sur­
vivors insurance benefits under 
the Social Security Act are limit­
ed to wage earners. Excluded, 
therefore, are many persons who 
work for their living. They are 
the self-employed — owners of 
small stores, farmers, insurance 
agents, and others. The Social 
Security Administration has 
recommended that the old-age 
and survivors insurance system 
be extended to all self-employed 
persons.” Mr. Sanderson said.
