Instead, Oklahoma tells us bum-
ing pastures destroys food in the soil
and causes greater soll eromion, A
discussion of the injury done by
burning is found in Bulletin B-247,
Extension Service, Oklaboma A & M
College, Stillwater, Okla.*

Tests made In Oklahoma show
that when grass is burned, nitro-
gen is lost and organic matter s
destroyed. Four per cent of the
water which fell on a burped
plot ran off but less than twe-
tenths of one per cont of the
water ran off a plot which had
not been burned.

Ten times as much soll was lost
from a burned plot as from an un-
burned plot. One little match can
cause a ot of dollars to go up in
smoke in a pasture as well as around
a bamn or haystack, it seems,
