High Schools To
Abolish Spring
Football Drills

AUSTIN, May 10—Adoption of
new rules banning spring football
training and limiting the eligi-
bility of high school players to

officials of
Texas Inter-

announced today by
the University of
scholastic League.

These rules were the most con-

troversial of five issues voted
upon by member schools.
Also approved were a state

championship for Class A foot-
ball, a ban against participation

of players in post-season *games |

and prohibition of schools paying
coaches through use of funds
gained from gate receipts.

The eight-semester regulation
and the Class A football champ-
ionship provision become effec-
tive with the 1948-49 school year.
Other rules adopted become ef-
fective this year,

The ban of spring football
training followed a campaign on
the part of several member
schools who maintained that such
activity interfered with regular
spring sports such as track and
baseball.

Shotwell Led Opposition

As an example, it was feared
that spring grid training interfer-
ed too greatly with a football
player participating in track or
baseball.

The opposition to the proposal
was led by B. E. Shotwell, head
football coach at Abilene High
School, a Class AA school.

Class AA members voted 46-36
in favor of the proposal, class A
143-80, and Class B 261-104.

Roy Bedichek, director of the
league, said the Class A champ-
ionship game could not be organ-
ized for this fall and that rules
of the league prevent the eight-
semester regulation from becom-
ing effective until one year’s pub-
lished notice.

Fall Training Set Up

The new spring training regu-
lation provides, however, that fall
training may begin on August 15
instead of September 1 as in the
past.

However, the Aug. 15 date will
not apply this fall, Bedichek said.
“Most schools already have had
spring training,” he explained.
“They can not start fall practice
until Sept. 1. There will be no
spring training next year and
1948 fall practice will start Aug-
ust 15.”

Adoption of the eight-semester
rule will have no effect upon the
current 18-year age limit for
players.

Under thé old regulation, play-
ers could compete until they be-
came 18-year-olds. Advocates of
the new rulq asserted that too
many players were postponing
graduation in order to compete
another year. This sometimes en-
abled players to continue partici-
pation while in their ninth or
tenth semesters in school.

The new rule limits competi-
tion to only eight semesters of
eligibility in any league sport, the
semesters “dating from first en-
rollment in the last four years of
high school to the end of the
eighth consecutive semester.”
Eligibility Ends at 18

A player's eligibility would
terminate, however, should he at-
tain his eighteenth birthday at
any time during the eight con-
secutive semesters.

Butane Dealers
Urge Adequate
Storage Facilities

With the return to the domestic
market of gas-burning appliances
in large numbers the problems of
the butane industry are increas-
ing rapidly, according to a state-
ment just made by Lyle Blanton
of Hereford, who is president of
the Texas Butane Dealers Associ-
ation. He pointed out that prior to
the war few persons were heavy
users of butane and propane as a
heating and cooking fuel and that
the small storage system in gen-
eral vogue at the time was ample
to meet his needs.

“As the manufacturers get back
into production and appliances
begin to flow to the markets,
thousands of persons are adding
ranges, refrigerators, water heat-
ers and space heaters to already
overloaded systems,” continued
Blanton, “with the result there is
an unprecedented drain upon
their small systems and the cus-
tomer often finds himself without
fuel. This requires frequent trips
by the fuel dealer to the custom-
er's premises, but it also raises

the more serious question of
whether or not the trend will
continue to the point where there
will not be enough gas produced
during the peak months of No-
vember, December, January, and
February to fulfill the demands.
As a matter of fact, this condition
did develop in many parts of Tex-
as last year and it appears it will
be:even worse next winter.

“The logical and practical ans-
wer to the problem,” stated the
president of the state butane
trade association, “is for custom-
ers to take out ‘winter insurance’
by purchasing and installing
butane systems large enough so
they can ‘stock-pile’ the butane
gas during the rsummer months
when the domestic demand is the
lightest. In that way they can
have enough fuel on hand at the

beginning of the winter months
to carry them through until
Spring without another filling of
their tank. There is absolutely no
loss to the customer from evapor-
ation or shrinkage during the
months the gas is being held in
the customer’s tank.”

Local butanc gas dealers are
supporting the program being
sponsored by the Texas Butane
Dealers Association to get new
butane users to install adequate
storage facilities, or to supple-
ment their present systems if
they are already customers, so as
to take care of their needs during
the forthcoming winter months.
