College Science Teacher not available 
At Present Salary Schedule

All of the public junior • col­
lege’s in the state of Texas were 
recently contacted by H. T. Bur­
ton, president of Clarendon Jun­
ior College, in an effort to secure 
a teacher for the science depart­
ment of Clarendon Junior Col­
lege. Replies were received from 
fourteen of the other 17 junior 
colleges in the state. The salary 
schedule paid by the junior col­
leges in the other towns was also 
obtained. Presidents of the var­
ious colleges stated they knew of 
no available teachers at the sal­
aries offered by the local school 
system.

The local junior college pays 
its president $3300, its dean $3000. 
and its teachers $1521. Gainsville 
Junior College pays its president 
$3,800, its dean 
teachers $2,050.
College pays its president $6,000, 
its dean $4,000, and its teachers 
from $3,000 to $4,000. Corpus 
Christi Junior College pays its 
president $5,000, its dean $4850, 
and its teachers from $2550 to 
$3590. Lamar Junior College at 
Beaumont pays its president $8,- 
000. its dean $4,800, and its teach­
ers $3,000. Texarkana Junior Col­
lege pays its president $7992, its 
dean $5031, and its teachers 
$2700. Ranger Junior College 
pays its president $3680, its dean 
$3000, and its teachers $1890. 
Hillsboro Junior College pays its 
president $4700, its dean $3000, 
and its teachers $2400. San An­
tonio Junior College pays its 
president $6000, its dean $3600, 
and its teachers $3000. Browns­
ville pays its president $6,000. its 
dean $3800, and its teachers from 
$2 5 0 0  t o  $3000. L e e  J u n io r  Col­
lege at Goose Creek pays its 
president $7,000, its dean $4,020, 
and its teachers $2871. Temple 
Junior College pays its president 
$5600, its dean $4,000, and its 
teachers $2400. San Angelo Jun­
ior College pays its president 
$5600, its dean $4000, and its 
teachers $3,000 Edinburg Junior 
College pays its president $6,000. 
its dean $5368 and its teachers 
from $2724 to $3132.

The qualifications for instruc­
tors in Clarendon Junior College 
is the same as that for instructors 
in the colleges listed above, and 
the work in this school holds the 
same rank as that completed in 
any of the above mentioned 
schools.

On Irrigation

A meeting on irrigation in 
Donley County was held in the 
office of county agent H. M. 
Breedlove on Tuesday night, 
Nov. 26th. Fifteen business men 
and farmers were present to dis­
cuss this phase of agriculture in 
the county.

Breedlove gave a discussion of 
surveys made in the county on 
irrigation and possibilities for ir­
rigation. Mr. Ray Noblitt, chair­
man of the promotion of irriga­
tion outlined the plan of the 
committee to assist in starting 
irrigation and the entire commit­
tee pledged themselves to assist 
in every way possible to assist 
this program.

Mr. Noblitt, H. M. Breedlove, 
Carrol Knorpp and Lon Rundell 
will go to Plainview on Tuesday 
to consult supply companies on 
irrigation pumps and necessary 
pipe for the well.

Information is now being gath­
ered for a meeting to be held on 
Thursday night, Dec. 5th at seven 
thirty in the office of the county 
agent. Everyone is invited to this 
meeting. It will start promptly at 
seven thirty, so be on time if you 
are interested in irrigation.

Southwest markets saw 
proved holiday demand up 
prices of livestock, eggs, cotton 
and sweet potatoes to offset the 
lower tendency taken by most 
grains, turkeys and some vege 
tables lust week, USDA’s Produc 
tion and Marketing Administra­
tion reports.

Thanksgiving found plenty of 
turkeys at southwest markets 
but demand slow and prices 
weak. Young toms brought most­
ly 23 to 25 cents per pound and 
young hens 34 to 37 cents. De­
mand for chickens was brisk. 
Heavy hens held steady at 22 to 
25 cents per pound and fryers at 
37 to 40 cents.

Egg prices strengthened as 
fresh supplies were small to meet 
the increased holiday demand 
last week. Current receipts rang­
ed from 45 to 50 cents per dozen, 
depending on market locale.

Light cattle receipts accounted 
for the active trading at most 
southwest markets last week. 
Prices were steady to stronger 
under the pressure of improved 
demand. Small offerings of med­
ium and good slaughter steers 
brought $17.50 to $21 per hund­
red at Wichita and $18.75 to 
$24.50 at Denver. Medium and 
good steers and yearlings ranged 
from $15 to $18.50 at Oklahoma 
City. Good slaughter steers and 
yearlings realized $20 to $25 at 
Fort Worth while cutter and 
common lightweight yearlings 
and steers brought $9.50 to $11 
at San Antonio. Houston sold 
common and medium steers and 
yearlings $11 to $15.

Keen competition for small hog 
receipts carried prices higher at 
most markets last week. Top 
price for good and choice butch­
ers was $25 to $25.25 per hund­
red opunds at Fort Worth, Okla­
homa City and Denver, $25.75 at 
Wichita, and $25 at San Antonio.

Grain markets were unsettled 
at the week’s close due to the un­
certainty of the effect the coal 
strike will have on transportation 
and industry. Wheat held about 
steady, sorghums lost sharply and 
oats, barley and corn slipped 
some after the holiday.

Spot cotton prices advanced 
about $5 per bale last week as de­
mand from all sources improved 
Southwest offerings, though 
small, were larger than the week 
before, and insufficient to meet 
the deri!and.

Clarendon Group to Meet With CAA 
Officials At Fort Worth Today
UNMAILABLE MATTER 
ITEMS ARE MANY

Packages containing many art­
icles are not mailable under the 
Postal Regulations. A few of 
them include intoxicating bever­
ages, inflammable matter such as 
matches, lighter fluid and other 
articles likely to cause fire 
through absorption of moisture, 
or by friction.

Others include ammunition of 
all kinds or other explosives, fire­
arms that may be concealed on 
the person, poisons, narcotics, 
extortion or lottery letters, and 
chain letters of a type come with­
in this category.

Cards that carry obscene pic­
tures or wording that is obscene 
are unmailable under the postal 
law.

Matter that is unmailable will 
be excluded by the mail clerks 
and handled in the legal manner 
prescribed Gy the Postal Depart­
ment.

The postal laws provide severe 
penalties for the mailing of many 
of the above named articles, post­
master J. C. Estlack stated today.

SOCIAL SECURITY NEWS
In August, 1946, the Social Se­

curity Act was amended to pro­
vide for payments, in some cases, 
to survivors of deceased World 
War II veterans. This legislation 
simply provided that if a veteran 
died within 3 years of the date of 
his discharge, his survivors would 
be entitled to Old-Age and Sur­
vivors Insurance payments if 
they were not receiving, or not 
entitled to receive, Veterans Ad­
ministration payments.

To illustrate the nature and im­
portance of these payments, the 
following example is stated. The 
veteran in this case was never en­
gaged in employment covered by 
the Social Security Act, having 
worked as a farmer before his 
military service. After his dis­
charge he went into business for 
himself, and was accidentally 
killed some months afterward. 
Upon filing application recently, 
his widow qualified for monthly 
payments for hertelf of $24.18, 
with monthly payments for a 4 
year old child of $16.12, and the 
same for a 2 year old child. The 
total payments in this case, retro­
active to the month of the veter­
an’s death, amount to $56.42 a 
month, and will be payable until 
the oldest child is 18 years of age. 
For the next two years the pay­
ments to the widow and younger 
child will amount to $40.40 per 
month, with the widow entitled 
to a monthly payment of $24.18 
from age 65 to death unless she 
remarries. Total payments in this 
case, exclusively of payments to 
the widow after she is 65, will 
amount to approximately $10,500.
