STATE-OWNED PACKAGE STORE
BILL INTRODUCED THIS TERM

AUSTIN—Texas may be in the
liquor business if a bill by Rep-
resentative R. L. Templeton of
Wellington is enacted.

Rep. Templeton proposes that
the State of Texas take over all
package stores in the state, re-
compense the present owners for
their loss, and begin selling liquor
both for moral and financial rea-
son, X

A state-owned monopoly on the
retail liquor trade would thus be

_ eéstablished, the Rep. Templeton
belieyes this would enable the
state to tighten restrictions on
illegal liquor sales while adding
several million dollars to the state
treasury.

Moral improvements that Rep.
Templeton hopes to achieve thru
this proposal are as follows:

(1) Curtail bootleg operations
by giving state control of liquor
from manufacturer to consumer.

(2) Remove package stores
from the highways to reduce
“slaughter in traffic,”

(3) Conviction of drunken driv-|

ing will not only take away driv-

er’s license but will suspend
liquor purchase permit so that
convicted person cannot purchase
liquor for one year.

(4) There will be no incentive
to sell liquor, no liquor advertis-
ing, thus less liquor will get into
hands of juveniles.

Proceeds from the state's sale
of liquor and wine are tagged for
four purposes by Rep. Temple-
ton’s bill:

(1) One-fifth of the proceeds
will be used to set up vocational
training and trade schools for
juvenile delinquents.

(2) One-fifth of the income will
go to the Old Age Pension fund.
Rep. Templeton says this is “just
putting the prodigal son’s money
where he ought to have put it in
the first place.”

Utility Strike Bill
Introduced By
Rep. Gilmer

Among the many bills dropped
in.the legislative hopper at Aus-
tin seeking to cure the evils in-
herent in strikes is one relating
to strikes by utility employees in-
troduced by the Hoiorable Claud
Gilmer of Rock Springs, Speaker
of the House of Representatives
during the last regular session.

Mr. Gilmer’s bill applies only
to water, gas, and electric utilities
and proceeds on the theory that
the maintenance of water, gas
and electric services are abso-
lutely essential to the life, health
and safety of the people, and that
it is the duty of the state to pre-
vent any vnerson or group of per-
sons from wilfully destroying or
damaging the facilities used in
rendering the service.

His bill further provides that
although any employee or group
of employees have the right to
strike or quit work at will, it
shall be unlawful for any person
or persons, whether employees
or not, to interfere with the in-
gress or egress of any employees
to or from any property of any
utility by picketing, or to harass
or intimidate any employees who
are willing to work in order that
the service may be maintained.

Under the terms of the Gilmer
bill, it is a felony punishable by
a penitentiary sentence for any

person to wilfully wreck, destroy,
or sabotage any plant, equipment

or facility of a water, gas, or
electric utility.
Mr. Gilmer’s bill applies to

utilities furnishing water, gas and
electric service whether the util-
ity be a private corporation, a
municipality or a state agency,
such as a River Authority.

This is to take care of such situ-
tions as happened to the L.C.R.A.
this past year when service to a
good many towns there was in-
terrupted and also such situations
as the Pittsburgh power strike.
