Clarendon College's record is 3-6.

Five Bulldogs scored in double figures, and every 
other Clarendon College player contributed points as 
Clarendon rolled over McMurray University 110-84 in 
the opening round of this weekend's Bulldog Classic in 
Clarendon.

McMurray is coached by former Clarendon High 
School Coach Ron Holmes.

The Bulldogs ran to early 55-34 halftime advantage 
and outscored McMurray 55-50 in the second half for 
the runaway victory.

Brown was high-point man with 17 points making 
good on three of his three trips to the free throw line. 
Randy Williams chipped in 15 points,missing only once 
from the charity stripe, and Wright contributed 15

points, including one 3-pointer.
Hardy scored 13, and letterman Gutierrez put in 11 

points.
“As young as we are - we have 10 freshmen, we need 

to give everyone playing time,” Mondragon said of the 
Clarendon scorefest

Clarendon roared to a 43-36 halftime lead against 
Western Oklahoma State College Saturday night in the 
final round of the Bulldog Classic.

Gutierrez was unconsciousj scoring 15 points in the 
first half alone before chipping in four baskets and con­
verting six out of eight free throws in the second half for 
28 points.

“Angel’s (Gutierrez) growing as a player. He's a very 
coachable player.”

Chuncey Williams and Randy Williams each con­
tributed 16 points.

A planned special events sign at 
Clarendon College has some citi­
zens up in arms about two ever­
green trees.

The Board of Regents of Claren­
don College recently gave the go- 
ahead for the purchase of marquee 
sign to announce college events and 
news.

The sign, which has already been 
purchased and delivered, is six feet 
by 12 feet and will be elevated 14 
feet in the air. It will be bricked to 
match the architecture of other cam­
pus structures and will be sur­
rounded by landscaping.

The structure will be a two-sided, 
lighted sign and will be placed on 
the northeast comer of the college 
campus at the intersection of Hwy 
287 and Bugbce Avenue.

Regents and President Elliot se­
lected the site after deliberating the 
matter for over two months and 
considered several possible loca­
tions.

Ultimately, the northeast comer 
was chosen because of its visibility 
for people traveling both directions 
on Hwy. 287, for people coming 
into town on Hwy. 70, and for locals 
using Bugbee Avenue.

The drawback to this location is 
that in order to place the sign there, 
two evergreen trees will have to be 
removed, and that has some local 
citizens upset.

Those concerned note that trees 
are especially rare in the Texas Pan­
handle and that we should not cut 
them down hastily. They are quick 
to point out that they have no prob­
lem with having the special events 
sign, but they wish the trees could 
be there also.

College officials say that this is 
exaaiy why the board took two 
months before approving the pro­
jea . They were looking for ways to 
do it without losing the trees.

At presstime. President Elliott 
said he was still looking into the 
possiblity of having the trees relo­
cated.

The college plans to plant three 
or four new trees in the old ones’ 
place as well as having a flower box 
beneath the sign.

In 20 or 30 years, citizens will 
benefit from a marquee sign that 
will be serving its purpose in addi­
tion to some nice-looking trees and 
flowers.

Ups For Safe 
Holiday Travel

When you are traveling this 
Thanksgiving weekend. Trooper 
LB . Snider, Public Information 
Officer for the Texas Department 
of Public Safety, asks you to con­
sider that we have some of the best 
roads in the country and motor 
vehicles today have much better 
safety features than vehicles mast 
o f ns stared driving in.

Trooper Snider advises that 
nearly all traffic accidents are 
caused by one or more driving er­
rors, which often offset vehicle 
safety features. Common errors 
by drivers are; failing to yield right 
of way, following too closely, driv­
ing on the wrong side of road , 
speeding too fast for conditions, 
and cutting too dose when pass­
ing, along with numerous other 
hazardous errors which too often 
result in traffic accidents. Many of 
these errors are a result of fatigue, 
alcohol, and other drugs (includ­
ing p rescrip tion  and over the 
counter), trying to “make” time, 
and inattention.

Precaution tips suggested by 
Snider are to:

Schedule adequate time for 
travel; be rested and alert, be clear 
of effects from medication; or if 
using m edication o r alcoholic 
beverage, have a designated drug 
free driver, and have all occupants 
use available safety belts.

You could smell the aroma of the big bird 
cookin’ in the oven throughout Grandma’s two-story 
frame house. My mom would help Grandma start 
putting the finishing touches on dinner as soon as we 
arrived, but Grandma didn’t need or want much assis­
tance in her bustling kitchen. After all, she had started 
preparing for the big day well in advance.

Turkey was naturally the main entree, but all the 
trimmings were there, .too -mashed potatoes, gravy, 
rolls, dressing, cranberry sauce, various vegetables, and 
on and on and on.

Every year Grandma saved one of the huge drum­
sticks for me. It wasn’t so much that I preferred dark 
meat. It was just that ever since I saw Errol Flynn play 
Robin Hood, 1 just had to have a drumstick. 1 always 
gnawed on that drumstick like it was a big leg of mut­
ton, leaning back in my chair and pretending to be sur­
rounded by the merry men of Sherwood Forest.

Kind of corny, huh? But, hey, I was only about seven 
years old.

Yeah, dinner was terrific, but it wasn’t the highlight 
of my day. The grand finale was Grandma’s homemade 
pumpkin pie. She made the flaky crust from scratch and 
topped the filling with a generous helping of whipped 
cream. Grandma always made at least two pumpkin pies 
because I could just about cat one by myself.

We would usually stay all Thanksgiving day; so, pe­
riodically, while my dad was watching football on TV, 
I ’d sneak back into the kitchen and sheepishly ask, 
“Grandma, can I please have another piece of pumpkin 
pier

“Sure you can, Scotty,” she’d say with a smile as big 
and bright as a rainbow. Then she’d give me another big 
hug and solicit, “You really like Grandma’s pie, don’t 
y o u r

When I’d answer, “I sure do. Grandma!,” she’d glow 
like a 75-watt light bulb.

Being special was special.
But that was a long, long time ago in a different part 

of the world. Things are different today.
The last time I visited Grandma was just before I 

moved to Clarendon. She’s 93 years old now and resid­

ing in a nursing home. Grandma’s mind is still sharp, 
but her body is a jail.

Without question, there are many fine nursing homes 
across the country that provide individuals and their 
families with invaluable care. Still, I must admit to feel­
ing kind of depressed whenever I visit Grandma now.

1 guess if  you live long enough, coining full circle is 
the way of i t  Everyone enters the world as a child, to­
tally dependent on the good will and care of others. For 
some, it’s sadly a part of the great plan to go out the 
same way.

Few and far between have been the times when I’ve 
played the Good Samaritan. But last year during the 
holidays, my family and I did something unselfish. We 
drove to Grandma’s new “home” to be with her.

Death hangs around Grandma’s home like a thief 
casing a convenience store. You can sense the suffocat­
ing pall when you open the door. It grabs you and 
shakes you out of the fantasy in which we all engage 
called immortality. The halls of Grandma’s borne are 
lined with souls trapped in a kind of anatomic purgatory 
- a cruel limbo between existence and hope.

In such circumstances, pride is a luxury afforded 
none.

For those like Grandma, almost immobile yet cog­
nizant, seeing one’s next door neighbor “leave” is as 
common as sending out the laundry. It has a kind of 
numbing effect.

Irrespective of the surroundings, we tried our best to 
celebrate the holiday. There was turkey, to be sure - the 
kind that comes out of a can, but surely better fare than 
most folks enjoyed around the world that day. There was 
even pumpkin pie, but a for cry from one of Grandma’s 
masterpieces.

At the day’s end, I cried when 1 hugged Grandma 
and babbled my good-byes. I suspect my tears were not 
so much a product of sadness, but of guilt - guilt for not 
having the wherewithal to improve Grandma’s plight. 
Guilt for not really having the inclination to do so.

Despite it all, there was much for which to be thank- 
fid. We were together, for one thing. And we were 
thankful that the first 92 years of Grandma’s life were 
pretty good ones. She loved and was loved. So many 
experience so much less.

We could also be thankful for our memories, portraits 
of Thanksgivings past when we gathered around a big 
oak table, joined hands, prayed together and stayed to­
gether, if only in spirit.

So, this Thanksgiving I’ll try not to be so sad. I’m 
2,100 miles away from Grandma now, but I’ll call her 
on the telephone. We’ll no doubt reminisce about how 
things used to be, of days gone by when I scampered 
around her kitchen, waiting for another piece of her 
homemade pumpkin pie.

Once I hang up the phone. I’ll try not to dwell on 
how things are for Grandma, but of how things were and 
how things will be.

And how things will be is that for which I can be 
most thankful of all.

Lone Star 
Card Putting 
Squeeze on 
Drug Dealers
New system 
hailed by Texas 
Rangers

Austin - T h e  Lone Star card 
is putting the squeeze on  drug 
dealers  and th e ir  custom ers,” 
State Comptroller John Sharp said 
today. “This card doesn't work on 
downtown street corners.”

T e a s  Ranger Commander, 
Senior Captain M aurice Cook, 
•greet. In a letter to  Sharp, Cook 
reported that the Lane Star card 
has had a chilling effect on the il­
legal use o f benefits.

“As you know, the old paper 
food stamp coupons were easily 
used to  purchase narcotics and 
o th er prohibited item s,” Cook 
wrote.

“This is just another example 
of the fraud fighting benefit of the 
Lone Star card, prom pting the 
Texas Rangers to declare the new 
system an ‘effective tool’ in the 
fight against food stamp fraud,”

Sharp said.
A  survey conducted by Af­

f ilia ted  System s C o rp o ra tio n  
(A S C ), a H o u sto n -b a se d  o r­
ganization specializing in drug 
studies, shows that the state’s in­
novative new electronic benefits 
transfer system prevents using 
them for drugs and other illegal 
items.

“In the past, it had been dif­
ficult to get participants into our 
outreach centers at the beginning 
o f the month because they had 
food stamps, and they sold them 
for cash, which they then used to 
buy d ru g s ,” A S C ’s p ro je c t  
m anager C heryl D ayton said. 
“With the Lone Star card we saw a 
shift. Now we see these par­
ticipants at the beginning of the 
month because they can’t sell their 
coupons anymore.”

The Lone Star card’s success 
at limiting the purchase of illegal 
drugs is documented in a recently 
released report entitled A  Snap­
shot view o f Adult Drug Usage in 
H ouston’s Econom ically Disad­
vantaged N orth and Southside. 
The study was funded by the Texas 
Commission on Drug and Alcohol 
Abuse and the Center for Sub­
stance Abuse and Treatment.

“These results coincide 
with the S4.5 million rise in retail 
food stamp sales in the Houston

e Clareahau H c t o
area reported earlier this year,” 
Sharp said. “Grocers large and 
small attribute this jump in food 
sales to a decrease in the traffick­
ing of benefits. The increase has 
been repeated in the Dallas area, 
where retail food sales rose by 
more than S5.7 million from June 
to  July.

In the Snapshot View study, 
clients reported that the Star card 
makes it extremely difficult to use 
the food sum p  program for il­
legitimate purposes. No cash ever 
changes hands in a food sum p 
transaction using the Lone Star 
card,and less cash means fewer 
customers for crack dealers, ac­
cording to  the study’s authors, 
Cheryl Dayton and Dr. William 
Elwood.

“T h e  su b s ta n c e  abusing  
clients even told the ASC inter­
viewers that the dealers are so 
desperate for customers that they 
have recently resorted to offering 
two-for-one specials and other 
sales gimmicks," Sharp said. “The 
Lone Star card is clearly returning 
the taxpayer-funded food stamp 
program to its original purpose, 
giving corn flakes to hungry kids 
instead of crack cocaine to their 
parents.

ASC president Isaac Mon­
toya agreed that a more broad- 
based study of the Lone Star card’s 
effects among drug users could

lead to further savings.
The L one Star card is now 

accep ted  s ta tew ide  by 16,000 
retailers serving some 1 3  million 
households, making it the largest 
electronic benefit transfer pro­
gram on earth. The innovative 
p ro g ra m  w en t s ta te w id e  on  
November 1.

Sharp fist recommended the 
EBT program in his 1991 Breaking 
the Mold report as a way to  combat 
th e  fraud and inefficiency as­
sociated with the old paper food 
stamp coupons. The Lone Star 
card is administered by the Texas 
Departm ent o f Human Services 
(TDH S) and T ransactive Cor­
poration , the system’s Austin- 
based operator.

VS Affected Animals

L a t  week, livestock health officials revived their protocol for VS cases.

“At the United States Animal Health Association (USAHA) meet- 
iag in Reno, Nevada, most o f the regulatory officials agreed the quaran- 
tiae would involve aajy the affected animal and its premise," said D r.Teny 
Ifoals, head o f  the TexaaAaimal Health COmmisaioii, the state's livestock 
health regulatoiy agency. “After an investigation, more premises o r areas 
may be quarantined, if exposure has occurred." (The quarantine still 

t at least 30 days after the sick animal heals.)
“Under the new procedure, areas hit by VS should suffer fewer 

t and trade restrictions,” said Dr. Beals. “Individual states may 
still impose restrictions as they deem necessary.”

Dr. Beals said mast animal health officials are convinced the best 
way to  contain VS is to  control flies and insects, limit human and animal 
exposure to  affected animals, and thoroughly disinfect livestock handling 
and hauling equipm ent Good "biosecurity” measures also mean prevent­
ing fence line contact between animals on infected and “dean” premises.

“Controlling biting insects, practicing strict sanitation and keeping 
livestock from touching sick animals appear to  be the effective means for 
stopping VS,” said Dr. Beals.

“O ur practical knowledge about VS is evolving, and regulatory 
agencies are tailoring restrictions that impose fewer burdens on the 
livestock industry,” said Dr. Beals. “VS outbreaks occur every 10 to 15 
years in the U 5 . with the last in 1982-83. Because it’s not an ‘everyday* 
infection, we’re still gaining ground on this disease.”

Dr. Beals said scientists are not sure what starts an outbreak o f VS. 
This year's episode was first diagnosed in May in New Mexico and has 
since spread into Arizona, Texas, Colorado, Utah„ and Wyoming. Insects, 
such as flies, are suspected to play a  role in the infection. Livestock with 
open VS sores can directly transmit the virus to other livestock and can 
contaminate feed, beddings nd equipm ent Veterinarians or producers 
who neglect to  wear gloves when handle infected stock are at risk of 
contracting flu-like symptoms from the animals. ,

Dr. Beals pointed out that VS symptoms are alarming, as its blisters 
and sores mimic several dangerous foreign animal diseases. A  laboratory 
confirmed diagnosis is required to  rule out deadly infections. Blood 
samples and tissue scrapings from symptomatic animals are sent to testing 
either to  teh National Veterinary Services Laboratory in Ames, Iowa, or 
to  the Foreign Animal Disease Diagnostic Laboratory at Plum Island, 
NewYork.

Beef Improvement Information To Be 
Available Via Satellite

Any beef producer with access to a satellite dish can join the quality 
and consistency revolution without leaving house by tuning in a special 
interactive distance learning project on beef quality excellence from 8i)0  
ajn. to 1:00 p.m. on December 12. The program is sponsored by the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service and the Texas Beef Council.

“Beef quality excellence in Texas is a  reachable goal,” says Terry 
Stokes, TBC interim executive vice president. “Texas can lead the 
nation’s move toward a higher quality, more consistent beef product 
Producers just need access to the information that allows them to maire 
necessary changes. Technology presently available allows producers to 
receive that information via satellite so they never have to  leave their 
home or place of business to  attend a symposium.”

Producers who own or lease a satellite dish can view the program on 
C-band by running in Telstar 303, Channel 10 (T3,10). Others can view 
the program at their county Farm Bureau office on the Ku-band (Telstar 
401, Transponder 11) or at their district TAEX office. Producers should 
call their local county Farm Bureau office to inquire about seating 
availability. In addition, Superior Livestock Auction, Inc, will broadcast 
the program throughout the U.S., Canada, and Mexico on the C-band.

Speakers will discuss the findings o f the National Beef Quality 
Audit, a nation-wide industry analysis that interviewed producers, pack­
ers, retailers, and restaurant operators. It found the industry was losing 
$280 per head because of misdirected production practices and selection 
of poor genetics that lead to overly Cat fed animals.

The distance learning program will show producers how to amend 
those production practices, how to hit the target with quality and yield 
grades through genetic selection, and how to  add value to calves destined 
for the auction or feedlot

“This program has been repeated in various sites around Texas 25 
times in the last two years,” says Richard Wortham, TBC vice president 
of industry relations and a coordinator of the distance learning project 
“W e’ve reached more than 8,000 producers with this information. Yet 
this satellite transmission allows us to vastly expand those numbers.”

The program will allow for interaction between cattlemen and 
feeders and industry experts. A  toll-free 800 number will be flashed 
periodically across the television screen. Producers who have questions 
as they watch the program will be able to call the number and get answers 
from TAEX livestock specialists.

“The program will directly address inconsistencies, non-conform­
ities, and the need to capture some of the $280 per head reported lost in 
the au d itj7 Wortham says. “For this to happen, changes have to be made 
on a wide scale in Texas and the nation. But the decision to initiate change 
has to be made by each individual Satellite technology allows the industry 
to get this information to more beef producers in a more rapid period of 
time. Each individual who hears that information can then make up his 
or her mind about what changes must be made on an individual herd 
basis.”
