Extension of coverage under 
old-age and survivors insurance 
to all gainfully employed w ork­
ers* is one of the recommenda­
tions of the Social Security Board 
in its eleventh and last annual re­
port, J. R. Sanderson, m anager of 
the Amarillo. Texas office of the 
Social Security Administration, 
said today.

In July of 1946 the Board was
abolished, its functions transfer­
red to the Federal Security Agen­
cy. and its organization designat­
ed as the Social Security Adm in­
istration. The current report, re ­
quired of the Board under the 
Social Security Act, is for the 
fiscal year 1945-46. and was sub­
mitted to Congress February 11.

Mr. Sanderson pointed out that 
the recommendation for ex ten­
sion was based upon ten years of 
adm inistrative experience, which 
had demonstrated the feasibility 
of extension of coverage to the

groups now without the protec­
tion of the program. Persons not 
at present able to earn protection 
under the program include those 
employed in agriculture, domestic 
service, non-profit organizations 
and Governm ent service, and 
those who are self employed.

In addition to protecting the 
groups not now covered, the ex­
tension of the program would re ­
duce the num ber of persons who 
lose their rights to benefits by 
shifting in and out of covered 
employment, he added.

A nother recommendation of 
the Board in the Report calls for 
paym ent of benefits to insured 
workers during periods of perm-, 
anent total disability, through ex­
pansion of the present Federal 
G overnm ent program of the old- 
age and survivors insurance. In 
making this recommendation for 
the inclusion of disability insur­
ance, the Board said that the 
wage loss suffered by perm anent­
ly disabled workers and their 
families probably runs from 
$ 1.50U.000.000 to $ 2. 0 0 0, 0 0 0,- 
000 a year.

A third m ajor recommendation 
calls for changes in the method 
by which old-age and survivors 
insurance benefits are figured to 
increase the amount of the bene­
fits, particularly for low-paid 
workers. The general level of 
benefits should be raised, the re ­
port states, largely because of in­
creased living costs.

O ther recommendations of the 
Board call for increasing from 
$3,000 to $3,600 a year the wages 
that may be credited to the ac­
count of any worker, thus ex­
panding the basis for determ ina­
tion of benefits, and an increase 
in the amount of earnings a bene­
ficiary may receive in covered 
employment without having 
benefits suspended.

The Board also recommended 
reduction of the qualifying age 
for all women beneficiaries from 
65 to 60 years.

Egg shipments 
more than doubled November 
volume. Although farm cash in­
come figured lower than in .No­
vember, it was still 13 per cent 
higher than in December 1945 
and represented the all-lim e high 
in dollars and cents income. De­
cember farm cash income moved 
up 3 per cent after seasonal ad- 
adjust mont.

The Bureau’s index of Texas 
business activity surged up to 188 
per cent of its 1935-39 base and 
10 per cent higher than the De­
cember 1945 level with the one- 
half of one per cent gain over 
November.

December retail trade exceeded 
all previous records in dollar vol­

ume, partially accounted for 
by higher prices. Retail safes of 
independent stores rose only 20 
per cent over November instead 
of the anticipated- 29 per cent 
seasonal increase usually m ark­
ing December sales.

County Poultrvmen 
Eligible To Enter 
National Contest

Donley County poultrymon 
will compete with poultry breed­
e r s ’in eight southwestern states 
in the 1947 phase of the nation­
wide ChickeW-of’-Tomorrow pro­
gram with more than 600 poultry 
raisers from this county eligible 
to enter the competition, accord­
ing to D. D. Slade, chairman of 
the national Chicken-of-Tomor- 
row contest committee.

"All that is required for Donley 
County poultrymon to become a 
part of this important breeding 
program is a flock of 50 baby 
chicks hatched between March 
2. and 8,” Slade said. “Poultry- 
men entering the contest arc urg­
ed to contact Prof. F. Z. Bean- 
blossom, Texas A&M College, 
Station, chairman of the contest 
committee in this state.”

Aimed at developing chickens 
witli improved meat-type char­
acteristics, the contest carries a 
$5,000 grand prize in 1948 provid­
ed by A&P Food Stores and $5,- 
000 in regional prizes. The top 
award will go to the poultry 
breeder who develops the most 
improved m eat-type chicken.

Slade urged Texas poultry men 
to continue their efforts to de­
velop superior m eat-type chick­
ens which, he said, are paying in­
creased dividends to the entire 
state. He pointed to the Chicken- 
of-Tomorrow contest as an ou t­
standing exam ple of the poultry  
industry’s determ ination to pro­
vide consumers with better chick­
en dinners.

The importance of poultry 
farm ing in Donley County, Slade 
said, is reflected in the latest re ­
port from the Census Bureau 
which shows that 89 per cent of 
the county’s fanners received in­
come from poultry. These pro­
ducers, according to the report, 
have more than 93,000 chickens 
and sell nearly 495,000 dozen 
eggs.

Swing of Southwest 
Farm Markets

Strength featured the farm 
markets last week, as most com­
modities held their own or sold 
at higher prices, according to the 
Production and M arketing Ad­
ministration, USDA. Weak spots 
appeared at some livestock term i­
nals, however, and feed continued 
downward.

Cattle moved at mostly fully 
steady to higher prices a t south­
west term inals although beef 
steers and yearlings were weak 
at Fort Worth, and calves show­
ed some weakness at San An­
tonio. Good to choice calves 
brought $18.50 to $22.25 per hun­
dred at San Antonio; $17.00 to 
$20 at Fort Worth and Denver, 
and $17 to $18.50 at Wichita. Med­
ium to Good cows turned at $12 
to $14 at San Antonio and Fort 
Worth; while common to good 
kinds sold for $11.50 to $14.50 at 
Wichita and $11 to $14 at Denver.

Hogs netted mostly 25 to 50 
cents advance for the week at 
Texas markets, but were only 
steady to even lower at other

southwest points. The week’s top 
was $23.50 at San Antonio; $24.50 
at Fort Worth; $25.85 at Wichita; 
and $26.25 at Denver.

Grains strengthened m aterially 
last week. W intry w eather reduc­
ed m arketing and demand con­
tinued active. At Fort Worth and 
Galveston, wheat and white com 
were each about a nickel higher 
than the previous period, while 
yellow corn gained three cents. 
Oats were up two cents per bush­
el, and sorghums three to six 
cents per hundred pounds. Rice 
m arkets continued firm, w ith do­
mestic and Cuban demand active. 
Feedstuffs showed a steadier 
tone, but wheat millfeeds, gluten 
feed, and cottonseed meal con­
tinued their downward trend.

Fair to good demand for sea­
sonally increasing supplies of 
fresh, eggs held prices mostly 
steady at Texas m arkets at 35 to 
36 cents per dozen. Demand for 
poultry was also good and prices 
w ere little changed. Receipts 
were only m oderate except for 
plentiful supplies of broilers.

Spot cotton prices advanced 
around $1.50 per bale last week.

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A new drug, cholonquine, dis­
covered and perfected by U. S. 
doctors and research chemists, 
promises new advances in the 
treatm ent of malaria, a Veterans 
Adm inistration consultant has re­
ported.

Dr. Edwin S. Kagy, tropical 
medicine specialist from Tulane 
University, discussed the new 
drug during a conference of VA 
doctors and consultants in Dallas.

“Choloiquine is much more ef­
fective than drugs formerly used 
and lacks the toxic effects of 
quinine and atabrine,” Dr. Kagy 
said.

For the Pacific veteran who re ­
turned to the United States w ith­
out signs of tropical diseases, the 
doctor had a cheerful word.

"The chances are very slight 
that these veterans will become 
ill as a result of their tour of 
duty." he said.

Recent graduates of nursing 
schools can be hired immediately

by the Veterans Administration 
even though they may not have 
received their state registration 
numbers, VA announced.

The nurses will be given tem ­
porary appointm ents pending 
successful completion of state 
board examinations, VA said. 
Perm anent appointments will 
follow. The starting salary is 
$2644.80 per year.

VA’s only requirem ent for new 
graduates, pending board exam i­
nations, is a letter from the 
school they attended, certifying 
that they have satisfactorily com­
pleted the nursing course.

The num ber of veterans hos­
pitalized by the Veterans Admin­
istration reached a new all-time 
high near the end of January, VA 
reported.

The report disclosed that a 
total of 119,845 veterans were re­
ceiving treatm ent at VA hospitals 
and homes and in non-VA hos­
pitals under contract to VA.

Veterans w ith seivice-connect­
ed ailments are given top priority 
for VA hospitalization, but veter­
ans with non service-connected 
disorders are hospitalized only 
when beds are available and if 
they say they cannot afford trea t­
ment in other institutions.

FEDERA LAND BANK OF 
HOUSTON HOLDS ANNUAL 
STOCKHOLDERS MEETING

Mr. Alva T. Simmons of Hed- 
ley, member of the board of di­
rectors of the Donley County 
National Farm Loan Association 
attended the Federal Land Bank 
of Houston’s annual stockholders’ 
meeting in Houston on February 
11-12 as the association repre­
sentative. He was accompanied 
by Mr. Rayburn L. Smitht.

Mr. Simmons, said that the 
Land Bank, which is owned en­
tirely by the 144 national farm 
loan associations in Texas, is 
celebrating its 30th anniversary 
this spring. Local farm er and 
rancher-owned national farm 
loan associations “are the founda­
tion of the Land Bank System 
and the meeting in Houston was 
featured by discussion of the op­
erations of these organizations 
which are set up for providing 
safe, long-term credit at low cost, 
to suit the needs of landowners."

Reports at the Houston m eet­
ing showed that 164,717 Land 
Bank and Land-Bank Commissio­
ner loans for a total of $477,650,- 
000 have been made in Texas 
during the past 30 years, many 
thousands of these loans having 
already resulted in debt-free 
ownership of fafm homes.

The Donley County Association 
now has $32,170.00 in farm er and 
ranchcr-ow'ned capital and sur­
plus of $20,471.00 In the past year 
a total of 10% dividends on stock 
has been paid to members in 
passing back part of the Land 
Bank System's savings to the 
users of the loan service, another 
$7460.50 having gone into surplus 
to further strengthen the associa­
tion for the future.
