The veteran is no different
from the average American in
hating government red tape and
run-around. Only he hates with
more intensity. He has had his
share of gruff top sergeants and
officious second looies. He re-
solved to be done forever with
bureaucratic autocracy when he
kissed compulsory saluting good-
bye. His idea of civilian life is no
more lining up for anything and

no more pushing around by any-
body!

World War II veterans have
fared better than those of World

War 1. The lining up and the run-
around ended for them when they
shed their uniform. They have a
one-stop service agency for their
needs as veterans in the presen'
Veterans Administration.

But the veterans of World War
I were not so fortunate. Back ir
1919 and 1920 there was a laby-
rinth of government agencies go-
ing through the motions of trying
to serve them.

Legion Brought Order

Correction of this bungled
handling of veteran affairs was
the first big undertaking of The
American Legion in its early
cradle days. It went to Washing-
ton to present the evidence of the
mismanagement of veteran af-
fairs. It presented photographic
proof of how men wounded in
battle were ladged in poor-houses,
asylums and even county jails be-
cause there were no hospital beds
while government agencies were
wrangling over which bureau was
top dog in handling veteran af-
fairs.

President Harding was shocked.
He named a committee of 10
prominent Americans headed by
Brig. Gen. Charles G. Dawes as
chairman, to study the deplorable
situation. The American Legion
was the chief witness before this
committee, The Dawes Committee
recommended that

Today the VA 1s a one-stop ser-
vice station for 19,000,000 veter-
ans. It handles all their needs in
disability and death compensa-

hard-earned rights, the veteran of
the first World War was pushed
around from the Pension Bureau

tion, disability and death pen-
sions, medical and hospital ser-

training and education, guaranty
of loans for homes, farms or busi-
ness and unemployment allow-
ances without any run-around.

Under the watchful eye of The
American Legion, the VA has
been developed and so operated
that, in spite of some existing im-
perfections, it stands alone today
among all large governmental
agencies as the one NOT subject
to political pressure and free
from pork barrel raids.

To dismember the VA as pro-
posed by the Hoover Plan into
five separate experimental bu-
reaus would bring chaos again in
the handling of veteran affairs
and result in waste. So The A-
merican Legion is firm in its
stand “HANDS OFF THE VA!"

Texas’ Public School
System Costing Only
One-Twelfth More
Than 10 Years Ago

AUSTIN—Texas' rapidly grow-
ing public school system is cost-
ing only one-twelfth more of
every tax PENNY than the total
expended ten years ago.

The surprisingly small increase
in apportionment of the total tax
dollar in the decade starting with
the 1939-40 school year is due to
several factors, Charles H. Ten-
nyson, Director of Public Rela-
tions of the Texas State Teachers
Association, pointed out here to-
day.

The total government cost for
all purposes has increased tre-
mendously in the decade. Tenny-
son noted, but said that the per-
centage of total government cost
for public schools jumped only
from 30.31 percent in 1839-40 to

30.43 percent for the present
school year.
Public schools this year will

cost an estimated total’ of $155,-
213,552 in revenue derived from
state and federal funds.

total tax dollar than it did ten
years ago. ;

“The most important factors in
this seem to be, our statistical re-
ports disclose, first, that the num-
ber of pupils attending schr.ol.und
the number of teachers declined
from 1939-40 to 1947-48. As a re-
sult, the total cost of public
schools did not increase as rapidly
as other government services.

“Secondly, the state has
panded services of other kinds to
its citizens more rapidly than the
public school program has been
expanded.

“By 1948-49 the pupil attend-
ancé and the number of teachers
had passed the pre-war level of
1939-40, yet the proportionate
part of total government expense
was not going to the schools. In
fact, the positoin of the schools
on the -tax dollar scale declined
from 30.31 percent to 27.49 per-
cent.

“But to sum it up, Texas now
has a vastly improved schcol sys-
tem, which makes for better citi-

ex-

zens and a more prosperous state,
at a total increase in cost of only
a little more than one mill, a
twelfth part of every tax penny.
That amounts to a twelfth part of
the cost of the average cigarette.”
