Fliet Can Be 
O rderly

THE BUSINESS 
SITU A TIO N

AUSTIN — Texas business in 
November stepped up sharply 
from October, the University of 
Texas Bureau of Business Re­
search reported. The composite 
index of business activity rose 10 
per cent in November to carry the 
index to an all time record high 
of 207 per cent of the 1935-39 base 
period.

With the end of the coal and 
steel strikes, all the m ajor phases 
of Texas business, as represented 
by the Bureau’s seven compon­
ents of business activity, showed 
an increase during November.

The manufacturing component 
of Texas business is represented 
in the composite index by the rote 
of activity of the petroleum re ­
fining industry and by the con­
sumption of electric power for in­
dustrial purposes. Industrial pow-

per cent in the sales of nondur­
able goods stores.

The movement of goods in the  
southwest rose sharply in Novem­
ber as measured by miscellaneous 
freight carloadings The B ureau’s  
index in Noverrftjer was 24 per 
cent higher than in the previous 
month and was 8 pur cent h igher 
than the average for the first I I  
months of 1948.

The production of crude p e­
troleum was 5 per cent higher in  
November than in October, but 
was !3 per cent below November 
a year earlier.

Building activity also rose 
sharply in November, w-ith th e  
Bureau’s index of building p e r­
mits in Texas cities up 27 p er 
cent from October and 35 per cent 
higher than November 1948. A fter 
adjustm ent of the value of p e r­
mits for the rise in building costs, 
the rate of building was 411 p e r 
cent of the 1935-39 base level. T he

Health Notes
Do you know that tuberculosis 

is preventable? Curable? Not in­
herited?

Tuberculosis is contracted frtm  
another active case. It is a "catch­
ing disease’’. It is caused by a 
germ which usually attacks the 
lungs, but may attack other parti 
of the body, says Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Officer.

Tuberculosis is spread from an 
infected person to others in sev­
eral ways, some of which arc: 
through the nose and throat dis­
charges by coughing and spitting; 
through using dishes, linens and 
other articles soiled by an infect­
ed person. Tuberculosis infection 
usually is the result of continued 
close contact with an active case; 
therefore, it is a ‘‘fafnlly disease”.

How' do we know w’ho has 
tuberculosis? Early TB is w ithout 
symptoms. It is no rospector of 
persons. It occurs in all walks of 
life and at any age, but is least 
likely to be present in serious 
form between the ages of 4 and 
14 years.

If coughing and loss of weight 
are present, the disease is well 
advanced, and a person has lost 
his best chance for complete re ­
covery.

he would do unto them; and he 
did it not.” Ver- 10. Was not this 
decree changeable? God said to 
Hezekiah, “Set thy house in ord­
er; for thou shalt die, and not 
live.” 2 Kings 20: 1. Here was 
another positive ordinance which 
was changeable, for Hezekiah 
turned his face to the wall and 
prayed, after which God said to 
him: “I have heard thy prayer, I 
have seen thy tears, behold, I will 
heal thee, on the third day thou 
shall go up unto the house of the 
Lord, and I will add unto thy days 
fifteen years.” Vers. 5, 0. Here 
was a decree concerning Hezek- 
iah’s death, which w^s changed, 
and his life prolonged fifteen 
years, and the change induced by 
his prayers and tears.

When David was at Keilah, he 
inquired of the Lord, saying: 
“Will Saul come down as thy ser­
vant hath heard? O Lord God of 
Israel, I beseech thee, tell thy ser­
vant. And the Lord said, He will 
come down. Then said David, will 
the men of Keilah deliver me and 
my men into the hands of Saul? 
And the Lord said, they will de­
liver thee up. Then David and his 
men, which were about six hund­
red, arose and departed out of 
Keilah, and went whithersoever 
they could go. And it was told 
Saul that David was escaped from 
Keilah; and he forbare to go 
forth.” I Sam- 23: 11, 13. When 
David left Keilah, Saul turned his 
pursuit in the direction of David’s 
flight, and did not go to Keilah at 
all. Had God decreed, from all

eternity, whatsoever comes to 
pass, it occurs to us that he would 
have answered David differently; 
perhaps something after the fol­
lowing style: “No. David, Saul
will not come to Keilah. nor will 
the men of Keilah deliver you in­
to his hands, for I have unchange­
ably ordained that you shall leave 
Keilah, and Saul will turn his 
pursuit in the direction to which 
you go.”

This was what did come to pass, 
and certainly God did not tell 
David what he had fore-ordained 
to be untrue. Had David remained 
at Keilah, Saul would have gone 
there; hence circumstances, and 
not unm utable decrees, controlled 
this event, even as they do most 
others. O ther examples might be 
given, but these are enough to 
show that God has issued decrees 
that never have come to pass, nor 
never will come to pass. Now, if it 
is true that God fore-ordained 
every thing that comes to pass, 
then it follows that He fore-or- 
dained the reformation of the 
Ninevitos, the prayers of Hezek­
iah. and the flight of David from 
Keilah; hence when He said, “Yet 
forty days and Nineveh shall be 
overthrow n,” He had fore-ordain­
ed, before time began, that it 
should not be overthrown. When 
He told Hezekiah to set his house 
in order, for he should die and not 
live, He had fore-ordained that he 
should live fifteen years longer. 
How such a theory is to be har­
monized with the word of the 
Lord I know not.

One year ago in the convention 

at A tlantic City, many days were 
spent in debate and finally there 
emerged a re-statem ent of our 
position of the year before. There 
was approval of the pfovisions of 
the Act of 1948, as there Was in 
support of the idea tha t they 
should go into effect the first of 
this coming January. And with 
regard to the definite proposal 
which we should make on the 
m atter of price policy, any chang­
es to be made, if and when they 
were made, were to be made by 
the Board of Directors.

A gain we insisted that aggres­
sive efforts be made to stimulate 
and increase consumption and 
listed the means, as use of re ­
search, education, improvements

in production and marketing 
technique, reduction in the cost of 
production, processing and m ar­
keting, development of new and 
expanded outlets for agricultural 
commodities in domestic and 
foreign markets, diversion of sur­
pluses into by-products uses, dis­
posal of surpluses in export m ar­
kets at competitive world prices, 
including the use of export pay­
ments when necessary, the study 
and use, where practical, of inter­
national commodity agreements 
and support of adequate, wisely- 
planned, economically adminis­
tered programs designed to u til­
ize a maximum of surplus agri­
cultural commodities. With fu r­
ther reference especially to non­
basics, we added that it should be 
possible for producers of any agri­
cultural commodity to qualify for 
m andatory price supports through 
the development of acreage ad­
justm ent, m arketing quota, pr 
m arketing agreem ent programs.

At the January  m eeting and 
again at the March m eeting of the 
Board of Directors, it was the 
opinion of the m ajority  tha t we 
should stand on the legislation as 
it was then w ritten, w ith notable 
exeeption only in its broader ap­
plication to crops.

Second, for cotton and 
peanuts a special provision was 
made for 90 percent of parity 
loans all the way up to 108 per­
cent of normal supply, instead of 
having a downward adjustm ent 
beginning in excess of 102 percent 
of normal supply as w as the case 
with regard to all other basics, 
w'ith the exception of tobacco 
which was always 90 percent 
whenever quotas were in effect.
In both cases, the loans, of course, 
decline to 75 percent at 130 per­
cent of normal supply.

During the ensuing months by 
dint of long and arduous labor, 
the Senate A gricultural Commit­
tee came out with a bill. It differ­
ed from the Farm  Bureau position 
on two m ajor points and some 
minor ones. The m ajor ones were 
that the bill provided for an ad­
ditional extension of one year a t 
90 percent on the basics, and 
second, tha t it provided for th e  
inclusion of hired labor in the  
definition of parity. This la tte r 
raiqfd the parity  level of supports , 
m aterially for the present tim e, 
but over a period of 40 years the 
inclusion of hired labor ^yould not 
m aterially have changed the 
parity level. W hat it has done in 
the past is to make it higher in 
periods of inflation and lower in 
periods of deflation. That is, i t  '*'■ 
was higher in 1947 and somewhat 
lower in 1932.

In September, our Board got to­
gether again, decided to support 
the bill w ith these provisions if 
we had to in order to get it pass­
ed, but a t the same time, to work 
for the provisions agreed upon in 
June.

Health Notes
AUSTIN—Seasonal health haz­

ards for young children are to be 
guarded against in the w inter­
time just as carefully as they are 
in the sum m ertim e in the opinion 
of Dr. Geo. W. Cox, S tate Health 
Officer.

“Every m other, is familiar w ith 
so-called sum m er complaints 
which affect small children but 
certain w in ter diseases can be 
just as harm ful and are just as 
likely to m ake their appearance 
unless proper precautions are  
uaki.’LDr. Co* said. * £  it ,

In flUKgroutf of Win tar diseases' 
Dr. Cox included influenza, ton­
sillitis, pneumonia, bronchitas, 
asthma, and even diphtheria 
when a child has not been im­
munized. Any such disease affect­
ing a child’s respiratory or 
breathing system is apt to be 
very serious and only too often 
fatal. Pneum onia often develops 
from a neglected cold or may fol­
low a severe case of measles or 
whooping cough. Bronchitas con­
dition may also prove to be an 
after effect of these diseases and 
these respiratory ailments are 
much more difficult to combat 
successfully than the digestive 
ailments which are prevalent in 
the sum m ertim e and known as 
summer complaints.

“These w inter diseases are es­
pecially dangerous to babies and 
very young children,” Dr. Cox 
stated. ^’Nearly all of them are 
spread from the secretions of the 
nose and mouth. Children not in 
vigorous health are naturally  
more susceptible to these com­
plaints and the first line of de­
fense against them is to strength­
en the child's power of resistance 
against disease,” Dr. Cox Advised. 
"The second step is to keep them  
under medical supervision and 
the third is to make sure that they 
avoid contact with those who 
have coughs, colds, or fevers.”

ORDINANCE SETTING OUT 
FIRE ZONES. PRESCRIBING 
PROCEDURE OF PERMITS AND 
INSPECTION. S E T T I N G  UP 
TYPES O F CONSTRUCTION 
PERMISSABLE. P R O V I D I N G  
FOR ARBITRATION. SETTING 
UP PENALTIES. DECLARING 
AN EMERGENCY.

“Be it ordained by the City Com­
mission of the City of Clarendon, 
as follows:

SECTION 1. FIRE LIMITS: 
The following shall be and are 
hereby declared to constitute the 
first fire zone: All of blocks 17, 5,

THE DONLEY COUNTY LEADER.
1. 2, 8, 7, 6, 18, 22, 21, 20, 42, and 
the east half of block 43 within 
the corporate limits, and accord­
ing to, and as shown on the re ­
corded and adopted map or plat 
of the City of Clarendon, Donley 
County, Texas. The secondary fire 
rone shall consist of blocks 26, 10, 
9, 38, 37, 53, 54, and all the hold­
ings of the Ft. Worth Sc Denver 
Railroad Company lying west of 
McClellan St and bounded on the 
west by Taylor St., according to 
the recorded and adopted map or 
plat of the City of Clarendon, 
Donley County, Texas.

SECTION 2. PERMITS AND 
INSPECTIONS: No wall, struc­
ture, building, or part thereof, 
shall hereafter be built, enlarged, 
or altered, until a plan of the pro­
posed work, together with a state­
ment of m aterials to be used, shall 
have been submitted to the Desig­
nated Building Inspector, who 
shall, if In accordance with the 
provisions herein contained, issue 
a written permit in triplicate for 
the proposed work. Perm its to be 
kept on file with the City Secre­
tary.

Structures hereafter erected 
without a permit, or not in con­
formity with this ordinance, shall 
be removed.

No building shall be moved 
from without the fire limits, nor 
from one location to another 
w ithin the fire limits until a per­
mit shall have been issued there­
for. No perm it shall be issued un­
less such construction is in ac­
cordance with this ordinance.

The designated Building In­
spector shall inspect, as often as 
practical, construction in pro­
gress to see that all provisions of 
this ordinance are being complied 
with.
NOTE: All plans and specifica­

tions subm itted to City 
M aintenance official shall 
comply with all city ordi­
nances of the City of 
Clarendon, Donley Coun­
ty, Texas, and with A rti­
cle 3271A of the Revised 
Civil Statutes of the State 
of Texas.

SECTION 3. CONSTRUCTION 
REQUIRED WITHIN THE FIRST 
FIRE ZONE: No building or
structure of wooden, ironclad 
(w hether on wood or metal sup­
ports), stucco, or veneer type con­
struction, or any building whose 
walls contain wood supports, shall

be perm itted except as indicated 
in Section 4. No building shall 
hereafter be built, enlarged, or 
altered, except in accordance 
with this ordinance.

The thickness of walls shall be 
not less than as given below:

Brick walls shall be not less 
than 12 inches thick, except that 
small one-story buildings with 
floor areas of 750 square feet or 
loss may have walls 8 inches 
thick.

Hollow* building tile may be 
used as fillor walls provided such 
walls be supported on reinforced 
concrete beams and footings, and 
by adequate reinforced concrete 
of brick pillars or columns spaced 
not more than 16 feet apart; walls 
to be not les6 than 12 inches thick. 
Small one-story buildings of less 
than 500 square feet floor Area 
may have walls of 8-inch hollow 
building tile.

Solid stone walls shall be 4 
inches thicker than brick walls 
for like construction.

All exterior walls, party walls, 
and division fire walls shall have 
parapets extending at least eigh­
teen inches above the roof, and 
said parapets shall be at least 12 
inches thick, except where 8-inch 
walls are perm itted as above, in 
which case parapets may be 8 
inches thick.

SECTION 4. CONSTRUCTION 
WITHIN SECONDARY F I R E  
ZONE: No building shall be per­
m itted within the secondary fire 
zone except those buildings with 
areas of 5,000 square feet, or less 
to be constructed of 8-inch solid 
masonary walls or all metal con­
struction. It is permissablc to 
build a building exceeding 5,000

square feet w ithin this secondary 
fire zone, provided the building is 
protected by approved automatic

SECTION 5. FRAME BUILD­
ING IN FIRE LIMITS: The fol­
lowing frame structures are per- 
missable in the fire limits:

a. Temporary one-story frame 
buildings for the use of 
builders.

b. Weoden fences not over 8 
feet high without roof or 
cover.

SECTION 6. ROOFS: AU build­
ings or structures hereafter con­
structed in the fire limits shall 
have incombustible roof cover­
ings.

No roofing on an existing roof 
shall be renewed or repaired to a 
greater extent than 10% of the 
roof surface, except in conformity 
with this ordinance, and in no in­
stance shall more than one permit 
be issued each existing building 
in any one year.

SECTION 7. REPAIRS AND 
ADDITIONS: Any existing build­
ing within the fire limits which 
may hereafter be damaged by 
fire, decay, or otherwise, to an 
amount greater than 50% of its 
present value, exclusive of the 
foundation, shall not be repaired 
or rebuilt, but shall be removed.

Extensions, remodeling, or ad ­
ditions to existing buildings shall 
not be considered as repairs, and 
shall not be perm itted except 
when conforming with Section 3 
of this ordinance.

SECTION 8. ARBITRATION: 
Whenever an application for per­
mit to repair any existing build­
ing already located within the 
fire limits is made by any person 
or firm, and the City Council and 
the applicant disagree on the ex ­
tent of repairs to be made, and a 
permit is denied by the designat­
ed Building Inspector, then the 
City Council or Commission shall 
appoint a competent and dis­
interested person, and the appli­
cant shall appoint a competent 
and disinterested person, which 
said two persons so appointed 
shall select a third member, and 
those said three persons shall ap­
praise the building, exam ine the 
plan of the proposed work, and 
the statem ent of m aterials and 
labor to be used in repairing or 
rebuilding of said building, and 
make a signed written report of 
their findings to the City Council 
or Commission. If such report re 
fleets clearly that said rebuilding 
or repairing would be a violation 
of this ordinance, then such appli­
cation for perm it shall be denied 
by the City Council or Commis­
sion, and if such report reflects

that the person seeking said per­
m it has complied with said ordi­
nance, and the requested rebuild­
ing or repairing is not in violation 
of said ordinance, then said City 
Council or Commission shall issue 
a perm it for the proposed rebuild­
ing or repairing.

SECTION 9. VALIDITY OF 
ORDINANCE: If any section,
paragraph, subdivision, clause, 
phrase, or provision of this ordi­
nance shall be adjudged invalid 
or hold unconstitutional, the same 
shall not affect the validity of 
this ordinance as a whole, or any 
part or provision thereof, other 
than the part so decided to be in­
valid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 10. PENALTIES: 
Any person, firm, or corporation 
violating any of the provisions of 
this ordinance, shall be deemed 
guilty of a misdemeanor, and 
shall upon conviction thereof, be 
fined in any sum not less than 
$10.00 nor more than $50.00, and

SECTION 11. ORDINANCE IN 
CONFLICT APPEALED: All o r­
dinances or parts of ordinances in  • 
conflict w ith this ordinance a re  
hereby expressly and affirm ative­
ly repealed.

SECTION 12. EMERGENCY:
It is hereby declared th a t an  
emergency exists due to pending 
requests for building perm its in  
fire zone, which creates a public 
and im perative necessity tha t the  
rule requiring reading of ordi­
nance on 3 separate occasions be 
dispensed with, and that this ord i­
nance become effective upon 
reading and passing hereof and 
publishing as required by law.

J. R. Sanderson, m anager of the 
Amarillo social security office has 
listed a few New Year’s resolu­
tions for the people who are cov­
ered by social security.

Sanderson said, "By following 
these few simple rules, you will 
help keep down government ex ­
penses and save yourself money.” 

1. When you reach 65, or a 
m em ber of your family dies, in­

quire immediately about your 
social security payments. Bene­
fits are lost through failure to ap­
ply for them  on time.

2. When you start work on a 
new job, show your employer 
your social security account num­
ber card. Ir» order to report your 
wages correctly, he must have 
your name and num ber on his 
records.

3. If you have lost your social 
security card, get a duplicate at 
once. Do not wait until you get 
ready to change jobs. Employers 
frequently refuse to hire a new 
worker if he does not have his 
social security number.

4. Check on your social security 
account at least once every four 
years. Your social security office 
has a specially prepared postal 
card for this purpose. It will be 
sent you free, upon request.

5. Contact your social security 
office in Amarillo for authentic 
information about social security
