The highest yearly farm fire Iom in U. S. history jumped 
$75,000 when this dairy barn and silo burned at Newington, Conn., 
la te  last year. Total Io m  for the year was $157,000,000, a IS per 
cent increase from the year before, according to U, S. Department of 
Agriculture estimate*. Farm Urea don't have to happen and they ran 
be prevented by common-sense fire prevention measure*, says the 
National Fire Protection Association.

Each year farm fires exact a 
greater toll of life and property, 
says the National Fire Protection 
Association, sponsor of Fire Pre­
vention Week, Oct. 9-15. Fire 
losses on the farm in 1954 jumped 
18 percent over the 1953 figure 
for a total of *157,000,000, ac­
cording to the U. S. Department 
of Agriculture.

The majority of last year’s 
farm fires should not have hap­
pened, and for farmers who would 
keep their farms free of fire, the 
NFPA has this advice:

1 — Break the habit of smok­
ing in bed and in danger areas 
such as barns, sheds, and store­
rooms. Smoldering cigarettes 
and burning matches carelessly 
thrown aside are to blame for a 
heavy proportion of U. S. farm 
fires. '

2 — Keep furnaces, stoves, 
space heaters, brooders and other 
heating equipment clean and in 
rood repair. Dirty or faultygood re

major source of farm fires. Have 
qualified repairmen service heat­
ing equipment at least once a 
year.

3 — Store gasoline, kerosene, 
and other flammable liquids at 
least 40 feet from buildings. Un­
derground storage is safest. 
Tight metal containers are the 
next best choice. When drawing 
off small amounts, use only 
safety cans made for the purpose.

4 — Use fire-resistant build­
ing materials, particularly as­
phalt shingles or other fire-re­
tardent roofing. Most city dwell­
ers are required by building 
codes to use fire-retardant roof­
ing, but it’s up to the fatmer to 
take this precautionary step on 
his own, the NFPA points out.

5 — Clean up trash, oily rags, 
accumulated m a g a z in e s  and 
papers, and dead vegetation in 
yards and fields, particularly 
along fence lines. “ Don’t give a 
fire a place to start,” is the Fire

The President of the United 
States has issued a Proclamation 
designating Oct. 2-8 as “ National 
Employ the Physically Handicap­
ped Week.”

to participate actively in this ob 
servance.

More than two-thirds of the 
deaths caused by farm machinery 
involve tractors.

A considerable number of wid­
ows, and young children of work­
ing people who died between 
June 1940 and September 1950 
have failed to claim the monthly 
benefits payable to them under 
a 1954 change in the social secur­
ity law, announced John R. San­
derson, Manager of the Amarillo 
Social Security Office. Those who 
do not apply for their benefits 
before October 1, he pointed out, 
will not be able to receive bene­
fits for all the months back to 
September 1954, the effective 
date of the new provision in the 
law.

Under this provision, it is now 
possible to pay monthly social se­
curity benefits to the qualified 
survivors of workers who died 
between June 1940 and Septem­
ber 1950 if the deceased wage 
earner had credit for as little as 
a year and a half under social 
security work or World War II 
Military Service. The families of 
many of these workers applied 
for benefits at the time of the 
worker’s death, Mr. Sanderson 
said, but were told that they 
could not receive payments be­
cause under the law, as it was 
then, the worker had not earned 
enough social security credit to 
provide survivors benefits for his 
family.

"Announcements of the change 
in the law were made in all 
newspapers, in pamphlets, and on 
radio and television," Mr. San­
derson said, “and 52 persons in 
the Panhandle area have applied 
for these benefits since Septem­
ber 1, 1954.”  It is believed there 
are many others in this area who 
are now entitled to these pay­
ments. In order to receive all 
such payments, claim should be 
filed before October 1. Inquiries 
should be made at the Social 
Security Office, Amarillo, Texas.

Gen. John Ben Shepperd 
is the newly-elected president of 
the 53-member National Associa­
tion of Attorneys General. He 
was elevated from vice president 
at the New Hampshire conven­
tion.

Selection of a new Democratic 
National Committeeman, to re­
place ousted Wright Morrow, has 
been postponed by the Demo­
cratic State Executive committee 
until Oct. 6. Also it will meet in 
Waco instead of Ft. Worth.

Over the week-end Gov. Allan 
Shivers attended his first meet­
ing of the National Civil Defense 
Advisory Commission, to which 
he was appointed by President 
Eisenhower. It was held in Oma­
ha, Neb.

Mrs. Mary Joe Carroll, wife of 
a UT history professor, made 
feminine legal history by emerg­
ing as high scorer in state bar 
exams. She works for the Austin 
law firm of Looney, Clark and 
Moorhead.

Texas received another batch 
of 157,644 “shots” of Salk polio 
vaccihe from Eli Lilly and Co. of 
Indianapolis. It went direct to 
commercial drug channels, to be 
used outside the school program, 
on doctors’ prescriptions.

Irving school teachers, accused 
of ‘ ‘going on strike”  in protest

when their superintendent was 
temporarily fired, won a victory 
in district court in Austin. Judge 
Jack Roberts denied an applica­
tion of Irving taxpayers seeking 
to compel Commissioner of Edu­
cation J. W. Edgar to forfeit the 
teachers’ certificates. Judge Rob­

erts ruled that the plaintiffs had
no “justifiable interest” in the 
matter, and that the courts prob­
ably had no jurisdiction.

other members were Charles E. 
Wilson, Secretary of Defense, and 
Arthur S. Flemming, Director of 
the Office of Defense Mobiliza­
tion. The ad hoc members were 
George M. Humphrey, Secretary 
of the Treasury, Arthur E. Sum- 
merfield, Postmaster General, 
Eztra Taft Benson, Secretary of 
Agriculture, and Rowland R. 
Hughes, Director, Bureau of the 
Budget. This Committee issued a 
report on Monday, April 18. This 
report has become highly con­
troversial, and many people in 
this country are alarmed about 
it, especially those in the motor 
freight business. These people 
feel this report is definitely a 
pronouncement of administration 
policy because the members mak­
ing up the committee are the 
President’s top advisers and are 
in either Cabinet or semi-Cabinet 
status. It will be remembered 
that the report filed by the Presi­
dent’s Fuel Committee recom­
mending discontinuance of feder­
al control of the production and 
gathering of natural gas became 
highly controversial because of 
the possible political repercuss­
ions. At that time the President 
took the position that he did not 
consider that report pronounce­
ment of administration policy, 
but only the recommendations of 
an advisory committee which he 
was not bound to follow. It might 
be pointed out that the Trans­
port Advisory Committee had 
members on it who are much 
closer to the President and who 
have much more influence on the 
President than did the members 
on the Fuel Committee. This is 
the thing that is disturbing many 
of thejjeople in the motor freight 
industry. They feel that the re­
port is definitely a pronounce­
ment of policy by those who are 
shaping many of the government­
al policies at the present time.

It is a problem that must be 
worked out by the Congress, and 
I am happy to say that I have the 
good fortune of being a member 
of the Committee on Interstate 
and Foreign Commerce which

SOIL CONSERVATION 
DISTRICT NEWS

Those who own land in zone 2 
of the Donley Soil Conservation 
District should not forget to vote 
Tuesday evening at the Goldston 
school for the District supervisor 
to represent that zone on the 
Donley District Board of super­
visors for the next 5 years. Zone 
2 consists of the northwest corner 
of Donley County, extending as 
far south as highway 287 and as 
far east as highway 70.

To better acquaint the people

with the organization and duties 
of the Donley District, a meeting 
complete with program and re- 
ireshments is planned for next 
Tuesday, October 4th in the Gold­
ston school building at 7:30 p.m. 
This meeting will be open to all 
interested in soil conservation 
work, but only those who own 
land in zone 2 and live in the 
Donley District will be eligible 
to vote.

With the recent moisture over 
most of the Donley District, farm­
ers are urged to plant winter cov­
er crops on all land that does not 
have sufficient cover to prevent 
blowing this winter and spring.

Rye, wheat, austrian winter 
peas and hairy vetch are adapted 
cover crops for this area.

The winter peas and vetch are 
better for soil improvement as 
they are legumes and, if proper­
ly inoculated and a good growth 
is obtained, approximately 75 
pounds of nitrogen will be taken 
from the air and added to the 
soil.

Rye is by far the best crop for 
cover and soil protection, espec­
ially when planted this late in 
the season.

Agood plan where a cover, 
soil improvement, and nitrogen 
are desired, is to plant a mixture 
of rye and one of the winter

legumes.
Mrs. Ritter of the ASC office 

advises that funds are still avail­
able for cover crop practices and 
applications for approvals are 
being taken now.

Additional information on cov­
er crops and other conservation 
practices may be obtained in the 
office of the Donley Soil Conser­
vation District or from Soil Con­
servation Service technicians who 
are assisting the District.
