Bag Limit On Quail
Reduced On Plains

New hunting and fishing laws
for the Panhandle, effective Sept.
Ist, reduced the bag limits on
quail and the limits on black
bass, crappi¢ and channel catfish.

The regulations, under recent
legislation giving the Game, Fish |
& Oyster Commission rcgulutm'y;
authority in the Panhandle, were |
enacted at the regular meeting of |
the commission in Austin. |

The new regulations are the
result of observations by gamo“
department personnel and a!
series of hearings in more than 20/
Panhandle counties in which|
sportsmen were given an oppor-|
tunity to express their recom-|
mendations. "

Dove season in the Panhandle
will be Sept. 1 - Oct. 15 and the
bag and possession limit will be
10 birds. This is the same regu-
lation that has been in effect foi
several years.

Quail season will start Dec. 1

and run through Jan. 18 — the
same as in previous years. Bag
limit will be 10 birds and the

hunter may have not more than
20 in possession. Previously the
bag limit was 12 birds and the
possession limit was 36.

Deer and turkey season will be
from Nov. 17 to Nov. 26 in all
counties of the regulatory zone
except Armstrong, Randall and
Briscoe. No open season is sche-
duled for those counties, due to
recent restocking operations.
Limit will be one buck and two
gobblers.

New limits on crappie
channel catfish are 15 per day
ind not more than 30 in possess-
ion. Previously limits were 25 per
day with mo limit on possession.

Black bass will be limited to
six per day and not more than 12

U.S. ARMY CAPTAIN BRINGS
JAPANESE MUSIC TO AMERICA

and the Japanese language. In his
more than three years of duty in
Japan he devo his spare time
to presenting programs of Ameri-
can music to Japanese audiences.

At the invitation of the president
of the Ueno Academy of Music,
Jlgln'n outstanding conservatoire,
he lectured to the faculty on Ameri-
can public school music methods.
In the spring of 1947 he conducted
the Toho Symphony Orchestra in a
series of four Gershwin Memorial
concerts at the Imperial Theater
in Tokyo, thus becoming the first
American to conduct a major Jap-
anese symphonic organization since
the war—and one of the few
foreign conductofs to conduct re-
hearsals in the Japanese language.
He also participated in numerous
joint recitals of American music
with the well-known Japanese so-
prano, Miss Akiko Asakura.

One of Japan's foremost music
| critics, Mr. Takatoshi Kyogoku, re-
cently wrote to Captain Stewart,
“I believe your recitals including
.hrnnese works have progressed
cultural relations between Japan
and America and have helped to-
ward an undenunding of Japan by
the American people.’ .

Captain Stewart, now on duty
with the Office of Military History
in Washington, served in New
Guinea and the Philippines early
in the war and earned the Silver
and Bronze Stars for conduct under
fire. Prior to the war he had been
a public school supervisor of music
in Nebraska (his native state),
New York and New Jersey.
