Medical Center to be remodeled
$900k job will add ten beds to nursing home; Other projects slated for next year

The Donley County Hospital Dis­
trict is in the bid process to remodel 
the Medical Center Nursing Home, 
according to the district officials.

Administrator Alan Graham says 
the Medical Center has not had a face­
lift or major renovation since it was 
built in the early 70s and must be up­
dated to meet current needs.

The facility was originally built 
to be a hospital, and the renovation 
will rework abandoned hospital space 
to accommodate ten more beds for the 
nursing home.

The dining area will be enlarged 
by about 30 percent, and the entire 
facility will receive new lighting, ceil­
ing tile, and floor tile.

The former clinic area, currently 
used by the Texas Department o f 
Health, will be remodeled to accom­
modate a new central nurses’ station.

an office for the Director of Nurses, 
and a new whirlpool and showering 
facility. The present east-wing nurses’ 
station will be turned in to a family 
room.

The center’s aging and unreliable 
heating and air-conditioning system 
will be replaced.

A new outside courtyard will be 
built on the southeast side of the Medi­
cal Center and will cover approxi­
mately 800 square feet. The courtyard 
on the northwest side of the building 
will be enclosed in a new fence.

Architect Leslie Norman Rohan 
of Panhandle says the work should 
take about nine months to complete 
and will be done in about eight phases. 
The first phase will be the central 
nurses’ station and showering facility.

Graham expects construction to 
start in January.

The project will cost the district 
nearly $900,000 to complete, but tax­
payers won’t be footing the bill, Gra­
ham says.

“We’ll pay for this with grants, 
our share of money from the state’s 
tobacco settlement, and increased cash 
flow," Graham said.

Bringing the facility up to a total 
capacity of 53 beds is expected to add 
about $240,000 per year to the nurs­
ing home, and the district expects to 
receive $225,000 annually from the 
tobacco settlement for the next four 
years. There are no plans for a bond 
or to raise taxes, Graham said.

“This will get us over the break 
even line with the nursing home,’’ he 
said. “The industry average is 60 beds 
for a profitable facility. Fifty-three 
beds will meet the needs of Donley 
County well into the next century.”

In addition to remodeling the 
Medical Center, the hospital district 
is planning other projects for the com­
ing year.

“The overall concept is to make 
the Medical Center area the primary 
medical facility in Donley County,” 
Graham said.

By the third quarter of 2000, the 
district hopes to begin work on a com­
bined services building adjacent to the 
Medical Center.

Graham said the new facility 
would house the ambulance authority, 
the Texas Department of Health, and 
a clinic. Space would also be provided 
for a telemedicine facility and room 
for consulting doctors and physical 
and occupation therapy services 
would be available.

help finance the construction of the 
combined services building. A deci­
sion from the foundation is expected 
by the end of this week.

Additionally, the district has ap­
plied for a rural health care initiative 
grant from the state, and Graham says 
they should have some news on that 
application in the next week or two.

The district also hopes to see an 
assisted living center built near the 
Medical Center.

In March, the hospital board 
voted to sell three acres o f land south 
of the nursing home to a Lubbock doc­
tor as a site for an assisted li >ing cen­
ter.

Dr. Michael Strickland has until 
May of next year to break ground on 
that facility, or the land will revert 
back to the ownership of the hospital 
district.

DPS: ‘Failure 
to stop’ caused 
Hedley wreck

A report from the Department of 
Public Safety has pointed to failure to 
stop at a stop sign as the cause of the 
wreck that took the life of a Hedley 
student two weeks ago.

DPS Trooper Chad Simpson says 
Curtis Beavers from Lubbock was 
westbound in the outside lane of US 
287 as he approached the intersection 
with State Hwy 203 in Hedley on 
November 23.

An unknown vehicle was stopped 
on Hwy 203 with a white Oldsmobile 
driven by T.J. Ward of Hedley wait­
ing behind it. The unknown vehicle 
pulled across US 287, and then Ward’s 
car pulled out in front of Beavers’ red 
Ford pickup without stopping at the 
stop sign, the DPS report states.

Simpson said Beavers applied his 
brakes heavily but was unable to avoid 
striking the left side of Ward’s vehicle.

Justice o f the Peace Jimmy 
Johnson pronounced Ward dead at the 
scene at 5:20 p.m. He was 16 years 
old.

Speed was not a factor in the ac­
cident, and alcohol is not considered 
to be a factor either, the trooper said.

Beavers was treated and released 
from the hospital, and two classmates 
traveling with Ward -  sophomore 
Marissa Wells and freshman Tommy 
Wells of Wellington -  did not sustain 
major injuries.

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Bush’s tax plan 
isn ’t enough

Gov George W Bush Iasi week announced his 
presidential campaign's tax cut proposal.

The governor’s plan would give Americans a S483 
billion dollar tax break over five years with the majority 
of the relief going to working families.

According to Bush's website, he would replace the 
current five-level ax  system o f 15, 28. 31, 36, and 39.6 
percent with four lower rates of 10. 15, 25, and 33 
percent

Other items of the plan include: doubling the per 
child tax credit from S500 to S1,000, allowing people 
who don’t itemize their deductions to write off charitable 
donations, increasing the annual contribution limit to 
educational savings accounts from S500 to S5.000, and 
eliminating the death tax over eight years.

What do I call the governor’s plan? A good start. . 
but not good enough.

Or as Republican presidential candidate Alan Keyes 
put it last week: “I suppose we should all get down on 
our knees now and thank Massa Bush for giving us back 
some of our money ."

Don’t get me wrong 1 like Bush. But his plan just 
doesn’t go as far as it needs too.

In the first place, why do we have to wait eight 
years to eliminate the inheritance tax? People are dying 
right and left everyday, and the government is just 
greedily feeding off their lifetimes of work. Any 
Republican candidate ought to be ready to send this tax 
to the grave as soon as he takes office.

Secondly, why do people who run around procreat­
ing get all the tax breaks? The people who don’t have 
kids deserve a tax break also. (But then maybe I’m 
biased on this one )

Reducing the rates in the tax brackets is also a great 
idea I’ve long held that all Americans are paying too 
much in taxes. The middle class and the rich are both 
taxed too high.

Speaking in Iowa last week. Gov. Bush said, "I 
propose that we establish a basic principal: No middle 
class family should face a federal income tax rate higher 
than 25 percent." He went on to say, “The federal 
government, in peacetime, has no business taking more 
than 33 percent of anyone’s paycheck.”

The governor is right on both counts, but even 
under his plan the government will still be taking a huge 
bite out of our wallets because it fails to address one key 
thing - payroll taxes

Payroll taxes are those hideous hidden taxes that 
stealthily hit your paycheck even before you get it. The 
taxes that finance the Social Security and Medicare 
systems make take a total chomp of 15.3 percent of 
payrolls in this country. Half of it comes from an 
employee’s paycheck, and the other half is paid by the 
employer for the privilege of having someone work for 
him (The employer’s half is a regular payroll expense as 
surely as though it was given to an employee, and it is a 
factor all employers must consider when setting wages 
and salaries.)

Assuming you are lucky enough to fall into Gov. 
Bush’s 10 percent tax bracket, the federal government 
will still be confiscating 25.3 percent of your paycheck 
In the 15 percent bracket, you really lose 30.3 percent.
At the 25 percent bracket, the feds are extorting 40.3 
percent of your income -  that’s getting close to half of 
your income for those that don’t understand mathemat­
ics. Do 1 need to figure the next level?

My fellow journalist -  Ron Carr of the Bovina  
B l a d e  -  recently opined: "People are nuts. They are 
against ATM fees but sit quietly while the federal 
government takes half their money and wants more."

The American people don’t seem to really realize 
how much the government is taking from them, and they 
don’t seem to care. They just get all excited when 
candidates speak of giving a SI00 credit here or a “per 
child” credit there.

Alan Keyes recently put it this way: “It’s time we 
stop thanking politicians when they make promises that 
they ’re going to let us have a little more control over our 
own money It’s time we demand back control over 
every last cent.”

Bush says that by implementing his plan about six 
million low- to moderate-income families won’t have to 
pay taxes at all That may be true for income taxes, but 
even the poorest of the poor are paying payroll taxes. 
There is no choice in the matter, and there are no 
deductions for that one. If you work, you get taxed.

To have true tax reform in this country, we must 
look at both the income tax and the payroll tax Both of 
these arc too high, and both are barriers to success, 
opportunity, and prosperity

Bush’s plan may be a good start, but it is only that -  
a start The whole system needs a serious overhaul.

It’s time to update and m odernize M edicare
Medical care has changed quite a bit 

since the Medicare program was created in 
1965.

We’re living longer, staying healthier, 
and leading far more productive lives.
With all these changes, it only makes 
sense that we update and modernize 
Medicare so that the program is more in 
line with the times.

Prescription drugs are a good ex­
ample. Over the past 35 years, more and 
more people have come to rely on pre­
scription drugs as a way to treat and 
prevent disease. A good many of these 
drugs do not come cheap. In fact, I’ve had 
more than one person tell me that they are 
often forced to choose between buying 
food or buying medicine in order to make 
ends meet. That is a cruel choice which 
no one should have to make.

The President has proposed having

issue
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Medicare cover the cost o f prescription 
drugs. While I agree we need to find a 
solution to this problem, I also believe we 
need to be careful when we talk about 
adding more benefits to the Medicare 
program. Just a few years ago, the system 
was about to go broke. While it is in 
better shape today. Medicare is still 
operating under a financial strain. I have a 
real concern that simply adding the cost of 
all prescriptions — without making any 
other reforms — may bankrupt the 
program. We need to ask a number of key 
questions, including;

Whether a prescription drug benefit 
would be available to everyone receiving 
Medicare benefits or whether it would 
only be available to low-income seniors?

Whether seniors with prescription 
coverage under a Medicare supplement 
could keep their current plan or whether 
they would have to participate in the new 
government benefit?

Whether an attempt to control 
prescription drug prices would remove any 
incentive for drug companies to continue 
to research and develop vital new drugs?

The bottom line is that we do need to 
explore ways to update and modernize 
Medicare and bring it in line with the 
times. But we also need to be very careful 
that we do not create new problems while 
trying to solve an old one, and that we not 
take away important health care choices 
which America’s seniors already have.

W hen com peting su ccessfu lly  is a ‘cr im e’

On Friday, November 4, US District 
Judge Thomas Penfield Jackson issued a 
207-page decision that contained findings 
of fact in the government’s antitrust 
lawsuit against Microsoft. These findings 
of fact are not the judge’s final ruling on 
the case -  they are simply his finding as to 
the basic facts in the case. Now attorneys 
on both sides will spend months arguing 
how the law applies to the fact and which 
facts are most important.

Reviewing Judge Jackson's findings 
of fact makes it clear that he just doesn’t 
get it -  and this isn’t the first time Judge 
Jackson failed to get it. Earlier in this 
same case, an appellate court overturned 
Jackson and upheld Microsoft’s right to 
design its products as it saw fit. That was 
not the sort of ruling one would expect a 
federal judge to get wrong.

Judge Jackson’s findings of fact seem 
premised on the notion that Microsoft is a 
monopoly. All of this may sound plau­
sible to the uninformed; after all Microsoft 
is a very large and very successful 
company. But in reality, most of Judge 
Jackson's findings of fact are nothing 
short of absurd. In economics and law, 
being successful or large do not a mo­
nopoly make

Basic economic theory teaches that 
monopolies dominate the market and use 
their monopoly power to, among other 
things: (1) increase prices forcing hapless 
consumers to dramatically overpay for 
goods because there is no other option; (2) 
slow innovation and development of new 
technologies and processes so that the 
monopoly can better maintain its power 
and profits; and (3) provide inferior 
products to consumers on the assumption 
that they have no place else to go

If the federal government and Judge

Jackson are correct that Microsoft is a 
monopoly, it must be the case that 
Microsoft is (1) increasing prices, (2) 
limiting innovation; and (3) providing 
inferior products. Let’s examine the facts 
and see.

Microsoft products are now cheaper 
than ever. Every new release of software 
does more and costs less. Microsoft now 
gives away its browser and its e-mail and 
contact management software. They 
update this free software regularly to 
improve it and make it more powerful.
The updates are also free. How are 
consumers harmed by less expensive and 
more powerful software? How are 
consumers harmed by free software?

The computer industry and the 
Internet are growing so rapidly and new 
technologies are being developed at such a 
dizzying rate that it is impossible that 
Microsoft has limited innovation. In fact, 
Microsoft has been a leader in making the 
Internet more accessible to average-every­
day computer users. Moreover, Microsoft 
has been such a powerful innovator that is 
has pushed other companies such as 
Netscape and AOL to improve their 
products. Who gains when Microsoft’s 
competitors improve their products to 
keep up with Microsoft? Consumers.

Finally, Microsoft products are among 
the best in the industry. Monopolies are 
not typically known for providing the 
highest quality. Yet, Windows has 
simplified computer use for millions of 
people who were intimidated by DOS’s 
cumbersome operating system. Word, 
Excel, Access, Explorer, Outlook Express, 
and Power Point are industry leading 
software applications. The only complaint 
I've heard about Microsoft products is that 
they offer too many features and are too 
powerful. That is like complaining about 
a dishwasher because it cleans even the

dirtiest dishes.
Ask yourself how consumers are 

harmed by Microsoft offering improved 
software for lower prices? How are 
consumers harmed by Microsoft giving 
away its web browser? How are consum­
ers harmed by a high tech environment in 
which innovation is so rapid that home 
computers and consumer software now do 
things that years ago, not even super 
computers could do? How are consumers 
harmed by Microsoft pushing companies 
like AOL and Netscape and other competi­
tors to upgrade and improve their prod­
ucts? How are consumers harmed by 
being able to purchase high-quality and 
inexpensive software like Word and 
Excel?

The answer is painfully simple -  there 
is no harm. In fact, the consumer has been 
the largest beneficiaiy o f Microsoft’s 
innovation.

It appears that Judge Jackson has 
spent so much time focusing on arcane 
and obscure points o f law that he missed 
the basic point -  monopolies charge high 
prices for shoddy goods and prevent others 
from providing quality goods at reason­
able prices. Microsoft has not done any of 
these things. The record is all too clear. 
Microsoft has simply worked very hard to 
produce the best software products 
available. As a result, we are all winners.

However, some o f Microsoft’s 
competitors think that striving for innova­
tion and excellence should be a crime. If 
those competitors are successful, we all 
will be the losers. Judge Jackson should 
keep this in mind before he proceeds any 
further.

Unique novel presents Christmas story in new  light
in her unique novel. Two From 

Galilee, author Maijorie Holmes not 
only portrays a beautiful love story but 
also provides insight to every day 
opinions and family life in Nazareth. 
It is the story o f “two people chosen 
by God to provide an earthly home for 
His Son.” She presents Mary and Jo­
seph, “a teenage girl and a young car­
penter, alone, frightened, in love, 
faced with family conflict, a hostile 
world, and an awesome responsibil­
ity.”

Holmes’ inspiration for the novel 
unfolded during Christmas Eve church 
services she attended with her 13- 
year-old daughter. She became over­
whelmed with concept o f the manger 
scene’s reality. This really happened! 
When Virgin Mary gave birth to Jesus, 
she was not much older than Holmes’ 
own daughter.

After three years’ research, six 
additional years passed before pub­
lishing. According to her introduc­
tion, she kept hearing, “Nobody wants 
to read a Biblical novel anymore.” 
They criticized that she had made the

Holy Family as real as the people next 
door. Her response? That was ex­
actly what she intended...“to make 
people realize they weren’t just stat­
ues or Christmas Card pictures. They 
were human beings who breached, 
hurt, hoped, and loved just like we 
d o ”

The scene is set with “And now 
she was a woman." According to Ga­
lilee customs, wedding arrangements 
began to take form as soon as a young 
maiden entered womanhood, usually 
between ages 11 to 14.

Through fictional conversations 
effectively interspersed with factual 
events, the author relates preparation 
steps: the synagogue announcement, 
betrothal date (which could be as long 
as year before the formal wedding cer­
emony), and busy women spinning, 
weaving, drying herbs and cheeses, 
making clay pots, sewing draperies, 
bedding, tablecloths, and towels.

While betrothed, couples were 
linked by law. Punishment for adul­
tery could be as severe as death by

stoning. It was during this betrothal 
period that Mary conceived. “And so 
it was that Mary knew God, and be­
came at once His child. His mate, and 
His mother, and the miracle was 
achieved.” (page 81)

Dramatic events are brilliantly 
described by the author: Mary’s par­
ents’ disbelief; her trip to visit rela­
tives, Elizabeth and Zachariah; gos­
sips' wagging tongues of accusations; 
Joseph’s agonized dilemma until his 
anxiety was relieved by the angel’s 
assurance that Isaiah’s prophecy was 
about to be fulfilled; and the trip to 
crowded Bethlehem.

Joseph felt he had failed Mary 
when he told her of no room at the 
inn. God had chosen him to look af­
ter her, and all he could provide was 
the cave o f a stable.

Mary and Joseph adored their 
precious baby and His little ways. 
While relishing His infant charms, 
they couldn’t help but think of Jesus' 
future suffering that would be part of 
God's great plan. At one point, Jo­
seph said, “Somehow, 1 can’t think of 
our son as a king...one who will 
mount the throne one day and rule the 
world. But rather a king that will 
somehow change men’s hearts. Mary 
talked of how prophets had already 
spoken o f his fa te ...m an  o f 
sorrows...to bear whole burden of 
people’s sins.

Joseph again speaks of his love 
for Mary and how it will enable them 
to grow together in strength so they 
would be worthy of the great blessing 
that came to them in a Bethlehem 
stable...so they would be worthy of 
having Him entrusted to them even for 
a little while.

It’s time to stock your emergency food pantry KING CROSSWORD,

By Sue Church. County FCS Agent 
Although the public has been 

bombarded with reasons to prepare 
their cupboards for the big Y2K event 
of the century, it makes sense to have 
a pantry stocked for the unpredictable 
winter weather and unplanned power 
outages that may occur any winter. 
We should not take for granted that 
the tap will flow and the lights will 
glow. Act now by preparing or rotat­
ing an emergency survival pantry.

According to Karma Metzgar, nu­
trition specialist with Missouri Exten­
sion Service, it is wise to consider 
some of the following suggestions:

• Store your emergency supplies

in a cool, dark, dry place, preferably 
on shelves. The items in your pantry 
should be things that require little or 
no preparation, no electricity, no 
added water, can be eaten without 
heating, are packaged in one-meal 
sizes, require a minimum o f storage 
space, and have a long shelf life. It’s 
sort o f like planning a camping trip to 
a remote area and never leaving home.

• Store plenty o f nonperishable 
food that will feed your family for a 
week or two. (Peanuts, crackers, dry 
cereal, ju ices, canned vegetables, 
canned entrees, dried fruits, shelf- 
stable cheeses, dried meat, powdered 
milk, canned meats, peanut butter and

meat spreads).*
• Collect plenty o f paper products 

such as plates, cups, napkins, bowls, 
towels, plastic tableware and trash 
bags. Store pint-, quart- and gallon­
sized bags, too. They can be used as 
mixing, serving and storing bowls.

• Non-food items should include 
a non-electric an opener; unscented 
chlorine bleach to sterilize reusable 
utensils and containers and to purify 
water; a battery-operated radio; bat­
teries, medicine; first aid supplies; per­
sonal products; toile' ies and a flash­
light or two. You also should keep a 
household fire extinguisher handy.

• Store water. Allow six gallons

o f water per week per person. Store 
in airtight, food-grade plastic or glass 
containers. Set up a rotation system 
so that when you water flowers, trees, 
etc., you recycle your stored water and 
replenish with fresh treated water.

• Water also can be stored in a 
freezer. If the electricity goes off, the 
ice will keep the freezer cold longer. 
Or if you need water to drink, thaw.

• The emergency pantry supplies 
should be routed to insure freshness. 
Mark a time on your calendar to re­
place certain items and keep the emer­
gency pantry stocked.

Start collecting now and be pre­
pared for whatever winter may bring.
